More Jobs 
Foreseen by 
U .S. Aides

Washington, Sept, 12 (JP)—  
The Labor Department re­
ported today a good chan(» 
that unemployment will drop 
below 4 million in October, un­
der the influence of the broad 
economic recovery.

The department Issued its de­
tailed analysis of the August job 
picture, of which secretary Arthur 
J. Goldberg had already given 
highlights.

The report showed that both 
business payrolls and total on-farm 
employment, as well as over-all em­
ployment, reached a record high 
for August last month.

But joblessness clung to the re­
cession rate of 6.9 per cent.

The department’s manpower ex­
pert, Dr. Seymour 'Wolfbeln, told 
reporters the August total of idle 
men and women 4,942,000, reflects 
“a pretty sick problem.” Never­
theless thSre are signs that it is 
yielding to the continued gains in 
business, he said.

If unemployment foUows a strict­
ly season^ pattern it will drop to 
about 4.2 million tjfils month and 4 
million in, October, 'Wolfbeln said, 
but he added;

Austin, T>x., Sept. 12 (jF>—TTie 
slim brunette with her hair in 
curlers hugged her knees and shiv­
ered under a heavy army blanket.

“Boy, oh boy, toat wind," said 
her husband, husky Ken McCall 

“ Every gust that little trailer 
would shake and riiiver and make 
like it waa going to. take off, I 
mid to my wife, ‘Hon, let’s get out 
of this.’ "

Mrs. McCall shivered again.
The McCalls, a young couple 

from McAllen who came to Austin 
last week to.̂  enroll In the Univer- 
city of Texas, sat on an army cot 
In a basement comer of the C3ty 
Auditorium, which for two days 
has been a shelter for evacuees 
from Hurricane Carla.

Around the McCalls were 800 
Other refugees.

The Crying of several babies, 
the hum of oonvermtloii and the 
banging of a metal door could hot 
drown out the shrill whistle of 
Carla’s powerful gusts outside.

Some of the refugees had been 
in ' the shelter alns<> winds began 
banging the Texas coast last Sat­
urday night. In tha (Tity Coliseum, 
across the road, smother 700 tem­
porarily homeless waited out the 
storm.

Early . today the comparative 
oldtimers 'who helped inagurate 
the shelter welcomed new evacuees 
from sodden sections of Austin 
and nearby Bastrop and Giddings.

"We knew we had to get out,” 
mid L. R. Stockmsm, a welder 
from Sweeney. “We’ve been in hur­
ricanes before.”

'Two large great dane dogs were 
tied at the rear of the coliseum. 
Other dogs barked at various 
mints about the big sheet iron 
luilding.

‘A man ahowed up yesterday 
with a dozen cans of dog food,” 
said a Red Croes volunteer. “He 
said he didn’t give a damn what 
happened to the people but he 
didn't want any dogs going hun­
gry.”

Pretty snub-nosed Virginia Jen­
nings, 18, of Edna, Tex., where

^age late last night, helped pass out 
coffee. She said:

Progress Report Submitted 
On Credit Evaluation Plan

The board of r education Iast9 
night heard tha progress report ot 
the board’s qredlt evaluation com- 
raittae. froni^. the committee’s 
diaIrman, WUUam Buckley..

The oommittee has ex­
ploring the poaslbllUy of estab- 
Uahtaig a  new set of policies for 
credit evaluation ' of activities of 
teachers, to include those . ac­
tivities of a  ndn*academio nature 
undertaken by teachers during the 
summer months.

In the past, miecial casts have 
been heiud by the boaril of edu­
cation to detonntoe credit for ac­
tivities of this oort.

Buckley termed the present 
basis for evaluation "inadequate.’’ 
and urged a  broader basis of 
dvaluatio'h to cover, for example, 
the ease of a  business teacher who 
milght be worictog to a  modern 
buslnesa office itoring the sum­
mer.

Bucklejr proposed advance ap­
proval from the superintendent 
for courses to be taken by teach­
ers. to Insure the teachers of 
credit for the courses, and to avoid 
the need of reviewing the case 
after the course Is completed.

He said that the committee. In 
studying advance standing, ob 
served that, because of -the leas 
restrictive nature of the courses 
taken, the 30 credits beyond a 
master’s deg^ree are easier to a t­
tain than the 30 credita beyond a 
bachelor’s degree toward advance 
standing.

The committee has studied an 
arrangement siniilar to tha t for 
advance'standing beyond a  nu 
tor’s  degree-for elementary teach­
ers seekihg advance standing be­
yond a  bachelor’s  degree.

Recommendation^ of the com- 
mlttee will be atudled to further 
detail by the board of edticatlon a t 
a later date.

