McNamara described the sction
as another readiness measure in
the light of world conditions. But
asked if It indicated a worsening
in the Berlin situation, he replied:
"“No, I think not."

There has been speculation that
when these units and other alerted
divisions were mustered into ac-
tive duty it would mean the Unit-
ed States planned to send more «f-
visions lo Europe But MeNa-
mara said '"no decision has been
made to send any divisions to Eu-
rope.”

He also said there are no plans
for alerting any more units—at
least not immediately.

The call to active duty went out
yesterdsy to two National Guard
divisions—the 32nd Infantry of
Wisconsin and the 49th Armored
of Texas —and to 249 Reserve and
Guard supporting units.

The 32nd—the famed Red Ar-
row Division which two decades
ago was summoned to spearhead
the war against Japan in South-
west Pacific—will train at Ft,
Lewis, Wash. The 32nd was the
first National Guard division call-
ed to federal service in 1940,

The 49th, on the olher hand, is
a new divigion with no battle rec-
ord. It will train at Ft. Polk, La.

The two divisions were among
four Guard divisions and 475 oth-
er Reserve and Guard units put on
alert Sept. 8. Thus, McNamars
said, 75,000 other Reservists and
Guardsmen are on notice that they
may be called, The two divisions
stiil on alert are the 26th Infantry
of Massachusetts and the 28th In-
fantry of Pennsylvania. Whether
they too will be called up depends
on world conditions, said McNa-
mara.

State Escapes Fury
Of Hurricane Esther

Connecticut was hit by power-
ful winds, hehvy ,rains and high
tidea today but escaped serious
damage and the full fury of hur-
ricane Esther, . :

A "hurricane watch" was with-
drawn in mid-morning as the
storm showed signs of weakening
and posing little danger to the
atate,

Some portions of the state re-
corded wind gusta up to 71 miles
an hour. Thousands of homes lost
power, as lines were snapped by
falling trees and lmbs,

Rising tides flooded low-lying
areas in towns along the Connecti-
cut shoreline, but evacuations were
not numerous.

Schools 'in many cities canceled
classes for the day.

Streets were littered with fallen
tree limbs—and some trees. Live
wires came down in New Haven,
and Mayor Richard C. Lee urged
residents to remain Inside their
homes until the trouble could be
cleared.

Esther spread stiff winds of 40-
50 miles an hour over'western Con-
necticut, and as high as 80 in the
eastern section of the state. Gusts
were even higher in the east, closer
to the hurricane’s path.

b Bridgeport recorded gusts of 71
miles an hour, An official sald the
city took “‘a pretty good pound-
ing." "About 10 or 15 large trees
toppled in Bridgeport's -Beardsley
Park, and numerous others came
down elsewhers in the city.

Tides ware generally three to
four feet above normal, causing
minor flooding in parts of the New
London, Niantic, Stamford, Milford,
Fairfield and Greenwich areas.

About 10 familles were evacuat-
ed from the Fairfield Beach grea.
In New London, about 15 persons
showed up at the state armory,
which had been opened to house
evacuees,

Stamford's Mayor J, Walter Xen-
nedy, as the high tide passed, said
his city “was very fortunate in es-
caping with only minor damage.”

The mmjor trouble was the power
fallures, scattered throughout the
state and affecting homes by the
thousands. In the New Haven and
Bridgeport areas alone, more than
8,000 homes went without electric-
fty for varying periods of time.
