The reasons for thig change are
many, the main one being the tre-
mendous aize of the 'school. Ac-
cording to Principal A. Raymond
Rogers, the present administrative
system was designed for a achool
of 1,200 students or less but must
deal with a mach greater number
of students. Another reason is
that national standards recom-
mend one vice-principal for every
750 students, \

Mr. Rogers sald that many ad-
vantages will atem from the new
administrative organization. . He
hopes that it will bring about bet-
ter communication bétween the
office and the students, He pointed
out that last year, over 600 mis-
takes of the same kind were made
by student while filling out elec-
tive cards.

It is also hoped that the system
will bridge the gap between the
office and the teachers, as there is
now only one principal advisor for
every 35 teachers, | °

The new system will also shift
much of the routine paper work
away from Mr, Rogers and leave
him more time to plan for the fu-
ture of Manchester High School.

Mr, Miller, the new member of
the. staff, will probably be put in
charge of scheduling and the
school curriculum. He will also
take charge of the IBM machine,
where he will search for new tech-
niques and uses for it. °

In coming to MHS, Mr, Miller
vacates his post as head of the
audio-visual services for the Man-
chester school system, which he
has held since 1838. At present it
is still not known who his succes~
zor in the AV post will be.
