‘n ie  Russians went testing in the 
atmosphere yesterday, firing their 
ISth explosion since Sept 1.

'While the new testa have direct­
ed world-wide criticism a t the 
Kremlin, there has beeh no bal­
ancing rise in pro-American sen­
timent abroad. Asians -and Near 
Easterners said, in effect, "A 
plague on both your houses.”

This assessment of international 
feelings was issued yesterday by 
the USIA following a study of 
overseas press and radio commen­
taries.

The United States reopened its 
tests soon after the Russians. But 
unlike the Soviet Union, the 
United States triggered its* explo­
sions uiidergroimd so as not to 
contaminats the air with faUouL

Tha Soviet blast yesterday was 
fired in, the atmoephere in the 
vicinity of its arctic testing site, 
Novayn Zemlya, and had a  ylel(j on 
the order of one megaton, equiva­
lent to one million tons of TNT.

There has been published specu- 
latimi that the Soviet's current se­
ries of blasts—including six in the 
megaton range— may have dc\>o*- 
ited more radioactive ^ebrls in the 
atmoephere and stratosphere than 
Russia’s 1958 series did. The 1958 
Soviet tests are generally rated as 
the "dirtiest” in terms of fallout 
on record.

But unofficial, U.S. sources, said 
yesterday there la no way for the 
public to tell now whether the 
present Soviet explosions are the 
dirtiest so far.

Scientltta who declined to be 
identified said the only, persons 
who could possibly make such an 
appraisal are the weapons test ex­
perts of the Atomic Energy Corn-

emission and the Defense Depart* 
ment. And both agencies declined 
any comment on the matter.

U.S. Reported Changing 
Two Germanies Policy

JSr JOHN M. HIGHTOWER <
New York, Sept. 23 (flV^fflcials 

said today that United States 
policy on Berlin and the future of 
Germany stands unchanged, but 
evidence increased that some kind 
of new and more elastic approach 
to a  settlement of the Berlin crisis 
m ^  be developing.

'The key to the ailuation seems 
to lie in the next moves to be made 
by Soviet Ih^mier Khrushchev.

If he indicates to the western 
powers that he la ready to agree 
to a  compromise way out of the 
war-threatening dispute, he seems 
likely to find the West wUUng to 
consider a  number of changes. If 
he tries to dictate the terms of 
settlement,, however, the West 
position will undoubtedly be hard­
ened. '

News dispatches from Berlin 
last night said American offleUas 
are telling West <3erman author­
ities that Communist E ast Ger­
many is a  fact of life and that the 
W est Germane must face up to i t  
The dispatches spoke of discussion 
of the poaeibllity of letting the  
Coouaunist regiiae share aome 
pnever^ n t  s c e m -te  W est Beriln:

> The import of the Berlin dis­
patches that the United States, 
at least informally, is advising the 
West German government to con* 
rider dealing with the realty, of an 
East German state. Should that 
occur it would msu% a radical 
change in West Germany's long 
standing policy and intiiriuce 
new element into overall allied 
policy.

In a  statement issued in Wash­
ington and New York the state do- 
putm ent characterised repdrta,on 
this subject from Germany as high­
ly inaecurate.

A thoughtful ptoy* 
er should find this opening lead 
without much trouble. West can­
not expect to gist anywhere wlto 
his own long suit since North ob­
viously has great length and 
strength in diamonds. Hearts are 
out of the question, since South 
has bid the suit

West’s only choice is between the 
black suits. Spades are a hotter 
choice because a three-card suit 
usually works better than a dou­
bleton. Moreover, an unbid major 
suit is usually a better point to at­
tack than an unbid minor suit..

'When dummy’s king of spades 
is played to the first trick, East 
must refuse the trick. To show his 
interest in ..the spades, however, 
Blast should play the jack of spades 
at the first trick.

Develops Dtamonds
Declarer must develop diamonds 

to try for game. He hopes to win 
four diamonds, one spade, two 
hearts and two clubs; and he would 
have won these tricks without dif­
ficulty except for the spade open­
ing lead.

