day applied for a rate in-
erease it said would . , provide
an additional $11.9 million in
annual revenue.

The increass would mean higher
¢harges for home antd business
telephone pervice and extension
telephones. It also would boost Ini-
tial-period and overtime rates for
some toll calls within the state.

The company's announcement
here, made as its application was
b filed with the Stats Public
Utilities Commission in Hartford,
sald the increases we.. needed "to
h offset continuing infiation
and pay an increase in state taxes
that will amount to almost §5 mil-
lon next year alone.”

The oement did not pre-
sent tgrm:ln monthly figures but
sald the Increases would amount to
one to two cents daily for most
home telephons servico and u{' to
five centa a day for business tele-

hones. The Increase for extension

lephones would be 25 cents a
manth, '

Charges would go up for private
branch exchange and pushbutton
telephone systems and for mis-
cellaneous business quipment and
pervices,

The company said specific in-
ereapes for home telephone service
would depend on the number of
phones in the local-calling area,
and the type of service to the cus-
Comer, .

Three spotas Bridgeport,

Thompsonville and Windsor Locks
—would be hit with slightly higher
increases because of what SNETCO
called the u'n-ulllfy mpid growth
of the number of telephones In
these local-calling areas. .

On the other hand, the oompmf'
said the proposed increases “‘wi
be offset completely or in part by
reductions in zone for 43,
000 customers living outlying
areas which in recent years have
become more heavily settled."

SNETCo has an estimated 771,.-
500 customers in the stale,

If approved by the PUC, the
new rates would increase the com-
pany's total revenues by less than
8 per cent, according to Roger W.
Hartt, revenues vice president,

“Increases are needsd to help
offsot continuing inflation and pay
an increass in state taxes that will
amount to almost §5 million next
yedar alone," Hartt said.

‘“Mecting these needs" Hart
said, “will give us the financial
resources we need to keep pace
with the growing demands of Con-
necticut people for more and better
telephone service."

New York, Sept. 30 (#)—
The western powers are ‘re-
ported to have told Russia in
diplomatic talks here that
they have no intention of ne-
gotiating with Communist
East Germany over the right
to keep Allied troops in West
Berlin.

The future status of the U.B.
British;, and French garrisons is
one of several critical issues which
have arisen in talks held separate-
ly by Secretary of State Dean
Rusk and British Foreign Secre-
tary Lord Home with Soviet For-
eign Minister Andrel A. Gromyko,

This-series of New York talks,
which began Sept. 21, ix ending to-
day, but Rusk and Gromyko plan
to meet again in  Washington
sometime next week. Rusk plans
to return to Washington tonight
and Lord Home to London. -

In Washington, it is understood
Gromyko hopes to have a con-
ference also with President Ken-
nedy, but U8, officials sald the
meating has not yet been arranged.

Western diplomats saw little
chance of Rusk and Gromyko
reaching an agreement at their
meeting today on a -formula for
formal negotiations on a Berlin
settlement. Rusk and Home are
hopeful, however, that an agree-
ment ean be reached by next week-
end in the second round of discus-
sions In Washington. Gramyko
plans to leave for Moscow about
Oct. 8.

The New York talks, which act-
ually mark the atart of informal
negotiationa over a compromise
settlement, have dealt with thres
major aspects of the Berlin crisis:

1. R and Home have tried to
impress upon Gromyko that the
wesern powers will ight if neces-
sary to defend West Berlin and
ita scoess routes against Com.

Minow Urges
Boost in Radio,

Washington, Sept. 30 (#—FCC
Chairman Newton Minow says he
thinks radio-TV newacasts per-
‘form an outstanding public mexv-
ice, " but there aren't enough of
them.

Commission boss, who has jabbed
at the quality of television pro-
gramming often in the past, also
complained there were not enough
full-time news directors on radio
and television stations,

In & speech before the annual
convention of the Radio Television
News Directors Association
(RTNDA) last night, Minow pro-
tested & “virtual news blackout”
on .television during the prime
viewing hours each night.

“For those of us living in the
eastern standard time zone, at
Jeast,” he said, 'there is not news
on television bétween 7:15 and 11

p.m. |
“The world goes on during
prime evening time. But you

~wouldn't know it if you were

watlhing' television.”

He\ suggested the news directors
eonsl&cr “the possibilities of a full-
scale news broadcast, somewhere
in the prime time in the evening.
After all, if there is time for teas-
ers -and trailers in' those hours,
there certainly is time for the
news.'"

Minow said -he fully shares the
dedication of the RTNDA to the
belief that the “broadcasting of
faciual, objective and timely news
is the finest public service radio
or television dtations can per-
form." -

“My sorrow this evening,” he
added, “is simply that there aren't
enough of vou. 'Fhere are around
5,000 radio and television stations
on the air. You have 801 mem-
bers, of whom 400 are actually en-
gaged in news direction.

“May your tribe Increase—this
is one segment of life that badly
needs a population explosion.”

Irked Nixon Denies
Secret Knight Deal

Los Angeles, Sept. 30 (#)—1
Richard M. Nixon denies he
sought a secret deal to get ex-
Gov. Goodwin J. Knight out
of the 1962 race for Califor-
nia's Republican gubernatori-
al nomination.

“False and libelous on its face,”
the former Vice Preaident said yes-
terday of Knight's charge—that
Nixon sent an emissary to offer
Knight any state job he wanted if
Knight withdrew.

“No person representing me or
authorized by me has made such a
promise,” said Nixon.

Knight retorted: “I will disclose
the name of Nixon's pressure emis-
sary and present my proof and
witnesses at a public preas confer-
ence . ., within a very few days."

Last night Knight sald he ac-
cepted an offer from Los Angeles
TV station’ KTLA for a television
debate with Nixon, But astation
officials sald a Nixon spokesman
advised them Nixon would not de-
bate with Knight. The station
made the offer Thursday.

These were the latest develop-
ments in a dispute between Cali-
fornia's two top Republicans—a
long-simmering feud that has
corie to a boll since Nixon an-
nounced his candidacy for gover-
nor Wedneaday night.

b Knight is independently well-

to-do, and also has a well-paying
job as a Loa Angeles TV com-
mentator. He clalms Nixon ' en-
gineered the GOP maneuvering
that forced him to step aside as
governor in 1858 to allow then
U.8. Sen. Willlam F. Knotwland to
run for that office. Knight ran
for Knowland's Senate seat. Both
lost badly."

Knight claims — and Nixon de-
nies — —that Nixon, then Vice
president, wanted both men de-
feated a0 he could have ungues-
tioned control of California’'s Re-
publican party.

Knight-Nixon Feud
Dims GOP Hopes

Sun Valley, Idaho, Sept. 30 B

He contended
the action was similar to a case at
Montgomery where a federal dis-
trict judge ordered the IMontgom-
ery county registrars to open
books to FBI agents.

The Civil Rights commission
first sought to check the Wilcox
voter records in 1858.
