French democracy have, after
forced exile of ‘three years, begun
to feel themselves atrong again.

In a way, things have begun to
eome full circle. Three years ago,
e Gaulle chased the bizarre
weakness of French democracy
out of power, on the claim that
only his own one man rule could
possibly deal with the problem of
Algeria. The specific thing para-
lyzing French democracy at the
time was the open and defiant re-
sistance of the French army to the
relatively mild attempts weak
governments had been making in
the direction of peace In Algeria.

De Gaulle came into power with
the support of the army, then
gradually tumed against it as he
sought to promote, with stronger
hand, & peaceful solution in Al-
geria.

Now the army simmers against
him. And former premiers, like
Mendes-France and Mollet, now
claim that France must return to
normal, parliamentary govern-
ment if it is to be able to deal with
the smoulderiny revolt of the right
wing army and the right wing
colonists againat the de Gaulle pol-
icy.

In his telecast the other night,
de Gaulle scorned the possibllity
that a return to political normalcy
at home could possibly handle this
situation. Instead, he said, it
would merely turn France over to
the extremists. He himself would
have to continue, with a resump-
tion of all his dictatorial powers if
noceasary. .

That One Test Round

It may be miscalculation, but
nohody expects the nation-wide
strike against the Ford Motor
Company now In progress to de-
velop into a serious proposition.
Like the wstrike againat General
Motors, it has beyjun only after
substantial agreement on the
terms of a new contract had been
achieved; this substantial agree-
ment on basic terrns was reached
because neither side, in either con-
tract, really wanted to have a
knock-down, drag-out lest of
strength this year. But with Gen-
eral Motors, ar now with Ford,
this substantial agreement on the
basic new contract was followed
by a token strike on fringe issues,
In the case of General Motors, it
took people ot of work and halted
production for two weeks. That,
we suppose, will be par for the
course In the Ford situation.

Why such token strikes when

none seems really necessary? It
would seem that both sides are a
little fearful that their 1861 rea-
sonableness may be interpreted, by
the other, as a loss of will and of
potential toughnesa, Accordingly,
they feel that, although they still
intend not to stage any main bout
thig year, they must engage in one
test round of battle, with the com-
pany proving it can still say no on
something, and with the union
proving it still has the willingness
and the capacity to call {ts men
out.
After this mutual demonstra-
tion, one expects the fringe pre-
texts for it to disappear, as they
did in the case of General Motors.
If such armed wariness and con-
tinued mock battle Is the nearest
approach to sweetness and light
we can achleve In & domestic situ-
ation where we have basic agree-
ment between the disputing par-
ties, what can one expect,-in the
more difficult and real disagree-
ments in the world at large, but
many years of strain and test be-
fore the world can get back to the
work it ought to be doing?

"Wife Insurance’ Could Be
As Valuable as a Dowry

Q—I will be marnied in a few
weeks. Shall I keep up a $5,000
life Insurance policy that I've had
for & number of 1-—lJ. B.

A—Dear J. B.: Most young girla
who are insured at the time of
their marriage keep up their pol-
iviea after . This is true,
whether they continue working or
not. In all cases, there Is a ocost
invblved in death; it might be a
burden on the newly established
Husband, In most oases, there
soon will be a family — and then
there Is a real need for “wife in-
surance,” since the husband would
have a Jarge financial burden add-
ed If left with young children.

A wife might want to continue
the policy to provide an added
contribution to her own post-85
income, using the cash values for
that purpose. Today, two-thirds
of all married women, aas well as
two-thirdg of all single women,
are insured.

Q—What ls the market price of
a stock7—B. M,

A—Dear B. M.: This ia usually
considered the last reported price
at which a stock or bond ia sold.

Q — Oould you please explain

Q—I've been hearing about a
mew kind of mutual fund called
tax-free exchange fund. What is
it? Does this mean I don't have
to pay taxeas on those dividends?

A—Dear A. R. R.: You acquire
shares in these funde by exchang-
ing shares of stock you already
own for those mutual fund shares,
The idea is this:

Say you hold stocks that are
now selling for a great deal high-
er price than when you bought
them. You would like to sell these
stocks, but you would have a large
capital gains tax to pay. Instead,
you exchange these stocks for the
same value of the mutual fund
shares—the same dollar amount
your stocks are selling for on the
day of exchange. However, when
you go to sell the fund shares,
you will have to pay a capital
gains tax based on the original
cost prices of the stocks you ex-
changed for fund shares,

Actually, the exchange merely
postpones payment of the capital
gains tax, but it might offer great-
er diversification of your holdinge.
The possibilities of larger divi-
dends, taxable as income, or fast-
er growth of capital, especially in
the cases where the issues you
offered for exchange while fast
movers once, may no longer offer
the hope of each continued growth,

Ohran Sacli, in the United States
about five months under the In-
ternational Farm Youth
(IFYE) program, told Rotarians
his native land of Turkey is =a

backward country in many ways|

and ia striving for technical and
educational advancement,

He mald the IFYE gram and
U8, ald to foreign e fture are
helping to change that state of af-
fairs, but, he indicated, there in

atill & long way to go.

Sacli sald he lives in a small
village, Salyca, about 200 miles
from Ankara. He works on a 625-
acre farm outside the village, he
said. The main crops are sugar
beet seed, sugar beets and wheat.

He has lived on Montana ranches
and is now living on farms in the
Vermon area in Connecticut,

“In Connecticut,” he sald, “ev-
eryone on the farm works all the
time." Not so in Montana, he maid,
where he had some free time to
brush up on his English.

He was complimented on his
eommand of English, which he
studied omly two months before
coming to this country, His accent
fs marked, but he was understood.

