If he accepted, he said, he would
face either two years of the Peace
Corps and two years of military
service, or two years of the Peace
Corps and one vear of trying to
atall off his -draft board until he
became 26.

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N_Q Stabilily In Barbarism

There was a sample demonstra-
tion, along the Berlin barricade
Wedneaday night, of the impos-
sibility of the brand of “stabllity"
to which both Russiari and West-
ern policiea have now addressed
themaelves on the question of Ber-
lin and Germany.

Both Eest and West have proved
unsable to agree on any formula by
which both should get out of Ber-
1in and out of Germany. Unable to
agree on getting out, they have
concentrated their actual purpose
upon staying, quite as if they cal-
culated that staying could be a
permanent thing,

Having boxed themselves into a
mutual policy in which they plan
to stay in Berlin and'in Germany,
which is In itself an historical Im-
posaibllity, they have next pro-
ceeded to the assumption that
they can make thelr own prolong-
ed stay In Berlin and in Germany
& stable, peaceful, orderly process
if only they both agres that the
two ways of life, the 'two political
systerug they represent can some-
how be kept apart by some clear
line of demarcation. Both realize
trat there cannot be stability If
these two challengi.c; ways of life,
each dominating one half of a peo-
ple and a nation, should be left
with fluid contacts between one
snother. Both agree that, as long
as this situation lasts, it must be

. divided into separats compart-

ments,

This is Russia's idea of stability
in Berlin and in Germany. It Is
also ours. And it is almost the In-
evitable consequence of the fact
that neither of us has ever really
favored or tried for the only real
polution involved, which would be
for both of us to get out and al-
Jow, the reunification of Germany.

This supposed condition of sta-
bility has now taken physical
shape, in the barrier the Rusiians
have built through Berlin. It is
close to taking diplomatic shape,
too, as the West has already given
its taclt acceptance o, this physi-
cal condition.

Wednesday night, two young
East Germans be_an & daring and
foolish attempt to escape across
the barrier, climbing over roof-
tops toward a point where they
hoped they could drop into West
Berlin. The Eusst German police,
pursuing them, fired at them to
hal* them. Thelr bullets struck
dowr into the sidewalks of West
Berlln, where West Berlin police
were watching, The West German
police fired back, trying to keep
the East German  paolice from
catching the two young men, At
least one Fast German policeman
was hit and wounded. The East
German police nabbed one of the
young men. The other reached a
rooftop which looked down into
West Berlin, and jumped, shouting
“Preedom!” toward a net West
Berlin firemen had spread for him.
Hig jump missed the net and he
died. !

due a free and sovereign nation in
command of its own destiny.

“We shall end in this way," says
President Chiari, “a tenacious and
conatant struggle that has lasted
over half a century and that has
contributed only to the promotion
of our dissatisfaction and the dis-
trust of the Americans.”

Here speaks the continuing leg-
acy of Teddy Roosevelt's bold im-
perialism, and here speaks a point
of view we understood readily
enough when it was the aspira-
tion of Egypt with regard to the
Suex Canal. But to do the only
thing that would really shut up
this continual Panamanian agita-
tion—which would be to surren-
der our own nationalistic control
of the Canal—would seem far be-
yond our present emotional ca-
pacity.

They have not been permitted to
make speeches, which was a disap-
pointment to them, and, although
thelr contact with ordinary Rus-
sian people seems to have been
free enough along the road to
Moacow, they Have not seemed to
find much person to person con-
tact now that they are in Moscow
itself.

The messages contained on their
placards and in their pamphlets
are both pacifist and neutralist,
in that they call on all nations to
renounce testing, embrace disarm-
ament, and follow the paths of
peace.

Presumably the ban on speech-
making was designed to ses that
their performance in Moscow does
not go beyond what is on their
printed material. Bo far as we
know, for Instance, the Russian
people know that Russia has re-
nounced the ban on nuclear test-
ing, but do not yet know that.Rus-
sia has taken the lead in renewed
teating with a long string of ex-
plosions which have been sending
their fallout poisons around the
world. ‘
