The trustees of the New Ha­
ven Railrpad look toward a 
$15 million loan as the only 
immediate hope of keeping 
the line alive.

One of them, William JT. Kirk, 
said the debt-stricken railroad, now 
operating under trusteeship, "can’t 
provide service beyond next month 
unless it receives permission to 
borrow the money. .

The two other trustees, Harry 
W. Dorlgan and Richard Joyce 
Smith, gave no deadline for a pos­
sible end to the New Haven but 
agreed the loan was necessary. The 
alternative, they said, was "to stop 
running the railroad.’*

The gloomy picture was painted 
at the first news conference held 
by the three trustees sine they were 
named last Aug. 3. '

As Kirk put it, the life of the 
New Haven, which filed for reor­
ganisation July 7 under the Fed­
eral Bankruptcy Act, is "greatly in 
Jeopardy.”

■The tnistees said "much of the 
passenger operations cannot be op­
erated profitably and thereljore 
cannot be continued imless ade­
quately financed by public funds.”

"The trustees stand ready,” they 
said, "to provide such passenger 
service Ss federal, state and muni­
cipal authorities may decide is es­
sential, provided the railroad is 
properly smd adequately compen­
sated for this inherently unprofit­
able service."

The conference afforded an op­
portunity for the trustees to make 
public what they called some of 
their “ tremendous problems”  since 
assuming their duties. It was held 
Friday, but with the provision that 
the trustees’ comments would not 
be released to the public until last 
night.

’They have sought U.8. District 
Ootirt permission to borrow $16 
million to keep the New Haven 
running for the next iO to 12 
months.

An Oct. 17 hearing before Fed­
eral Judge Robert P. Anderson is 
set on the petition for $15 million 
In trustees' certificates, with pri­
ority over existing obligations un­
der section 77 of the Bankruptcy 
Act.

If both federal cour^ and the In-

Oommerce Commission 
approve, the trustees wU' be ent- 
powered to borrow the money from 
commercial baftks, with the loans 
guaranteed by the federal govern­
ment.

The trustees said the certlftcates 
would be cashed from time to 
time, depending on tne situation, 
’They said they “ cannot and do nô  
Intend to operate the raiiroad on 
repeated bbrrow'ing.”

Supreme Court refused today 
to reconsider its May 29 de­
cision upholding stâ ie blue, 
laws against commercial ac­
tivities on Sundays.

The high tribimal on May 29 
ruled on blue law cases from Mary­
land and Massachusetts as well as 
from Pennsylvania. Chief Justice 
Warren said in the ruling that most 
Blue Laws are of a secular rather 
than a religious character, with 
basic purposes of preventing over­
work and unfair competition.

The Supreme Court also refused 
to review a Federal Communica­
tions Commission order canceling 
the IP-ll sward of Channel 10 in 
Miami.

Rayburn is being given an ex­
perimental drug called "5-fluoro- 
uracil.” He received the first in­
jection yesterday, will get anoth­
er today and, if ail goes well, 
receive dally injections for around 
tw'o weeks.”

It will be several days. Dr. 
Tompsett said, before it is known 
whether the drug produces unde­
sirable side effects.

Typical bad effects: Nausea, vom­
iting. changes in blood pressure or 
in the blood count.

The drug is not a cure, but it 
may halt the spread of cancer.

Rayburn appears to be doing 
about as well as can be expected. 
Each medical bulletin has said 
"rested fairly comfortably” of 
“ ate reasonably well.

On the opening program it 
amounced that Leonard Bernstein 
huuld be conductor for seven 
more years, which should make 
many people happy. On the other 
band it was likewise announced 
that he would only conduct for six 
wedcs a t  the start of the season, 
and the aame number a t  the cloee.

The Philharmonic season is 30 
waaka and the remaining concerts 
will all have guest conductors, 
aoma of whom will only conduct 
once. TNb la extremely bad for the 
.etehestra. New York has tried this 
system In the past and the or­
chestra always went down hill.

An. orcheatra gets used to one 
ccodutcor, when he is permanent, 
and plays the way he wanta them 
to play. This results In convincing 
paiifOmanees, because the musi- 
eUna know Just what the boss 
wants. This Is not the case under 
guaat conductors, and conviction 
ilea out of the window.

