May Quit UN
After Censure

noted that this was the first time
any U.N. representative had ever
been censured for m speech.

The censure motion put in by Li-
beria labeled Louw's sddreas “of-
fennive, fictitious and erroneous.”
South Africa cast the sole nega-
tive vote, but 20 nations abstained,
The United States, Britain, France
and six other countries did not par-
ticipate in the ballot, and three oth-
er nations were absent.

The Soviet bloc voted for the
censure motion.,

Explaining why the United
States did not take part in the
vote, Ambassador Adlai E. Steven-
son In a statement sald:

“While we reject the views of
the foreign minister of South Afri-
ca on the subject of apartheid and
have so stated many times, we
resolutely support his right—and
the right of every speaker before
the Generaly Assembly—to stale
his views."

Henry Ford Cooper of Liberia
at first demanded that Louw's
speech be expunged from the rec-
ord as insulting. He substituted
the censure motion after a num-
ber of delegates said deletion of
the speech from the record would
set a dangerous precedent.

Louw said that to expunge his
speech would be applying a double
standard — one for minority
groups, another for such multi-
nation groups as the 47-nation
Aslan-African bloc.

Meanwhile, In the protracted
U.8.-Soviet negotiations over an
interim pecretary-general to suc-
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ceed the late Dag Hammarskjold,
the United States was studying &
new Soviet compromise proposal.
The two blg powers had agreed
earlier that the secretary-general
should have five principal advisers
or deputies and that four should be
named from the United States, the
Soviet Union, Latin America and
Asin or Africa. But the Soviet
Union wanted the fifth post to go
to an East European wihile the
United States held out for a Weat
European.

The drug, S5-fluorc-uracil, is a
product of the energies of Dr.
Charles Heidelberger, 40, of the
McCardie Memorial Institute for
cancer research at the University
of Wisconsin.

Heidelberger, who directed the
scientist team which developed the
drug In 1954, said it is a detervent
to further cancer growth rather
than e cure.

The eclentist said he wag told
that Rayburn received the first
injection of the drug on Sunday
and physicians said that continued
use would depend upon Raybum's
condltion.

The drug has undergone exten-
sive clinical applications at the
University of Wisconsin under the
direction of Dr, Anthony Curreri,
professor of surgery. He said the
drug has proved satisfactory in
the treatment of & number of kinds
of cancer, but has some side effects
such as changes in blood pressure
and blood oell count.

Fishing rods are a man's best
friend (it says here) and deserve
to be treated gently when they're
put away at the end of the season,
Cork handles have & tendency to
split and dry out over several sea-
sons’ wear. You cen prevent this
by coating the cork with glycerine
or a similar liquid before storing
your rods for the winter, The coat-
ing will wash off easily next spring
and your rod handle will be as good
as new,
Fishing where rocks are always
has its problems. Lines and par-
ticularly sinkers hang up more
often than not. A piece of chain of
several links makes a practically
no-snag sinker for rock fishing.
Use as many links as are needed
for the correct weight,
A magnet placed in your tackle
tray can be a mighty important
ftem.
