The former President was aeen 
last night over the CBS television 
network in an hour-long interview 
with Walter Cronklte. I t was 
taped at Gettysburg, Pa., Efoen- 
hower'e .home, last spring.

Among his major dtoappodnt- 
ments, Eisenhower said, was the 
failure of Vice Pieaidenit Richard 
M. Nixon to win election as his 
successor and "a lack of definite 
proof we had made real progress 
toward achieving pence with jus­
tice.”

As his moot impoilant accom­
plishment in office, he listed "cre­
ating an atmosphere of serenity 
and mutual confidence.”

As for his feelings about the 
late Sen. Joseph R. McCarthy. 
Eisenhower felt the way to defeat 
the Wisconsin Republican was to 
ignore him.

His 1955 heart attack, Eisen­
hower said, might have been 
brought on by his temper, and 
since then “I’ve never gotten angry 
again.”

Eisenhower’s view’s ot TV de­
bates w’ere given while discussiiig 
Nixon’s defeat by John F. Ken­
nedy. Said Eisenhower;

“i  can't think of anything that's 
worse. Any man that is an incum­
bent ha.s to stick to the facts. He 
is a responsible man debating with 
someone who, if he chooses, can be 
irresponsible.

"No, if I were giving a political 
piece of advice to my associates 
in government. I vvould say, ‘When

They also found nothing encour­
aging in the Soviet lead^r’a declar­
ation of readiness to attend a aum- 
mit meeting in order to achieve a 
p^ceful solution of the crisis. A 
summit conference, U.S. leaders 
say. should come only as the end 
result of lower-level negotiations 
which vvould assure success at the 
summit.

Moscow Radio reported last night 
the thdt Khni.shchev had written two 

letters on current East-W estjten­
sions, one to a group of labor mem­
bers of the British parliament, the 
other to the chairman of the Japa­
nese Council Against Nuclear 
Testa.

In both he asserted wlllingneis 
of the Soviet government to enter 
into negotiations with the western 
povver'i. In the letter to Chairman 
Kaoru Yasui of the Council Against 
Nuclear Teats, he declared his per­
sonal readiness to meet western 
leaders "in order to find a way out 
of the present difficult situation.” 

Some of the points of his pro­
posed Berlin-German settlement 
may-be negotiable from the west­
ern point of view. However, all are 
believed to have been covered in 
recent talks by President Kennedy 
and Secretary of State Dean Rusk 
with Soviet Foreign Minister An­
drei A. Gromyko. And Kennedy 
summarized those talks thia week 
by sayirtg that they failed to pro­
vide a basis for negotiations.

It does appear that at present 
the western policy position in re­
sponding to the Soviets on spe­
cific issues is severly handicapped 
by lack of agreement among the 
United States, Britain, France and 
West Germany. They are divided 
over what, if any, concessions they 
can make to Russia if Khrushchev^, 
will modify his basic demand for 
a change in the status of West 
Berlin.

Khrushchev based his'^package 
proposal on the proposition that 
only a German peace treaty — by 
which he means a treaty signed 
separately with Ekist and west 
Germany —; <‘;<>an rewt^ve ihe 
danger of a l iw  war.”

U.S. officialsrsay that there is 
nothing the w ^ e m  powers can 
do to prevent Khrushchev from 
signing a separate peace treaty 
with East Germany. But they have 
no intention of particiapting in a 
pact which would formalize the 
division of Germany. Basic west­
ern policy itill calls for ultimate 
GermaA unifleatiAn.

Specific points covered by 
Khrushchev in his letter to the 
British Labor party group were 
these: .

1. Guaranteed Western Access 
to Berlin — Rusk and Kennedy 
sounded out Gromyko on what 
tha Soviet government has meant 
by’ repeated offers of a q c e s i 
guarantees. I t is understood his 
replies confirm that the Soviet 
government was willing to give 
guarantees in writing in connec­
tion with or in advance of sign­
ing a paace treaty.

I f  nothing startling happens on 
the ace of trumps, South cashes the 
ace of hearts, ruffs a diamond in 
dummy, and cashes a top heart to 
get rid of a diamond. Then declar­
er can lead another trump from 
dummy.

If the trump* are 2-2, South can 
lose only one trump and two clubs 
at most. I f  East started with three 
trumps.

said. Like the orig;inal drug, it 1s 
aimed at Impeding the growth of 
the cancer. It  is not curative.

