Their plans were 
kept secret.

The Chrysler bargaining taam, 
led by John D. Leary, vice presi­
dent for personnel, hasn't s e e n  
Reuther since opening day of ne­
gotiations 3 ^  months ago. Indica­
tions were today's rassion would 
be limited to preliminary man­
euvering, with each team sizing up 
the other’s goals. i

Meantime, Reuther has reached 
agreements with the biggest of 
the big three-Gcneral M o t o r s  
Corp. and Ford Motor Co. — and 
also with American Motors Corp.. 
the nation's fourth largest auto 
maker.

Reuther was expected to ask 
Chrysler to match the settlament 
made with General Motors last 
month but not necessarily the 
frosting put on the GM cake py 
Ford.

Reuther’s decision to put im­
mediate pressure on Chryslvir came 
as the UAW virtually completed 
■etUement of a strike that shut 
down Ford for 13 daya. Ford re­
sumed production at half of its 16 
assembly plants with the recall of 
55,000 workers.

Ford said four more aeaembly 
plants got back Into production to-

employes were on the job. The com­
pany planned to have almost all of 
its 120,000 production workers back 
tomorrow.

Ford and the UAW virtually 
have cleaned up all the trouble 
spots left over from the strike. Lo­
cal 900 at the Wayne, Mich., assem­
bly plant reached an agreement 
with management today on work­
ing conditions. I t was one of two 
local unions authorized by the un­
ion's executive board Sunday to 
stay on strike.

The only holdout is Local 420 at 
the Walton Hills stamping plant 
near Cleveland. Ohio. An extended 
shutdown of this key plant could 
seriously cripple Ford’s production.

San Franciaco, Oct. ,|17 (/P)—Sec-< 
retary of the treasury Douglas 
Dillon today broke the news of a 
further expected increcuw in the 
federal dedcit. This year’s budget, 
he said, will be. "some^x'hat more 
than 36.75 bfliion" out of Glance.

Dillon said that record harvests 
—requiring huge farm price sup­
port outlays — and the growing 
postal deficit have caused the red 
ink to run deeper than expected.

But Dillon, in an address pre­
pared for the annual meeting of 
the American ■' Bonkers Aais^a- 
tion. discounted the poosibilit.v 
that the exceM of federsd spending 
over receipts would in itself cause 
inflation. He also renewed the 
Kennedy administration's promise 
of a balance budget for fiscal 
1963, starting next July 1.

"This is exactly what the presi­
dent intends to subnet to the 
Oongreas in January." Dillon told 
the . bankers.

Dillon said President Kennedy 
has intensified his pressure on fed- 
'eral agencies for strictest economy 
and the postponement of spending 
and already has produced what he 
called substantial savings.

The fiscal 1962 budget sent to 
Congress in January by Former 
President Dwight D. Eisenhower 
showed a 31.S billion surolua. Dem­
ocrats criticized the budget as 
"polftical" and "unreaUsUc.” The 
new administration revised it to 
show s 32 billion defleit. (

■up military, outlays which in­
creased the prospective defleit to 
35.3 billion.
. Last month Dillon indicated the 
deficit might exceed 36 billion. The 
latest revision, he told the bank­
ers, will come In the budget bu­
reau’s mid.vear budget review, 
compiled each year after Congress 
has finished its work. Due in two 
or three weeks, it "will not make 
happy reading,” Dillon said.

"Prellminar.v Indications are 
it will show a prospective deficit 
of somewhat more than 36*. bil­
lion,” the secretar.v said.

He laid primary responsibility 
on "the lamentable failure of the 
Congress to increase postal rates,” 
an omission which he said added “a 
wholly unnecessary three-fourths 
billion to our over-all deficit.”

The summer's ideal growing 
conditions produced crops which 
aet many records, Dillon went on, 
and caused steep increases in the 
agriculture department's budget.

The secretary brought better 
news about the other deficit which 
has plagued, both the Eisenhower 
and Kennedy administrations—the 
deficit in international payments. 
There Is reason to hope this deficit 
Clin be held to about 32 billion this 
year, aa agalnat.nearly 34 billion 
I n j  each of the two preceding years, 
Dillon aaid. -

The advance payment on debts 
by some ‘European countries should 
reduce the net deficit to around 
11.5 blUian, ha added.

It would be perhaps five times 
larger than the biggest device so 
far exploded in the Russian series. 
Japan’s Central Meteorological 
Agency estimated the biggest so 
far was a 10 megaton bomb tested 
Oct. 6.

The biggest bomb In the U.S* 
arsenal is believed to be aboot 
the equivalent of 20 million tons 
of TNT. American experts say 
they are not Interested in build­
ing a  bigger one because present 
bombs are powerful enough to 
obliterate any target. They have 
described the construction of a 100 
megaton bomb as not difficult.

building in a city block," he said.

"Potentialities for trouble — in­
deed possibilities of disaster —  are 
surely there.”

The main problem in city slum 
schools, he said, is to offer courses 
that have some relationship to the 
students. He stressed vocational 
education.

"Foreign languages in g r a d e  
seven or Algebra in grade eight... 
have little place in a school In 
which half the pupils in that grade 
read at the fourth grade level or 
below," Conant declared.

Conant also criticized those who 
"have placed a taboo on the use 
o f the word ‘Negro.’ I think this 
has prox'ed to be a great mistake. 
How can we improve a situation If 
we are deprived by terminology 
from knowing what the situation 
really is?"

He said some cities have pres­
sured Negroes to attend "essenti­
ally white schools,” adding;

“Those which have not done so. 
like Chicago, are more likely to 
make progress in improving Negro 
education. It is my belief that 
satisfactory education can be.pro« 
vided in an all-Negro s p h o o f  
through the expenditure of more 
money for needed staff and facil­
ities.'’

Bilt Conant said he does not 
approve "gerrymandering” school 
district lines which "amounts to 
separating pupils solely on the 
basis of ra cf."

An allied problem. Conant said, 
is opportunity. Once the aspira­
tions and technical training for 
slum youth have been upgraded, 
there must be jobs fo r , them. He 
noted;

" It  is far more difficult in many 
communities to obtain admission 
to an apprentice program which 
involves union approval than to 
get intp the most selective medical 
school in the nation."

