GAG called a vast over-mipply of
items at the depot and to the cost
of foreign aid.

In one Instance, a machine was
supposed to record the lssue of 48
items, nol specified in the report.

In another verified
instance, the GAO waid, the ma-
chine recorded the issue of 111,120
items to foreign oountries, when
the actual number was only 29,
The GAO paid replacements for

Adenauer Forever

Just & month ago, Chancellor
Adenaver had received a serious
setback at the polls, in that his
Christian Democratic party falled
to receive a clear majority in the
Bundestag. That meant he .could
survive only by coalition. The most
likely coalitiot. was with tha Free
Democrats, whose leader, Dr.
Erich Mende, immediately pro-
claimed that he would form a
coalition with the Christian Demo-
crats, but only on condition that
Adenaver himself retire, presum-
ably in favor of Dr. Ludwig Er-
hart, Economics Minigter in the
present Adena‘:er Cabinet. This ul-
timatum from tiu Fres Democrats
seemed, at the moment; mther
cheerfully received by many of the
Christian Democrats themselves,
who had begun to wonder if Ade-
nauers one man rule was inter-
minable.

That was all 2 month ago.

Today, Chaucellor Adenauer
seems about ready to continue aa
chancellor on his own terms. Dr.
Mende, who wouldn't take Ade-
nauer, agreed to take him for a
year. The moment he had that con-
cession out of him, Adenauver re-
neged on his own Implied promise
to ‘retire after a year, and pro-
claimed that he would serve as
long aa he liked.

Dempsey Opposes

‘Town Tax Powers

~Nerwich, Oet, 20 (#)—Gov-
ernor Démpsey today ripped
into proposals that the State
grant new taxing powers to
cities and towns, which, he
added, have produced ‘‘near
chaos” in some other states.
The new taxing powers most
commonly mentioned involved
such things as local sales,
payroll and property transfer
taxes.

The Governor's stand against
this approach was made in an ad-
L dress to the Fall Conference, Great-
er Hartford Council on Economic
Education held at Norwich Imn.

He warned that metropolitan in-
dustrial centers, in particular, will
suffer further competitive disad-
vantage if the state shuts off fur-
ther ald and then givea localities
“new tax devices” to pay for
mounting local costs.

*This would be tantamount,” he
sald, “To urging our cities to drive
out the very taxpayers they are
presently trying to attract and re-
tain."

The Governor called for closer
coordination between state and lo-
cal tax programs which, he added,
should be “viewed as one combined
tax structure.

“We must make certain that all
towns and areas of the state share
fairly both in thes burdens and
benefits,” added the former Put-
nam mayor,

Among the suggestions ad-
vanced by Governor Dempaey
were the following:

1, The state should dimregard
any new tax source suggestions,
either for local or state govern-
ments, ‘“until we are satisfied that
our tax laws and administrative
procedures provide for the most
equitable application of taxes we
already have.”

2. The atate should consider the
tofal spectrum of state and local
taxes as one tax structure “with
one purpose.”

3. Intereast should be stimulated
