A new '8-cent regular pcatage 

stamp design, portraying General 
o f the AJtnlee John J. T’erdhing 
(1600-1948) -will be iaeued Nov. 
17, to coincide writh the opening 
of the 13th Annual A.S.D.A. Show 
at the 71st Infantry Refriment 
Armory, New York City. Poatmas- 
t(r General J. Eld ward Day is ex­
pected to participate in ttie first 
dey ceremoniea at the armory on 
that date.

This stamp ultimately will re­
place the 8-cent Statue of Liberty, 
which now appears also on the 
3-cent and 11-cent regular de­
nominations.

General Pershing participated in 
the Sioux Indian uprising in South 
Dakota ih 1890-91; fou ^ t in the 
Spanish-Amerioan War, and in 
May 1917, was placed in command 
Of the American EbepediUonary 
FVtrces as the United States be­
came Involved in World War I.

He insisted that American 
tixxqw should fight, as a force sep­
arate from thoM of Britain and 
France.

1 j.u  South won the first trick with 
the ace of diamonds and led |but 
the ace and king of hearts, Intend- 
ing to scold his partner for not 
^ d ln g  a grand slam. - 

it  was a poor Idea for two rea­
sons. First, any attempt to reach 
a rr&nd slam had to ®tart with 
South. For all North could tell, 
the opponents might have sn ace.

The second reason was even 
more conclusive. West ruffed the 
king of hearts and returned a 
trump. Now South couldn't make 
even a email slam since he had 
three losing hearts and only two 
trumps In dummy.

Shocked
South was shocked by the bad 

heart break, almost as though he 
had been bitten by a bookend. Ac­
tually the 5-1 break should be ex­
pected about once every seven 
hands. Nothing shocking about 
that.

To guard himself as much as 
possible, South should lead a club 
to dummy at the second trick In 
order to lead the first heart from 
duipmy. If East has no hearts at 
all, he can ruff, but South will be 
able to play one of the low hearts 
instead of a top card.

As It happms, South manages 
to get one top heart safely cashed. 
Then he i^ould lead a low heart.

The idea is to give up one low 
heart and ruff the other two low 
hearts In dummy.

It  is a  atery in which miracle 
frilowed by partial diailhisionment 
or alarm la still being followed by 
miracle followed by new alert.

First, o f course, there was what 
seemed the clear miracle of the 
original diacovery o f the anti­
biotics and their marvelous power.

Then came the alow, painful dis­
covery' that there were limitations 
and:gaps in their performance, and 
the challenging discovery that 
some germs were either drug-re­
sistant or capable of developing 
resistance. I t  was also discovered 
tliat the use of aintibiotics, to 
eliminate some dangerous germs, 
also had the effect of promoting to 
dominance other germa not aus- 
oeptlble to the antibiotics.

Naturally enough, this was a 
challenge to be answered.

And, just the other day, there 
came at least a partial answer, 
back in ths miracle department 
again. There has been discovered 
a method for taking drug-resistant 
germs and treating them so that 
their structure changes in such a 
way that they then do become sus­
ceptible to the drugs.

But, by this time, medical sci­
ence is no longer taking its mir­
acles for granted.

So the full report o f the effect 
of the new process, 'as given by 
tl:e research specialist at the Oo- 
lumbia-Presbyterian Medical Cen­
ter in New York the other day, 
was as much of a warning as it 
was a claim o f victory.

In one laboratory teat, the new 
method o f changing the atructure 
of germ cells to make them vul­
nerable to antibiotic attack trans­
formed as many aa seven of these 
diug-resistant germa into some­
thing the antibiotica could handle.

But, at the same time, the same 
process affected 14 other strains 
t>f bacteria which also happened to 
be lurking about. And these, which 
had hitherto been something the 
antibiotics could murder easily,' 
now suddenly became invulnerable.

No doubt, in time, this alight 
situation of diminishing, inverse 
rvturn can be handled. When A  is 
handled it may, of course, uncover 
some new problem. The progress 
will go on, seeking that eventual 
balance between cure and conse­
quence which ia most beneficial to 
man, avoiding those cures which 
happen to leave consequences 
which might be incurable. Only a 
blind cynic would ever toy with 
the possibility that the final, ulti­
mate balanra might somehow 
prove to be pretty close to the bal­
ance nature itself originally pro­
vided.

Instead, he said, reinforcements 
were sent from the United States 
to West Germany and American 
strategic air bases were put on in­
creased alert.
, The letter seemed to put a new 

complexion on the tone o f nego­
tiations on the German and Berlin 
situation.

Khrushchev said, the United 
Stotes and leaders 6f  other west­
ern powers ‘and their aggressive 
military blocs” are "not simply 
threatening with war but are say­
ing this will be a thermonuclear 
war."

