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Party Rule at Stake

Vital GOP Vote 
Set for Tonight

H artford , N ov. 14 (A*)— A f  with the approach o f tonlghfa
nip and tuck tug-o-war was 
being waged today by two 
avowed candidates for the Re­
publican gubernatorial nomi­
nation for control of the state 
party organization.

Opposing forces backing A. 
Searle Plnn-cy of Brookfield and 
Jamea E. Bent of Weet Hartford 
for the party chairmanahip were 
waging a last ditch effort to 
garner the necessary 36 votes for 
their candidate before tonight’s 
me-eting of the 71 member State 
Central Committee.

Former State Rep. John Alsop 
of Avon, the first to announce his 
bid for the gubernatorial nomina­
tion, is supporting (prmer House 
Speaker Pinney for the chairman­
ahip.

GOP State Chairman Edwin H. 
May Jr., who is resigning to aeek 
the party’s top spot on the 1962 
ticket, is backing Bent as his suc­
cessor.

decisive vote, the Alsop camp was 
predicting that Pinney would win 
the post by a margin of at least 
four votes, and possibly 10.

Meanwhile, the May camp was 
more cautious and merely said it 
is "very close and could be de­
cided by on-e or two votes either 
way.'

Some members of the commit­
tee, disturbed that the party might 
be injured by the depth of the 
conflict, were suggesting post­
ponement of tonight’s vote to con­
sider selection of a compromise 
candidate acceptable to both sides.

However, some of the Alsop- 
Plnney forces who originally dis­
cussed the possibility of a com­
promise, said today that they felt 
any such move w’as “ too late."

Hartford, Nov. 14 <yp)—The  ̂
Connecticut Supremle Court of | 
Errors, in an unanimou.s de-1 
cision, ruled today in favor of ■ 
a Bridgeport dry cleaning; 
atoi-e owner who refused to' 
reinstate an employe in a -la­
bor case.

ITie action was based on | 
an appeal by the owner, \ 
Carmine J. BIsogno from a deci- 
.aion by the Connecticut State 
Board of tabor Relations 
(CSBLR). He was aceu.sefl of snti- 
unlon bias wtilch he denied.

The employe was laonard \V. 
Dyer. The (iSBLR said that the 
discharge of Dyer on May 29, 19.59, 
"as motivated by an anti-union 
bias and therefore constituted an 
unfair labor practice..."

BLsogno first appealed to the 
.superior court i'n Fairfield County, 
which di.smi.ssed his action. He 
then took his appeal to the state’s 
highest tribunal.

■The State Supreme Court said 
that Bisogno "coiTertly rlalm.s that 
the board could not. in reason, 
reach the conclusion it did unless 
at the time of the discharge the 
plaintiff (Bisogno) at least knew 
of the existence of some union 
activities concerning his establish­
ment and that Dyer had some con­
nection with them.. . "

ern nuclear powers and called for recognition of Africa as 
a denuclearized zone. ’

The vote on the African-spon­
sored resolution w-as .57-0 with 42 
abstaining.

It not only called for a halt to 
all nuclear weapons testing In A f­
rica. but urged all countries to re­
frain from transporting or storing 
hydrogen or atomic bomba on A f­
rican territory.

The United States and France 
voted against two key provisions 
of the resolution in paragraph-by­
paragraph voting, but on the res­
olution tig a whole they abstain­
ed along with Britliin. a substant­
ial number of Western European 
countries and some Latin Ameri­
can delegates.

The Soviet bloc voted with the 
majority for the resolution.

The western powers objected to 
having such restrictions voted for 
only one part of the world. The 
move hit directly at Prance w’hlch 
has a nuclear testing base In the 
Sahara.

The committee also approved an 
Asian-African propo.sal declaring 
the use of nuclear w’eapons in war 
a violation of tlie U.N. charter 
and a crime aaginst mankind. The 
resolution called on the actinv u.N. 
secretary-general to explore the 
possibility of "convening an inter­
national conference to outlaw’ the 
use of nuclear w’eapons in .war.

This W’as approved by a vote of 
60-16 w’ith 25 abstaining. The 
United States. Britain and France 
W’ere among those voting against 
the resolution.

