Polish Reds Reveal 
New Story on Death 
Of Lavrenty Beria

By OEOROE BYVERT8EN •
Warsaw, Poland, Nov. 16 

(/P)— A sensational new ver­
sion of the arrest of Soviet po­
lice boss Lavrenty P. Beria, 
purporting to come from Pre­
mier Khrushchev, wa.s report­
ed by Polish Communist 
sources today.

They eaid Beria brandished a 
pistol and was d i s a r m e d  by 
Khrushchev himself who wrestled 
with him In a heretofpre undis­
closed meeting o f the Communist 
party polltburo.'

The informants .said Beria later 
was tried and executed on Dec. 23. 
1953 In Azerbaijan. This date 
agreed with previous announce­
ments of the execution.

The Polish sources told western 
newsmen they were present at a 

laas-clinking reception for about 
,000 persons during the recent So­

viet party congrresa in Moscow 
when Khrushchev launched into the 
story of his physical struggle with 
Beria. One informant said he took 
notes on what Khrushchev said. 
This Is the account:

Khrushchev proposed a toast to 
the victory over the Stalinist cult 
of personality. He .said Beria, 
backed by an army of secret police, 
launched a determined bid for pow­
er. Beria was a member of the tri- 
umrtrate that included V. M. Molo­
tov and Georgi Malenkov, and was 
then ruling the Soviet Union after 
the death of Stalin.

Other members of the politbiiro 
decided the situation was intoler­
able and called a showdown meet­
ing of the polltburo for the osten­
sible purpose of discussing military 
questions.

Before the meeting Khrushchev 
appealed for support to Marshal 
lOril . S. Moskalenko, the com­
mandant of the Moscow garrison

Met Museum Gets-^Aristotle^

Record $2.3 Million 
Paid for Remhfflndt

 ̂ New York, Nov. ^6 UP) -y Rem­
brandt's m a s t e r p i e c e  "Aris­
totle Contemplating the bust of 
Homer” shortly will go on exhibi­
tion at New York’s Metropolitan 
Museum of Art, which last night 
'bid it in for $2.3 million — the 
highest known' price fof a single 
painting.

The artist got 500 florins for it, 
the modem equivalent for that be­
ing $7,800.

And the National Gallery in 
Waahington, which broke the rec­
ord for auction prices for the sec­
ond time in the evening, ’wUImA s- 
play Fragonard’s magnificiently 
beautif:il "La Useuse," a picture 
of a young w'oman reading.' The 
price was $875,000.

It  was a record-topping night at 
the Parke-Bemet Galleries as 24 
Old Masters brought $4,679,250. 
They were from the collection of 
Alfred W. Erickson, New York ad­
vertising man who died in 1936, 
and his widow Anna, who died last 
February. The auction took just 
under an hour.

There Is no way of proving or 
dlspro'vlng how much ' one paint­
ing might have brought in a

grivate transaction at some point 
I history. But even guesses and 
rumors- seldom have gone above 

$1 million to $1^ million. It  never

^has been denied that when the late 
Andrew Mellon — whose pictures 
now are in ti^e National Galkry— 
paid the R u.i s i a n s $1.9 million 
for 33 paintiiigs In 1932, Raphael’s 
Alba Modonna was rated at a lit­
tle more than $1.1 million.

The record for a single painting 
at auction was $776,000 for Ru­
bens’ "The Adoration o f the Magi,” 
at a London sale In 1959. The rec­
ord for a collection at auction wpa 
$2,186,000 for seven French mod­
ems In London in 1958.

Leslie A. Hyam, Parke-Bcrnet 
president, said that so far as an.y- 
one in the art world could tell, the 
“Aristotle” price was by far the 
greatest figure ever achieved. He 
said the Fragonard brought two.or 
three times more than any previous 
Fragonard.

The “Aristotle,” 56>4 by 53\ 
Inches, shows the philosopher garb­
ed in dark robes, a golden yellow 
mantle and’ a'broad. black hat. He 
stands with his hand on the bust of 
the poet. It is signed and dated 
1653.

A private collector Jiving in 
New York, whose name was -not 
announced, got the third mo.st 
valuable painting in the sale. It 
was the early Venetian Carlo 
Crivelli's "Madonna and Child” of

Three now United States aatel- 

Utea circled the globe today seek­
ing data for na-vigation and spy- 
in-the-sky space systems.

