Bid French 
Join Talks 
At Geneva

By PRESTON OBOVEB
Moscow, Nov. 27 (IP)—The . 

Soviet Union proposed today 
that the United States, Brit­
ain and FVance agree with it 
now to ban all nuclear tests. 
First western reaction was 
skeptical since the Soviet pro­
posal seemed to call for an un­
limited and uncontrolled test 
moratorium.

Tlie proposal was made on the 
eve of the resumption of nuclear 
test ban ta lks in Geneva by the So­
viet Union. B ritain and the U nited 
States. France, the fourth nuclear 
power. Is not a partic ipan t bu t a  
Soviet sta tem en t said the tim e haa 
come to invite the French.

The Ruai;ians released a proposed 
4-articie d ra f t agreem ent and in an 
accom panjing sta tem en t hinted 
they m ay resume te s ts  if F rance 
does.

Under the Soviet proposal, the  
four powers would agree to  h a lt 
tes ts  in the atm osphere, under wa­
te r and in O uter Space. The argu­
m ent was th a t each power now haa 
the m eans of detecting such tes ts  
and cheating would be impossible.

The four pow ers also would un­
dertake no t to  hold nuclear w eap­
ons tests  underground while nego­
tia ting  an agreem ent on a  control 
system  th a t could detec t such 
blasts.

The proposal w as deliv’ered to  
the press bu t the em bassies Im­
m ediately involved — the B ritish, 
American and French — w ere not 
called In.

imitate cacli other in .sounding a 
single theme. ■ in the manner of 
"Three Blind Mice, but somewhat 
more developed than that simple 
little round.

Then comes * big fat tune, in the 
best Italian opera tradition. It is 
sounded first by the clarinet, and 
i repeated by the strings. It 
rises to a clima.x for full orchestra, 
and then the piece dies away and 
ends quietly. Very effective.

The program will end w-iih the 
Slavonic March by Tschaikowsky, 
Or "Marche Slave” If you prefer 
the French title. This, of course, 
employs the full resources of the 
orchestra, and is the only number 
on the program that does. The 
Saint-Saens uses everything but 
percussion, but the Tschaikowksy 
adds four percussionists.

As Jimmie Durante used to say, 
"EiVerybody wants to get into the 
act.” It is among the composer's 
best-known works, so you kre 
bound to know it.Personally I 
prefer it to the ''Overture 1812” 
which shades it a bit in popularity.

All in all, it's a dandy program, 
and I hope to see you all there. As 
with the previous concert, part of 
the receipts will go to the Daniel 
Manchuck Memorial Scholarship 
Frind, at the high school.

String Group 
Opens Series 

Of Concerts
By JOHN CHUiBBR

The local season of concerts by 
the Community Concert Aasocia- 
tion of Manchester opened last 
evening with a breath-taking per- 
fornianc* by the Netherlands 
Chamber Orchestra. The group of 
string players easily proved them­
selves the finest aggregation ever 
heard here.

Precision was faultless, both in 
nuance and rhythm. Nowhere was 
thetr perfection more evident than 
In the numerous extended pizzicat- 
to passages during the program. 
The players plucked their Instru­
ments as though they were one. 
It mattered not whether the tempo 
was the slow adagio of the Haydn 
Concerto or the rapid movement 
In Britten's "Simple Symphony," 
the precision was faultless Md 
amazing.

Nor was it only in pizzicato work 
that the ensemble was so remark­
able. Tone, n u a n c e ,  and every­
thing else was unbelievably fine, 
reflecting great credit on Srymon 
Goldberg, its conductor. This one 
atti-action was worth the price of 
the entire series of concert, in my 
estimation.

Mr. Goldberg also appeared twice 
as soloist with the group, offering 
the familiar Bach Concerto in A 
minor, for Violin and orche.stra, 
and the seldom offered Haydn Con­
certo in C Major. While he is a 
very adequate violinist, his owm 
performances were nothing like as 
startling as the work of the en­
semble he directs.

