Last night's concert by the Man-
chester Civic Orcheslra demon-
strated that the organization has
made very marked advancement
since ita firat concert Iast spring,
Intonation and tone qualities were
Improved, and the orchestra is de-
finitely more flexible in shadings
of rhythm and dynamics,

Throughout the entire evening
there was the feeling that this is
a professional orchestra, rather
than a group of amatuers. They
are, of course, amateurs, but
amateéurs in Lthe finest sense of the
word; the word literally meana
"lovers,” and thease people are de-
finitely lovers of music,

Mr. Gruber chose a fine pro-
gram, wilth good variety. It was
well-adapted to the abilities of the
group and so far as I could judge,
to the audience, as well. It was
well-paced and well played, so that
Manchester is to be congratulated
on the entire affair, IL really
should have had a larger audience,
for although there were many
people there, emply seals were
also to be seen.

this purpose. This use is not per-
mitted in this case and the request
for an exception to zoning regula-
tions ghould have been made Lo the
zoning commission,

This is the first mich case that
has coma up since adoption of new
regulations which went into effect
about a year ago, The new reg-
ulations list aseveral itted
useg in a busineas zone, but omits
mentioning a used car business, It
would be permitted in areas de-
signated as industrial zones,

The ZBA will send a copy of
Garrity's decision to the zoning
commiasion for its consideration.

During the public hearing on
Nov. 22, the question of whether
the ZBA had jurisdiction was
raised and the ZBA tabled action
on Mason's permit until legal ad-
vice could be obtained.

Seventy-seven of the United Na-
tions’ 103 members last month
called on the three nuclear pow-
ers—the United States, Britain
and Russia—to resume their ap-
parently hopeleas efforts to draw
up an internationally controlled
treaty to ban atomic weapon tests.

The three nuclear powers are to
report back by Dec. 14 to the Gen-
eral Assembly, where the United
States and Russia are wrangling
over the makeup of a new confer-
ence on general dlsarmament,

Tsarapkin told Dean and Godber
that in the present period of East-
West tension and crisis, the West-
ern insistence on controls was a
pretext for western military esplo-
nage and was out of date because
of advances In methods of detect-
Ing nuclear explosions from abroad.

Tsarapkin said the Soviet gov-
emment was nol willing even to
discuss a western draftl treaty for
& controlled nuclear test ban

He withdrew previous Soviet
agreement to a whole series of test
ban control provisions the three
nations had worked outl together
during the first phase of more than
three yvears of negotiations.

He satressed that the Soviel
Union had returned to the Geneva
talks only because an earlier
American-Soviet  agreement in
New York opened the way to East-
West negotiations on general
and complete disarmament “in the
immediate future.” Once mores he
demanded thatl the nuclear testis-
sue be transferred to the, future
disarmament negollations.

The West has steadily opposed
merging the test ban issue with
disarmament. But if the Soviels
maintain their prefusal to discuss a
controlled ban on Tests outside Lthe
disarmament framework, the West
may have no alternative.

If the Russians then refuse to
discuss & control system even in
the wider disarmament forum,

western officials believe all pres-
ent hopes of a disarmament Ltreaty |

are doomed to fallure.

Dean put the question to Tsar-
apkin directly yvesterday. He asked
whether the Ruasians would accept
the test ban controls if they were
introduced again in the general
disarmament discussions.

Some western officials hoped
Tparapkin would give a reply to-
day. But the Soviet delegate told
nawamen he was not prepared to
discuss anything except the So-
viet plan rejected by the West.

Rifle wounds to the chest ended
the life of 26-year-old Ernest