VUlowlng Is  a  general descrip- 
tleii o f the rscommended location

Beginning a t the end of the pres- 
o i t  expreasway conatnictlon. Just, 
westerly of King SL  in South 
Windsor, the recommended route 
would extend easterly in a  straight 
line to R t  6. King S t. would be 
severed a t the expressway cttiming 
and relocated to the southerly side 
of the present divided highway, to 
connect with Main St., opposite 
the present service road to the toll 
station.

A t U. S . 5, a  cloverleaf inter­
change is planned to provide full 
traffic service between R t. S and 
the proposed expreasway. McGuire 
Rd. would be severed ju st westerly 
of its  present intersection with R t. 
5. R t. SO, Eaiingtoh Rd.,,would be 
closed (HI the southerly side of the 
planned interchange and a  turn­
around would be provided The

meaent intersection of R t. SO andt>Wlndsor 
Burnham St. would be shifted east- 
e ily  to Improve traffic operations.
The Sp rin ^ eld  Branch of the New 
Haven Railroad would be relocat­
ed easterly to pass aroimd the 
planned interchange. R t. SO would 
also be relocated easterly to pass 
around the planned interchange. A 
section of Burnham S t -  would be 
included as a portion o f 'th e  relo­
cated statfr highway, R t  SO.

Continuing easterly, the pro­
posed expreasway wpuld under­
pass Lctig Hill Rd. The recom- 
mendMl route would proceed in.an 
easterly direction and abut (he 
northerly side of the Hartford 
Klectric Ught Oo. power line 
right-of-way. The expressway 
would enter Manchester about. 300 
feet easterly of the junction of the 
town lines of Shut Hartford, South

and Manchester. The ex-(

gressway would then cross Bum- 
am S t  Bumhaon St. would be 

relocated to the southerly side of 
the expressway and then turn 
northerly over the expressway to 
meet the intersection of Clark S t  
and Chapel St. A full interchange 
would be provided here for local 
arm  traffic.- A possible roadway, 
now under study by the Town of 
Manchester, has been tentatively 
(Mordinated with the relocation of 
Burnham St. Continuing easterly 
the recommended route would 
then overpass a  relocated section 
of Windsor St. to an expressway 
connection with- the Wilbur Cross, 
liocal service ramps would be 
provided a t the relocated section 
of Windsor St. and Tolland tpke.

The schedule of operations for 
this project has been separated in­

to two parts. In accordance with 
Public Act 80S, as enacted by the 
1961 legislature, the section of the 
proposed expressway between the 
present end of construction and 
R t. 5, Including structures and 
some of the interchange ramps, 
is tentatively scheduled to be ad­
vertised for bid- in the summer of 
1662. The construction of the re­
mainder o f the project from R t. 
5  in South Windsor to Interstate 
M  in Manchester is dependent on 
the availability of future funds. 
A t present, no immediate funds 
are assigned to this portion of the 
project; therefore, no tentative 
schedule can be established a t this 
time. I t  does not appear a t this 
time that construction of the Rt. 
b-Interstate M aectlon would be 
under way before 1960.

Gray Box ‘Breathes,

Cape Canaveral, Fla., Sept. 13 (/P)—The United States took 
a long stride toward manned orbital flight today by rc«ket- 
ing a Mercury space capsule into orbit and rccoyering it af­
ter one sweep around the Earth.

A krench Jet airliner feeling its 
way through a hea-vy fog crashed 
and burned in a rocky ravine last 
night. Air France officials said 
all 77 persons aboard perished.

Three U.S. citizens', an Arabian 
prince, the Australian ambassa­
dor to Cairo, a Moroccan diplo­
mat and two Russiuts were among 
the victim, an Air France spokes­
man said.

The sleek twin-jet Oravelle air­
liner, in service only 8H months, 
was bound . from Paris to Casa­
blanca, with a brief Sbep sched­
uled a t Rabat.

The plane contacted the Rabat 
control tower, then began its let­
down and glide toward Rabat's 
Sale Airport. But in the thick fog, 
the plane veered off into a ravine 
and struck a Jutting rock.
. Witnesses said they heard two 
distinct explosions and then the 
plane turned into a torch, burning 
for several hours.

Flames towered above the ravine 
aa firemen,, soldiers and police 
rushed to the disaster scene. They 
were hampered by the rocky ter­
rain and the dense fog. When they 
arrived they found burned and tom 
bodies strewn as far away as 100 
y ^ s  from the wreckage.

There were six persons in the 
crew and 71 passengers. Air France 
headquarters in Paris said. Some 
reports In Rabat said there was one 
additional passenger, but this could 
not be conhrmed.