South leads the ace'of diamonds 
from dummy and continues with 
the queen of diamonds. West takes 
the king of diamonds and leads an­
other spade. Thereupon Blast takes 
four spade tricks, defeating the 
contract.

Now we see why Bkut must re­
fuse the first spade trick. He re­
mains iir position to take the rest 
of the siiades as soon as his partner 
gains the lead. (If West cannot 
gain the lead. South cannot be 
stopped.)

If BMst takes thb first spade 
trick and returns the Jack of 
spades, dummy will not win. Dum­
my win win the third round of 
spades, and South will have no 
further trouble.

monds (forcing to game), and the 
next player passes.

Spade—7 4 8; Heart—6 4 2; Dia­
mond—K 8 7 3 2; Club—7 2.

Mipototmsnf to 
the United States Benate. from the 
hand of hto old advertising agency 
partner, Chester Bowles.

How could there be friendship 
between Dodd and the buddy at 
Bowles rad Stevenson, pertiaps the 
two men in the Democmttc' patty 
for whom Dodd has the least taa?

Baffled by thto perplexity. ov«i 
after we remembered that, to the 
1B08 atate conventton, Benton re­
fused to release hto own delentes 
in the three way race which Dodd 
toede from Bowles, we fell to do­
ing f^ p age ’research In the re­
port Benton wrote of hto South 
American tour with Stevenson. Out 
from the pages feU a ropcodueUOn 
of a tribute paid by DmM te the 
Benton article, a warm and hand­
some tribute indeed. The stonif- 
icanea of this was not merely that 
Dodd had been willing to give it, 
but that Benton hAd selected thto 
particular tribute for inclusion is 
the oifoies of hto article being cir­
culated in Osnnectlcut.

Perhaps, we thou|d>t< If we could 
not find the basis for a Uodd-' 
Benton friendship in their mutual 
friendships, they had been linked, 
some time, by the possession of 
a common enemy.

Sure enough, back in the poUU 
cal past, they had both rangled 
with the late Senator Josefdi Me- 
earthy, Benton as the first mem' 
ber of the Senate 'who darO'l 
tangle with him, Dodd aa the or­
ator who dissected McCarthy so 
thoroughly sriien the latter mails 
an effort to campaign against the 
tote Senator Brien McMahon m 
Connecticut,

If thto could be an explanation, 
it was not without a  new per- 

exity all Its own. If Benion and

of the man they once attacked?

Now that science has ptoeed a 

man in outer space, the stark pos 
BlbiUty faces the race of man tlfitt 
a human being may.be murdered 
In outer space. Certainly, a hu­
man being may soon be injured 
in space, and from this injury 
will Sow myriad proUenu involv­
ing eivil liability. But, can the 
legal crime of murder be perpe­
trated in mace ? And who must 
foot the bill for damagN arising 
from injuries?

Bstoum technical acienee, aa 
usual, has preceded man into space, 
and law & s lagged behind, the 
anuatng altnation remains that 
law doM net reach into outer 
space. The lawyers, tha legislators, 
the aocial sdentists, have simply 
failed te keep apace of the tech­
nical sctencM and man in space at 
this time cannot bo covered by the 
cloak of Justice.

Since 1953 certain lawyers have 
emphasized ,that there is no body 
of law which spells out the ri|d>ts 
of man in outer space. No existing 
laws or treatiu extend into outer 
space. And the official attitude of 
the Soviet Union and of the United 
States has been entirely apathetic 
and even antagnostlc toward the 
wlutlon' of this great problem. I 
have often said that the closer man 
gets to the moon, the farther 
awqy the spokesmen of the great 
powers draw from any efforts to 
aolva the problems of man in outer 
space er on the moon.

In reviewing the declarations of 
olBelal spokesmen for the So'viet 
UMon and the United States I 
can think of only, two great fx- 
ceptions to the foregoing ebeefra- 
tiona namely. President Btoen- 
hower apd Professor E. Korovin of 
the USSR.

War or Law
In hto great valedictory to the 

United Nations at the Fifteenth 
General Assembly, President El­
senhower stated the choice be­
tween war (tile ultima ratio) and 
the rule of law. He said that an­
other. problem confronting us in- 
votow outer spaea The emergMioa 
at ttito new wortd pcoM-a vital 
issue: Will outer apaca be pro- 
serrod for peaosfui use and de- 
vtooped for tho.beneflt of man­
kind?

of the benefits of such cooperation.