Accompanied to the
luncheon by Stewart E. Acker-
man, assistant county agricultural
sgent, Sacll talked of farming in
Turkey and showed & number of
sliden,

He sald & recent land reform
and redistribution program pro-
vides villagera with at least 10
acres of land each. Farm land sur-
roundns each village and the people
go out to the land each day to
work.

Althou an historic land, he
sald, Turkey 8 In many ways
backward. About 80 per cent of
ita population is uneducated, he
said. There are four universities
in Turkey, which has a population
of 27 million,

The interior is mountainous and
dry, he sald, precluding a great
deal of farming there. In fact, he
sald, the mountains of Montana
have to take a back seat to the
craggy ranges in Turkey.

He showed one slide to {llustrate
his point. J

Sacli spoke highly of the Inter-
national Cooperation Administra-
tion and the IFYE, which promots
the dootrine that “understanding
people is the foundation of world
peace.”

He wlill return to Turkey Nov.
35. He has been in Connecticut
since July 1.

Center and on Pina 8. give way to
modern buildings,

One engine is a 1918 American
LaFrance parked in the wagon
shed of the Center firehouse, or Co.
2, Now used as a standby to carry
foam, It waa originally part of the
equipment of Co, 1 at Pine 8t, and
Hartford Rd,

The engine hag a crank starter,
a self starter, and the kind of nolse
that made little boys resolve to be
firemen when they grew up.

It may be discarded, accordi
to Chief W, Qlifford Mason, no
““becaune it doesn't work, but be-
cause it takey as long to get the
thing started ag It does to get to
the fire.'' It used.lo serve éo 3
on Spruce 8t,

Another engine is a 1020 Ameri-
can LaFrance parked on the Hart-
ford Rd. leve] of the Co. 1 fire-
house, It formerly belonged to the
Center firehouse, It will probably
conlinue to merve &s an emergency
pumper, ag will the other old en-
gine, a 1821 Ehrens Fox parked at
the back of the firehouse on the
Pine 8t. level,

The bicycle built for two Is a
relic of a firemen's parade, It
lies on its side In the Center fire-
house where once a horse was
stabled to pull a hose reel to fires.

The firehouses are to be replac-
ed by modern structures, one &
few feet from the present Center
firehouse, the other by a build-
ing on McKee 8St. At least, the
board of directors has approved
the appropriation of $23,000 for
the preparation of plans and spec-
{fications for the two houses.

The domolition of the two anti-
quated buildings will mark the
end of that era when South
Manchester first organized its
fire protection.

These «two fireshouses are the
Jast of the frame buildings con-
structed in the early 1900s for
the five volunteer companies.

Firast Homes

Even these had their predeces-
Bors.

Co. 1 first stored its equipment
in a small building on Pine SL. and
Walnut St, back in 1897 when the
five companies were organized. In
1899 the company moved into a
house at the corner of Proapect 8t.
and Hartford Rd. when & new hook
and ladder truck was bought.

Then in 1901 Cheney Bros. built
the hose house at Hartford Rd. and
Pine St., the house that will be
torn down.

Co. 2 first stored its equipmi.-
fn & car barn owned by the West
Hartford, Manchester and Rock-
ville Tramway Co. at the rear of
the Municipal Building. Later the
company moved to a barn at the
rear of a barn owned by the late
Aaron Johnson on Chestnut St
where a horse could be ghtained to
pull & reel.

In 1908 the present Center fire-
house was built for two horse
drawn hose carts, A couple of
horse stalls and a wagon shed were
added on the east side.

Other firehouses were those of
Co. 3 which first had a amall bulld-

Waeastern observers have guessed
that the USSR might stage a space
spectacular of some kind either
just before or during the Soviet

Communist party Congress open-
ing In Moscow Oct. 17.

As a further sign that some-
thing big may be in the wind, So-
viet newspapers broke out with a
spate of articles on Space.

Prof. Alexander Mikhailov, dl-
rector of the Pulkovo Observatory
in Liningrad, wrote In the Moacow
party organ Moscovskaya Pravda
that the Soviet Union has achieved
the standard of precision in ita
rockets required for a flight to the
moen,

Writing in the trade unioh organ
Trud, Dr. Tyolr Isakov said the
continuing survival of animals
sent up In Soviet sputniks “con-
firms the dependability of the
shielding provided by BSoviet de-
signers for organisms in space
flight."

Trud also carried an article by
Noralr Sisaykan, a member of the
Academy of Science, declaring:
“Man has not rounded the moon
yet but the progress of our sci-
ence represents an earnest desire
that such flights will be made.”

Salisbury, Oct. 5 (#)—Phil-
ip. Harvey has turned down
his appointment with _ the
Peace Corps. He says the 2-
year assignment, plus another
two years as a draftee when
he finishes, would be too
much time to give up.

Harvey was among a group of
50 candidates named yesterday by
the Peace Corps to prepare, for
service In Thailand. He Is a June
graduate of Harvard,

In a telegram to corps headquar-
ters in Washington, Harvey said
he was dropping out of the group.

Harvey, 23, said at his home
here last night that he would be
“perfectly willing to accept the
appointment on a 3-year basis If
Peace Corps service was a clear-
cut alternative to the draft.”

If he accepted, he said, he would
face either two years of the Peace
Corps and two years of military
service, or two years of the Peace
Corps and one vear of trying to
atall off his -draft board until he
became 26.

He sald he presumed the board

“I firznly believe in the cause of
the Peace Corps,'” he sald. But he
added that trying to find some
draft-free haven duri his 25th
year would be “unpalatable.”

Aas it Ix now, he said, the situa-
tion violates *the principle of the
Peace Corps, by encouraging a
form of draft-dodging."