Kach conductor is an individual 
with hia own style of interpreta- 
tioo, beat, and gestures. The 
musicians consequently are not al- 
waya certain Just what he wdll do. 
nor what he means when he does 
I t  Just when they get used to hia 
style and Idtosyncracies, they get 
a  new condutcor, and have to start 
all over again.

This la true no m atter how r ^ t  
the guest conductor may be. 'There 
will always be a  bertaln amount of 
healtancy in response, on the part 
of the musicians, until they have 
played a  doaen or more concerts 
unaer the conductor's baton. Per- 
h^B  you don't realize It, but a 
berttancy of one-tenth of a  aec- 
eod will make the difference be­
tween a  clean and a  sloppy per- 
ionnance.

With some Instruments an error 
of tiii^ dze could be disasterous. 
Fhitea and clarineU, for example, 
can play more than sixteen notes 
a  aeeond if they are pressed and 

 ̂X baaltate to think what it would 
■eimd like if one of them got a

speed.
No two conductors beat exactly 

alike, and it takes time for an or­
chestra to acpustom itself to a 
new beat. I recall that Koussevit- 
sky had an odd habit in s l o w  
tempi. Tbe baton would descend, 
but vou weren’t supposed to play 
a t the bottom of the stroke. He 
would add a rapid flick a t the bot­
tom to indicate the exact moment, 
and that's where you were sup­
posed to pltoy.

One time Stokowski came tot 
guest in Boston, and I remember 
well how a slow movement be­
came a total loess, even with the 
famed Boston Symphony and Sto­
kowski. Not realizing’ that the 
orcehStra habitually waited for 
the extra flick, Stokowski gave a 
conventional downbeat to atari 
a slow movement, and was well 
on the way to his second b e a t  
before anybody in the orchestra 
played. Then they came in, but 
to  raggedly that you wouldn't be­
lieve it possible.

Once off to a bad start, the 
whole movement was bad. Sto­
kowski stormed that the mualc- 
iaiu were out to “Job” him. (There 
w A  intense rivalry between him 
and Koussevitaky, If you recall). 
Actually, they had no intention of 
doing so. The error was the result 
of two different styles of conduct­
ing, and the fact that even the 
Boston Symphony Is not as flex­
ible as It might be.

Some conductors have a big 
four-square beat, and othera have 
a  beat that is minuscule. Reiner, 
of the caucago, belongs to the 
latter class. Tbe story is told that 
one of his musicians brought a 
telescope to rehearsal as a  Joke, 
and pointed it  a t th f maestro, the 
better to observe his tiny beat.

He didn't last long. Reiner ie not 
noted for his sense of humor.

Other conductors have other idlo- 
■yncracles, and ao it goes. The men 
in the New York Philharmonic are 
In for a tough season, as I see it, 
and no matter how hard they work, 
the orcheatra will,not be a serious 
contender for third place among 
American orchestras this year.

I  would nominate Cleveland for 
the spot, under the circumstancetK 
with Chicago first, and Philadelphia 
aeeond. Boston might make it, since 
Munch decided to stay another sea­
son, after announcing he would re­
tire following Tanglewood, last 
Summer.

$15MiUion

Since they took over two montiis 
ago, the trustees said, the problem 
has been one of trying to keep the 
New Haven operating without 
cash.

•The cash box was drained 
pretty completely when we took 
over,’’ they said.

They need time, they said, to 
evaluate railroad operations and to 
determine whether there is hope of 
salvage.

While succeeding In trimming 
expenses, the . trustees said they 
have been .meeting an apprmcl- 
matelv 11.5 million weekly payjoll 
and ail other obligations.
'  They emphasized that there 
were no plan.s for any employe 
layoffs, but that they were in­
vestigating the feasibility of 
shrinking the line’s facilities and 
operations.

Fares also are under investiga­
tion, with the possibility of reduc­
tions in some areas.

The trustees said they were 
studying trackage requirements 
for-future operations on main and 
secondary linea, and the future use 
of the Cos Cob. Conn., power plant 
and the New York harbor faculties 
and floating operations.