The latest medical bulletin said 
Rayburn's condition "is still seri­
ous but not critical.”

Dr. Short said that Rayburn had 
been on the critical list because of 
pneumonia and not because of the 
cancer,

Rayburn left Washington Aug. 
31 before Congress adjourned for 
his home in Bonham, saying he had 
lumbago and needed a rest. On 
Oct. 2, he entered Baylor hospital 
hcre^and tests revealed he was suf­
fering from cancer.

Dr. Short said yesterday Ray- 
bum has not been told he has can­
cer, but the physician added "Ha' 
is a very smart man and Tm 
wondering if he has made up hU 
own mind.”

Former President Harry S. Tru­
man, who earlier indicated ha 
might visit the ailing speaker, 
telephoned Dr. Short from Mis­
souri yesterday. The doctor said 
that no date was set for a possible 
visit.

Chicago, Oct. 13 — Injections
of a dangerous drug and* its pro­
tective antidote apparently have 
wiped out tumors in eight patients 
with localized cancers diagnosed 
as incurable, a medical researcher 
has reported.

Dr. Robert D. Sullivan of New 
York said yesterday the technique 
was used on 52 patients with in 
curable head or neck cancers.

Eight of the patients still are 
apparently free of their tumors 20 
months after treatment, Sullivan 
told the American Academy of 
Ophthalmology and Otplarynology.

In other patients, there was 
some partial regression of tumors, 
lasting from one to three months.

Sullivan said. H* even when 
the tumors were widespread there 
was some clinical benefit.

The most promising results were 
obtained when the cancel tumors 
were localized In one small area';- 
Sullivan added.

The technique used by Sullivan 
is known as continuous infusion 
therapy.

In the treatment, heavy doses of 
a powerful antl-cancrt chemical- 
methotrexate—are fed directly In­
to the blood stream nourishing the 
cancerous area. The drug's anti­
dote, called citrovorum factor, is 
injected at the same time to pro­
tect the uninfected parts of the 
body.

Methotrexate is an antimelabo- 
lite. It upsets the metabolism of 
growing cells and can kill them.

The antidote is necessary to 
weaken the drug’s undesirable ac­
tion- again.st healthy cells. The 
antidote does counteract slightly 
the drug's heavy concentration at 
the cancer site.

Tranqnilized
Joseph Alaop, the grimly joytws 

Cusandra of the national com* 
mwitatora, was completely right 
tte  other day when he noted In 
tin  Courant that "It ia an extra­
ordinary, puzzling and noteworthy 
faiet that neither the country nor 
the Capital seems to be particular­
ly  excited because the President Is 
seriously considering sending com­
bat units o f the U. S. Army and 
Mirinea”  to South Vietnam.

Columnist AIsop toyed with the 
idea that maybe the United States 
has attained what he called "a re- 
iniuitable maturity.”

But we think he came closer to 
tho real analysis when he offered 
the suggestion that “everyone has 
seemed to be on tranquilizers."

*niat is Just about it.
Crisis itself has come to be the 

tranquilizer. There can be and 
might be a speciflo discussion of 
the issues in South Vietnam, and 
of. the legalitiee o f our situation 
there, which would make a much 
better moral and legal case for our 
Intervention there then in neigh­
boring Leoe, or in some other po­
tential wurid trouble spots.

But there Is no particular dis­
cussion o f such possible ri^^ts and 
wrongs in tbs situation, lb s  fact 
la that, right or wrong, this ia a 
prospective policy which runs a 
heavy risk of creating World l^ar 
m .  But the fact also ia that'’ the 
American people are as dead to 
this consequence as th«y are to the 
Inlue Itself.

The Americaa people have ar­
rived close to the point of such 
tran'quiUzed, fatalistic Indifferenoe 
that the President at Washington 
now has the power to make what 
decisions o f peace and war seem 
necessary to him and his advlters. 
There Is no longer any need to 
prepare public opinion; as AIsop 
notices, almost as though it were 
a t.la st a ray of hope aim good 
cheer, there Is no longer, appar­
ently, any such thing ss public 
opinion.

In so far as Khrushchev, with 
U s incessant playing of threat and 
alarm, is .responsible for this, he 
should be frightened o f the result 
I f  this is his winning o f s  war of 
nerves, it is a victory which con­
fronts Urn with s  vast and power- 

^ f i d  nation which ia no longer func­
tioning with the sivsrenees and 
the iM ating society Irreeolutione 
supposedly typical o f s  democracy.