SIM PLIFIES DEFENSE

It ’s wonderful to lead a ault 
that your partner can ruff, but 
you feel very foollah if it tuma 
out that your partner has no 
trumps; How can you tell?

West opened the eight of dia­
monds, and East had no trouble 
recognizing It at a aingleton. He 
won with the ace of diamond! and 
returned the ten of diamonds for 
his partner to ruff.

West ruffed and obediently re­
turned a heart. East would have 
retiumqd the three of diamonds If 
he wanted a  switch to clubs; the 
ten of diamonds called for a switch 
to heaits. In giving your partner 
a ruff, you lead a high card to 
Indicate an entry’ In a high-rank­
ing side ault; but you lead a low 
card to show an entry In a low 
tide suit.

South won with the ace of hearts 
and led a trump to force out the 
ace.

Croeeroada
East was at the crossroads. 

Should he lead another diamond, 
or should he try to cash the king 
of hearts?

When the hand was played. East 
had no problem. West had ruffed a 
diamond with the three of spades 
and had played the deuce of 
spades when South ’ ed trumps. 
’Ibis echo in the trump suit showed 
that West had started with three 
trumps. East could safely return 
a diamond to make sure of the 
setting trick.

I f  l^ s t tried to cash the king of 
hearts. South would ruff and draw 
trumps. That would be the end of 
the defense.

East might work it out that a 
diamond return was proper even if 
his ^ r tn e r  had not signaled, but 
the signal made it very easy. The 
high-low shows an even number of 
carda in a side suit but exactly 
three cards in the trump suit. Use 
the trump echo chiefly when you 
have a ^ o r t  suit and want your 
partner to give you a ruffing trick.

Dealer, at your right, opens 

with one club. You hold: Spades— 
A; Hearts—K Q 8 4 3; Diamonds— 
A 10 7 6 3; Clubs-7 6. What do 
you say?

Answer: Bid one heart. You 
have the right strength for a take­
out double, but not the right dis­
tribution. You would be embar­
rassed if partner jumped in spades 
In response to a takeout double.

Hicy brought the action against 
(Pat’s B-Z Service Store ot water- 
bury, the retailer; and Leatoil 
Corp. and the Adul Chemical Co. 
of Holyoke, Maas., the manufac- 
turere o f the cleanser.

Their suit aaked damagaa for 
alleged breach of warranties made 
in the sale of the detergent and 
for alleged negligence in' its manu­
facture.

Leatoil and Adell filed a de­
murrer in Waterbury’a Common 
Pleas Courts on tha grounds that 
there was no contract or sale be- 
ttyeen them and tha plaintiffa The 
demurrer waa upheld by the Com­
mon Pleas Judge.

The decleiOn of the state’s high­
est court reversed tha lower 
court’s ruling and eatahlished the 
precedent that a manufacturer 
could be sued; it said nothing 
about the merits of the Hamons’ 
suit Itself.

Justice James E. Murphy, writ­
ing for the entire court, eald:

"There appears to be no sound 
reason for depriving a plaintiff of 
the right to maintain an action 
against the manufacturer where 
the plaintiff alleges that he was 
induced to purchase the produce 
by the repreeentatlon In the man­
ufacturer’s advertising and that 
he sustained harm when the prod­
uct failed to measure up to the ex­
press or implied representatlona.

"The manufacturer ,or produc­
er, who puts a commodity for per­
sonal use or consumption on the 
market In a sealed package or 
other closed container should be 
held to have Impliedly warranted 
to the ultimate consumer that the 
product is reasonably fit for the 
purpose Intended ahd that it does 
not contain any harmful and dele­
terious ingredient of which due and 
ample warning has not been giv­
en.”

Writer's cramp, fear of a great corporation or Just plain 

ignorance or even a phobia to play Santa Claus that ia caiulng 
such big electric current users as the town and tha hospital, but 
also all other businesses and every home purchaser of electricity 
to sit back and ignore the now proven fact that the light com­
pany ia and haa been engsiglng in legalized larceny?

The public utilities commission tells me that it can direct a 
utility to do a specific thing only after a formal hearing.

At the start of a public hearing on electric light rates in all of 
tha territory controlled by the Hartford Electric Light Company 
the head of that company said under oath, referring to the elec­
tric light rates in Manchester and Bolton.--"Thls, o f course, is a 
situation which could not continue Indefinitely.”

And months ago the public utilities commission told me It 
was their hope that the unquestionable overcharge for current 
in Manchester and Bolton, would soon be adjudicated.

I have been and still am considering asking the courts for 
an Injiuictlon enjoining tha light company from cutting off my 
current if I refuse to pay any more electric light bills which 
according to the head of the light company are a “steal” in any 
language you use, until the rate is corrected.

The utility commission is required by law to make its finding 
in 120 ds'ys. Meantime, as in the past four or five years, every 
uaer of electricity in Manchester and Bolton is being gyped and 
I use that word advisedly.

If your grocer, garage or any other store with which you did 
business boldly admitted to you that you were being overcharged 
you would take your business elsewhere. But, in the matter of 
utilities you cannot do that because the state has sdvea them a 
monopoly.

I  challenge any town official, any trustee of the hospital, any 
businessman, any householder to ^ ve  me one reason why this 
indefensible situation ia allowed to continue particularly 'when 
no one dares deny that it is costing the town and its Inhabitanti 
thousands of dollars a month.

At the start of my fight for a correction of the rates many 
people thought 1 was a bit daffed. But. as with the tolls on the 
bridges and the direction of 6 corporations of which I have been 
presldentT'knew what I  was doing.

No, I don’t need a psychiatrist but many of the so-called po­
litical and business wizards need much more than psychiatry. 
They need a shot o f that new serum which is supposed to de­
velop intestinal fortitude. There ii another word for It but I  dis­
like being Indelicate despite the-great temptation.

Twin Lakeg. Wlq(; Oct. 17 (Jf) 
—The school board of thla 

.aoutheastem Wiaconatn com- 
rmunlty voted 4-1 last night to 

retain use of the rl-year-old 
McGuffey reader despite a 
threat that legal action will be 
takMi tO remove both the read­
er and the board.