Another Crisis 
Over Adenauer

Herbert P. Robertson, 78, son of 
the late founder of the former Or- 
ford Boap Co., died at the Litch­
field County Hospital yesterday 
after a long Illness.

Mr. Robertson was bom Peb. 22,
1883, In Glastonbury, the son of 
the late John T. and Jessie BYee- 
mont Brown Rcbertaon.

John T. Robertson founded the 
Orford Sow  Manufacturing Co. In
1884. He developed his first cake 
cleanser In in the kitchen of his 
Glastonbury farm house and 
peddled it from door to door In a 
market bwket. His product met 
with such success that he waa 
forced to expand and moved to 
Manchester. A  group of local 
businessmen ga-ve him financial 
backing and the J. T. Robertson 
Co. was fom ed  in 1891.

In 1868 the company was in­
corporated as the Bon Ami Co., in 
New Jersey; this corporation waa 
later dissolved. . A  new corpora­
tion, also kitown as the Bon Ami 
Co., was chartered in Delaware In 
1609. During the period 1909 to 
1915 Bon Ami est^llshed manu­
facturing and distribution in Aus­
tralia and Canada.
’ The Manchester .operation be­

came known as the Orford Soi 
Co. in 1916 when a sulxiidiary 
pany waa formed by Bon to 
handle the manufacture o L ^ e  pro­
duct The name -was clufeen from 
the former Orford Jwiriah. In 
Pebruary 1659 tha/  ̂name was 
changed to the B m  Am i Manu­
facturing Co. The Bon Am i Manu­
facturing Co. closed its Manches­
ter operation O ct 31, 1959.

Mr. Herbert F. Robertson was 
ccmnected with the Orford Soap 
Co. o f Manchester, and waa a resi­
dent here until 1916. He then 
moved to Syracuse, N.Y., Where he 
was president o f the J. T. Robert­
son Soap Co. of that city until his 
retirement in 1933.

His brother, the late William 
Warner Robertson, a former gen­
eral manager o f the Orford Soap 
Co., died here.

DUcber.'-photographed the pair and 
threatenM to-expoee ScSrbeck to 
the American ambassador and to 
Scarbeck’e wife.

After the Jury’s verdict, Judge 
Leonard P. walah said a pre-sen­
tence report would be prepared, 
juid that ho would notify counsel 
later of the date for sentencing.

The counts on which Scarbeck 
was found guilty carry a maximum 
penalty of $0 years in Jail and a 
fine ef $M,000. In practice, how 
ever, such terms usiuUIy run con­
currently, eo that tho maximum 
probable impriemment would be 10 
years.

Defense lawyer Samuel C. Klein 
said he would appeal the case.

Throughout the trial, defense 
counsel contended that Scarbeck 
acted only to protect Miss Dilcher 
from the threats of the Red agents 
and that he gave no information 
that could harm toe security of toe 
United States.

Scarbeck has been in Jail since 
his arrest, unable to post a $60,000 
bond..' Presumably he could not 
hope for any lowered bond on an 
appeal.

Scarbeck’s German-bom wife, 
Karen, 37, stood by him in the 
court room throughout the trial. 
But after the case waa given to the 
jury she left for Dusaeldorf, Ger­
many, where their three children 
are staying with her mother.

She said that if Scarbeck was 
acquitted she would return to him

and If he was oonvictsd 'T  will 
wait for him ,. .We had many won­
derful years together. I  plan to 
stick by him.”

Pertiapa the moot unusual ele­
ment o f the trial waa a 10-hour 
tape recording of Scarbeck'e first 
Interrogation last June 5 in Ger­
many by State Department secur­
ity officer Kenneth W. Knauf.

This was first played in the 
Judge’s chambers during a wsek- 
long hearing without the Jury on 
whether Scarbeck’s signed con­
fessions were admieeable evidence. 
The Judge decided they were.

Another high jioint in the trial 
waa Miss Diacher’s testimony, 
translated from toe Polish by an 
interpreter. , ,

The thin, black haired orphan 
excl-anged glances and smiles with 
Scarbeck and reluctantly told the 
story of her affair and the raid on 
her apartment last Dec. 22 by 
Red agents.

She said she was "completely 
kept”  by Scarbeck. Several times 
she soMwd softly.

At Joint Meeting of Clubs

‘ ’Everywhere in the world people;^ 
desire peace,”  according to Mrs. 
Bertha Jarrett, who spoke to 
members of the Senior Girls’ (Tlub, 
the Current Affairs CUub and the 
International Relations Club last 
Monday night.