The commission described as 
"staged" the account released last 
Feb. 13 by Katanga auUiorttiea say­
ing Lumumba and tv/o associates 
were killed by tribesmen on the 
day before.

On the contrarj’ , the comraiasion 
j  accepted as substantially true evi- 
I dence indicating the fiery Congo 
leader and his associates were 
killed almost a month before in a 
villa not far from Elisabethville, 
the Katanga capital. It fixed the 
day as Jan. 17.

There w’ere unconfirmed reports 
three days after the Katanga an­
nouncement that Lumumba and his 
two associates wers killed by a Bel­
gian army captain.

The commission s i n g l e d  out 
Godefrold Munongo, K a t a n g a  
minister of the Interior, for special 
blame. It said its findings "bristles 
with evidence Indicative of the ex­
tensive role" played by Munongo 
In the deaths.

O’Fllnn said he rejected the pro­
posal on principle- Last year, the 
board turned down a request of 
the Vernon Square Dance Club for 
free use of a school auditorium, he 
said, which, while not allied to the 
basketball request, nevertheless 
challenged the bdard policy. .

The board last year adopted a 
policy of charging rent to organi­
zations which were profit making 
or which charged an admission to 
their activities.

The board action last night was 
prompted by a letter from Rob­
ert R. Tucker, league director, who 
said donations are the only source 
of revenue for the league. A coin 
box was placed at the gym door 
until last year, when players and 
parents solicited donations door to 
door. Tucker said.

Board member Robert E. Prlddy 
said the idea of the donation box 
is that people who are Interested 
In the basketball program will 
“ toss 60 cents Into the pot.”

Prlddy said the league has not 
been turned over to the town rec­
reation commission because 
"everyone Involved likes it the way 
h is operating”  and because town 
■ponsorship would mean another 
charge on the tax bill.

School Supt. Raymond E, Rams- 
deli recommended granting the 
league permission to take up a col­
lection because the program bene­
fits part of the Vernon community.

If the rule had been enforced, the 
league would have had to pay $60 
rent for the gymnasium at Vernon 
Elementary School once it b eg^  
collections.

N The future of MimoHester aa a “balanced conimUnity,” 
along with waniingaitbout the need for a careful approiaph to 
urban renewal ana redevelopment, were discussed last night 
at a meeting^ the Chamber of Commerce at Figno’s Restau­rant. , i' : ,r '

’Theae two concepta ̂ e re  pre-— --';;v ’w-w.-ceptaMijnfer!
aented-'to over 100 Chamber' mem- 
bera and guests in rseponne to 
.̂-queatioiia which covered ideas gen­
erated in' the development of a 
ISl.pOO master plan for .the town.

Among other points raised in the 
discussion were those on the rela­
tive importance of plans for Rt. 6 
and Rt. 291', whether Manchester 
should have a housing code; and 
the types of Industry which should 
be enticed here.

Replying to concerns aroused by 
one questioner, that Manchester 
may bebome an industrial town, 

.Martin E. Alvord, Town Planning 
Commission chairman, observed 
that years ago Manchester had 
been an industrial town, but that 
now it waa a suburban residential 
community. He said he didn’t  feel 
the town would revert to its pre- 
viou» induatrlal Character.

He asserted.^'The best thought 
la to make it a regional shopping 
center," with provisions for light 
Industry to help, in balancing the 
budget. a .

This idea of a balanced com­
munity received further considera- 
tion ^  Harold Kramer, consultant 
for Planning and Renewal As- 
aociates of CSambsidge, Mass., 
which has been hired by the town 
to draw up the plan. Re toO’'noted 
that the town could use Indus­
try to help balance the tax load 
and the land use as well.

Need Indostrlal Park
He noted that the nearness of 

East Hartford could be a benefit 
to firms in Manchester through 
"industrial llnltage,'’ and that the 
Buckland area could support an 
Industrial park. Manchester’s op­
portunities could occur from East 
Hartfcrd’a "spillover,’ ’ he noted.

Kramer saiid recent firms mov­
ing Into town were small, and that 
the town could offer the smaller 
Industries cheaper rents as an in­
ducement to getting established.