The trio soared aloft yesterday 
In one of this nation's most pro­
ductive days In the space age.

Two of the satellites rode sky­
ward In the nose of a Thpr-Able- 
star rocket fired from Cape Cana­
veral last night. One is the 190- 
pound Transit 4B, partially pow­
ered by a nuclear generator. The 
other la a 240-poiind "dumbeH” 
package whioh is intended to 
stretch out more than''100 feet tp 
two weeks in a satellite, stabiliza­
tion experiment.

The satellite twins gave the U.S. 
a big boost toward a space naviga­
tion network to guide ships, planes, 
submarines and missiles.

Earlier the 35Ui rocket In the 
Discoverer, series flung a satellite 
Into orbit' from .Vandenberg Air 
Force Base, Calif..'' In another try 
at developing means of recovering 
capsules ffom space.

'Within a few daya. the Discover* 
ar Is scheduled to eject a capsule 
which Hawaii-baaed planes will:at- 
tempt tO' snare as It parachutes 
to Earth. Eig^it such capsules 
have been retrieved in previous 
tssU. Perfecting the technique is 
aaaentlal for recovering data from 
the Midas missile detector and 
£itnos reconnaiwsnea satellites.

Speaker Rayburn, 79, Dies
, Complications

Held Post in House 
Longer Than Others

By DOUGLA.S B. CORNELL
Bpriham, Tex., Nov. 16 (/P)— Sam Rayburn, ■who served 

longer as House Speaker than any man, died today in the 
home town he loved.

Cancer and its complications caused his death.-<He would 
have been 80 on Jan. 6.

The White House was notified immediately. So was Rep. 
John McCox’mack of Massachusetts, the Democratic leader 
of the House.

McCormack was the man Rayburn chose to serve tempo­
rarily as Speaker when “Mr. Sam” had to leave Congress be­
fore it closecl because of what he called lumbago.

But even then, his doctor believes, he knew he had cancer. 
. The physician, 45-year-old Joe A. Risser, and members of 
the Speaker’s family and staff stood by the bedside in Risser 
Hospital as Rayburn faded away.

“ It was a very easy death for a very great man,” Dr. -Ris- 
ser told reporters.

Asked about .the immediate cause of death, Risser said 
simply that: “ He just quit breathing.

Henry F. Wiltanen said the com­
mission Expects to meet with the 
di-strict planning vconsultant, Mer­
rill Lincoln of New Haven, Nov. 
28. and suggested looking over the 
farm property at that time.

Risley said he is hoping that 
sale of the present town garage 
property off Elaat St. in Rockville 
will pay for construction of a 
new garage. The present garage 
has two stalls and houses the 
town's sanding equipment. Other 
equipment U ecattered here and 
there, either in the open or under 
cover. If cover is available.

Also, the town's stockpile of 
salt and sand at Tunnel Rd. and 
Warren Ave. is on a plot o f ground 
considered too small for efficient 
operation. Also, property owners 
nparby have objected to Uie opera­
tions there. >

Brown rectunmended setting 
aside a five-acre tract, at mini­
mum, for the garage so that fu­
ture expansion wdll be possible 
in the same location.

"We sometimes don't realize 
how fast our' town is growing, 
he said, stating that rapid growth 
will require expanded quarters and 
additional public works equipment 
in coming years.

He said a zone change will be 
necessary if the garage is built 
on the rural residence portion of 
the Ecker farm tract. However, 
a garage could be erected oh an­
other portion of the farm zoned 
Residence B without a zone 
change. Tliat zone covers part of 
the north end of the property.

small nations are currently oper 
•ting, with two resolutions con­
cerning the atom.

One resolution would make the 
continent of Africa the one speclid' 
sanctuary, in all the world, free 
from the touch of nuclear violence.

The other resolution would out­
law, just like that. Just by its own 
passage, the use of huclear weep 
ons in war by anybody, anywhere.

In the General Assembly’s Po­
litical Committee these two reso­
lutions have received enough votes, 
despite opposition and abstentions, 
to suggest that, before the Gen­
eral Assembly itself, they may 
succeed in getting the two-thlrda 
majority necessary for passage.

Unfortunately, such moves can­
not be discussed purely on the 
basis of whether or not it would 
be nice to hayr such objectives at* 
tained. Surely, it would be a  bless­
ing to A.frica to have such a  sanc­
tuary status, and surely, if that is 
what the. nations of Africa them­
selves want; it  Syould be nice to 
have them get it.