His Intonation is not above re­
proach, even though his orchestra’s 
is. This was immediately apparent 
In the Allegro of the Bach, with 
which the program opened. The 
fault might have been forgiven as 
being a natural hazard of an 
opening selection, but It was like­
wise apparent, even In the final 
Presto of the Haydn work.

He doesn’t play badly out of 
tune, but contrasted to the virtual 
perfection against which he dis­
played his talents, the slight lapses 
were noticeable to an attentive 
listener. In the Bach, for example, 
he consistently played A-flat in­
stead of G-sharp, and If you are one 
who thinks the notes are identical, 
you probably thought he was great.

Unfortunately the notes are not 
the same to a violinist, or at least 
they should not be so. Throughout 
the performances his lapses were 
of this minor nature so they can­
not be called glaring. Technically, 
his bow arm is excellent, and prob­
ably astounded numbers of the au­
dience with its virtuosity.

Speaking of virtuosity reminds 
me that there must be better ca­
denzas to thd Haydn Concerto 
than the one by Carl Flesch, which 
Mr. Goldberg offered. True, it Is 
admirably calculated to display a 
performer’s abilities, but it has 
little or nothing to do with the 
roccocco style of genial old Papa 
Haydn.

As an interpreter, Mr. Goldberg 
seems more convincing in the 
modern field than with the classics. 
It is difficult to see how the Bar- 
tok and the Britten works could 
possibly have been improved.

The Bach and the Haydn, how­
ever. lacked conviction and pro­
found understanding of these 
composers’ true < greatness. They 
were admirably played but the 
interpretation offered nothing new 
or outstanding.

The audience loved the whole 
thing, recalling Mr. Goldberg sev­
eral times after the concert!, and 
demanding an extra number at the 
end. The addition .came in the 
form of the final Allegro from a 
symphony by Henk Badings. mod­
em Dutch composer, and - proved 
to be ,one of the most effective 
works from his pen that I have 
heard.

Admittedly I haven’t heard a 
great deal of his music, still his 
works are not altogether unknown 
In the United States nor In ^Great- 
er Hartford.

AU In all; my heartiest con­
gratulations to the Netherlands 
Chamber Orchestra. It is an un­
believably fine ' organization, a 
truly great addition to the finest 
orchestras the world over.

AVOID LOSING
t r u m p  control

'  By AUred' Sheinwold
A French statesman once 

that no crime U too great for * 
married man with a family to sup­
port. Clearly, this accounts for 
the way some bridge hands *re 
played.

South (a married man) ruffed 
the aecond club, led a heart to 
dummy and tried a spade finest. 
This play did nothing to support 
his family.

West won with the queen of 
spades and forced South to ruff 
another club. South hopefully led 
out the ace and king of spades, 
but this left West with the only 
remaining trump. After ruffing 
two clubs, South could draw only 
three of West’s trumps.

West ruffed the third diamond 
and cashed his last two clubs.

South was down two on a hand 
that should have given him game 
and rubber.

Keep Control
The secret of playing a hand 

of this sort Is to keep control of 
the trumps. You csinnot afford to 
let the opponents lead clubs since 
that will reduce your trump 
length.

If you look ahead, you will see 
.that loss of the spade finesse will 
glye the enemy one more chance 
to lead a club. This Is just what 
you want to avoid.

See what happens If you don't 
take a spade finesse. Win the 
second trick by ruffing a club 
and lead out the ace and king of 
spades. Now forget about the two 
outstanding trumps. Just start the 
diamonds and keep plugging away 
at them.

West will make his queen and 
four of trumps, but you .stay one 
trump ahead of him. When West 
ruffs a diamond, he has only one 
trump left and you still have two 
trumps. You therefore keep con­
trol of the hand and lose only 
one club and two tnimps.

Daily question
Dealer, at your left,, bids one 

spade and your  ̂partner doubles. 
The next player pas.ses. You hold: 
Spades—6 5: Heart.s—16 5 4 2; 
Dlamonds~9-6-4: Clubs—A K 6. 
What do you say?