Agreement on these proposals 
would enable future geueraUons to 
find peaceful and scientific prog- 
resa not another fearful dimension 
to the arms raca aa they explore 
tits universe.

’Ike great Soviet jurist Korovin 

has made similar statements
There to an essential difforsnee 

between cosmic apace and open 
An accident on the hlgh seaa even 
If disaptroua does not directly en­
danger the people on land, whereas 
the crash of a spaceship or a cos­
mic missile may cause deplorable 
consequences to the people on the 
ESarth, and no less so a crash that 
begins and ends in the Earth’s at- 
mosphero.

All points of similarity thua re­
vealed between space danger and 
air danger do not, however, afford 
sufficient ground for applying the 
rules of air law to the Cosmos. Ap­
plication of the latter would mean 
little leas than the recognition of 
each country's “complete and ex- 
elusive” sovereignty over the cqs- 
mle sector above it.

In the practical sense this would 
mean that the entire programme 
of srientiftc space exploration 
could be thwarteij by the proteata 
of jiut a tingle country over which 
the earth satellite might fly. To 
say nothing of the fact that any 
mechanioal extension of the con­
cept of sovereignty from the 
Earth or the global atmosphere to 
the Cosmos would be litUe more 
than unscientific geocentricism, a 
return from Copernicus to Ptole 
my.

Therefore, one is bound to agree 
with A. Haley who says that the 
problems facing mankind in con­
quering the Cosmos ”an  by their 
v e ^  nature different from thou 
wbich ' concern maritime and air 
na'vigation, and posseM little anal­
ogy to maritime or air law.

The voices of many great inde­
pendent Jurists have also been 
beard invoking the conscience of 
mankind. I  refer to such experts 
as Di;. John Cobb Cooper, founder 
of̂  theTratitute of Air and Space 
Law at\MoGlU' University, and 
now rerident-in Princattm; Profes­
sor Dr. Alex Meyer, Director of 
the Ittatltute at A4f Daw of the 
University of Cologhe, Germany; 
Dr. Welf Heinrich Prince at Han­
over; C. WUfired Jenks of the In 
tornational Labor Office, Geneva 
Swltoerlrad; and Arthur Dean, 
great American diplomat

We miist have new international 
agrebmenta to define and enforce 
the righto of man in outer apace 
and to i^ tect him on his return to 
earth. The mlatakea at the paat 
taiust not be projected into outer 
apuace and indeed into toe future.

Gnat fleeU of surface craft and 
aubmarinea on earth may use the 
high seas to terrify nation* living 
in marginal lands. Such'shows of 
force must not be permitted in 
outer space.

Terrestriiti territory may still bo 
quired by all mamier of force 

from toe blood baths resulting 
from sggresslve warfare to sim­
ple penetration by immigration.

'All natural objects in outer 
kpace must'be considered res ex­
tra oommercium—or areas incapa­

Many diplomats believe Ham­
marskjold would hang on to his 
office until April 10, 1963, when hto 
second 5-year term would have 
run out.

.'They predicted that the United 
Nations Fould then enter a 
crisis, since the Soviet Union not 
only would veto Hsmmarskjold’s 
re-election but would block any­
body put up to succeed him.

But the crisis came ahead of 
time, Xaat Sunday, Hammarakjold 
died in a plane crash in Northern 
Rt^eela, en route to negotiate 
with Katanga President Motoe 
Tshomhe on a cease-fire between 
U.N. and KatAngan troops.

The recommendations went out 
to all agencies working with 
radiation measurement and pro­
tection.

In Us study of world opinion, the 
U.S. Information Agency found 
that "the Soviet resumption of nu­
clear testing has produced a 
world-wide reaction more strongly 
anti-Soviet than any event since 
the repression of the Hungarian 
rebellion In 1956."

Overseas critics protested both 
the dangers to world peace and 
health, USIA said.