Abandonment of certain branch 
lines also Is being considered, the 
trustees said, along with reduc­
tion in .size of certain major facill, 
ties that include South Station In 
Boston, and freight and passenger 
faclllUes at Read\'ine. Mass., 
Providence. R.I., New Haven and 
Hartford. Conn., and Springfield 
and Worcester, Mass.

Freight operations are being 
analyzed, they said, and the func­
tion of the New England Transpor­
tation Co.—a whoily-owned subsid­
iary of the New Haven—is being 
reviewed.

Asked whether they might seek 
more money If the $16 mUlion 
should not be enough, Dorigan re­
plied:

“We can't say now, but we hope 
to be able to say at the end of 10 
or 12 months from now what can 
and must be done to keep the rail­
road operating.”

Said trustee Smith: "Asisumlng 
we have no catastrophe, we .get 
the $16 million, I do not think we'll 
have to close down any services 
because of a  lack of funds during 
the coming year. We want to car­
ry out various things and keep our 
head above the water."

Gen. Phoumi Nosavan, military 
chief of the Boun Oum govern­
ment, told newsmen there is still 
a long way to go toward a settle­
ment. He said it was decided that 
the premier and vice premier 
would double as defense and in­
terior ministers, but It is not yet, 
final whether Souvanna Phouma or 
the as-yet unnamad vice premier 
will get the key defense Job.

The Neutralists and the Paihet 
Lao claimed agreement had been 
reached for Souvanna’s group "to 
get eight cabinet posts and sup­
porters of Boun Oum and Sou- 
phanouvong four each. However, a 
spokesman for Boun Oum said the 
Vientiane government wants the 
posts divided among Leftists, 
Rightists and Neutralists, not 
among the personal followings of 
the princes. The pro-western fac­
tion considers Souvanna Phouma 
Leftist rather than truly neutral 
and wants the center group to in­
clude politicians outside his per­
sonal following.

Despite the unsettled issues, the 
agreement on Souvanna Phouma 
eased considerably the apprehen­
sion here that new fighting might 
flare with the end of the rainy 
season in a few weeks. The cease­
fire was offlcially proclaimed last 
May 3.

In Geneva, western' sources ex­
pressed hope the agreement would 
help end the deadlock in the 5- 
month Ehwt-West conference there

on Laos. A  major obstacle haa 
b m  that each Laotian faction 
sent a delegation to Geneva. Tliese 
presumably now will be i unified.

Both the weatera Allies and the 
Communists have announced their 
support for the idea of a neutral 
Laos, but the Communists refuse 
to accept western demands for in­
ternational supervision.

Cambodia’s Prince N o r o d o m  
Sihanouk, who helped arrange the 
14-nation Geneva Conference, told 
newsmen in Tokyo shortly before 
news of Uie agreement on Sou- 
vknna Phouma tliat he waa very 
pessimiatlc about the riumces for 
neutrality in Laos. He predicted 
that' even under Souvanna "the 
process of commuhization w i l l  
come step by stsh-. • like cancer.’ ’

Souvaima Rhouma has had 
strong'and oCntinual Soviet back 
ing for his claim that he was the 
only legal'premier of Laos despite 
the installation of the Boun Oum 
regime with royal sanction.

During a world tour last sping, 
the prince abruptly canceled a 
scheduled visit to Washington, 
where officials had been pointedly 
hostile' to him until It became ap­
parent Boun Oum's forces were 
losing the Laotian war.

In Moscow, Souvanna thanked 
the Russians for their aid to the 
two rebel factiims and in Peiping 
Joined Red Chinese Premier Chou 
En-lal in Uaming the United States 
for the war in Laos. Recently he 
and Soupbanouvemg, who is his 
half-brother, Issued a communique 
attacking "certain aggressive 
American clrclea and puppets....

working against the fermattea t i  a 
provisional coalition goveriunent.’ ’

This year 
guidknee teacher in' Grade 7 and 8 
waa employ^ for the first time.

Provision.ia made 'for the edu­
cation of the educationally excep­
tional, .through home l)utructioh 
or by arrangement with the town 
e f 'Vernon.'

In the high school, courses are 
offered to students interested in 
eollege proparatlon , commercial 
training and general or pre-voqa- 
tlanal training.

In all schools, .there Is offered 
a wlde,'vkriety o f extra-curricu­
lar activities . .  to promote phy­
sical and. social gro'W'th as well 
as mental growth.

Intelligence tests are given three 
times in the eight year's that a pu­
pil it In the elementary schools and 
at least' once in high school.

Woodmansee holds meetings with 
the principals of the schools twice 
a month to define' common prob­
lems, develop poUcies and proce­
dures common to all the schools, 
select textbooks for use through 
the system,, and discuss any other 
matters of mutual Interest.

One outcome of these meetings 
was the formation of a committee 
to study the teaching of mathe­
matics in the schools and make rec­
ommendations for improvement.

If they do that, they will 
undoubtedly, rich being the nature 
of Conununist policy, shift to the 
slower process of gradual infiltra­
tion and erosion of Laotian neu­
trality and independence. Prince 
Souvimna Phouma may be able to 
hold that process in check, and 
build for Laos a genuine neutral­
ity. He may prove toibe.m erely 
the vehicle, willing or unwilling, 
for an eventual communist take 
over in the whole country.

The momentary fact remains, 
hov.’ever, that American policy 
now wants Prince Souvanna Phou­
ma restored, under coalition ar­
rangement, to the post hs was al­
ready htridlng last yesr when 
American policy in Laos supported 
the rightist coup which chased 
Mm out o f it. By that policy, as 
svWits proved, we set in motion 
the chain of eventa which almost 
reaultsd in oomplste Communist 
conquest of the country.

Now, a*e are back to accepting 
neutrality for Laos, which is what 
Laos was always supposed to have, 
under Ihs Oeneva agreement of 
19M. By going back to right prin­
ciple, we may still fxposs Laos to 
Communist take o-vsr. But it is. at 
least not the certain, speedy lose 
ou.- previous policy seemed to be 
boomeranglng into.

It was the Elsenhower adminls-

tog PonMnarenko, were involved.
Soviet press'' attache A. D.

Later, Mre. Golub was taken by 
Ponomarenko and other Soviet of­
ficials ta the airport office of the 
Soviet Aeroflot Airline. A dozen 
Dutch military police stood on 
guard outside the room.

There they resumed the discus- 
rions but police still insisted on a 
pemonal interview with Mrs. 
Golub before handing over her 
passport.

Ponomarenko is a high Commu­
nist party official who held a num­
ber of important posts in the So­
viet Union before being assigned 
to the diplomatic service.

A former premier of White 
Russia, he was named to the sec­
retariat of the Communist Party 
in 1952 and became an alternate 
member of the party's powerful 
presidium to 1953. But he was 
dropped as a member of the sec­
retariat that same year.

After serving as minister of cul­
ture and later as party chief in 
Kazakhstan, he was appointed am­
bassador to Poland in 1955. In 1957 
he became Ambassador to India 
and served there two years before 
being assigned to Amsterdam.

The Golubs were staying in Am­
sterdam with a group of 29 Soviet 
tourists *t toe fashionable Hotel 
Shiller and went to another hotel 
nearby.

As a result of what the husband 
told the manager, police were 
called and took Golub away in a 
police car. By this time, however, 
Mrs. Golub had disappeared.

Dutch officials say they believe 
Mrs. Golub had ori^nally also in­
tended to ask for political asylum, 
but apparently changed her mind.

The police spokesman refused to 
give Golub’s reasons for defecting 
to the West. He applied for politi­
cal asylum and the chief ot the po­
lice alien department expressed 
confidence it would be granted.

U.S. Seeks to Get Allies 
Support New Red Talks

The first round of such talks 
ended here Friday night in a  2-hour 
meeting which the Imaldent and 
Rusk held with Soviet Foreign Min­
ister Andrei A. Gromyko. This 
waa the fourth of a  series of U.S.- 
Sovlat converaationa which began 
between Rusk and Gromyko in New  
Yoric three weeks ago. The «nd 
reault at this point ia failure to 
agree on a negotiations formula.

West German Ambassador Wil­
helm Orewe said here yesterday 
in a  television interview (ABC —  
laauea end Answers) that the Ken- 
nedy-Gromyko talk represented a 
step back along the path toward 
finding a  basis for Berlin negotia­
tions.

Grewe sold: "The disturbing 
tiling Is that the end of those talks 
were more negative than the be­
ginning, which la not very en­
couraging.’’

U.S. leaders took a leas pessim­
istic view of Friday’s White House 
seaslon.

A t Newport, R. I., where Ken­
nedy spent the weekend. White 
House press secretary Pierre 
Salinger discounted reports that 
Kennedy was discouraged as a re­
sult of his meeting with Gromyko. 
Salinger said the talks had not 
gone sour even though as yet they 
had not produced a  basis for 
negotiations.

Rusk said Saturday In recording 
a television program for use Oct. 
14 that tho mood and atmosphere 
of the talks had been "serious and 
constructive.”

Both Kennedy and Rusk are be­
lieved to have been disappointed 
that the Soviet government had 
not come t8 terms on a negotiating 
basis while Gromyko waa in the 
United States. A t the same time, 
U.S. officials said they were well 
aware that they were going 
through a phase of very hard bar­
gaining with -Soviet Premier 
Khrushchev, even though the' talks 
are designated as being only "ex­
ploratory.”

One of the basic difficulties 
from the western point of view Is 
that Khrushchev wants to change 
the satus of West Berlin by con­
verting it into what he calls a 
"free city.” ^  that he means 
that Western fdroes would sooner 
or later have to -withdraw and 
West Berlin’s close political and 
economic ties with West Germans 
would be whittled away.

Gromyko had made these points 
to Rusk in their first three talks 
in New York and he is reported 
to have made them over agraln 
In a long statement on Soviet pol­
icy to Kennedy at the White 
House meeting. Kennedy told 
him in blunt but polite terms that 
the United States and its Allies 
have no Intention of bargaining 
over the continued presence of U.

In each of these zones, his 
care is reduced as his needs be­
come less until, in self service, he 
dresses for meals and has freedom 
of movement throughout tlie ward.

Chief Blake said, "If wo can lo­
cate thh source of the polaon, I  be- 
llava we’ll be a long way In clear­
ing up the mystery."

The chief aald that during the 
course of the Inveatlgation it waO 
learned that a university student 
had deaidly mercuric cyanide pills 
In his poBsassion, but that the ar­
rest of the student Sunday was not 
connected with the deaths.
-Chief Blake IdenUfied the stu­

dent as HalNi Scargent, 20, a ju n - 
lor from Plainfield, N.J., and said 
he was rSleased under $400 bond 
on a charge of dispensing poiidton- 
ous drugs. The chief emphasised 
that Seargent cooperated fully with 
officers, ^ d  told them he didn’t 
even know the two students who 
died.
• The chief said Seargent said he 
took nine mercuric cyanide pills 
from the dental laboratory where 
he worked in New Jersey before 
coming to school. Eight of the pills 
were in the private room In town 
where Seargent lives, and the 
ninth wak recovered from an-un­
identified student to whom it waa 
given, the chief said. . .

Blake aaid the pills contained 
one gram. A medical authority 
said 1/10 of a gram can be fa­
tal.

Ironic Coincidence
In perhaps an ironical coinci­

dence, the Series may have ended 
for ailing Mickey Mantle and de­
cided against the Reds yesterday 
in the fourth inning when the ail­
ing Mantle stroked a screaming hit 
to deep left center. Thai set up 
the first Yankee run and the only 
one they really needed to scuttle 
Clncy starter Jim O’Toole.

Mantle had to leave the game 
after his hit, a certain two-bagger 
under normal conditions. It sent 
home run king Roger Maris, who 
had walked, to third, from where 
he scored on a doubleplay.

Mantle, whose courage cost him 
great pain in trying to play two 
series games, now is out of the 
series, no matter if it goes the sev­
en-game limit. The ugly wound on 
his hip where an abscess was re­
moved 10 days ago has drastically 
hobbled the fleet slugger. The 
wound was bleeding badly when 
Mantle was removed for a pinch- 
runner following his hit.

Besides Mantle, the Yankee sick 
bay required treatment of F6rd, 
whose right big toe .was badly 
bruised by a foul as he batted in 
the sixth inning, and the peerless 
Yogi Berra, who was gaahed above 
his right eye by his sun-glasses 
when he made a  fruitless try for a 
diving catch, also in the sixth in­
ning.

While the Yankees are a 3 to 2 
favorite to take what could be the 
series clincher today, the odds are 
10 to 1 against the Reds making a 
comeback only three other clubs 
ever achieved in the seriee. Last to 
pull the series out of the first after 
being down 3-1, were the Yankees 
themselves, rallying t o take the 
1958 series from the Milwaukee 
Braves.

However, few of the 32,589 faith­
ful fans Who watched their "For 
real Reds" sag before the excellent 
pitching of Ford and Jim Coates 
believed Fred Hutchinson's Nation­
al League wond.er team could now 
overtake the well-balanced Yan­
kees.
* Big Guns Spiked

'The concensus in this baaeball- 
whacky city was that while Redleg 
pitching hasn’t been too bad, al­
though th e  Yankees clubbed 
O'Toole, Jim Brosnan and Bill 
Henry for 11 hits yesterday’s Cin­
cinnati's own big guns have been 
almost completely spiked.

Ford allowed four hits in his six 
innings and Coates yielded only one 
in the three innings he worked af­
ter an emergency call from the bull 
pen. Ford’s throbbing toe caused 
him to quit following Elio (Jhacon’s 
inning-opening single in the sixth.

In the three previous games, the 
Reds had collected only 19 hits in 
101 at bats. "Our big guys just 
aren’t hitting,” said Hutchinson.

Ford, a happy-go-lucky pitcher 
who talked about nothing except 
golf before starting yesterday’s 
game, apparently was not overly 
impressed in breaking Ruth’s for­
mer scoreless series string of 
2 9 ^ 3  irmnigs. That mark was set 
in 1916 and 1918 with the Boston 
Red Sox before the Bambino be­
came baseball’s preijjJcr home run 
hitter.

"Naturally, I’m proud - about 
pitching 32 scoreless innings,” said 
Ford, "But this is a record only 
talked about during a series. It’s 
not like Ruth’s 60-homer record 
which Roger Maris broke this sea­
son.”

It’ s questionable i^hether Ford 
can further extend his scoreless 
string in this series. If Yankee 
starter.Terry- needs help today, it 
may again come from Coates, Luis 
Arroyo or Bud Daley.

If, however, the series should 
switch back to New York, Ford’s 
big toe could become a vital factor 
in halting any resurgence by tfllr 
Reds.

Yankee Manager Ralph Houk 
now is in a position of being the 
third rookie pilot ever to win a 
■World Series in his first year as a 
big league manager. Bucky Harris, 
as Washington’s "Boy Wonder” 
boss in 1924 beat the New York 
Giants, while Eddie Dyer of the 
SL Louis Cardinals won in his first 
try in 1946 against the Boston Red 
Sox.

Without Mantle, the Yankee 
lineup today will again find Maris, 
whose only hit In 14 AB's was a 
third-game homer, moving to cen­
ter and John Blanchard taking 
Marls’ rightfleld post.

"My youngsters aren’t even 
aware they have a father,” Maris 
said, "except Susan. She loves her 
dadcly even if no one else does. 
Roger Jr., (age 3) .sometimes tell* 
me ‘I don’t like you,’ but just let 
anyone else say to him 'you got a

bad daddy,’ and he gets his Maris 
dander up."

Hitting Exhibition 
Actually, Maris will be able to 

spend only one week in the seclu­
sion of his home smd family. He 
h8LS agreed to participate in a hit­
ting exhibition, along with Jim 
Gentile of Baltimore and Harmon 
Killebrew of Minnesota, on Oct. 
15-18 in several cities in North 
Carolina.

"After that. I’m coming back 
home and stay there all winter,” 
he promised, "except for two or 
three functions that I have com­
mitted myself to attend.

Maris went hitless yesterday as 
the Yankees defeated the Reds, 
7-0, to take a 3-1 lead in the se­
ries.

Aa presented to the high court, 
the principal question' to be argued 
Is whether a lower tribunal prop­
erly deferred k ruling In a suit 
brought by Jesse Turner, a Mem­
phis Negro, who was refused serv­
ice in the restaurant.

The lower tribunal, a apeeial S- 
judge U.S. District Court put off 
a decision to -give Tennessee stata 
courts an opportunity to interpret 
state laws, regulations and city 
ordinances involved.

The restaurant is opeiratsd by 
Dodds Houses Inc. 'which leaaas 
the bundling spacs from the dty. 
the lease requires the firm to 
abide by all state laws.

Counsel for Turner asked a rul­
ing that Dobbs, in operating a 
place for public benefit, was sub­
ject to provisloni o f the U.B. Con­
stitution’s 14th Amemltnt. Tha 
Qiecial court, sitting ta Mei|n>his, 
said it was required to adhere to 
ths dootrine of abstention under 
which state courts first interpret 
state la'ws.

Appealing to the Supreme
Court, Turner’e counael contended 
the special court had "abused its 
discretion." The appeal cited aa 
April 17 Supreme Court deciskm 
that a Wilmington, Del., res* 
tauront that leases its space from 
a city parking authority la re­
quired to serve Negroes. The Del- 
Kwmre case was appealed to tha 
highest trtiiunai after the Dela­
ware Supreme Court ruled against 
a Negro city councilman o f Wil­
mington who sought eervloe in 
the restaurant.

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United States Grants 
Recognition to New 
Syrian Government

Washuigton. Oct. 10
The United States today rec­
ognized the new state of 
Syria.

The State Department, in an­
nouncing this, said that the gov­
ernment of Premier Mamoun Al 
Kuzbarl was Informed today about 
the U.S. diplomatic move.

The U.S. consulate general In 
Damascus will be raised to the 
status of an embassy. Prior to the 
appointment of an ambassador, 
Ridgway B. Knight, the present 
consul general, wall act as charge 
d'affairs.

The State Department- an­
nouncement said:

“The United States government, 
having taken note of the declara­
tion of the government of the 
Syrian Arab Republic that it in­
tends to respect and observe its 
international obligations, has to­
day extended recognition to that 
government.

"The government of the Syrian 
Arab Republic has been appraised 
of the desire of the U.S. govern­
ment to raise to the status of an 
embassy the American consulate 
general In Damascus and to ap­
point Mr. Ridgway B. Knight 
charge d’affaires.’’

"U-S. officials made it clear 
early this month that the United 
States would recognize Syria as 
soon as some of the more import­
ant Arab countries recognize the 
new regime.

Syria revolted Sept. 28 against 
President Nasser’s United Arab 
Republic and proclaimed its ex­
istence as an independent nation 
after three years and eight months 
of imion wdth Egypt.

Neighboring Jordan and Turkey 
recognized Syria immediately. 
With the diplomatic Ice brtrften, 
others followed suit. These includ­
ed Nationalist China, the Soviet 
Union, and Red China.

Tunisia extended recognition 
last night and Iraq today. The So­
viet news agency Tass said I^oma- 
nla also wrlll exchange ambassa­
dors with Syria.

Oct. 10 (JP)—So­
viet Foreign Minister Andrei 
A. Gromyko today ruled out 
any change in East Berlin’s 
Communist-dominated status 
in exchange for an end to the 
western occupation of West 
Berlin.

“Ths question of E ast Berlin 
does not exist. I t  is part of the 
German Democratic Republic. The 
problem of West Berlin exists be­
cause they have a different social 
system,” Gromyko said.

He made the remarks as he ar­
rived from New York for a  brief 
round of talks with Prime Min- ■ 
ister Macmillan and Foreign Min­
ister Lord Home. In recent weeks 
some western officials have sug­
gested that the West might be 
willing to put Berlin under U JJ . 
control If this was extended to 
Ekut Berlin and the city, unified.

Asked if he thought the west­
ern powers and the Soviet Union 
give the same interpretation to 
the “demUitarized free city” status 
the I^uasians have demanded for 
West Berlin, Gromyko replied:

“Sometimes I  think ths defini­
tion is not understood correctly. I t  
is an independent entity with 
proper guarantee. One of the 
guarantees will he the S o v i e t  
Union.”

Gromyko flies on to Moscow to­
morrow. left the United States 
after appai^ently fruitless talks 
with Pre^dent Kennedy and Sec­
retary of State Rusk.