In so far ss President Kennedy, 
srttb bis determination to play the 
gimm of crisis strongly and vigor- 
o n ^ ,  perhaps In the sincere be­
lief that only in this way can h« 
produce the situation in-"Wriiich 
Bidra cpnstructive instincts and 
poUcies can have a chance to 
coine to the fore, he should not be 
able to find much joy or strength 
la the state to which the Ameri­
can pecq l̂e have been reduced. He 
now has freedom to move Ameri­
can troops wherever he pleases, 
apparently, with no ou tc^  or de­
bate from his constituents. He 
Upiself may have considered even­
tual possession of t t^  power es­
sential to the game be feels forced 
to play with Khrushchev.

But even he must realize that 
thb la not like the American peo-

o f Oampaignlng, and aa a poaaible 
benefit to Hie poor voters ttiam- 
salvaa, waa given aqother teat 
down in Hew Totk the other 
night, with Mayer Wagner and. 
Attorney General Lefkowitz as the 
principals.

The performance of these two 
rivals for the mayoralty apparent­
ly left considerable to be desired. 
Including, by the rcacUpn of some 
voters, the opportunity to vote for 
somebody entirely different from 
either one of them.

Mayor Wagner was criticised 
for being elusive, but Uefkowits 
n-as found to be too much of a 
mudslinger. Mayor Wagner, in a 
dubious kind of compliment, was 
found to be more grammatical. 
But Lefkowitz was Judged to be 
the more sincere.

Apparently the two candidatee 
didn't even come aa close as Ken­
nedy and Nixon did to any possi' 
ble discussion of issues.

And no one except Lefkowitx 
himself, who ia in the somewhat 
enviable position of hsiing noth­
ing to lose whatever he does, 
seems in any great hurry to have 
Mayor Wagner revoke his own de­
cision that this debate would be 
the last.

All this, however, should not be 
considered the fault of telei'ision. 
At the start of the last presiden­
tial campaign, both major candi­
dates really intended to do a real 
thorough job on %’arioua issues 
some time before the polls opened. 
Both of them, however, soon relax- 
ed into the one set speech they 
found contained most punch lines 
for a routine audience. They gave 
no more real discussion of issues 
in their regular campaigning than 
they gave in their celebrated tele- 
viaifm debates. Similarly, in the 
New York mayoralty campaign, 
Wagner and Lefkowitx didn't de 
scend te any new low in cam­
paigning because they found 
themselves on television. They 
merely carried on as usual.

campaign debates, whatever 
their format, srill begin to mean 
something when we, some day, 
find a candidate who dares speak 
to a people he presumes to be in­
telligent, who doesn't try to wise­
crack or slogan or bromide hla 
way into office. In our imagina­
tion’s ideal for a debate we all, of 
course, go back to Lincoln and 
Douglas, aa If that were simiething 
that could be recaptured by bring­
ing two candidates together on the 
same platform. We fq^et that we 
were dealing, then, with two ex­
ceptional poUtleiana, and, still 
more important, we forget that all 
the hundred years intervening, 
with all their wealth of political 
talent and even great leadership, 
never produced a sequel worthy of 
great noUee or reputation. Great 
debates tranapire; they are not or­
dered up.

He Missed Grarity
Early hints that Major Titov, 

the aecond Russian astronaut, and 
the first to make more than one 
orbit of the earth, encountered 
rather important consequences of 
his prolonged state of weightless­
ness have now been confirmed by 
the report of two Russian scien­
tists to the International Astro- 
nautical Federation which has 
been meeting at Washington.

Major Titov was able to func­
tion for all his requirements and 
necessities throughout his 25 hour 
orbiting. But, according to the re­
port o f the Russia) scientists, 
there were indications of a “defi 
nite instability of central nervous 
system reactions" which Included 
A "relative instability" o f heart 
beat and "npnuniformity”  in 
breathing, -There was also a "dis­
turbance of spatial analysis and 
the appearance of vestibular 
symptoms,” which means the as­
tronaut couldn't get his personal 
bearings or balance. If he moved 
quickly himself, or observed some 
object which was moving swiftly, 
hla discomfort was intensified. 
Sleep helped tone these symptoms 
down, but did not conquer them.

‘Thus,”  said the report, “ the 
sensation of aome discomfort ac­
companied the considerable por­
tion o f the flight and resembled 
seasickness.''

It was precisely because it could 
find out su^h things that the Titov 
fliefat yrtm especially important, 
and its results significant for both 
the Russians and ourselves as we 
plan more extended space travel. 
If one day’s travel induces this 
brand of aeasicknesa, then the 
problem becomes that of ariiat the 
effect of a more extended time, 
like the full week required to go 
to the moon end beck, might be. 
If need be, an artificial gravity 
can be crested inside the space 
capsule, although the layman may 
question why. If this can be done 
easily, there has been all the 
.training and experimentation 
based on the absence of gravity.

wire and the East German police 
started shooting.

The refugees raced on foot into 
West Berlin.

Three minutes after the truck 
crashed into the fence West Ber­
lin police anlved. The East Berlin 
police, reinforced by the armored 
car, shouted "Stay away from the 
fence" and opened fire.

Two Jeeploads o f U.S. military 
police under command of an offi­
cer arrived moments later and 
were warned to stay away from 
the fences.

Dawn was breaking and when­
ever either the military police or 
the West Berlin poUce showed 
themselves the East Germans 
opened fire. The shooting lasted 
until 6 a.m.

The East Berlin guards have 
been shooting almost dslly along 
the tense Berlin border, bringing 
warnings from both West and 
Blast officials of the danger of 
setting off the powderkeg.

The shooting stopped shortly af­
ter the Blast German police had 
dragged the truck free from the 
wire fence.

West Berlin police said their 
forces and military police were 
never closer than 50 to 60 yards to 
the Blast police.

Including the nine refugees, a 
total o f 20 East Germans escaped 
to West Berlin in the 24 hours end 
ing at 7 a.m. Among them w u  one 
Blast German policeman.

Kurt Lldhtenstein, 60, chief re­
porter of the Weatfaelische Rund' 
schau of Dortmimd, was the first 
West German to be killed in a bor­
der incident since the Ccmununlsts 
began putting pressure on Berlin 
in mid-August and barred all East

Germans from traveling to the 
W est

Lichtenstein's newspaper was 
informed by an East German hos­
pital that he died shortly after 
being woimded yesterday when he 
apparently stepped over the fron­
tier line during his Interviews.

In Bonn, West German Foreign 
Minister Heinrich von Brentano 
said nerw instructions are being 
sent Ambassador Wilhelm Orewe in 
Washington on the Berlin crisis 
but made clear his government is 
holding fast to the policy it has 
pursued toward East Giermany for 
years.

He said West Germany Is count­
ing on the western Allies to stand 
by their 1954 pledge to recogr^ize 
It as the only spokesman for the 
whole German people. And he re­
jected de facto recognition of the 
Ekist German Communist regime, 
saying it would have the same con' 
sequences as de jure recognition.

'Von Brentano said Chancellor 
Konrad Adenauer’s Christian Dem­
ocrats and the Free Democrats, 
their prospective partners In a new 
coalition government, had agreed 
reunification of Germany must re- 
main West Germany’s goal, that 
West Berlin’s freedom and Its ties 
with West Germany must be main­
tained, and that the North Atlantic 
Alliance remains the basis of West 
Germany's foreign policy.

” In all fairness to the voters,” 
he said, "w e have got to recom­
mend the best site for a disposal 
area. The Selectmen have to take 
the poslU(Hi that they represent 
17,000 people, not 800.’ ’

He said recommendations will 
be based 'on studies conducted by 
a private sanitary engineering 
firm which has made an un­
biased proposal as to the be.st site.

The selectmen and Richard Lom­
bardi, engineer, toureo proposed 
dump sites, in Vernon yesterday.

On Tuesday, selectm-en w i l l  
meet to:

1. Study final dump recommen­
dations.

2. Draft a proposal to the Zon­
ing Commission asking for an in- 
diutrial zone change on one of the 
sites (the site is currently in a 
light industrial zone which does 
not permit trash disposal opera­
tions. A  changu to a different in­
dustrial zone is necessary).

3. Decide on the proper way to 
bring the sites before voters in 
a town meeting.

The locations of the proposed 
sites, hitherto unknown, will prob­
ably be revealed at that t i m e ,  
Risley said.

He has withheld naming the sites 
so that organized opposition will 
not develop to the sites far in ad­
vance o f the date voters will be 
asked to decide on one of them.

In the aelectmen’s regular bi­
monthly meeting Tuesday, Lom­
bardi gave out cost estimates 
varioua trash disposal operations 
and recommended that Vernon 
maintain a sanitary landfill for 
approximately 15 years, taking a 
“hard look" at incineration at the 
end of that time.

Landfill, operated properly. Is 
trouble free, Lombardi said. He said

If the proposal is defeated and 
no solution is found now, eelect- 
men agreed, the cost o f estahlldi- 
ing a dump when the problem be­
comes more critical than at pres­
ent will be much greater than now.

The Arug la needed th repress 
the body’s natural resistance, in 
the form of antibodies, toward any 
foreign substance introduced Ihto 
the body.

Anti-bodiea generaUy work in 
the human’s favor, resisting infec-

stances which raise the body’s 
levei of resistance.

But when surgeons try to replace 
a diseased kidney, for example, 
with someone else’s good one or
raft human akin onto a victim of 
urns, such immunity works 

against the human. The body re­
sists the transplant or graft Just as 
it would a harmful substance.

Dr. Robert A. Good of the Uni­
versity of Minnesota medical 
school believes that this barrier of 
immunity may be bridged by a 
drug, thus paving the way for re­
placement of almost any vital 
organ which becomes diseased or 
malfunctioning by a spare taken 
from another human b(^y or by a 
mechanical device.

Such a drug soon may be found. 
One tested on a dog for more than 
a year successfully suppressed the 
animal’s natural immunity.

Should a drug be found, adap­
table td human needs, Dr. Good 
says that scientists and Surgeons 
have most of the technical know­
how to replace hearts, kidneys, 
lungs, ovaries, etc., with spare hu­
man parts or mechanical contrap­
tions,

Then the primary problem would 
be keeping the spare parts store 
stocked with a reasonable inven 
tory. Conceivably, many of the 
needed organs could be gotten from 
volunteers or deceased accident 
victims, or their functions could 
be taken over by mechanical imita­
tions.

Of course, transplants of human 
organs have occurred hut so infre­
quently as to be classified as iso­
lated ' ’medical miracles,” singular 
achievements that cannot benefit 
the great mass of people.

The medical miracles include 
twins receiving kidneys from their 
Identical opposite numbers; blind 
persons with certain types of dis­
eases benefiting from the trans­
plants of corneas; a  dwarf grow­
ing five Inches in a yea:r after un­
dergoing a  ̂graft of a pituitary 
gland; babies being given - ears, 
made of cartilage from the ribs

dacron arteries 
r ia l  ones. ,

In each case, however, the do­
nors and receivers werf very 
closely related or the amount of 
tissue transplanted was so amall 
that tha tody’s reaction to It did 
not prove harmful.

So says Dr. Good: ’’We’re stUI 
looking for ^ t  breakthrough in 
organ transplants. As of now, 
we’re- stm In that .pre^ntctllin 
s t^ e .”

cUlln resulted in other infection- 
fighting drugs and in new medical 
uses, so would a drug repressing 
natural Immunity.

Even in mental Illness, "should 
chemical or biological causes 
revealed,” Dr. Good says, organ 
transplanting conceivably could re­
place a diseased portion of the 
body’* central nervous system to 
provide a  cure.

Program to Combat Gambling 
Proposed by National Groups

Kansas <3ity A sweeplng^plicable laws; Review the tragedy
program to combat the menace o( 
gambling to intercollegiate ath­
letics has been propos^ by of­
ficers-' of four national adminis­
trative and coachbs' organizations 

Released through NCAA head­
quarters here, the proposals were 
directed to officers of the S76 
NCAA insUtutions and the entire 
memberships of- the National As­
sociation of Collegiate Commis­
sioners, the American Football 
Ckiaches Association, and the Na­
tional Association of Basketball 
Coaches.

Walter Byers, NCAA executive 
director, said the.program was en­
dorsed by the officers of the four 
organizations following a review of 
information and suggestions from 
a variety of college agencies, the 
New York fJounty District At­
torney’s office, and the U.S. House 
of Representatives per.-nanent sub­
committee on tnvesUgations.

The proposals were ptompted 
by the outburst of "pomt spread" 
scandals in many sections of the 
country during the 1960-61 basket­
ball season.

While appealing for "A  compre­
hensive attack on this problem in­
volving national, -state and local 
governments, educational institu­
tions and our communications 
media”  the college athletic lead­
ers stressed that "colleges must 
lead the way by pursuing their 
owTi self-improvement program.”

Co-opereiuve education la a plan 
whereby a college or graduate atu- 
dent spends a stated period—Often 
the first year or two- on campua, 
and a stated period working (or 
an approved employer earning the 
regular salary paid for lus or her 
particular job classification.

Currently only about S per cent 
of the nation’s eollegea offer'such 
progprams.

The plan wa.s examined cloaely 
during the third Work-Study In 
Higher Education Oonference at 
Princeton, N.J., sponsored by the 
Thomas Alva Edison Foundation. 
Issued at the meeting was a "Re­
port of Co-operative Education”  by 
Ralph W ., Tyler, director of the 
Center for Advanced Study in the 
Behavioral Sciences.

It is based on interviews with 
some 5,300 students and graduates 
and reveals several challenging as­
pects to this form of education.

While the primary aspect of co  ̂
operative education is not the 
earning opportunity but the educa­
tional value, co-operative students 
showed earnings <<uring their 
study period (usually five years) 
that ranged from $1,500 to $7,800. 
(Cost of college during the period 
varied from $3,600 to'59,000.)

Though lew co-opera’ave stu­
dents can finance the entire cost 
of college, they are able in many 
cases to earn a greater-than-aver- 
age share of these expenses. For 
half of all co-operative students, 
college would have been doubtful 
or impossible without their o'wn 
earnings.

Only 87 per cent of regular 
students reported that without 
eaminga they could not have en­
joyed a college education.

About one-third of tha co-op­
erative students come from work­
ing class families, contrasted with 
about one-fifth of regular college 
students. A majority come from 
middle income families.

There are too tew coHiperative 
programs for women students. 
Most of the programs are for en­
gineering and ouslneaa adminis­
tration majors. However, this type 
of education makes excellent sense 
for some wromen. since t(X) many 
girls graduate with no marketable 
skills and little acquaintance with 
the world of work.

With the trend toward early 
marriage, girls who graduated 
from "co-op’ ’ schools would have 
greater confidence that they could 
return to productive employment 
when their children are grown.

Since not all co-operative etu- 
dents are on campus at the same 
time, the program coulil be a 
great aid to colleges wondering 
how they can keep pace with the 
70 per cent increase'in mrollmeat 
rights expected during the ’60s.

Prince Rwagaaore was the son 
o f Mwambutaa, the king of Urundi.

Urundi is the southern part of 
the twin United Nations Trust 
Territory of Ruanda-Urundi in 
Oentral Africa administered by 
Belgium.

General elections were held there 
In September Hn preparation for 
granting the territory full inde­
pendence probably next year.

The parly supported by the more 
numerous Bahutu tribe won the 
election against the autocratic 
giant Watutsl tribesmen . who 
reigned over the territory for 
many decades.

Mwaml (king) Klgerl V of the 
WatuUl tribe was overthrown In 
Ruanda early this year and a re­
publican government wag eatab- 
liahed In the northern part of the 
territory.

The prince's father, who had 
come to Usumbura in preparation 
for a visit to Belgium, was at an­
other nearty cafe when Informed 
of hla son’s death.

The key point for agreement 
atates: ‘"The representatives of 
the United Nations do not consider 
aa a violation of the cease fire a 
reply from the Katangese gendar­
merie against an attack coming 
from the exterior."

The agreement was signed late 
last night by Katanga's President 
Moise Tshombe and Mahmoud 
Khiarl, chief of the United Nations 
civil operations in Congo, after 
more than three weeks negotia­
tion. It took place in the hall of 
Tsbombe’s residence on a table 
draped with the red and green 
Katanga flag.

Berlin, Oct. 14 OP)—The U.S.:

U.S. military and West Ber­
lin police held rhelr fire. There 
were no reports of casualties.

Watson “ warned against the 
consequences of the reckless and 
illegal conduct” of the Ekuit Ger­
man police, the spokesman said.

Gen. Watson also protested to 
the Soviets about, other flagrant in­
cidents which "recently affected 
the peace and security of the 
American sector,”  he added.

The spokesman did not give any 
indications of the Soviet command­
er’s reaction but added that a give- 
suid-take discussion ensued.

Such decisiona are expected to 
oover the future status of West 
Berlin, the isBue of nuclear arms

High officials in the State De­
partment and the White House 
attach considerable importance to 
Khrushchev’s e x p e c t e d  state­
ment. Thvse officials think it may 
give new clubs to Khrushchev’s 
thinking about the crisis In the 
light of talks held in this country 
in I recent weeks between Soviet 
Foreign Minister Andrei A. Gro­
myko and President Kvnnedy and 
Secretary of State Dean Rusk.

U.S. Ambassador L l e w e l l y n  
Thompson, wlio has been confer­
ring here with Kennedy and Rusk, 
is due to return to Moscow some­
time next week. He has instruc­
tions to resume exploratory talks 
with Soviet leaders in the near 
future, but as a practical matter 
this probably will not be possible 
until the Communist sessions are 
concluded. The meeting is expect­
ed to last about 10 days.

U'S. officials hope that within 
two or three weeks Thompson will 
be in position to begin giving the 
Soviet government some idea of 
the kind of agreement which the 
western powers would consider ac­
ceptable for settling the Berlin 
crisis peacefully. Whether he i.s 
able to do so will depend on the 
outcome of the London talks and 
possibly a brief western foreign 
ministers meeting which may grow 
out of them.

The exploratory discussions Rusk 
held with Gromyko were limited 
almost entirely to sounding out the 
Russijans on what they want and 
what / kind of guarantees with re­
spect to Berlin’s future and the 
operations of its access routes 
they would be prepared, to provide.

U.S. sale o f 135 Saber Jets to 
Communist Yugoslavia has run in­
to quick and sharp criticism from 
some members of Congress.
,, Two senators urged ttie deal be 
canceled and Rep. Otto Passman, 
D-La., said the transaction 
"borders on treason.”

The sale—a package deal in 
which eight Yugoslav Air Force 
men are being trained at Perrin 
Air Force Base, Texas—was dis­
closed yesterday by the State De­
partment.

The reason for the transaction, 
said the State Department, was 
to help Yugoslavia stay free of 
Soviet domination.

The sale of the U.S. surplus all- 
weather B’SOD Interceptor planes 
Is by far the largest U.S. arms 
transaction with Belgrade since 
Yugoslavia’s President TTto halted 
American arms aid to his country 
in 1957.

The State Department said 
Yi]goslavia paid cash—not credit 
—for the planes and the training 
in a business transaction whi<dt 
did not involve foreign aid.

Gen. Laurence S. Kuter, chief of 
the North Atlantic Air Defense 
Command—a combined organiza­
tion of U.S. and Canadian systems 
—directed the defenders from his 
headquarters at Colorado Springs, 
Colo. He announced the start of 
‘‘Exercise Sky Shield II.”

Kuter called this exercise, with 
Its Inconvenience for the air travel­
ing public, an essential training 
operation to provide defense readi­
ness.

‘ ‘Any military weapons system 
must be thoroughly exercised trom 
time to time to assure progressive 
improvement and Bhcercise Sky 
Shield n  provides that opportun­
ity.”

Greeks Conviet Kansan 
Of Killing Two Sailors

Piraeus, Greece, Oct. 14 ( ^  —i 
Roger Ranney, 26, Chanute, Kans., 
was convicted today of the willful 
murder 'of two Greek seamen and 
was sentenced to dte before a fir­
ing squad.

The defense has the right to ap­
peal within 20 days. Ranney’s )at- 
torneys already had announced 
they would do so If he were found 
guilty.

President Judge John Psllop- 
oulos actually sentenced Ranney 
"to die twice.”  He was sentenced 
to death for the killing of each 
of the two hired Greek s a i l o r s ,  
George Mandaleros anod Dimitrios 
Efstahloy, with whorp he set out 
In a rented launch last November 
oh a cruise of the Aegean Islands.

The Greek ^ lo r s  have been 
missing since, 'ihe rented motor 
laurtch was found scuttled. Neither 
of the sajloni’ bodies has been 
found.

Ranney Insisted he was innocent. 
He said he left the seamen alive 
and ■well one on* of the Greek 
islands when he found he had been 
tricked into amuggUng norooUcs 
when he thought he was taking 
aboard a load of contraband 
watohes.