More than 250 persona over­
flowed the Village elall, some 
of them listening outside 
through open windows as the 
Issue was debated.

Edward J. Zahn, a Burling­
ton attorney representing the 
$0—member Twin Lakes Tax­
payers Alliance, ' 'ieclaied If 
the reader is not removed from 
the Lakewood School within 
seven days, he will:

Request State Superintendent 
of Public Instruction Angus 
Rothwell, acting under a state 
constitutional provision pre­
venting sectarian teaching in 
public schools, to forcibly re­
move the books.

And ask the Kenosha County 
Circuit Court to remove the 
four school board membera 
who favor keeping the books.

Zahn aald Rothwell objects 
to uae of the 1879 reader on 
grounds of sectarianism.

School Board President Den­
nis Beula defended the read­
ers. He said the bosud plans 
to write to Rothwell explain­
ing that the reader is being re­
tained "only as supplemental 
reading at the direction of the 
teacher.”

Beula and three other mem­
bers voted against a motion to 
drop the McGuffey reader 
from the school Immediately. 
Beula aald the board decided 
earlier this year to adopt tha 
reader because it followed a 
phonetic approach to reading, 
used a larger vocabulary stnd 
exxxiunded moral values.

Lakewood Principal Robert 
Oestrelch, when questioned by 
residents, aald he Jid not fa­
vor use of the reader because 
"it entails a lot of work for 
the students to comprehend 
them.”

Gallnat ended up as the third 
selectman on the board. This was 
the post previously held by Nyack, 
who had been appointed to it last 
spring by Gallnat and Selectman 
Bertron Hunt!

Hunt also was re-elected with 
the total result that, though the 
lersonnel of the board remained 
he same, the reins passed from 
Gallnat to Nyack.

This is the situation which could 
make the fallout lethal. Usually 
the first selectman has a colleague 
of his own party on the board.
Nyack la still the lone Democrat 
and can be outvoted at any time 
by the two Republicans.

Small towns.. .and politicana... 
being what they are, Nyack may 
weU find the going a little rough.
However, the first two actions an­
nounced by the new regime 
presage his willingness to meet the 
situation half way.

On recommendation of the com­
mission, Mrs. Raymond Baglln 
was named to the unit for a three- 
year term, replacing CUtfence An­
derson whose term has expired.

Anderson, T. J. Crockett and 
Charles Lathrop, members of the 
commission last year, reported 
they received $222.43 In commis­
sions; Mrs. Baglin, $132.43. and E. 
J. Holl, $100.13. 'The balance was 
left In the fund for contingencies, 
it was reported.

The commission has elected 
Crockett as chairman for the com­
ing year; Lathrop, treasuier; and 
Mrs. Baglin, secretary.

The selectmen voted to adopt the 
commission’s recommendation to 
rewrite fire insurance coverage on 
town-owned buildings.

’The proposal takes advantage of 
a new policy form made available 
to municipalities, churches and 
other institutions, providing fire 
coverage at a considerably reduced 
cost.

Previously town buildings and 
contents, with the exception ol the 
school, were covered for $91,665 at 
a cost of $596.93. The new policy, 
for which the buildings were reap­
praised, provides coverage of 
$131,659 for $620.13. ’The new cov­
erage is 90 per cent of the actual 
cash value of the buildings.

School coverage is carried sepa­
rately.

’The selectmen are seeking a Bol- 
ton couple who are Interested in the 
post of custodian of the Community 
Hall. Donald Massey, who has held 
the post for several years, has 
asked to be relieved.

The Staite Motor Vehicles De- 
partmeht ia going to save the 
town about $800 in figuring the 
tax bill for peussenger vehicles.

Assessor P. Joseph Murphy 'was 
notified yesterday morning by the 
motor ■vehicle department that the 
state wrould foot the bUl for figur­
ing the price of passenger ve- 
hiclee, and the tax amount based 
on that price.

Now, there will be ■n'O charge 
for passenger ■vehicles, although 
there will still be a charge for 
trucks, buses and the like.

Assessor Murphy had allowed 
$800 in the current budget for 
some 16,000 passenger cars. Now 
only about 2.000 other vehicles 
need to be billed, said Murphy.

Tlie auppoeed split between the 

Western allies over the urgency of 
negoUatlons with Russia on the 
question of Beiiin finds some 
measure of reason smd rightness 
on both sides of the policy divi­
sion. >

The United States and Britain 
are completely correct In their In­
stinct to keep alive the process and 
the prospect of such negotiation.

President de Gaulle of France 
and Oiancellor Adenauer of West 
Germany are also right, in our 
opinion, in their effort to keep 
such negotiation efforts from com 
taig to  any Immediate head. If 
their reasons for obstruction and 
delay are tha t they believe in no 
negotiation a t all, ever, then we 
believe their reasons are wrong. 
But the practical result, one of de­
lay, seems to us good.

There is a  kind of negotiation 
going on a t the moment, which 
may be very significant, but 
whldi is not yet ready for the for­
mal conference table.

I t  Is an oblique kind of negoti­
ation, in which spokesmen of both 
sldea are making statements of 
poeitlon not tq each other, but to 
third parties, or to  parties without 
official responsfbUlty.

President Kennedy, to the Unit­
ed Natioos, conceded the right of 
Russia to conclude a  peace treaty 
with its East Germsn puppet, and 
acknowledged Russia’s natural 
worry about aecurity against, Ger­
many. Premier Khrushchev, in his 
Istter to British Labor leaders, 
outlined a  full pattern of settle­
ment of the Beriin issue and of 
some of the more important relat­
ed issues between East and West 
in Central Europe which, if one 
could take i t  as a  statement not 
likely to  be subject to subsequent 
reservations and tricky interpre­
tations, might prove very close to 
something the West could accept 
Senator Humphrey, after going to 
West Germany and telling its lead­
ers to prepare to deal openly and 
reqionsibly with realities, has 
gone on to Warsaw, in Commu­
nist Poland, and made a televi­
sion speech there in which he tells 
the Fores Ih a t  his coimtry’s diplo­
macy is giving serious considera­
tion to the Rapacki plan for a de­
militarized zone in Central Europe, 
a  plan authored some years ago by 
the Polish foreign minister, but 
hitherto frowned upon by Western 
diplomacy.

In  each of these Instanced, one 
side or the other has been dang 
ling before the other, in the shape 
of unofficial observations to some 
third party, propositions which 
might, some day. be the material 
for hard and fast n^o tia tlhg  a t a  
formal conference, table.

There le eomething deservedly 
ahemefUl about the truce agree­
ment the Uhltsd Netlona has now 
negotiated with Preaidant Tkhom- 
be of Katanga Province In the 
Cengo.

The details of the agreement 
amount to an acknowlodgment of 
a  United Nations defeat, and the 
abandonment of a  United Netlone 
obJecUvA 

I t  is not pleasant to catch the 
organization wMch Is Just about 
the only hope of this worid in such 
a  predicament

B u t so far aa we can measure 
the moral and legal issues in such 
a tangled and murky situation, the 
United Nations deserved the de­
feat because it hsd selected the 
wrong means toward its objective, 
and had departed, momentarily, 
from what should have been its 
own character.

We would agree, aa the votes 
within the United Nations itself 
have agreed, that the separatist 
status for Katanga almost makes 
an independent Congo Impossible. 
Nor would we object If Tshombe, 
and hts original Belgian prompt­
ers, were labeled aa evil factor In 
the Congo aituatiop.

We also agree tha t i t  could and 
should be a  United Nations func' 
tion for th a t organisation, by all 
means harmonious with Its own 
principles, to try  to  bring about 
the creation of a  united Congo, in­
cluding Katanga.

All this being said, we think 
that the United Nations concept 
still demands that, even when con­
fronted with something „evil, the 
United Nations use its own force 
only to police, not to suppress, 
only to restrain, not to destroy. If 
Katanga was separate, and that 
was bad, that was still a  question 
to be settled by peaceful means, 
even If that took forever. If hos­
tilities were to he opened which In­
volved the United Nations, that 
would have to be the result of 
overt military act by Tshombe, not 
the result of overt mlUtary act by 
the United Nations itself.

The United Nations command, 
in the Congo, crossed over this 
thin line of principle. I t  saw what 
it was supposed to obtain by per­
suasion almost within its  grasp, 
and could not resist the final overt 
application of force. I t  must still 
seek and woric for the unity of the 
Congo, even though tha t cause has 
now been set back, periiaps almost 
fatally, by the United Nations a t­
tempt to grab it off.

But the shame that Is involved 
in signing a truce that might be 
called humiliating riiould not 
really be ahame. I t  should be the 
precise quality of the United Na­
tions that it  should be free of the 
nationalistic type of pride and con­
sideration of face, and that it 
should be one instrument of policy 
In the world vdilch should be free 
to acknowledge, admit, and re­
dress its own mistakes. I

Connecticut 
A Yankee

Connecticut, of course, U not the 
only culprit among states when It 
comes to the business of not honor­
ing its own laws concerning reap- 
portionment smong Its legislative 
districts. t

The U n i t e d  States Supreme 
Court heard full argument, the 
other day, on a  suit brought by 
eleven voters from the state of 
Tennessee.

Tennessee, like Connecticut, has 
a  law which requires equal legils- 
latlve districts, and which requires 
readjustment, to keep them eqiul. 
every ten years. As in Connecticut, 
this law has not been honored in 
the observance; Uure has been no 
change made In the Tennessee leg­
islative districts since 1001. As a 
result, there Is an unbalance of vot­
ing power In Tennessee even more 
pronounced than that in Connecti­
c u t In Tennessee a city voter 
wields only one-twentieth of the 
voting power possessed by some 
countoy voters. The Tennessee vot­
ers who have brought the suit the 
Supreme Court heard the other day 
have done so on the claim that 
their voting privilege, as guaran­
teed under the Fourteenth Amend­
ment, is b e i n g  discriminated 
agsiinst, in a manner which invites 
federal Jurisdiction.

Should the Supreme Court hear 
this plea and react favorably to it. 
not even the Tennessee voters ex­
pect the Court to be able to find a 
way to compel the Tennessee Leg­
islature to do something it doesn't 
want to do. But the theory is that, 
if the Supreme Court should at 
least proclaim that the present con­
dition In Tennessee is unlawful and 
unconstitutional, that would stimu 
late voters and politicians to take 
the issue more seriously, and thus 
lead to a better chance for reme­
dial action. On the contrary, It was

We are much m«M« Impressed 

by the final arrival of aimple, 
common sense dlecoveries or In­
ventions, the need for which may 
have been under everybody'e eye 
and hand for oenturiee, than by 
thoee advances which require rare 
theory and intricate formula or 
calculation.

The amazing thing, of couTm ,̂  la 
that ao many simple things do re­
main to be dime—and would' be 
done, of course, if only some one 
had the eye to recognize piem. 
When somebody does do oi^e of 
them, the public reaction is al­
ways the same. We exclaim that 
of course thla thing should have 
be|n dime, that it is obviously a 
very simple priqipsiUon, and we 
wonder why in the world nobody 
ever did It before.

This is all prelude to the fact 
that one bottle manufacturer, en­
gaged in the btulness of supplying 
the dairy Industry, has finally 
pioneered with a half gallon milk 
bottle which has finger grip in­
dentations in its side. This makes 
it possible for the housewife to 
hold the half gallon container In 
one hand while she pours from i t

It might seem obvious, now that 
the new type bottle has been de­
signed and produced, that the need 
for this has been wide open ever 
since the sale of milk In larger 
than quart containers became gen­
eral. But the curious possibility re­
mains that we might very well 
have gone on for decades without 
any such impiovement in the bot-
tlA

Some of the moat tiseful Inven­
tions are the simplest inventions. 
But the simplest inventions dome 
times seem to have much more dif­
ficulty arriving than many of Uie 
much more complicated wonders 
of dvHlaaMon.

In Tennessee, and in most of the 
other states where redlstricttng 
is much the ear-.e kind of nei^ect- 
ed problem — neglected primarily 
because those who hold legislative 
power by virtue of a  lop-sided sys­
tem will not themselves move to 
ohauige i t  — the character of the 
disenfranchisement I n v o l v e d  is 
sharper than it is in Connecticut 
In most instances, the unfair ad­
vantage la with the rural voter, 
and with the RepubUcan party.

In Connecticut the injustice hap­
pens to be more clearly numerical 
than it is political. The Senate, 
which is the house elected by popu­
lar representation, includes district 
situations which give rural, and 
Republican votes, several times the 
theoretical power of some city 
votes. But It also happens that the 
evolving population pattern in Con­
necticut also includes some heavily 
populated but still predominantly 
Republican suburbs in the areas 
which are discriminated against. 
And any clean, theoretical cure of 
the present population Inequality 
among districts would have the 
practical, political result of dimin­
ishing slightly the routine chances 
of the Democratic party. generaUy 
considered the party of the city 
voter, to control the State Senate. 
In Connecticut, therefore, it is not 
the die-hard mossbacks from the 
country who prevent reapportlon- 
ment, but the Democrats who car­
ried the state ao nobly for Presi­
dent Kennedy whose solicitor gen­
eral the other day joined in the ef­
fort tq persuade the Supreme Court 
to reach a decision which would 
raise at least a federal moral whip 
over lags in reapportionment any

Khnischev Announces Date

Hs 'IsgiUnuits rights'; In the

On the question of a  German 
ezee treaty, KhnUhenev had this 

say:
"The Soviet Government as be­

fore Insltta on the speediest solu­
tion of ths German problem. It is 
against putting It off to infinity.

"If the Western powers display 
readiness to settle the German 
nroblem, the question of the time 
limit for the signing of a German 
peace treaty will not be so mate­
rial; we ehall not insist then that 
the peace treaty be signed by all 
means before Dec. 81, 1961.

"The main thing is to solve the 
question of elimlnatlM the rem­
nants of World War n ,  to sign a 
German peaiee treaty. This Is the 
basis, tine is the crux of the mat­
ter."

Khrudhehev said that judging 
from Andrei Gromyko’s recent 
talks with President Kennedy and 
Britain’s Prime Minister Macmil­
lan, "We had the Impression that 
the Western powers were display­
ing a certain understanding of the 
situation and that they were in­
clined to seek a  solution for the 
German problem and for the West 
Berlin issue on a mutually accept­
able basis.’’

Khrushchev told the Party Con­
gress — the first in two years — 
toat the Soviet Union and its Com­
munist allies "now possess vast 
power, ample to provide a reliable 
defense for the great gains of 
Socialism against the inroads of 
imperialist aggressors.”

He called on the United States 
to "renounce the idea of settling 
disputes through war and base 
international relations on the 
principle of peaceful economic 
competition.”

"If realistic thinking gains the 
upper hand in United States pol­
icy,” Khrushchev said, "a serious 
obstacle to a  normal world situa­
tion will be removed. Such think­
ing will benefit not only the peo-

Sles of our two countries alone 
ut those of other countries and 
world peace.”
The premier revived the Soviet

groposal for a nonaggression pact 
etween the countries in the Com­
munists’ Warsaw Treaty organiza­

tion and those in the North A t­
lantic alliance. . He also again 
endorsed the Polish Rapacki Plan 
for atom-free zones, first of all in 
Europe and the Far East” and for 
“the establishment of a disen­
gagement zone between the armed 
forces of military alignments.” 

Khrushchev spoke for 3% hours 
before leaving international sub­
jects for domestic and economic 
affairs.

Hia entire speech was expected 
to run about eight hours.

He referred to U. S. aircraft car­
riers and aaid the Soviet Union is 
not building any because they are 
vulnerable to submarine attack.

"They have aircraft carriers 
he said, "but We have atomic sub­
marines with homing missiles. 
They will take care of the prob­
lem,”

Equipment of the Army with nu­
clear weapons has been completed, 
he added.

He said the Soviet Union was 
prepared to resume business rela­
tions with newly independent 
Syria ahd took an apparent swipe 
a t Egypt. Within some countries 
newly freed from colonial domina­
tion, Khrushchev said, "are forces 
tha t are afraid to go further in 
their cooperation with the demo­
cratic, progressive strata of the 
nations. These forces compromise 
with imperialism outside the coun­
try  and feudalism within, and re­
sort to dictatorial methods.” 

Khrushchev held Cuba up as an 
example.

"The sounder the unity of the 
democratic national forces, the 
mord radical the Implementation 
Of urgent social and economic re­
form, the stronger is the young 
State,” he said. "An example of 
such a state is Cuba.”

On domestic affairs, Khrushchev 
reeled off volumes of statistics. 
These included;

The Soviet Union spends 75 per 
cent of its nattonal income on sat­
isfying personal" requirements of 
the working people.

There will be no taxes levied on 
the population by 1965.

The volume and rate of housing 
construction holds first place in 
the world.

Six Service Stations in Town 
Warned to Meet Regulations

If six Manchester service itatlons^of the dealers’ and repsdrers’ law, 
don’t  meet zoning or license regu­
lations within two weeks,'their op­
erators will he subject to prosecu­
tion, and possible penalties, for the 
violations.

The six non-conforming stations 
were discovered yesterday during 
an inspection of Manchester and 
Buckland service stations and auto 
body shops by Building Inspector 
Thomas Monahan, Town. Planning 
Engineer ESdward Rybezyk and Mo­
tor Vehicles Department inspectors 
Fred Feegel and Kay Ryalls.

Rybezyk said the tour was the 
result of a number of complaints 
about the statiims by the public.

He did not name the non-con­
forming stations or their owners, 
who have been given two weeks to 
meet zoning laws or restrictions 
of their gasoline station, iraed car, 
or repeirers’ lioenaes.

Rybezyk said the major viola­
tion was that some gas stations 
have "the appearance of junk 
yards a t their establishments.”
Without a junk dealer’s license, 
he said, this is illegal.
. A Motor Vehicles Department 
spokesman said today that the 
department ’’would be glad to 
assist Manchester in a  cleanup 
campaign” of this sort.

The spokesman said violations

aa listed in Section 14-64 of the 
state statutes, result in suspension, 
and possible revocatiem, of the 
license,/and a fine of not less than 
$25 or more than $100.

Before reinstatement, the licen­
see must provide the motor ve­
hicles commissioner with a $1,000 
bond, which is forfeited if further 
violations are made.
' A violator of gaisoline station 
laws, according to Section 14-331, 
will result in suspension of rev­
ocation of the license and a  fine 
of not more than $100 or prison 
term of not more than six months, 
or both.

The licensee may appeal to Su­
perior Court within 30 days after 
the revocation and must provide 
a $100 bond to the commissioner, 
guaranteeing against f u r t h e r  
violations, if the license is re­
instated.

Rybezyk said he announced in­
tentions of the tour in a memo to 
service station ownefs in April, 
and a second announcement by 
Monahan followed later.

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Cochrane*s Featb Recalled ‘
Old timers may well recall the exploits of Mickey Cochrane 

on the baseball field but for the benefit of the younger set 
the backgrouhd of the former Philadelphia and Detroit catch­
er will occupy this space today. Tonight the greatest athlete 
in the history of Boston University will share the speaking 
program with Hal Goodnough and Billy Gardner at the 
fourth annual Masons Sports'^
Night at tha Masonic Temple at 
6:30.

Baseboll’e Hall of Fame in 
Cooperstown, N.. includes Coch­
rane, who waa admitted in 1947.

As a catcher, Cochrane was so 
sUok a workman that they called 
him a ritortstop with a meek and 
mitt on. As a hitter, he batted third 
in  the lineup which included such 
fence bustere in Philadelphia as 
Jimmy Foxx and A1 Simmons.
Twice Cochrane was named the 
rnoet valuable player in the Ameri­
can League.

Cochrane, christened Gordon 
Stanley but kno\^ as Mickey and 
Black Mike throughout his career, 
was one o f the best hitting catch­
ers in the history of enrr national 
pssttime. In nine seasons with the 
Athletics, Cochrane batted .321, 
his beet marks being .357 in 1930 
and .349 in 1981.

Most Valuable Player awards 
came in 1928, a year in which he 
failed to hit .300, and in 1934 when 
as playing manager of the Detroit 
Tigers he guided the Nub to the 
American League pennant. Be­
sides his managerial duties in '34,
Cochrane found time to play in 
129 games, hit .320 and drove in 
76 runs.

Winning the MVP honor in 1928 
was quite a feat as the New York 
Yankees had won the pennant and 
had boasted such standouts as 
Babe Ruth, Lou Gehrig, Tony Laz- 
zari and Earle Combs.

Cochrane never had an equal in
getting out from behind the plate 
on fielding bunts. He had a clothes­
line fielding arm, was sure death 
on foul balls lofted anywhere, fair 
or foul, between first and third and 
often he was down to first, base, 
backing up the play, as quickly as 
the batter.

Connie Mack, who managed 
Cochrane with the A's, once said 
of his great receiver.

Cochrane caught some of the best 
—(ireballer Lefty Grove; Ed Rom­
mel], with his unpredictable knuck- 
ler; George Earnshaw with his 
sweeping curve and old John Quinn 
with his spitter. Proving Mr. 
Mack’s observation. Cochrane 
stepped out of baseball 13 years 
later with perfect, unmarked 
hands. —

While at Boston University, 
Cochrane starred with the football, 
baseball, basketball and hockey 
teams. He also lettered in boxing 
and in track. He started his pro 
career, under an alias—in Port­
land, Maine—Frank King—in order 
that he might continue his college 
career. Spotted by an A ’s scout in 
1924, he wag recommended to the 
A ’s and signed to a contract.

Cochrane’s active career had a 
tfagic ending. In May of 1937, while 
Still a great catcher and leader, he 
was struck In the head by a pitched 
ball served up by Bump Hadley of 
the Yankees. The blow caused a 
skull fracture and terminted his 
playing days.

Manager of the Tigers for four 
and one-half seasons, Cochrane 
gave the Motor C5ty flag winners in 
1934 and 1935, hig first two years, 
and then finished second twice. 
Without hlg field leadership, due to 
the Injury, the Tigers slipped to 
fourth place In 1938 and Cochrane 
was replaced. He's still with the 
Tigers as a scout in the Midwest.

” I  would like to think that 
they’re a smart organization,”  
said Roberts, beaming from ear- 
to-ear at the thought of pitching 
for Roger Maris, Mickey Mantle 
and C!o.
■ It was a typical Roberts’ answer, 

showing the kind of pride, and 
competitive spirit General Man­
ager Roy Harney said prompted 
the Yankees to buy the 36-year-old 
pitcher from the Philadelphia 
Phillies for a price believed to be 
slightly over the 420.000 waiver 
figure.

There was no doubt how Rob­
erts felt about the deal. It was all 
he could do to keep from laugh­
ing at the thought of being a 
Yankee.

Only Place To Be
"Playing with the Yankees is the 

only place to be,”  said the winner 
of 234 games—he lost 199—in 14 
years with the Phillies. ” Anybody 
knows that in baseball the deal 
is to win or lose. I've watched the 
Yankees win, and I  want to be a 
part of it.”

Roberts, who pitched only two 
complete games in 1961, while 
winning one And losing 10, in­
sists the Yankee.s will never re­
gret taking a chance in him.

” I ’ve got three or four more 
good years yet,”  he Asserted at a 
news conference at which owner 
Bob Carpenter of the Phillle.s an­
nounced the .sale. "This (baseball) 
has never been nard for me. 
That’s why I ’m still at it. I f  some­
thing gets too much for you, yo:i 
fade out of the picture. I  think I ’m 
capable of pitching regularly. 'It 
was obvious this (Philadelphia) 
wasn't the place to do it.”

Roberts, passed up last week in 
the player draft by the two new 
National League clubs, says he 
has no intention of miggesting 
whether he should .start or re­
lieve.

" I ’ll just show up,” he com­
mented.

Harney said in New York the 
Yankees felt they had everything 
to gain and nothing to lose in tak­
ing Roberts.

Always In Shape
” I know Robin well and he's a 

jroud competitor,”  said Harney, 
“ He’s always in .shape and I know 
he'll make every effort to help 
our club. It ’s been a long time 
since he's pitched for a club that 
was In the pennant race, and, of 
course, he's never been in the 
American League, which may 
prove helpful to him.”

FISHING
If  you sat on your porch this 

summer swatting flies; by now 
your swattlng-eye must be pretty 
sharp. Here's a way to keep in 
practice a few weeks longer and 
oatch youi'self some fishing bait 
at the same time. A fly su’a.tter 
makas a mighty handy u’eapon 
for "downing” grasshoppers. Those 
lively derils always seems to bust 
a hair's breadth away when you're 
out bait-catching, but a fly swat­
ter gives you the edge. Be gentle, 
however. You want to stun the 
hopper, not kill him.

The following tip will appeal 
to the .spinning rod fisherman who 
would like to try something novel 
for a bobber. A  balloon blown up 
to about the size of an egg makes 
a very effective bobber. It can be 
tied to the desired position on the 
line, where it will slide up or down 
without making a splash. Even 
if the fish is only teasing your 
bait, this bobber will bob. And if 
you have any balloons left over 
at the end of the season you can 
have a party.

Ever oatch a mess of fUh and 
find yourself without ice, a fish 
box or the Mke? Just cover your 
catch with grass that has been 
soaked in water and you'll find 
that you can keep your catch fresh 
for several hours this way.

GUNS
There are many emergencies that 

develop afield. Sportsmen are al 
ways forgetting one piece of 
equipment or another, and aome- 
tlmes the missing Item may turn 
out to be very essential. An im­
promptu cleaning "rod” for your 
gun ran be made from a rawhide 
lace and a regular cleaning patch. 
Just slit one end of the lace to hold 
the patch and vou’re in business.

HUNTING
■Wildfowl hunters use all sorU of 

ingenious decoys. Some are very 
elaborate and others are just so 
simple that you wonder. Why 
didn’ t I  think of that? Here's an 
idea that you may have thought of 
but believed it was too simple to 
work. Large sheets of plastic 
spread out over,a large field and 
decoys placed around them give 
the idea of birds feeding around a 
pothole, you just may get your­
self a prize goose for Thanksgiving 
Day this way.

Chicago (/F)— P. K. Wrig- 
ley, president of the Chicago 
Cubs and center of contro­
versy over his multiple coach­
ing system, still says "He who 
explains Is lost.”

Making little effort to ex­
plain the complex system, 
Wrigley patiently commented 
on remarks made against his 
roving coaches by Don Zim­
mer, former Chib Infielder who 
doubled as team captain be­
fore being claimed by . the 
New York T.Iets last week in 
the National League player 
draft.

Zimmer rapped the multiple 
coach setup in a first person 
article appearing in the St.

Zimmer said he felt sorry 

for his ex-teammates who had 
to play under the system next 
year and said the roving 
coarhea were baffling Ron 
Santo, a fine, young third 
baseman. "He’s a great pros­
pect but they’re driving him 
crazy,” said Zimmer.

Wrigley, when told of his 
former player’s remarks, said 
Zimmer was one of those per­
sons who has trouble making 
up his mind.

“When we first announced 
the system,”  said Wrigley, 
"Zimmer was against It. "Then 
in spring training he changed 
his mind and thought it was 
great. Because of his enthusi­
asm we made him team cap­
tain. As the season went on.

Zimmer switched over again.
"The system never was de­

signed for the major league 
team,” continued Wrigley. " It  
was designed for players in 
the minor leagues. "To give 
them better training in an ef­
fort to help them reach the 
majors more qfiickly,

"You have to take Zimmer’s 
remarks with a grain of salt. 
He criticizes the system of 
nine coaches but never saw all 
nine of them. Most of them 
were in the minors throughout 
the season,” said Wrigley.

Wrigley expressed surprise 
when Informed of Zimmer's 
remarks about Santo.

Pair for CoachUig 
"When v/e had Zimmer and 

Santo — both third basemen 
— we decided to play Santo," 
said, Wrigley. "Santo had 
promise but no experience. 
So we asked Zimmer to coach 
Santo and Zimmer received 
extra pay for this. We didn’t 
expect him to take on coach­
ing duties without additional 
pay.

I  realize our system is a con­
troversial subject,”  said 
Wrigley. "When we started It, 
we said It would take at least 
three years to develop. We 
simply have to wait and see. 
It is complex and difficult to 
explain. And as I ’ve said be­
fore, he who explains is lost.”

One official said Eisenhower' 
pointed out that Sabre J-ets would 
not be of military value to the 
Soviet Union.

Eisenhower let it be k n o w n  
from his home in Gettysburg, Pa., 
that he would have no comment to 
make.

In disclosing the sale Friday, 
U.S. officiala said the declalon had 
been miade during the EHoenhower 
administration and that while the 
Kennedy administration c o u l d  
have stopped delivery of the jeU 
it decid-ed to follow the previoua 
administration’s reasoning In ap­
proving the sale.

Three persons were killed and 77

identified European. Thirteen po­
lice officers were among the in­
jured.

Riot squada arrested 11,638 Al­
gerians from among about 20.000 
who boiled out In the streets last 
night. Some are being held in the 
big sports palace and other in 
Couberiin ^tadium. Police sta­
tions were packed with still others.

It was announced that a batch 
of 1,500'‘would be returned to Al­
geria 'Within 48 hours. As identity 
riiecks continue, others are to be 
eoqtelled.

The curfew, impoeed to cut 
down on Algerian attack# on po­
lice and warfare between rival 
Algerian gangs, brought a call, 
for the demonstration from the' 
rebel FLN (National Liberation 
Front).

It was heeded in proportions 
which showed a broad and in­
sistent support of Gie rebel gov- 
smment in its seven-yeeu- light to 
break French rule in Algeria.

Titovs Wheat Bid 
Postponed by U.S.

Washington, Oct. 18 (JP) — The^ 
tlnlted'States has shelved at least 
temporarily a request by Yugo­
slavia to,buy 6,000 tons of surplus 
American wheat.

State Department officals indi­
cated this was an outgrowth of 
the displeasures of President Ken­
nedy toward the Tito government 
because of pro-Sovlet i positions 
Yugoslavia took at the recent Bel­
grade Conference of 25 unaitgned 
nations.

Offioals said U.S. Ambassador 
George S. Kennan had outlined the 
policy of the U.S. government to­
ward Yugoalayia in a meeting last 
week with Yugoslav Vice Prea- 
'ident Mljalko- Todorovlc in Bei- 
g i^ e .

The policy in effect continues all 
present ’ commitments by the 
United States for economic assis­
tance but halts consideration of 
new’ programs.

Kennan gave this answer after 
having been asked orally by To- 
dorovie to clarify U.S. policy to­
ward Yugoslaida, officials said. 
Earlier it had been reported that 
Yugoslavia sought clarifleationa 
through a formal note rather than 
tal an oral statment.

Belgrade has been asking 'Wash­
ington to consider the new request 
for the 5,000 tons of wheat but the 
controversy in the United State* 
over the sale of surplus Sabre Jet 
planes has cooled American 'offi­
cials toward the request. There al­
ready had been surprise at the 
positions President ‘Hto took at 
& e Belgrade conference while pro­
fessing to be unaligned.

Officials here noted that surplus 
U.S. grain had been sold to Yugo­
slavia in each of the last three 
years.

Washington agreed earlier this 
year to sell Belgrade $60 n(){Uon 
worth of cotton, vegstable oil and 
surplus wheat. The 400,000 tons of 
wheat involved totaled about $38 
mUUon, Tills agreement Is now be­
ing carried out.

The United States also agreed 
last January to advance a $10() mil­
lion dollar credit to Yugoslavia to 
enable currency reforms to be made 
which would help orient Yugo­
slavia more toward the western 
market.

U.S. Urges 
Reds Avoid 
Giant Blast

Washington, Oct. 18 (/P)— 
The White House has asked 
the Soviet Union to reconsid­
er its decision to explode a 50- 
megaton n u c l e a r  bomb, 
charging that the test would 
be unnecessary and could 
“ only serve some unconfes.sed 
political purpose.’’ It said the 
United States had the mate­
rials and know-how to pro­
duce bombs in the 50-100 
megaton range— and higher 
—but that such weapons are 
not essential to U. S. military 
needs, and that full-.scale 
tests are not necessary to de­
velop them.

A 130-word statement was hand­
ed to newsmen last night by Prea.s 
Secretary Pierre Salinger who 
said it sliould be attributed to the 
White House and not to President 
Kennedy personally.

The statement was the only of- 
flrial U.S. comment so far on 
Soviet Premier Khrushchev’s an­
nouncement yesterday that Rus­
sia would explode a 60-megaton 
weai)on at the end of this month. 
A 50 megaton blast is equivalent 
to the force of 50 million tons of 
TNT and about 2,500 time* more 
powei-fui than the U.S. atomic 
bomb droppd on Hiroshima.

U.S. strategists hoped the White 
House statement, citing the lack 
of inilitari’ purpose for such a teat, 
would rally world opinion against 
the Kremlin.

From a diplomatic standpoint, 
Khrushchev’s Moecow speech was 
seen as combining the carrot on 
a stick technique wlUi the flick of 
a whip— mixing the lure of ne­
gotiations over Berlin 'while 
brandishing a mammoth nuclear 
threat.

Mean'while, a task force of State 
Department experts — including 
U.S. Ambassador to Moscow 
Llewellyn Thompson — gathered 
to scrutinize all available textual 
matter to weigh the significance 
of what Khrushchev ssUd, and 
what he didn’t say.

The State Department said 
there would be no official assess­
ment of the speech until Secretary 
of State Rusk holds his preas con­
ference late this afternoon.

Hartford, Oct. 18 (T’l — A con­
troversial report that suggested a 
call for legislative study of the 
state judicial system has been 
turned back for further study by 
the State Bar Association.

The association voted to decline 
the special report by one of its 
committees after It was sharply 
criticized by Chief Justice Ray­
mond E. Baldwin and Associate 
Justice James A. Murphy of the 
Surpreme Court of Errors.

The report affixed much of the 
responsibility for the huge back­
log of untried cases on the Supe­
rior Court judges.

It said the judges have refused 
to accept new rules which would 
ease the judicial clot and that they 
do not enforce existing rules.

The report, prepared by the as­
sociation's committee on Civil 
lustlce. went on 'to  say that un­
less the judges act to clear up 
the log-jam there should be a 
probe of the "whole judicial pro- 
ce.ss” by the legislature.

In a bristling speech before the 
association. Justice Murphy ac­
cused the committee of trying to 
"ram down the throats of judges 
of the superior court.” a new set 
of rules that the bench’s rule-tpsk- 
Ing body had already spurned.

The rules In question are the 
federal rule.s for Discovery by de­
postion and summa'lV judgment 
which have been adopted by 28 
states.

Murphy said they had not been 
adopted in Connecticut because it

"In this age of nuclear weapons 
the United States is perhaps the 
most 'vulnerable of the,large na­
tions because of the dependence of 
her agricultural coniplex upon in­
dustrially supplied fertilizers, fuels 
and machinery.

"Consequently in cade of large 
scale nuclear combat with pri­
mary targets being our concentrat­
ed industrial establishments, agri­
culture, even though highly dis­
persed, will become paralyzed Im­
mediately.”

Khrushchev presented his new 
party program—the first sines 
1919—for approval by the dele­
gates. He called the blueprint 
for Increasing living standards his 
"main challenge” to ths Wsstsm 
Powers.

Khrushchev told the mors than 
4,000 delegates in the new Kremlin 
Palace of Congresses' that ths ex- 
perimee of a large gm>up o f coun­
tries had confirmed that the social­
ist system inevitably replaces the 
capitalist system.

Imperialism — the standard 
Communist term for western cap­
italism—has Irretrievably loet Ita 
hold on the bulk of the wortd’a 
peoples, he declared, asserting 
that socialism is ths main avenue 
along which mankind advances.

In the Soviet Union, he contin­
ued, socialism has been tranilated 
into reality and this 22nd Party