Mrs. Jarrett is a field represen­
tative of the Koinonia Founda­
tion. an interdenominational In- 
atltution founded to give cultural 
orientation to people planning to 
go Into the foreign service. The 
Koinonia Foundation, near Balti­
more, Md., worked closely with 
the government "Point 4” pro­
gram. The Koinonia Foundation' 
serves as a Uterary training cen­
ter associated with the work of 
Dr. Laubach, famous for his work 
in teaching Uliterate people to 
read.

Mrs. Jarrett opened the lecture 
with a short prayer. She said 
that, through speaking to MHS 
studenta, she hoped to give them 
an idea of world conditions and a 
somewhat broad-er outlook on life.

Mrs. Jarrett first explained that 
the Koinonia Foundation works 
for the friendship of all people. 
She recently toured the world, vis­
iting foundation members who are 
now working in more than 40 
countries, teaching the illiterate 
to read, and thereby helping them 
to raise their IMog standards.

Mrs. Jarrett then illustrated her 
talk with slides taken during her 
tour. She stressed the necessity 
for members of the “K o i n o n i a  
family” to understand and accept 
foreign customs. She mentioned, 
for instance, that in one country 
crossing one’s legs and pointing 
one’s foot at a person placed a 
curse on him.

Mrs. Jarrett . told manyi other 
Interesting anecdotes about her 
travels in Korea, India, Laos and 
other countries. She said that 
everywhere the contrast between 
the primitive and the modem was 
evident. But everywhere the world 
over, she added, people are alike 
in one respect: all men want love 
and to be loved.

Editorial
Next summer, under the au­

spices of the American Field Serv­
ice, an MHS student who Is pre­
sently a junior will live with a 
foregin family for six or seven 
weeks. Perhaps in the light of 
the'recent furar caused by the ac­
cidental dropping of an Inflama- 
tory postcard by a Peace Corps 
member in Nigeria, It would bs 
well to examine the reasons behind 
the APS program.

Under the AF’S Summer Pro- 
g;ram, American teen-agers rep­
resent their schools, communities, 
and the United States wihle living 
with foreign families. By sharing 
i' the daily life and usual summer 
activities of the family, students 
have the opportunity to learn 
about the life and people of an­
other country. They also have 
the chance to teach their foreign 
family and friends about the U.S., 
and in doing so strengthen the 
bonds of understanding and friend, 
ship among the peoples of the 
world.

About 65 applicants met recent­
ly to receive applications. The 
students who complete applica­
tions will be screened for their 
applicability to the program. The 
student finally chosen will be a 
good student in excellent health, 
who has the ability to gzt along 
well iwith people, has an outgoing 
personality, the ability to adapt 
quickly, with maturity and stsUiili- 
Ity. to new situations.

One can see that these are stiff 
qualifications: they have to be. 
Even if there were no lang;uaga 
barrier, it takes a mature and re­
sponsible person to adapt to new 
surroundings. The student will 
have only seven weeks to become 
acquainted with his hosts, become 
proficient in the use of the lan- 
gutige, and make a favorable im­
pression. In this short time, the 
student may have difficulty ex­
plaining American customs and in­
stitutions. Mi^epresentation; a 
hard thing to erase, coiild easily 
ensue. ^

But the theory that understand­
ing between Individuals of differ­
ing nationalities can exist even 
without a common lang;uage, and 
can lead to concord among nations, 
has much to support it. The new­
ly-founded Peace Corps, and tha 
International Farm 'Youth Eht- 
change Program of the 4-H CTub, 
are baaed on this principle, and the 
latter enjoys a great deal of auc- 
cess.

It appears that the motives for 
sending an MHS student abroad 
are basically sound, as the means 
of selection. ’ Although Isolated in­
cidents such as the dropped post­
card detesting the primitive con­
ditions of the host country can 
occur, they should not detract from 
the overall success of the program. 
As the program has as Its ultimate 
goal the furthering of human re­
lations, It should certainly prove 
beneficial, not only to Mancheeler 
and the U.8., but to the entire 
world.

on the gridirons but the men who help these All-Americana 
day in and day out, the coaching staff, never get any praise or 
credit, unless a team goes undefeated or wins some form of a 
championship or state, sectional or national laurels. There are 
few winners in football, the losing teams, and coaches, far 
outnumber the winner*. Qh«rlle|> ......... .......... ..................... .........
Loftu*, in this man’* book th* best 
*port* publicity dirtetor in the 
country—an opinion shared by 
hundred*—reoently detaUed in a 
recent Issue of the Football Y 
New* what the BU coaching staff 
does "behelnd , the «cenes,” on 
weekend*. It made' interesting 
reading and is passed along for 
further consumption.

Study in Relay*
Weekend* are especially busy 

times for collegiate coaching stalls, 
not only because of the game itself, 
but of the scouting assignments 
and then the assimilaUon of the 
material.

The Bcoutlng deployment at Yale 
follows a pattern. JV Coach Bill 
Simon is the first to pick up an op­
ponent team and makes the pre­
liminary observation. Art Rlamo, 
defensive backfleld coach and form­
er head coach at Vlllanova, and 
end coach Harry Jacunskl, alter­
nate as the ‘‘pick-up’’ scout, or the 
final man to see the oiH>onent team 
in action.

Then on Sunday morning at 8 
a.m. work starts in earnest and a 
long and trying day it is. The 
coaches split into groups and Oll- 
var, Prendergast and Neri grade 
the players on their offensive per­
formances. The filni is show’n in 
its entirety and all of the plays 
are recorded. Then, the pictures 
are, re-run and every player is 
graded as to his performances on 
every play.

The ratings range from 0 to 5. 
A 0 is for a miased assignment. I 
would be for, say, knowing what 
to do but having poor execution. 
2 fair contact. 3 good ccmduct and 
follow through. 4 what .the coaches 
like to see them doing and 5 is 
well, just superb.

There are other designations 
such as ah X, which mewis the 
player is out of the film range; A 
if he does his assignment but 
there la no play (such as a down- 
field block on a pl»y which is 
stopped for a loss); PF for poor 
fake, while an A plus means that 
a player not only carried out his 
assignment, but did something ex­
tra. This would be the case if a 
blocker' got his man and then got 
up and executed an additional 
block.

Meanwhile, Ctoaches RIarho and 

Holgate are working on the de­
fensive breakdowm of the films. 
Similarly, they mark every play­
er on every play. If a player is th* 
first one to touch, spin or slow 
up a ball carrier he earns a 6. 
Peu-ticlpating In a gang tackle i* 
worth a 4. Others are such as In­
dividual tackle 7, pass destruc­
tion 5, pass interception 7, block­
ed kick 7, recovered'fumble 3, good 
pass rush (for linemen) 3 and 
(for backs and sometimes ends) 
proper pass coverage 3.

What would the average mark 
of a player be? About 2.75. An 
average of 8 or above would be 
considered quite good.

The scouts start arriving at • 
a.m. and begin to assemble their 
material.

The Invisible concentration of 
radioactive ash from Monday's 
detonation is expected to reach 
Washington and Oregon this morn­
ing. Weather Bureau specialists 
said the fallout appears to be head­
ing into a rain belt that might car­
ry some of the debris to earth in 
Oregtm and Idaho.

They said it should take a couple 
of days for the fsllout mass to 
cross the United States and that 
it probably would ksep to a path 
over the northern states.

Spokesmen for the Weathor 
Bureau and the U.S. Health Serv­
ice said they saw no need for un­
due alarm or for any immediate 
action to protect health.

“We don’t think the levels of 
radioactivity will be signifloantly 
higher in the Northwest than they 
have ben after other major soviet 
bomb tests,” said Dr. Lester 
Machts, Weather Bureau fallout 
specialist. He added:

“Most of the debris went into 
the stratoq>here and will not come 
to earth for months. Only a little 
peeled off into the troposphere

Hattie was approaching .the 
track followed early in September 
by hurricane Carla, the storm 
which, wreaked tremendous de­
struction in Texas. However, fore­
caster Raymcmd Kraft said there 
ia very little likelihood of Hattie 
moving into the Gulf of Mexico a t 
this time of year.

At its present pace, it would 
take Hattie two or three days to 
reach Cuba. If it should strike ths 
Island republic, the blow probably 
would be in the western part of 
the country. Eastern Cuba still 
has not recovered from floods 
brought by the disturbance which 
later developed Into tropical storm 
Gerda.

The international bqdy approved 
the resolution by a smashing vote 
of . 87-11 -with one abstention, but 
the Russians indicated before the 
ballot they would turn down the 
appeal.

Fued  with the Oct. 81 deadline 
announced by Soviet Premier 
Khrushchav for touching off the 
monster bomb, the eight sponsors 
of the appeal pressed the assembly 
into an overtime session to get 
vote before the weekend recess.

The only nations to vote against 
the proposal were the nine Soviet 
bloc countries, the new Red mem­
ber, Outer Mongolia, and Cuba. 
Mali abstained.

Just before the balloting, Soviet 
Delegate Semyon K. Tsarapkin de­
clared that “nothing will obstruck 
the Soviet Union in its efforts to 
strengthen its defenses or in its 
efforts for peace.”

Tsarapkin denounced the appeal 
as “NATO’s propagandist arrow

The vote came exactly one-week 
After it was introduceO in the as­
sembly’s main political commit­
tee by Canada, Denmark, Iceland, 
Iran, Japan.