However, he noted, Manchester 
also should plan for an- Industrial 
park so that small firms, after 
their establishment here and sub­
sequent growth, will have a place 
to expand here in town.

Kramer didn’t deny that larger 
Industries could be drawn here, 
proviiUng the town has an indus­
trial park serviced with the re­
quired utilities.

The desirable types of, industry 
he , envisioned included large 
wholeealers and distributors. There 
could be a chance for a large firm 
In aircraft and related Indiutries, 
Kramer said, adding that this type 
of industry was a growing segpnent 
of the regional economy and that 
Manchester could share in this an­
ticipated expansion.

In respect to urban revewal and 
redevelopment, Alvord declared 
that such approaches were not 
easy, citing liie troubles encount­
ered in these pi'ojects by other 
State communities.

"Liet’s make sure we are cer­
tain erf how to proceed after the 
land is cleared,” he cautioned.

’The suggested areas in the mas­
ter plan tor renewal include the 
Cheney Mills area, and the down' 
town and nofthend areas. Re­
development platis are now being 
prepared and a report ahould be 
ready within a week. Alvord said.

- Concentrate Efforts
Kramer noted that while it was 

true that more than one area 
could be designated for renewal, It 
was more practical for the town 
to concentrate on one area at a 
time. ’This would cause the fed­
eral government to look more 
favorably on the allocation of 
funds for the project, Kramer In­
dicated.

Manchester has one of 'the 
, largest, intensive array of public 

facilities and services for a town 
of its size, Kramer pointed out, in 
timating he did not favor a "crash 
program" in renewal or redevelop­
ment plana.

It shoula . be remembered, he 
said, that the proposed master 
plan Is a long-rainge one, and that 
certain progp^am necessary for the 
Immediate future are to be out­
lined in the capital Improvement 
programs. These programs ;an be 
done In the first period of one to 
six years, he notied. Scope of the' 
entire plan Is for 20 years, it was 
reported.

In regard to roads in helping to

implement suggestions ot the mas­
ter plan, A t v ^  said It was more 
important tor the Immediate fu­
ture to have the zelooation of Rt.
6 than It was for the hufkling of 
the connector to Conn. 291.

He Indicated the relocation waa 
Important If. Manchester was to 
assume its role ala a regional shop­
ping center and hinted the j ^  
"olMuld come eooner if its puriied." 
He alluded to the reported start 
of the project In 1966.

Ine connector to Rt. 291 never 
theleea la important from the 
standpoint of plana for establish­
ing.industry '.n the Buckland area, 
Alvord intiinated.

Alvord aleo noted the town 
lacked a good north-eouth street, 
that a north-south thoroughfare 
may be poseible over the route of 

railroad spur Into Manchester 
If it is abandoned, and that this 
highway could be used well to con­
nect Rt. 6 with the north-center 
ares.

’The relocation ot Route 6 will 
cauoe some division of the town, 
.AKord conceded, but emptaaised 
that Rt. 6 will not cause a haniper- 
ing o f traffic circulation between 
the divided portion o f town. He 
obeerved that Rt. 6 will have under 
and overpeasea and many inter- 
chsnges.

It is possible to provide for two 
neighborhood areas with shopping 
and recreational centera, along 
tvlth sch(x>le, Alvord said in affirm­
ing hia belief that the barrier 
won’t be detrimental to the south­
ern region or to the overall devel­
opment o f the town.

Ooeetown Artery 
It is possible that Broad St. will 

be extended to N. Main St, but a 
complete north-south artery, along 
the route of the New Haven Rail­
road’s spur Into Manchester, would 
be more deairable, Alvord said.

In reply to a query on whether 
Manchester should- have a hous­
ing code, Kramer pointed out it 
waa desirable for a code to insure 
new developments will meet mifii- 
mum health requirements, and that 
certification o f the plan for fed­
eral funds will require a code. Such 
a code could be used to measure 
the "aubstendstd” and that which 
is "not heaUthy,”  he added.

The question of schools also 
was examined following an inquiry 
aa to wliether It was time that pro­
posals to handle increased enroll­
ments might Include new schools 
and expansions.

Kramer reported that policies 
for alternative programs ''to han­
dle the school problems were still 
under discussion, but that to an­
swer with a n y t^ g  specific would 
be premature, the number of chil­
dren to be placed In each class­
room, and the Impact ef parochial 
schools.

Kramer has previously reported 
that by 1965 the board of education 
will either have to provide large 
scale tran^mrtation of elementary 
pupils to schools which can accom­
modate them or will have to build 
new facilities where population 
growths are expected.

Supt. of Schools William H, 
(hirtis h u  proposed three alter­
natives to solve ' expected over 
crowding in the town’s two pub­
lic junior high schools. They are 
(1) building imother Junior High 
School, (2) adding to Illlng Junior 
High School and (3) pro5riding 
more space at Barnard Junior 
High School, and going back to a 
6-2 system.

Among other points in the discus­
sions Were: That only 30 per cent 
•of the town’s 17,385 acres was de­
veloped; that "strip zoning"’ along 
E. Center St. to ntkln  St. was 
situation the town should avoid 
that one of the more important 
factors In encouraging growth 
here were prospects tof expanded 
populations.

The four key points to remem­
ber about the master plan,, accord' 
Ing to Kramer, la that it is com­
prehensive, general, long-range 
and flexible.

In respect to .the last p o i n t ,  
Kramer indicated the. findings 
would be up for periodic review 
and may be subjected to change, 

Alvord said that the plan’s ac­
ceptance next year would un­

doubtedly 1 a a d to aatermtlons, 
"aoma good and irame poUticol.’’

I f  iwma of the propoaafai > are 
not so good, "we want the aupport 
of tha town aa- riiat we won’ t go 
ott on 'a tangent," he assarted. . 
' Phases In the study of the plan 

include jxqiulatlon, economic 
growth, the central buaineos dta- 
trict, land uke and capeifalUtiea, 
urban renewal, tran^mrtatlon, 
commercial facility needs, and Im­
plementation.

Among statistical projections 
brought up by Kramer were a 60,- 
000 population for Manchester by 
1980; that'250 homes had to be 
built each year for the expanding 
population; and that the project­
ed retail sales In 20 years could 
double.

Among areas In town eyed for 
possible development were: The 
Buckland area, Taylor St. and 
Highland Pork to Fern 8t., Alvord 
Indicated.

Rockville-Vernon:
Council to Act 
On ’62 Budget
Rockville’s annual budget pro-: 

poaal, to be made by tht city fl- 
n u ce  commission to the City 
Council tonight, will have double 
significance for political observers 
Of the biennial election campaign.

Mayor Leo B. Flaherty Jr., prod- 
•d daring the weekend by charges 
from the Republican, camp, pre- 
dieted a cash surplus in the treaS' 
ury due to tight fiscal control dur­
ing the past year.

The city's fiscal year ends to­
night. ’The City Council will adopt 
the proposal, or a modification of 
It, for presentation to voters at 
the annual city meeting Dec. 6.

Republican mayoral candidate 
John J. Yaskulka,. citing audit re­
ports of the past two years, pre­
dicted Thursday the Flaherty ad­
ministration would end in the red.

Yaqkulka scored Flaherty for 
"lack of concern for the welfare of 
Rockville citizens" and said the 
record shows tho city treasury 
contained *79,878.33 surplus at the 
close of the 1959 fiscal year, the 
last term of Republican Mayor 
Herman G. Olson. A year later, the 
surplus had dropped to $49,337.20, 
he said.

The figures were questioned dur­
ing the weekend, not as to ac- 
curatey but as to merit.

Flaherty claimed Y a s k u l k a  
Bhould have used the cash surplus 
figures for the two years, about 
*11,000 and *7,000, respectively.

’The figures used by Yaskulka are 
taken from accrual accounting re­
ports in the annual city audits.

Accrual accounting shows the 
net worth of a* government or 
business firm. According to ac­
counting experts, a surplus under 
accrual accounting indicates there 
is more money, either on hand or 
due to be received', than is neces­
sary to rim the business or govern­
ment. r

To a private business firm, In­
terested in making a profit, one 
accountant explained, such a sur­
plus would be welcome evidence of 
the firm’s financial position.

To a municipal government, 
which is non-profit. It would show- 
only there is more money available 
or on hand than is necessary to run 
the government fbr that account­
ing period. Uncollected back taxes 
would be considered surplus In the 
accrual system.

Flaherty said the *30,000 drop in 
the accrual surplus figures was 
largely due to collection of bade 
taxes froim LaPointe Industries 
Inc.

There will be a public hearing at 
8 p.m. on the clty't proposed new 
zoning ordinance.

Regarding Lumumba’s two aaso- 
clataa, Jos^h Oklto and Maurice 
Mpolo, "The evidence is not clear 
aa to who actually murdered them, 
but the. Indicatlona are that they 
were murdered,, shout the same 
time aa Mr. Lumumba,” the com­
mission said.

The report said toe two Belgian 
mercenaries were in a poeition to 
appear before, the commlaaion and 
testify, but that they avoided doing 
so. ♦

The commission said it wanted 
to put on the record ita views that 
Congo/President Joseph Rasavubu 
and hla aides, as weU aa the provin­
cial government headed by Tshom- 
be "should not eaeape responsibility 
for the death o f Lumumba and bis 
two aasoclatea.

It said Rasavubu and his aides 
"had handed over Mr. Lumumba 
and hia colleagues to the Ratanga 
authorities, knowing full well In 
doing ao, that they were throwing 
him into the hands of their bit­
terest political enemies.

"The government of the prov­
ince of Ratanga, In turn, not only 
failed to safeguard the lives of 
the three prisoners, but also had, 
by its action, contributed directly 
or Indirectly; to the murder of the 
prisoners.”

Tanjug, the official Yugoslav 
news agency, reported last Feb. 15 
that Lumumba and his two com- 
panimis were shot dead by a Bel- 
ĝ ian army captain on Jan. 17. The 
agency did not name him. A 
week later, the Communist-line 
newspaper Paese Sera in Rome 
said a German mercenary naihed 
Gerd Arnim Ratz, serving In Ka­
tanga’s ariny, reported he helped 
bury the three and then fled in 
fear of his life.

Three candidates sought the vice 
pr&sldency. The elections also 
were to fill eight of the 24 senate 
seats and the 104 seats in the 
house of representatives. For the 
past four years the Nacionalistas 
have controlled both houses by a 
large noajority.

Simny weather greeted early 
voters, but showers fell over a 
wide area of Luzon and the west­
ern seaboard' later in the day. 
However, a record turnout of about 
7 million of the 8,476,781 regis­
tered voters was predicted.

Garcia cast his ballot this morn­
ing in hie home province of Bohol. 
Macapagal voted In his home town 
in Pampanga Province north of 
Manila.

The withdrawal of a third can­
didate highlighted the late in­
nings of the .campaign. Sen. 
Rogelio de la Rosa, a former movie 
actor, quit in favor of Macapagal. 
The NacionkUstas charged the 
Uberals paid De la Rosa $260,000, 
and De la Rosa sued Garcia and 
an aide for libel.

1716 lowering winds enabled of- 
flclalA to reduce the fire fighting 
force from 825 men to 600. Twelve 
borate b o^ era  are ready to go 
into action, if needed.

The fire was the second destruc­
tive blaze in a weto. The first one 
destroyed 465 homes and denuded 
14,000 acres.

The fire started in Little Tunga 
Canyon about 2 p.m. yesterday. It 
climbed a ridge and spread oYer 
to Kagel Canyon, so quickly that 
100 re.stdents were forced to run for 
their lives.

He appeared to be 
banking on a massive sweep of the 
vote in the southern islands, but 
so far his margin in this region 
was less than expected.

The race was tlgnter for the 
vice presidency. Emmanuel Pe- 
laez, Macapagal's Liberal party 
running mate, had 1,886,024 votes. 
Rep. Sergio Osmena, son of the 
late president, running as an Inde­
pendent, had 1,711.750. Bringing up 
the rear was GlI J. Puyat of 
Gai:cla’s Nacionalista party with 
1,355.262.

Though Macapagal was carrying 
his Liberal party’s banner to vic­
tory, it appeared thai Garcia’s