And surely, the conscience iand 
apprehensions of mankind wo'uld 

f': be eased constdsrably, if not very 
^  consistently, if it should be gtiar- 

anteed that there would be n t 
[ more nuclear War, aS a t Hiroshima 
| - and Nagasaki, but merely old- 
l . fashioned wa^; as a t Coventry, 
t Rottsrdam a n t ktunich and Dres- 

den.
jT' But what is wrong with such 

small power plays a t the United 
^  Nations is that they represent S 

kind of pious hypocrisy. In which 
^  the small nations are wasting 
i.‘ their energy smd prestige and re- 
; t  sources in blasting trumpets a t 
! ' the walls of o u r‘nuclear Jericho 

when they might better be looking 
for some small gate or aperturd in 

^  the walls through wlUch they 
could infiltrate some constructive 
statesmanship wUch might have 

I., a  chance of in v o t^ g  the nuclear' 
l!!; powers themselves in the ellmina- 
^  tion of the horrible danger they 
I , represent.

It is bad for a world organlza- 
r ■ tion which has, in its 1C years of 
j ' existence, been rather successful 
I in mixing practicality with its 
L piety, in building muscle in service 
I of its ideals, in putting its own 
i strength and prestige to the test
L  in areas and matters where they 
r ;  had a chance of being equai to 
r ' that test—it is bad for this or- 
f- ganlxation to begin adopting reso- 

juUons which are defied e'ven be- 
X fore they are adopted.

I t  is not pleasant, but it is fact,
. ^ that neither of these two resolu- 

^  tioDs is going to bind any of the

£ great nuclear powers of the world, 
even though one of them permits- 
i t a ^  the hypocrisy of voting for 

^  them. We d,o not applaud this situ- 
atlon; we think it has to be an- 
swered and corrected; we think 

S t that not only Africa, but the en- 
^  tire worid, must become a  sanctu- 

ary, and not merely from nuclear 
M war, but fromtgny kind of aiar.

In mankind’s now necessary and 
Ihevltable struggle toward that 

tir.goal, the small nations may be re- 
J*£ quirqd'to play, in the end, a doml-

f nim^ crucial rrole. But they are 
^  dlaaipatlng that, p o ten t^  , final 
l^ e ra d a l  power. and influence of 
thutfs if they fritter it away on

t pious ineptitudes like those they 
are now pushii^ through the Gen-

.*niose early reports which pie- 
tured Chshbellor Adenauer read­
ing the resignation act to his am­
bassador tb HosOoWi' Hank Kroll, 
because the latter indulged in un­
authorised, discussion, of adventur­
ous policy possibilities 'With 
Khrushchev have now faded. Am­
bassador Kroll has had Ms session 
with Adenauer, has now apparent­
ly retained status as a principal 
adviser on policy, and is likely to 
go back to hia post in Moscow.

Such evolving circumstance in­
vites a look at thS supposed sub­
stance of what Ambassador Kroll 
did, whether or not he was offi­
cially authorized to do so.
, What he did. in his conversa­
tions with Khrushchev, was. to 
break the ice betis-een Bonn and 
Moscow, reopening conversation 
between Russia and West Ger­
many on a 'Wide range of posaibili- 
ties toward solution of the prob­
lem of Central Europe. Russia ap­
parently welcome this bieaklng 
of the ice,' for it responded with 
publication of what were supposed 
to look like new positions pf its 
own on the Berlin question, and 
with an unexpeeted message of 
congratulations to Admauer upon 
his own reelectlon as chancellor.

As for the West, such breaking 
of the ice la also welcome, al­
though, for the West, there has to 
b* a kind of calculated risk alto 
Invol'ved.

We have, for some time, been 
trying to pressure and persuade 
Adenauer and West Germany 
toward something more construc­
tive than flat maintenance of the 
■tatua quo. Particularly, we have 
wanted Weat Germany to take 
some lead in this respect so that, 
if certain things have to be done, 
Or certain concessions have to be 
made, we will not be oMn to the 
charge that we are the'ones who 
have been sellirig out West Ger­
many. So w# are probably de­
lighted to have West German 
diplomacy, using the technique of 
unauthorized conversations at 
Moscow, move out in front and ac­
cept some responsibility for the 
prospect that something pew may 
have to be done.

The calculated risk in this in­
volves the classic fear that, once 
West Germany starts breaking the 
ice in its relationship with Russia, 
it may go too far, and reach an­
other of those German-Russian 
imderstandings which have been 
so fateful at various times in his­
tory. If West German policy be- 
comea- sensible and t» e  to Itself, 
It will Ine'vltably head toward the 
reunification of Germany. And the 
other half of Germany .is in Rui. 
sla’s vest pocket. So what Western, 
policy probably wants is for West 
Germany to break the ice, on Its 
own, but then consult us and be 
guided by us on all subsequent de­
cisions.

With such s notation of the risk 
involved, the supposed indiscre­
tions of Ambassador Kroll in Mos­
cow look as if they may have been 
well ealculsted. and «s if Kroll 
met with Adenauer not so much 
to be lectured aa to give his re­
port

As both OotmecUsut poHUcal 
pArtlea Mce toward a  long season 
of varying degrees of internal war­
fare, the Democratic party haa the 
comparative advantage of having' 
a seasoned, established leadership 
whereas the Republican party, as 
part of its own Struggle, must 
still try - to forge such leadership 
for Itself.

One of the advantages of a boaa-
dom which is firmly established 
is that it can, i f  K has brains 
enough to do so, afford to be gen­
erous and tolerant toward its oc­
casional challengera or to those 
whose personal ambitions may 
lead them into irregular Conduct. 
When you are on top, being gen­
erous and forgiving can be a sign 
and strategy of strength. But when 
your own mastery is still chal- 
Icnged. and'still ̂ ,to be clearly es­
tablished, you. sometimes have to 
fight for the kill. .

Last night Hartford was formal­

ly Introduced to a great new voice 
that haa actually been a part of 
the local scene since 1950. It be­
long* to Betty Allen, and why we 
haven't heard her before is a 
myetery. She was heard in the 
“Alto ^apaody,” by Brahms, and 
the solo portion of Prokofleff's, 
"Alexander Nevsky.”

Miss Allen's tone is rich, vibrant 
and warm. She sings with great 
muaicisnshlp and artistry, and she 
has s  voice of truly operatic pro­
portions. I t  rolled out over the 
audience at the Bushnell and en­
gulfed the listeners in a wave of 
magnificent sound.

She negotiated the Brahms 
work with ease, although she is 
really a low mezzo, rather than a 
true contralto, the voice for which 
the work was conceived. While 
her German accent is not genuine­
ly Teutonic, her diction in the lan­
guage Is nearly impeccable.

At the very outset, neither Miss 
Allen nor Mr. Mahler successfully 
managed to depict the "vacant 
look, disheveled hair,” and so on, 
of the poor unfortunate which 
Goethe’s poem and Brahms’ music 
so eloquently describe. In the 
second portion of the solo they 
were more convincing and, by the 
final prayer, things went in a real­
ly beautiful and Inspiring manner.

The Hartford Symphony Oior- 
ale was heard in both numbers 
with Miss Alien; only the male

portion Was used In the Brahms, 
of course. The group, which 
numbers over 100, was well tndn- 
ed by Edgar Wastlieff, and more 
than adequately upheld the chor­
al portions ef th* works at hand.

Brahm’s "Symphony No. 2," 
was also on the program, and 
while it was smoothly and ader 
quately' done, the performance 
was not outstanding. This season 
Mr. Mtdtier has dispensed with the 
risers on the steige, in seating his 
orchestra. The result is that 
some of the instrumertts in the 
back are not properly in balance, 
and the effects are frequently 
muffled.

He has also changed his seating 
enough so that one stand, of sec­
ond violins and one stand of •violas 
are directly In front of him, with 
woodwinds behind these strings. 
The flutes in particular suffer from 
this arrangement.

As to the. ^okofieff work, let it 
be said that It ia trivial. I was

amaeed to realto* how mooh offset 
American clnematle scores had in­
fluenced this ordinarily great com­
poser. The early music deeerlpUv* 
of the Neva river might have been 
just aa applicable to the Misslasip- 
pt, and indeed Prokofleff liVed In 
Chicago for so long that he was 
doubtless more familiar with thb 
American River than the Russian 
one.

The suite ia taken from his score 
to a motion picture produced by the 
Soviets. Truly great music will 
never come from such a source, for 
if a compoeer wrote truly great 
music, it would so overpower the 
motion picture it accompanied that 
the producer'Vould have to cut it 
out.

Even mediocre music sometimes 
overwhelms the cinematic action, 
and I have little doubt that this 
was actually the case here. Still the 
fact remains that the work is not 
a great one, snd definitely is not 
characteristic of the composer.

Two long-time p a p e rs  of the 
Speaker in dealing with the na- 
tlim’s bUBulness—Vice President 
Lyndcm B. Johnson and Senate 
Democratic L>eader Mike Mans­
field of Montana—affectively 
summed up for their legislative 
coUeag^ues.

Johnson’s office, speaking for the 
Vice President w)io was out of 
town, said:

"R ie capitol is a lonely place- 
without'him and the good people 
of the world have lost a companion 
and an ally. He waa always there 
when he was needed. His voice and 
hie Judgment were heard and re­
spected. In the end it all added up 
to one thing: He did what was 
right.”

*T feel that I have lost both a 
father and a brother, but I know 
the nation's loss is greater still. 
He 'was the last of the old fr6n- 
tlersmen and his place will be dif­
ficult to fill.”

Rep. John W. McCormack of

Massachusetts, likely successor In 
the speaker's post Raybum held 
so long, had this to say at Boston:

"In the death of Speaker Ray­
bum the country stops in sorrow. 
He was an outstanding legislator 
and close friend and adviser of 
many presidents. The speaker was 
one of the great Americans of all 
times. He always stood for a 
strong national defense, a firm for­
eign policy and for progressive 
legislation for the best interests 
of our country.”

"just as sorry as I can be to hear 
of Sam's passing.

“ He was one of the great men 
of our time, one of our greatest 
statesmen."

Elarlier Tnunan bad signalled 
the depth of his personal regard 
for the dying speaker by making a 
special trip to Dallas for a brief 
visit with his old friend, before 
Raybum was mo'ved from there to 
Bonham, Tex., to die in his home 
town.

Former President Dwight D. El­
senhower termed the death of 
Speaker Raybum a grievous loss 
to every citizen.

Eisenhower, vacationing at the 
Augusta National Golf Club, is­
sued the following statement to­
day:

Speaker Rayburn’s legislative 
leadership was unmatched. It will 
long Inspire all who seek impor­
tant positions In public service. 
On international affairs he was a 
tower of strength for four presi­
dents. An outspoken partisan, I 
found him also equally bipartisan 
in all matters affecting the secur­
ity of our country.

To know Mr. Sam was to admire 
and like him. Throughout my pres­
idential years we met frequently, 
privately and publicly. Because I 
was bom in his congressional dis­
trict, he often referred to me ns 
his "vicarious constituent.”  I took 
pride in calling him my “First 
Congressman.”

In her complaint, Mrs. Walker 
said she sustained radiation bums 
on her chest, arms and back; she 
experienced pain, suffering and 
anguish as a result of the treat­
ment; and her injuries were per­
manent in nature.

She said she had been hospital­
ized for about eight months after 
the X-ray treatment, and charged 
that Dr. Burke knew, or should 
have known, that she was not suffi­
ciently recovered from the sur­
gery to warrant the X-ray treat­
ment.

Kennedy Talks 
Of Negotiation

Seattle, Nov. 17 (JP)—Presi-^ 
dent Kennedy says the Unit­
ed States must be willing to 
negotiate Cold War issues 
from a position of strength. 
To preach either war dr sur­
render, he says, does a dis­
service to the nation.

As the Western Allies, including 
the newly-organized West German 
Government, renew effort., to uni­
fy their stand toward Ru.<isia, Ken­
nedy yesterday made clear these 
views:

1— To encourage “appeasement 
or war, suicide or surrender,” will 
divide the nation, create imcer- 
tainty among Allies and inspire 
doubt in the Communist bloc of 
the West's readiness to defend its 
rights.

"The United States cannot im­
pose its will on others," he said. 
‘‘There cannot be an American 
solution for every world prob­
lem."

2— The United States will never 
negotiate merely for. the sake of

-Ihegotlation, nor will it ever sub­
ject freedom to negotiation. But 
so long as vital Interests and go^ls 
are clear, "We have nothing to 
fear from negotiations at the ap­
propriate time and nothing to gain 
by refusing to play a part in 
them.”

Z—Talking out East-West dis­
putes will succeed only if each aide 
can find succesa in- the result. In 
effect, neither side can expect 
total victory.

4—Although the French and oth­
ers may see weakness in taking 
the initiative in bargaining with 
Russia, "This nation cannot abdi­
cate to its adversaries" the set­
ting and conditions of negotiations.

Kennedy, accused by some of 
failing to marshal public support 
for Western aims, set forth those 
warnings and objectives at the 
outset of a western tour.

Dressed In an academic robe, 
he addressed 11,000 faculty mem' 
bers. studenU and guests at the 
University of Washington's lOOlh 
anniversarj’ convocation.

Earlier; Kennedy received a 
hearty welcome from thousands on 
the streets’ of Seattle, major city 
In a state which went for ex-Vlce 
President Richard M. Nixon in the 
1960 election. Later, he waa ap- 
'plauded lustily by some 3,000 
Democrate who spread over four 
hotel ballrooms and into a res- 
tturant across the street for a 
SlOO-a-pIate dinner honoring Sen. 
Warren G. Magnuson, D-Wash. 
Magnuson has completed 28 years 
in Congress.

Chancellor Konrad Adenauer says 
the North Atlantic Treaty Organ­
ization must be given authority to 
order tvtaliation with U.S. nuclear 
weapons assigned to its members 
— a power now held solely by 
President Kennedy.

Adenauer'told a news confer­
ence yesterday tha West must 
enter Into any negotiations with 
the Sbvlfet Union from the atrohg- 
•s t of bargaining positions. That, 
he said, called for strenghtening 
of NATO military forces to per­
mit them to wage nuclear war­
fare without White House clear­
ance.

“I base this on an expert opin­
ion by Gen. (Adolph) Heusinger 
who said that one hour may decide 
our fate and that the President 
may not be reachable to make a 
decision," Adenauer said. Heusin­
ger, former chief of staff of West 
German armed forces, became 
chairman of the permanent NATO 
military committee last April. 

Adenauer said that "Thero must

Bonham, Tex., Nor. 17 (JP)—The 
high and the humble begnn.gathcr- 
ing in this little North Texas town 
today to say fafewell to Sam Ray- 
bum, Speaker of the House.

He died of cancer and its com­
plications in the modest RlSser 
Hospital her. a t 6:20 a.m. (CST) 
yesterday.

"It was the damndest thing that 
.ver got ahold of me,” the 79- 
year-old Rayburn had said only 
several days ago. But Rayburn died 
peacefully—*‘ss If one asleep,” said 
his physician. Dr. Joe Risser.

President John F. Kennedy and 
Vice P ru d e n t Lyndon B. Johnson, 
a  longtime friend and protege of 
Rayburn, headed the list of gov­
ernment officials who will attend 
the funeral tomorrow.

The service will be in Bonham’s 
First Baptist Church, a  magnifi­
cent .edifice of yellow brick with a 
massive, sweeping roof and mod­
em lines.

Chicago, Nov. 17 (JP\ — An im­

munity shield protecting normal 
persons from developing cancer 
may be a material manufactured 
In the liver, three medical Investi­
gators suggested today.

They said some evidence of-a 
mechanism dt this type has been 
indicated in animal cancer trans­
plant experiments.

The doctors said several scien­
tists have demonstrated that a 
cancer suppressing substance Is 
present In a high degree in the 
blood serum of guinea pigs. They 
have^ detected its presence to a 
lesser degree in the serum of hu­
mans.

The activity of the suppressing 
agent was ' demonstrated when 
cancers were transplanted into 
mice and serum was administered. 
The tumors regrresaed swiftly in 
relation to similar tumors trans­
planted into other mice that re­
ceived no aerum.

The study was made by Drs. 
Peter A. Herbut, Theodore T. 
Tsaltas and William H. Kraemer 
of Philadelphia:
' The active agent is cslled tumor 
inhibitory principle (T ^ ) .  Ex­
tracts containing the hubstance 
are composed of proteins. '

The researchers made extracts 
from guinea pig muscle, spleen, 
kidney, heart, brain and liver. 
TTiey found 'H P only in liver.

Next, the investigators sought 
to determine if the substance is 
excreted in human bile.

Writing in the Journal of the 
American Medical Association, 
they said;

"ITie data indicated marked re­
tardation of growth with bile from 
noa-concer patients, and no re­
tardation of growth with bile from' 
cancer patients . . . thus U. ap­
pears that the normal human liVer 
produces an inhibitory princii 
which it Imparts not only to t; 
blood irtream but also to the bile.”

The doctors ettbd recorded cases 
of spontaneous regression of can­
cer .in humans—the very tiny per-i 
centsge of suffeiars whose cancers 
disappear without any 'medical 
trea tm en t'

"There is no doubt that some­
thing to thins patients to

susceptible to cancer resistant, 
they said. “What that something is 
remains s ’ mystery, but could It be 
a restoration by the body of a 
maturating (the maturing of Im- 
matur*~ceHs that tend to continu­
ally reproduce) principle or of a 
tumor Inhibitory principle formed 
by the liver?” They added:

"The final question to be resolv­
ed is the relationship of our tumor 
inhibitory principle to the matura­
ting principle. While it is possible 
that the maturating principle la 
diverse and may represent such 
agents as vitamins, hormones, or 
proteins. It is also possible that 
It may be a single substance:—our 
tumor Inhibitory principle . . . 
its deficiency, either general or 
local, may be the single ultimate 
cause of cancer.”

Bonn. Germany. Nov. 17 —^administration but because of the
Chancellor Konrad Adenauer says 
the North Atlantic Treaty Organ­
ization must be given authority to

Adenauer told a news confer­
ence, ybsterday the West must 
enter Into any negotiations with 
the Soviet Union from the strong­
est of bargaining positions.

Heuain- 
ger, former chief of staff of West 
German armed, forces, became 
chairman of the permanent NATO 
military committee last April.

Adenauer said that "TherB must 
be a chance to give NATO the 
possilniity to make the decision 
(to retaliate with atomic weapons) 
before Kennedy can be aSked" in 
case of an emergency.

A t present, NATO has nuclear 
weapons oa the European conti­
nent, but they are under exclusive 
U.S. control. Changes would be 
required in the U.S. Atomic Ekier- 
gy Act before the custody of the 
nuclear warheads could be shared 
with other nations.

Adenauer said that U.S. Gen. 
Laurla Norstad. NATO supreme 
commander, "aubmltted a plan in 
September 1960. to the previous

elections it was not acted upon.'

Liver May Produce 
Immunity to Cancer

By ROBERT GOLDENSTEIN ^change 
jkaiiociated Pres* Science Writer

Chicago, Nov. 17 (/Pi — An im­
munity shield protecting normal 
persons from developing- cancer 
may be a materiel manufactured 
in the liver, three medical investi­
gators suggested today.

They said some evidence o f ' a  
mechanism of this type has been 
indicated in animal cancer trans­
plant experiments.

The doctors said several-scien­
tists have demonstrated that a 
cancer suppressing substance is 
present in a high degree in the 
blood serum of guinea pigs. They 
have detected its presence to a 
lesser degree in the serum .of hu­
mans. • . „
- The acUi-ity-Of the. suppressing 
agent was demonstrated when 
cancers were transplanted into 
mice and serum Was administered.
The tumors regres-sed swiftly in 
relation to similar tumors trans­
planted into other mice that re­
ceived no serum.

The-study was made by Drs.
Peter A. Herbut, Theodore T.
Tsaltas and William H. Kraemer 
of Philadelphia.

The active agent is called tumor 
inhibitory principle iTEP). Ex­
tracts containing the substance 
are composed of proteins.

The researchers made extracts 
from guinea pig muscle, spleen, 
kidney, hear t  brain and liver.
’Ibey found-TTP only in liver.

Next, the Investigators sought 
to determine if the subatsnee Is 
excreted in human bile.

Writing in the Journal of the 
American Medioal Association,
-they said:

"Tbie data' indicated marked re­
tardation o f growth with bile from 
non-cancer patients, and no re­
tardation of growth -with bile from! 
cancer patients . > . thus It ap­
pears that the normal human Uv.er 
produces an inhibitory principle 
which it imparts not only to the 
blood stream but also to the bjle.”

The doctors cited recorded esses 
of. spontaneous regression pf can­
cer in humans— the very tiny per- 
eentage of sufferers whose cancers 
disappear without any medical 
treatment

For Taking Over Canal

Presidents Kennedy and Roberto 
Chlari on negotiations for a new 
treaty.

d iia ii  on Sept. 8 had written 
Kennedy that their governments 
should try again to resolve long­
standing differences over the Ca­
nal Zone, starting this time from 
scratch.

Kennedy in a letter 'Nov. 2 
agreed the (lifferences tovust be dis­
cussed thoroughly and f«;ankly and 
indicated his government would be 
ready for talks In 1962 after It re- 
studi^ current and future needs 
flrom the canal.