When his government signs a 
aeparate peace treaty wlhi the 
Soviet Union, he said, the Western 
Allies will -have to withdraw their 
garrisons from West Berlin 
gradually and negotiate with East 
Germany for access rights to the 
Red-surrounded city.

Ulbrlcht made no mention of 
Premier Khrushchev's moent 
statement that he would postpone 
signing a separate treaty with 
East Germany If the West show.s 
willingness to negotiate. But 
Khrushchev has said he will not 
wait Indefinitely.

Ulbrlcht declared the position of 
Bast Berlin, the East German 
capital, is not up for negotiation'

He said it was high time the 
western powers respected interna­
tional law as to East Germany’s 
sovereignty “on the water, on the 
land and In the air.”

Ulbrlcht proposed "normal rela- 
tlona" between East and West Ger­
many by acknowledging each 
other's sovereignty. He said both 
should renounce nuclear arms and 
begin negotiations toward a Ger­
man confederation.

As a first step, he suggested 
that the two Germanys recognize 
each other's passports and con­
clude a trade treaty at governmertt 
level. An unofficial West German 
office now handles the big ex- 

'change of goods to avoid the ap­
pearance that West Germany Rec­
ognizes the East German regime 
officially.

West German government 
sources said the Bonn government 
would take no notice of Ulbrlcht's 
proposals and would make no’ com­
ment on them.

Pravda, the Soviet communist 
party organ, said today the* Ken- 
nedy-Adenauer talks showed that 
Kennedy has been won over to the 
G erm ^ leader's "hard, hopeless 
policy" and that “ peace-loving peo­
ples have again been faced with a 
close alliance between the extreme 
reactionary and aggressive circles 
of the U.S.A. and the West German 
militarists and revanchists.”

“ A sop has been flung to the in­
ternational public In the form of a 
demagogic desire to begin talks 
between East and West," Pravda 
said. "The basis of thwe talks 
must be the preservation of the oc­
cupation status of Berlin."

“ The Bonn advocates of self-de­
termination announced beforehand 
their Intention to strive for an ex­
tension of the occupation regime to 
the whole of Berlin, that is, to the 
capital of the sovereign German 
Democratic Republic also," the 
Soviet commentator continued.

"A more absurd basis for talks it 
would be difficult to find. Clearly 
It 1s being put fonvard with the 
evident and international aim of 
foiling any idea of tsdks about West 
Berlin."

"We do not see that any polit­
ical or tdealogical n disputes" 
should block cooperation In outer 
space. Dean said.

Louts Dauge, French delegate, 
also urged that the mandate of the 
committee be renewed.

Secretary-general U Thant sum­
moned the committee to meet be­
cause Britain, the United States, 
France, Canada, Italy and Iran 
asked for the meeting and a majlfr- 
ity of the committee membership 
agreed.

Zorin wrote U Thant that the 
western proposal to convene the 
committee "without preliminary 
agreement on the principles for the 
organization of its work can only 
be regarded as a  further unjustified 
attempt on the part of the United 
States to gain a predominant posi­
tion in the committee."

He charged that the United 
States, by insisting that the com­
mittee choose its officers by ma­
jority vote rather than Soviet-U.S. 
agreement, wag trying to hog the 
offices of the committee and of the

space-science conference the com­
mittee Is supposed to plan.

The Soviet Union, Zorin wrote, 
wants fair representation for "all 
three groups of states" in the direc­
tion M the committee, its subcom­
mittees and the conference.

The Russians agreed to the com­
position of the oommittse of 24 in 
1959. But of the 24, Zorin noted 
last week, "12 are members of the 
western blocs and only seven are 
Socialist (Communist) countries."

The c ^ m itte c  members are Al- 
banta/|Argentina, Australia, Aus­
tria, Helgium, Brasil, Britain, Bul­
garia, C a n a d a ,  Czechoslovakia, 
Franca Hungary, India, Iran, Italy, 
Japan, Lebanon, Mexico, . Poland, 
Romania, the Soviet Union, Swed­
en, the United Arab Republic and 
the United States.

The assembly created ths comr 
mittee-in December 1958 as an 18- 
nation group. I t  met in May and 
June 1959 but the Soviet Union, 
Czechoslovakia, Poland, India and 
the United Arab Republic stayed 
away.

The 24-natlon committee, set up 
for 1960-61, has not met because 
the Soviet Union and the United 
States could not agree on arrange­
ments.

A Role For Bowles
We don't believe any observer, 

tn Washlnffton or anywhere else, 
has ever thought for a moment 
that the official position of Ches­
ter Bowles as Under Secretary of 
State meant that he was really 
number two man in either the 
formulation or the execution of 
Kennedy adminiatnULion foreign 
poUey. The title he held represent­
ed a place for him to hang his hat. 
Tile traditional duties which went 
with the title, involving supen-i- 

' alon of the organizational effi- 
dency of the department, were a 
fkr cry from the happiest and moat 
natural Instincts of the former 
Connecticut governor, which are 
to play with ideas and the exposi­
tion of ideas. The office itself was 
symbol of an importance he did not 

 ̂have, and of a function he did not 
_ perform.
“ Bowles’ strength and real public
-  value lie in the fact that he is al­

ways an Interestihg, often a stim­
ulating, although sometimes a

, controversial, fellow to have 
around. Perhaps very few people 
would rush to the opportunity to

- gtve him sole or top responsibility 
for the formulation of policy: 
many more, however, might agree 
that it would be a good thing, in 
the formulation of policy, to have

. his ideas and theories, w-hich often
■ break through some of the routine 

assumptions of diplomacy, given 
their hearing and their chance.

Again, few might rush to give 
Bowles the opportunity to be the 

»sole or top executive for foreign 
policy. But many might concede 
that he has excellent talent for the 
OKpositlon of policy, and for the 
kind of imagmative salesmanship 
for America and American pur­
poses which we always seem to 

. Heed so badly in many sections of 
' the world.

So the kindly wish from Con­
necticut would be that President 
Kennedy, having both the respon- 

'  SlblUty and tbe right to correct his 
own original effort to fit Bowles

- Into the wrong position, now finds 
. and persuades Bowles to accept
■ some function more fitted to* the 
. display of Bowles' - own best tal­

ents.
The sweeping reassignments 

^-whidi accompany the removal of 
Bowries all seem part o f a praise­
worthy affort to end another mal-

- adjustment Into wdilch the Ken- 
.Hsdy administration wandered in 
' Its haste to organize a new admin­
istration which accommodated 
everybody. This maladjustment led 
to  frequent doubts as to which 
state department w u  in charge of 
foreign policy, the formal depart­
ment imder Secretary Rusk, or the 
shadow state department repre­
sented by-President Kennedy's own

-personal advisers. The President 
now moves these personal adviss 
eziA his owrn personal choices 
aig/experte and thinkers In their 
various fields, into the official 
^osts In the State Department 
whose official duties their unoffi­
cial activity has been paralleling.

What this may mean w-ith re­
gard to the quality and slant o f fu­
ture foreign policy remains to be 
swn. and it may develop that the 

'■ nation may come to wish, some 
tlrae in the future, that it had been 

. ?>*®t<l*i!*t's kitchen cabinet on
fon lgn  policy which had been de­
moted, instead of the Btaj.e De­
partment existing staff. But at 
leM t the PresideAt is acting to set 
i»p just one state department and 

,n o  more, apd thereby, pledging 
more oonsletency and leas con- 
Bialan In the more Important ein- 

Itinction &ia administration. 
It  tbtre is alto wdsdom, and san­
ity , Bome o f the time, that will be

real thing to do with our schools la 
to abolish them.

But honesty intervenes, and kills 
oar pieaaare. Dr. Read's roaaona 
tor counseling such a revehiUoa- 
ary step ars not ours; her reasons 
are not good reasons. We can’t ac­
cept her help In our owm secret 
crusade.

The noted anthropologist, w-hb is 
alao not averse to getting her 
name Into public discussion of al­
most any kind o f topic, makes her 
suggestion, that we have no 
schools at all. In the course of a 
quarrel with the way the schools 
we do have tend to grow brittle 
and bureaucratic. In place of 
schools, which she contends were 
only really necessary when the ob­
ject w-aa to introduce learning^ to 
an illiterate population, she recom­
mends that teaching be done by 
the mother, in the home, at any 
age the child seems receptive tq i t  
All tbe elemental equipment of an 
education could be acquired. .<!hc 
argues, in the home, with an occa­
sional assi.st from things like tele­
vision, and then we could atop 
spending all our time and energy 
in arguing what kind of schools 
we should have, and what educa­
tional theory we should honor in 
them, and we could ptop the busi­
ness of whipsawing our ow-n youth 
between one theory and another.

Some part of that beginning for 
edi. cation in the home which Dr. 
Mead recommends would inevit­
ably be part of our ov-n long-medi- 
taled answer to the problem of ed­
ucation. We, too, would abolish 
schools aa such, at least in so far 
as there would be anything com­
pulsory and required about them. 
We would set up education purely 
on a come and get it basis, for 
those who wanted it. Those who 
wanted It could take whatever 
kind of education pleased them, for 
aa long as it pleased them. But 
there would be no attendance rec­
ords, and no degrees or diplomas, 
nothing whatever to compel any­
body to attend, except hisvor her 
oa-n desire, and nothing whatever 
to identify anybody who had at­
tended, except his or her kecumu- 
lation o£ knowledge an-J wisdom.

We happen to think that such a 
system, which would begin by 
abolishing schools, and then re­
opening them as the voluntary ap- 
pearahee of students warranted, 
would result in much more educa­
tion than we get now, vastly 
more, in fact, with perhaps some 
dow-nward trend in the total num­
ber of individuals receiving It.

We would expect schools to be 
regarded as a popular opportimity 
rather than as compulsory drudg­
ery; teaching to be regarded as a 
process of assisting the student 
rather than directing him; learn­
ing itself to be considered a pearl 
to be Bought rather than a pill to 
be swallowed.

We have, for years, toyed with 
other alternatives, and w-e still 
come bsck to the one fundamental 
conclusion: Schools will have to be 
abolished before they flower into 
what they should be, both in their 
own performance and in the atti­
tude of those who go to them.

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No Magic Wand
The bankruptcy trustees of 

the New Haven Railroad have, jso 
far, waved no magic wand over 
their sick. ward. To the contrary, 
they have been reaching for some 
old ■ palliatives, and encountering 
some old difficulties. Like the 
management they have succeeded, 
they need to borrow money ,and 
have the government guarantee 
tlieir loans. Similarly, they now 
ask for permission to Increase 
their comrnuter fares—on tickets 
they sell In w'eekly or monthly 
blocks—by 10 per cent. They aie 
cutting expenses, they hope, but 
still find the railroad losing a little 
over a million dollars a month. 
They would like to dress up the 
equipment and^improve the serv­
ice, but find they have to patch 
windows when they can.

In all this, they are wrestling 
with a heritage which cannot be 
magicked out of the way by any 
sudden stratagem or reversal of 
policy. They are fighting for 
breathing room, for a position 
from which they may be able to 
undertake the fundamental sur­
vival of the railroad as a privately 
owned enterprise. SomS of the 
stop-gap measures they take, like 
the p'ospective increase in com­
muter fares, or their threat that 
they may have to abandon some 
commuter seiTrices, may make the 
present plight of the railroad 
worse instead of better, and lose 
it more of the business it ought to 
increase in order to reach oper­
ating solvency.

The, difference, now that the 
trustees are running the railroad, 
is that we now expect that if they 
ever do achieve breathing room 
they win use that opportunity 
constructively and Imaginatively 
to begin building a railroad so 
good, so dependable and attractive 
in it i  service, that it will attract 
beck the amoimt o f patronage it 
needs to become a aolvent private 
enterptiee again.

The P r e s i d e n t  telephoned 
Bridges' widow at their Concord, 
N.H., home to extend condolences 
and later issued a statement de­
scribing Bridges as "a great pa­
triot who devoted his life to the 
continuing strength of our coun­
try. "

Former President Dwight D. 
Eisenhower at Augusta. Ga„ said
that in close association with 
Bridges ’ ’I came to learn how 
deeply he was dedicated to the'

 ̂good ol our nation." 
i Former President Harry S. Tru- 
! man. who served with Bridges tn 
, the Senate, said; " I  was very fond 
of Sen. Bridges. He was a’ good 
man.”

Among other tributes, former j  
Vice President Richard M. Nixon 
said at Los Angeles that Bridges' 
was "one of the most effective | 
political leaddrs ever produced oy I 
the Republican party."

Many political observers tn tra­
ditionally Republican New Hamp­
shire believed Republican Gov. 
Wesley Powell, a graduate of 
Bridges' staff, would be appointed 
to succeed him, although some 
other reports mentioned Bridges’ 
widow.

The appointee will hold-the seat 
only until the 1962 election, when 
the voters will choose a senator 
to complete the balance of Bridges’ 
term, which expires in 1966.

Powell can not appoint himself. 
He would have to resign as gov­
ernor and be appointed by his suc­
cessor, the president of the state 
.senate, Samuel Green, a Manches­
ter republican.

Bridges' body wiU lie in State 
in the State House Hall of Flags 
frwn 2 p.m. (BST) to 11 p.m. to­
morrow and from S:30 a.m. to 11 
a.m Wednesday.

A  private funeral service for the 
immediate family only will be held 
at 11 a.m. Tuesday at the East 
CAncord Congregational Church.
• Bridges’ office said the Senator 
"died peacefully in hla sleep at 3 
a.m. In his Concord, N.H., home of 
complications arising from a se­
vere coronary attack suffered 
Sept. 20.”

He was the second leader of Con- 
greas to die in 10 days. House 
?oeeker Sam Rayburn died Nov. 
16.

In the Senate, Bridges generally 
was regai-ded as an articulate 
spokesman for the Conservative 
point of view, though he regarded 
himself ss a "raiddle-of-the- 
roader."

Rockefeller had collected half a 
dozen skulls but Jansen said they 
were “ fetish skulls"—remains of 
ancestors kept by the natives for 
superstitious reasons.

Main Cause of Deaths^

Denver (/P)—Head injuries are mainly responsible for the 
32 known fatalities in football this season, an American 
Medical Association expert reported yesterday.

has •While football headgear 
been vastly  improved, "There is 
still much' to be done before pro­
tection approaches ideal stand­
ards," said Dr. Allan Ryan of 
Meriden, Conn., chairm an of the 
AMA’s com m ittee on medical a s­
pects of. sports. He presided- a t a 
conference on the opening day' o f 
the 15th clinical m eeting of the 
AMA.

Dr. Ryan said his reports show 
22 high school football deaths this 
season. This repre.sents two •pee 
100,090 participants. The other 
fa ta lities w ere seven collegians, 
two .semi-pros and one sandlot 
player.

A rigid plastic helm et using an 
Interior suspension system  is the 
best available headgear, Dr. Ryan 
said, but not all football team s 
are equipped w ith this type b*- 
cause of its  cost.

Lock of P lanning
"One Of the g re a t gaps in the 

program  of care for the secondary 
school ath lete ," Dr. R yan said, "is 
the lack of financial T lan n l"?  
the p a rt of local boarcls of educa- 
tipn when new schools are con­
structed  to  provide adequate med­
ical facilities.”

He said local boards often fail 
to Include in their budget funds 
for "supplies of adequate and up- 
to-date protective equipm ent and 
for rem uneration of tqam physi­
cians."

Ryan said, would be the employ­
m ent of team ; physicians who 
woul(l be consulted about training 
methods and equipm ent purchases.

Cummings said, at least 
to bridge the gap until the master 
plan is finished in late December.