In the West, Russia was almost 
uniformly attacked In editorial 
comment. In Communist CTiina, 
the Russian tests were praised as 
“a powerful Inspiration to all the 
peoples striving for world peace."

In other areas of the world, the 
USIA found these reactions:

Near East and South Asia — 
'Although the 'plague on both 

your houses’ theme haa been 
played generally, no evidence ap­
peared in either the Pakistani or 
Indian preas to Indicate aiiy ac- 
ceflptance of (Soviet Ptemtor) 
Khrushchev's explanation for the 
resumption of tenting.

"Editorial comment in both 
theee countries has been heavy 
and extremely critical of Soviet 
testing without any resulting 
strong movement in support of the 
U.S. poeltion...

strong language in Ito erittetom af
the Soviet Union.”

Africa — "Although all 'AfricaiL-''' 
areas were shocked at the Soviet ' 
test resumption, their ooiniitonts 
have been restrained.” t

Far East — "Japahese media, 
expressing the most outfooken 
concern in the Far Bast, were most 
critical of the Soviet Union... ■

“In Thailand, Tal'wan (For­
mosa), South Korea, South 'Viet 
Nam and the Philippines, the Sov­
iet Union was strongly denounced.” 

Latin America — “The Latin 
American preas seemed mors 
aroused by the menace of radio­
active fallout than the prospects 
of nuclear war.

“Less concenied about choosing 
sides than- by the immediate con­
sequences of the breach of the 
nuclear agreement, Latin Ameri­
can editorials agreed in deploring 
the Soviet test resumption and 
saw it as political blackmail.”

Since tee new ' administration 
took over in Washington and 
Khrushchev fired up the Beriin 
ciiala in June, President Kennedy 
and Secretary Rusk have confined 
their statements of United States 
policy on Berlin to what they cem- 
sider the central and uncompro- 
misabie issuOs.

areas of the East-West dispute 
such as those reviewed by the 
'western minister^ in Washington.

What they .might actually do 
about'any of these related issues, 
and especially the Blast German 
reeognitlon question, wo-ald be 
heavily, perhaps decisively, in­
fluenced by the attitudes of the 
West- German government and

What seems to )>e going on— 
now that last Sunday’s West Ger­
man elections are out of the way 
—is an effort on the part of some

Congo Leftists Urge

Leopol'dvlUe, The Congo, Sept. 
36 (P) —- Gen. Victor Dundula, 
commander of lieftist military 
force* in Stanleyville, put pressure 
on The Congo Central Government, 
today to Invade Katanga.

Fears grew in Elisabethvitle, 
capital of the secessionist province, 
that S ittin g  Is about to break out 
again.

A report from Ndola, 
Northern Rhodesia, ftld  nearly 400 
whites, mostly Belgians, had 
readied there from Katanga.

t The liumumbists have regained 
key positions In the Central Gov­
ernment with the reconciliation of 
Antdne Oizenga’a rebel Stanley- 
ville regime smd the Centnti Gov­
ernment headed by Premier C^- 
riUe Adoula.

Lundula has accepted. Adotilah 
leadership but has kept command 
of strong Leftist forces in Stanley­
ville. He sent a  deputation-of his 
officers here yesterday to step up 
the pressure mi the premier for 
an invasion.

Berlin, Sept. 25 (P) — Weat'Ooff-^^hi-record remarks as a "cal-
Berliners were told lost night that 
Gen. Lucius D. Clay had come as 
their defender with the'same de­
termination he showed in . break­
ing the 1948-49 Communist block­
ade of the city.

Gen. Clay 
has not come here to surrender

As President Kennedy’s person­
al envoy to West Berlin, Clay told 
a private meeting of publishers 
and reportera last week that U.S. 
officials are'informing West Ger­
many it  must face to the ex­
istence of Oonununist East Ger­
many and let^the Blast Germans 
have .some authority over aeeas 
to Berlin.

Weet BerUhers generally Inter- 
jireted Clay’s  off-the-record re­
marks as removing all hope for the 
reunification of Germany in the 
foreseeable f u t u r e ,  prompting 
Mayor Willy Brandt of West Ber­
lin to comment bittsrly:
