(OnnUnued from Ppgo Om )
he said, the checks could not be 
checked out with the bank in ques­
tion as to their validity.

The detective estimated that 
they purchased a total of six cases 
of liquor, shoes, clothing, dry goods, 
etc., but police are also wondering 
where all the merchandise Is. The 
checks ranged from $85 to $130.

The "smooth operation” was car­
ried out with such detail, said the 
detectives, that the two men who 
had paid the printer $7 to have the 
checks printed, also used a check 
writing machine and a typewriter 
for each check. He estimated that 
they had about 15 refusals, "but not 
one merchant reported his or her 
Suspicion.  ̂ to police in liny of the 
communities.”

At one liquor store, the younger 
man purchased $32 worth of liquor 
and then told the merchant he 
would he br*;k later to pick up 
the order. And he did, paying for 
the order at that time.

In a super market, one of the 
men bought some groceries and 
handed ' the clerk a bogus check. 
She cashed it and gave him his 
change. However, she forgot to 
use the check camera on the 
counter which photographs the 
caslier and the check at the same 
time. On the roll of film were pho­
tos of prominent businessmen and 
well-known residents of the com­
munity.

Both men were described as 
well-mannered, smooth talkers and 
well dressed. They began cashing 
the checks late In the afternoon 
6f Nov. 17 and finished up late the 
following day. They then appar­
ently left the state. The FBI has 
been called into the investigation.

, If you're a lucky bridge playef 
you don't have to read this article. 
You can make a couple of mis­
takes in the play of a hand and still 
land on your feet If you’re normal, 
however, it won’t hurt you to read 
sdmetbing about cautious play.

West Opened the Jack of dia­
monds, covered by the queen and 
ace. South ruffed with the six of 
spades, led out tl.e ace and king of 
spades, and grunted when he dls- 
clvered the bad trump break.

Now South led a heart to the 
queen and continued with the ace 
and king of hearts. Ekist ruffed the 
king of hearts and drew dummy’s 
last trump. South eventually lost 
his last heart and a club.

The secret of making this hand 
is to lead hearts through East. Af­
ter discovering the bad trump 
break, lead a heart to dummy's 
queen and return a heart through 
East.

East follows suit, and you win 
with the ace of hearts. Now lead a 
club to dummy's king, discard a 
club on the king of diamonds and 
lead dummy’s last heart through 
East.

If Blast ruffs, he captures only 
your small heart. You can save the 
king of hearts to win a later trick. 
If East fails to ruff, you take the 
king of hearU and niff your last 
heart in dummy. East can over­
ruff, of course, but he cannot de­
feat the contract.

The 4-1 trump break is bad luck. 
Giving East a chance to niff a 
high heart ie bad play. You can't 
afford both on thc'’'samc hand.

The exterior ot the building 
bears no mention of the word 
"Communist." A red, white and 
black sign near the door rgads: 
"The Worker, f o u n d e d  1924— 
Working People’s Paper."

The. building houses not only the 
national headquarters of the party, 
but also Its New York state head­
quarters and the offices of "The 
Worker.”

I t’s black front door has no out­
side handle, but only keyholes to 
two locks. I t  bore a simple hand- 
lettered sign: "Ring Bell.”
. A ring of the bell brought a 
young Negro wbnian who laugh­
ingly remarked: "That slgpi la only 
for Saturdays. W? always forget to 
take It down.” As It turned out, 
neither of the locks was locked. 
Anybody could walk In.

A request to the young woman, 
an employee of the worker, to see 
the party leaders, drew the re­
ply:

"The party Is on the third floor. 
Take the elevator If you wish.”

She returned to her desk behind 
a  glass partition.

The door of the self-service ele­
vator opened on the third floor 
into a  reception room with light 
gray walls and utilitarian wooden 
furniture. An electric coffee pot 
simmered on one of the tables, 
which were covered for the most 
part with pamphlets.

A young white woman, dark- 
haired and dark-eyed, wearing a 
light tan knit dress, sat at the 
reception deek outside Hall'a office 
at the rear of the building.

"May I help you?" she asked.
’The reporter stated his mis­

sion—he would like to see Hall, 
Miss Flynn or Davis, She ahook 
her head and said they were not 
In.

"No InterviewB," she added. "If 
we have any statement we will 
send It to you.”

On the way downstairs, the re­
porter stoppeid at the second-floor 
and asked a young woman, whose: 
desk had several copies of ’"The 
Worker,” how to obtidn a copy.

" 'The Worker’ is on the flrsb 
floor,” she said briskly.

Outside the building’s entrance, 
a rack with copies of "The Work­
er” had said, ■ "Free, take one.” 
But they were last week's. Thiv 
week’s 16 cents.

"CP heads *No’ to Illegal Regis­
tration," said the chief headline 
of the latest edition. Another said 
"Kennedy’s Interview with Izves- 
tla.” A note below the latter head­
line said;

‘"ITie flrst installment of the in­
terview, which was read In Us en­
tirety by millions of Soviet citizens 
last T\iesday, is printed below. The 
rest will appear In the next Sun­
day edition of The Wobker.’’

A faded elgn inside the front

door of the building bore a massage 
perhaps ironic in view of the gov­
ernment's announcement It will 
enforce the registration, law. It 
asked "The last one out" to 
"Please Look Door."

The Justice Department esti­
mates current Communist party 
membership in the United States 
at about 10,000.

The party ran Bari Browder for 
the presidency in 1940, but has 
had no candidate alnce.

Since then It tiAS been on the 
decline coincident with the rise of 
the "Cold War” and intra-party 
strife over the party's relation to 
the Soviet Union.

The party, In a bitter conven­
tion here in 1957, adopted a  reso­
lution aaying the nation would And 
its own road to aoclallam, consid­
ered a break from the rigid Krem­
lin line. But the old-line forces 
later regained control of the party

Hall, 50, a etocky, blond former 
Clevelander of Finnish descent, be­
came general secretary In 1959, 
succeeding Eugene Dennis.

Hall was one of the 11 Commu­
nist leaders convicted in 1949 of 
conspiracy to teach and advocate 
violent overthrow of the govern­
ment. He failed to show up as 
apheduled In 1951 to start serving 
his 5-year sentence. He was seized 
in hiding several months later and 
given an additional three years.

The Internal Security Act, which 
U.S. Atty. Gen. Robert P. Kennedy 
has promised wdll be enforced, was 
adopted by Congress in 1950 and 
la commonly known as the McCar- 
ran Act. Its registration provisions, 
after lengthy litigation, were up­
held by the Supreme Court last 
June.

How "The Worker" may be af­
fected by the act was not imme­
diately clear.

Some of the names on Us mast­
head, such as Elizabeth Gurley 
Flynn, are the same as those of 
party leaders, but the party never 
hae labeled it as a party publica­
tion.

The best Justice Department in­
formation at the moment is that 

"The Worker" would not be direct­
ly affected by the act at leaat un­
til.it waa proven in court that it 
actually is a publication of the 
party. It is printed twice a week.

Bolton Case
The demurrer entered by the de- 

feeiee In the'eruit alleging mishand­
ling of Democratic party funds In 
an intra-party dispute in Bolton, 
has been ovemilid" by' Judge 
Searles Dearington of the 12th 
Circuit Court.

The demurrer "was claimed by 
Atty. Harry Hammer, counsel for 
Vincent Krzeeickl, Democratic 
town chairman and other town 
committee members, in action 
brought by rival party members 
who won the party caucus, a pri­
mary and seated their candidates 
on the board of education In the 
town election. I

The complaint of the plaintiffs 
In the stilt, heard In the Rockville 
sestlon of the court on Oct. 17. 1 
listed misappropriation of $100 of 
the party’s funds in forcing a pri­
mary and asked for return of the 
money and an accounting of how 
the funds were spent. The suit 
also sought $350 damages.

Hammer contended the suit was 
factional; and that it was not 
properly brought In a civil court.

Atty. Leo J. Flaherty Jr., rep­
resenting the plaintiffs, said If the 
court could not rule on the case, 
then the party "could take funds 
to build a verandah or contribute 
to the Socialist cause.”

Judge Dearingrton, in. his memo­
randum of decision on the demur­
rer, noted the plaintiffs alleged 
two causes of action and said “The 
demurrer Is not addressed to either 
or both . . .  As it stands the demur-- 
rer neither encompasses both caus­
es of action nor singles out either of 
them. Since the demurrer is ad­
dressed to the complaint as an en­
tirety, the latter survives . . .  and 
the demurrer Is overruled."

The morning seaaion was ad- 
toumad at 1:12 pjn. Chief U.S. 
Delegate Adlal E. Stevenson is to 
■peek at the afternoon meeting, 
■et fo r 3 p.m.

"Let the representatives of the 
great People’s China come to this 
rostrum, already at this session 
Of the General Assembly,’’ Zorin 
said, "to  address words o f ]^ c e  
and friendship to all the peoples, 
all the nations.’ ’

The Soviet delegate described 
the Chinese nationalist govern­
ment as a group "kept alive by 
sops from the master’s table of 
power which guards it from the 

■ wrath o f the Chinese people with 
Its armed forces for the purposes 
o f aggressive policy.”

He told the 103-nation assem­
bly that the seating of the Chi­
nese Communists is necessary "for 
the nonnalisation of the intema- 
Uonal sittiaticMi and the situation 
within the United Nations Itself."

Zorin blamed the United States 
primarily for tho continued pres- 
enoe o f the Chinese Nationalists in 
ttM United i^ations.

"The U.SA_," he said, "has not 
become reconciled to the fact that 
the Chinese people have taken their 
destiny in their own hands.”

The Soviet delegate also told the 
■esembly bluntly that Communist 
China has “ the right to carry 
through the liquidation o f the 
Chiang Kalwbek clique to end both 
by peaceful means and with the 
use o f armed force.”

He asserted that the Peiping re­
gime “Is backed by the entire So- 
elslist camp, by ail peace-loving 
states. Do not forget that.”

"Aggressive plans of the U.S.A, 
against the Oiinese’s People's Re­
public,”  he said, “ caxuiot bring to 
the United States anything but de­
feat and shame.”

Zorin struck out at the TWO' 
China theory as an imperialistic in­
vention "persistently put forward 
by certain U.S. circles.”

"There are no two China’s.” he 
declared. "There is only one, and 
Its rightful government is the gov­
ernment of the People's Republic 
o f China."

The United States and other 
supporters of the Nationalists de- 
cldM to meet Russia’s demand 
beadon after getting a cool re- 
ceptkm from most other members 
for their proposal to dump the 
question in the lap of a U.N. study 
cojnmlttee that, would report back 
to the next aaaembly.

A  U.S. spokesman said instead 
a rescdutlor. was being placed be­
fore the 103-nation assembly to 
declare the China question an Is­
sue o f "substance” which will have 
to be settled by a two-thirde ma- 
J ^ ty .

The text o f the draft resolution, 
sponsored by Australia, Columbia, 
Italy,. Japan and the United States, 
was made public shortly before the 
assembly went Into session this 
morning.

A fter “noting that a serious 
divergence of view's exists among 
members concerning the repre­
sentation o f a founder member 
who is named In the (U.N.) char­
ter,” the resolution goes cm to 
say that the question should he 
cmnsidered in light of the charter 
princlplee and the cdrcumstancea 
of e a ^  case.

Finally, the resolution statee, 
the assembly would decide “ in ac­
cordance with Article 16 (o f the 
charter) that any proposal to 
change the representation of 
China is an Important question" 
requiring a two-thirds vote.

U.S. delegates believe the Com­
munists will be unable to muster 
such a  vote behind the Red Chi­
nese, even with heavy support 
from the 49-naUon Aslan-African 
group.

The U.S. spokesman said he had 
a  “ fairly reasonable expectation” 
that the Nationalist Chinese would 
■till have their seats at the end 
Of the assembly debate.

The China question was placed 
on the agenda after the United 
States, realizing it no longer had 
the voting power to get the quea- 
tiem abelvad, threw its support bC' 
hind the demand for debate.

The U.S.. delegation made clear, 
however, that it  had not relaxed 
Its determination to bar the Red 
Chinese on tire ground that they 
do not qualify as a peace-loving 
government 

Although it has been kept off 
the asMmbly agenda since 1950, 
the China question has been the 
subject of more stormy oratory 
than most iasms before the UJ4 

Each time the Russians brought 
the question up in the steering 
committee it triggered a long bit­
ter debate on whether the issue 
should go before the asaembly. The 
United States always won out but 
by increasingly narrow margins. 

Elsewhere in the U.N.:
The Soviet Union split with the 

United Arab Republic and used 
the veto in the Security Council 
t o . kill a UAR resolutlcm retsom- 
mending admission of the oU-rlcb 
sheikdom of Kuwait as the U.N.’s 
104th member.

Soviet Deputy Foreign kOnister 
Zorin cast the sole negative vote 
hf the^ll-natlon counciL 

Zorin used the veto after he 
fhUed tp win .council approval for 
a proposal to postpone coneidera- 
tioB of Kuwalta appUcatioh until 
after settlement of Iraq’s claim

New York, Dec. 1 (iP)—President 
Kennedy's interview with Izvestia 
failed to make the front page of 
all editions, it developed today.

Copies of the Soviet government 
newspaper distributed In Moscow 
Tuesday carried the Interview 
across the bottom of Page One. 
The Tuesday Izvestia received in 
New York today—by airmail direct 
from the Izvestia plant—does not 
carry the Interview at all. Instead, 
it turns up in the Wednesday edi­
tion received in New York — and 
on Page 5.

Izvestia is published in various 
regions of the Soviet Union as well 
as in Moscow. The edition received 
here is not identified, but presum­
ably is an intemationsl edition.

The interview with Kennedy 
took place Saturday, and should 
have been in type lor all editions 
of Tuesday. But there was con­
siderable doubt at the White 
House, until the last minute 
whethe' the Interview was going 
to appear Tuesday or 
The White House was in touch 
with Moscow authorities so that 
an agreed upon text could be re­
leased in Washington as soon as 
Izvestia appeared in Moscow.

Thus, it is conceivable that the 
approved text was not set up in 
Moscow in time for some editions 
Tuesday, and so was carried over 
the next day in those editions that 
had been missed.

It is also possible, of course, 
that the interview was played on 
Page One in an edition distribut­
ed in Moscow, and then subor­
dinated deliberately in other edi­
tions. No comment on this- was 
available in Moscow today at the 
time this story was written.

In any case, the full text seems 
to have appeared in various edi­
tions.

able atrueturas for this purpose In 
residential areai.

For this reason. It is believed 
the Pentagon’s (jivil Defense of­
fice la considering the possibility 
that the federal government pay 
part of the cost of adapting 
schools as shelters.

Officials said there is a popu­
lar mlscoi\ceptlon that shelters 
must be underground to be ef­
fective against fallout. On the con­
trary, they said, multi-story build- 
Ings provide excellent protection

Preliminary surveys have indt 
cated there is plenty of shelter 
space available in downto'wn areas 
to protect people in event they 
are caught in a daytime attack, 
they added.

The basic problem, officials 
said, is to find enough shelter 
space in suburban residential 
areas. That’s where the schools 
come in.

The shelter areas in the schools 
would have to be equipped with 
proper ventilation facilities and 
stocked with emergency supplies 
The schools could be of greater 
benefit in event of attack at night 
when downtown areas are mostly 
vacated.

President Kennedy, spelling out 
his policy on shelters at a news 
conference last Wednesday, said 
"the central responsibility . . .  is 
for us 'lo provide community shel­
ters.”

Officials said Kennedy’s state-

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ment does not point to any mass 
shelter building operation. But, 
they said, the government will ear­
mark shelter spaces, stock them, 
and furnish guidance and leader­
ship to the people, the states and 
local communities.

Without disclosing details, Ken­
nedy said "We are now going to 
talk to some of the governors who 
are directly concerned and involved 
in this matter because it requires 
cooperation between the federal 
government and the states and the 
communities ___”

New York State has its own pro­
gram for subsidizing construction 
of shelter space in schools. It was 
considered possible the federal gov­
ernment might help finance state 
programs of this sort.

Another field where community 
cooperation might be needed is in 
the area of'building codes. Officials 
sugg^ted that code changes might 
be needed to permit existing build­
ings or new ones to be adapted as 
shelterii.

Although the government accepts 
the responsibility of providing 
community shelters. It encourages 
people to help themselves. To this 
end, the CJivll Defense office ex­
pects to have out in twp or three 
weeks a suggested plan for back­
yard shelters that would cost about 
$150.

Also, the Pentagon is nearing 
publication of a bMkIet which will 
provide the latest available infor­
mation on protection against the 
effects of a nuclear assault.

For Retarded

Mass Transit Plan Proposed 
To CRPA Parley by Lavitt

Bloomfield, Dec. 1 (IP)—A resolu-- 
tlon calling on every town in the 
23-town Capitol Region to vote to 
join a mass transit district by 
November 1962 was to be Intro­
duced today at the conclusion of 
a transportation conference at the 
Connecticut General Auditorium in 
Bloomfield.

The resolution, to be introduced 
by Seymour Lavitt, Rockville rep­
resentative to the CRPA (Capitol 
Region Planning Agency) .and its 
committee on mass transportation, 
was to climax a day-long study of 
transit problems with speakers 
from the national, state and local 
level.

Lavitt’s resolution called on the 
conference "to go on record as 
strongly urging the legislative 
bodies of each town and city in the 
Capitol Region to vote favorably 
on presenting the question of for­
mation of a mass transit district 
simultaneously before votfcrs . . . 
in November 1962.”

The conference, sponsored by the 
CRPA committee on- mass traHSr 
portatlon and .the Greater Hart­
ford Chamber of Commerce, this 
morning heard talks by Eugene S. 
Loughlln, chairman of the State 
Phibllc Utilities Commission, F. 
Houston Wynn, planning consult­
ant who studied the area's bus 
needs, Earl R. Mortemore, general 
manager of the Connecticut Com­
pany, and Donald C. Hyde, general

manager of the Cleveland Transit 
System.

West Hartford Councilman J. 
William Burns, chairman of the 
mass transport committee, told the 
conference In opening today's ses­
sion that "we need not wait for the 
overt collapse of the bus system 
before we act.” He said enabling 
legislation passed by the 1961 
General Assembly under the guid­
ance of Newington Rep. Roger W. 
Eddy allows establishment of 
mass transit dlstrirf immediately.

Eddy was to addres.s the con 
ference this afternoon as well as 
Governor Dempsey.

Sykea Junior High- School, which 
has expanded part of its curriculum 
this year, will expand it again next 
year to Include the first class of 
mentally retarded educable young­
sters in its track system of instruc 
tlon.

Principal Richard M. Sawyer has 
Informed the board education 
that the educable class will be 
classified as the fourth of the four 
tracks and its students will have 
an opportunity to move into third 
track classes if their work war­
rants it.

As a result of the school board 
vote two weeks ago to move educ­
able youngsters into the regular 
schools, the Sykes staff has planned 
to take on one class at the Grade 
7 level.

A second class of younger stu­
dents will be taught in one of 
the four elementary schools.  ̂

Each class win contain from 10 
to 12 pupils, Bcgording to Anthony 
Magliocco. in charges of the Tal- 
cottville School for mentally re­
tarded children.

The Sykes class will have its 
own room and curriculum, but 
students will take part in other 
school activites, such as gym. Saw­
yer said.

He asid the special teacher will 
take full control of the class.

Magliocco said the teacher is
going to have to be willing to as­

sume a great deal of responsibility 
and may have to go out on many 
cases.” He indicated the newness 
of the program will put an added 
bUrden on the teacher.

The program worked out for 
Sykes follows the prograVn for 
educable youngsters used for eight 
years at the Plante Junior High 
School In West Hartford. Sawyer, 
Magliocco and Asst. School Supt. 
Allen L. Dresser visited the Plante 
school to study its program.

Students in the special class, 
termed Track D, will be able to 
take elective courses in conjunc­

tion with Track C students, Bayer 
■aid. The electives are industrial 
arts, home economics, art, band, 
chorus and music.

The addition of the new track 
next year will come-on top o f an 
expanded language program be­
gun this year.

Grade. 7 students are eligible to 
elect conversational French I  and 
may now take either conversation­
al French n  or the regulau* French 
I course in Grade 8 the following 
year, depending on their marks.

Because French I  Is taught both 
in junior high school smd the fresh­
man year Of senior high school, 
a student unable to master it in 
junior hlg;h may still receive French 
training (conversational French 
I I )  which will better prepare him 
for French I  as a high school 
freshman.

Dresser said French has not yet 
been considered for -elementary 
schools, but may be some time 
in the future if there is popular 
demand.

"We feel the program is suffici­
ent at present,” he said.

Japanese Girl 
Tells Homelife 
To Classmates
"I school to go" Is the proper 

orde- ot a Japanese sentence ac­
cording to Hiroko Nogami, an. 
MHS exchange student. Hiroko is 
a member of Miss Helen J. Estes’ 
Junior English class which has 
been presenting oral topics.

Hiroko discussed the home and 
school life of the Japanese. She 
showed pictures of houses with 
paper windows and straw mats, 
heated by c<^l stoves. There are, 
however, western style,', buildings 
in the large cities. Many Japanese 
eat western foods. But a typical 
Japanese breakfast would be rice, 
bean paste soup, eggs, -and fish. 
Moat meals are eaten with chop­
sticks. Men have black chop­
sticks; women have red chop­
sticks. Western style clothes are 
worn except on special occasions.

She showed slides of many col­
orful Japanese holidays. Cherry 
blossoms, the emperor's palace 
and Hiroko's own room were 
among the varied slides she show­
ed to the students.

Hiroko pointed out similarities 
and differences between MHS and 
her school at home. In Japan it 
is necessary to take an exam to 
enter a high school. In her school 
in Japan Hiroko remained in the 
same classroom for all subjects 
exoept special ones. Club meetings 
were held immediately a f t e r  
school rather than in the evening. 
The lunch period was 40 minutes 
long. Students iisually take 11 or 
12 subjects gnd are given piles of 
homework. 'School is also held on 
Saturday, thus giving Japanese 
students a 6-day week.

Hiroko showed a slide of her 
school library in Japan. It W’as 
packed with students—intthe mid­
dle of the summer. Perhaps this 
shows that Japanese students real­
ize the value of a good education 
as few American students do.

The plan stipulated that Balaguer 
alone could issue orders to the 
military establishment and only 
through Gen. Pedro Rodriguez 
Echavarria, secretary of state fdr 
the armed forces who, under con­
stitutional provisions, would suc­
ceed to the presidency In the event 
of the death or resignation of 
Balaguer.

The mllilary plan also proposed 
that all legislative powers be vest­
ed In the ruling junta until gen­
eral* elections within two years 
that congress (largely made up of 
members of the old Trujillo Do­
minican party) be dissolved and 
that the military budget could 
not be reduced below the 1962 es­
timate of 24 million pesos.

"The government could not be 
commimist," It added.

At the headquarters qf the Civic 
Union, some members censured 
the United States and claimed it 
had backed Balaguer against the 
wishes of the people. Flallo, al­
luding to this, declared it wa.s "an 
historic error."

In Washington, meanwhile, the 
State Department expres.sed hope 
"that all men of good will In the 
Dominican Republic will exercise 
moderation and responsibility in 
seeking the political means by 
which a truly democratic future 
for the country can’ be assurecL"

It said that since the death x f  
dictator Rafael Trujillo the United 
States has supported in every ap­
propriate way a rapid transition 
toward democratic government. 
We especially welcomed and lent 
sympathetic encouragement to the 
successful resistance to the ef­
forts by the brothers of the late 
dictator to reassert totalitarian 
domination."

Efforts by Trujillo family mem­
bers to regain control of the gov­
ernment two weeks 'ago brought 
U.S. warships to the Caribbean 
waters off Santo Domingo. Since 
then they have patrolled just out­
side the 3-mlle limit of Dominican 
waters.

Arturo Morales Carrion, deputy 
assistant secretary of state for 
Latin American affairs, arrived 
soon after the Trujillo threats 
were thwarted and has met with 
both government and opposition 
leaders.

Morales Carrion .was reported to 
have visited the Presidential Pa­
lace yesterday, and as a result ru­
mors circulated that the United 
States was backing Balaguer's bid 
to remain in power.

FHA on Polluted W'elln
New London, Dec. 1 (R) — The 

Hartford Office of th e ' Federal 
Housing Agency is considering 
methods of protecting home-buy­
ers from purchasing homes with 
contaminated or polluted wells.

Contamination of wells has be­
come an Incresmlngly serious prob­
lem in Connecticut, Chief Ernest 
Stevens'* laid today, and this is 
particularly true In southeastern 
C o n n e c t i c u t ,  with its rapid 
growth.

"We have not made up our 
minds what ia_to be done," Ste­
vens stressed, "and we certainly 
want to avoid hurting anyone.”

Dug wells are the chief offend­
ers. and seem likely to bear the 
brimt of any tightening of PHA 
regulations. The FHA, so far as 
wells are concerned, much prefer 
the drilled type, which can be 40 
to 50 feet deep,, compared to the 
much shallower dug well.

Stevens cited locations in Led- 
yard and Waterford, aa well as 
MontvUle and Groton, as situations 
which have caused the thinking 
about tlghtning-up. The new rules 
would affect the whole state, how­
ever.

He said'that actually, the B’HA 
has been quite lenient so far aa 
enforcing nation-wide regulations, 
but that rapid growth has so in­
creased chances of contamlning 
that action seems necessary. Ste­
vens said a decision is expected 
within a couple of weeks.

Berman, 75, retired U.S. referee in 
bankruptcy, died Thursday at the 
Hartford Hospital.

ago after 35 yeara on the bank­
ruptcy court bench here.

He w as-a former member and 
president of the Hartford Board 
of Education and served as a city 
a l d e r m a n  from 1986-37. He 
was also a f o u n d e r  of the 
Hartford Jewish Federation and 
was active in several Jeb^ish and 
community organizations.

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Nike Zeus 
Blacked by 
P resident

Washington, Dec. 2 {IP)—  
President Kennedy and Sec­
retary of Defense Robert S. 
McNamara have decided to 
ask Ckjngress for money to 
start tooling up for produc­
tion of the Nike Zeus antimis­
sile missile.

Informed sources said today 
Kennedy and McNamara agreed 
on this at their conference In 
Hyannis Port, Maas., last week. 
They confereed on the new mili­
tary budget to be submitted to 
Congress next month.

It was understood a recent 
string of test successes influenced 
the decision. It represents a vic­
tory for the Army In Its long 
battle to get the mlssile-kllllng'sya- 
em into production.

The Kennedy administration, 
and the Eisenhower administra­
tion befpre it, had refused to gUow 
even a start on limited production 
of the controversial antimissile 
system pending additional tests.

Earlier this year, McNamara 
told Congress there were "wide­
spread doubts as to whether the 
Nike Zeus system should ever be 
deployed.".

Now, It has been learned, Ken­
nedy and McNamara have decided 
there Is enough evidence of Indi­
cated success to go ahead with 
limited production of long lead 
time items for the system.

A factor in the decision could 
have been what Pentagon sources 
said is firm information that the 
effort to develop an antimissile 
system of their own.

The Army has contended that a 
start of production could cut from 
four to two years the expected 
time in which an antimissile de­
fense could be deployed aroynd 
a limited number of cities.

In the past, there have been 
estimates that It would cost $8 
billion to $15 billion to provide 
adequate protection for most ma' 
jor production and population cen. 
ters and Important military bases 
in the United States.

What the Army wants to start 
turning out are components. In­
cluding specially designed tools,

J u r y  Charges 
American Reds 
Soviet Agents

Washington, Dec. 2 (/f>) — The 
Communist Party of the United 
States has been Indicted for fall­
ing to register as an agent of the 
Soviet Union. Conviction could 
mean hundreds of thousands of 
dollars in ftnea.

The Indictment was returned 
here yesterday by a federal grand 
Jury at the request of the Justice 
Department. 'The 12-count charge 
accuses the party of failing to reg­
ister by Nov. 20 as required by the 
Intern^ Security Act of 1950. The 
act was upheld by the U.S. Sup­
reme Court earlier this year after 
a 10-year court battle between 
the party and the government.

In announcing the action Atty. 
Gen. Robert P. Kennedy said the 
party apparently has been beat- 

, ing a hasty retreat underground 
in anticipation of the indictment.

Future Indictments against 
party officers and party members 
also are possible. The law re­
quired party officials to register 
Nov. 30, which they* did not do. 
Party members are supposed to 
register by Dec. 20.

If convicted, the Communist 
Party could be fined $10,000 for 
each day of non-registration. Par­
ty officials could be fined $10,000 
a day and sentenced to five years 
In prison for each day. And if 
parly membiars Ignore the Decem­
ber deadline, they could be subject 
to similar fines and prison sen- 

' tences.
There are believed to be about 

10,000 party members in the Unit­
ed States at the present time.

There was no comment ' from 
Communist Party leaders.

The Justice Department said 
Attorneys John J. Abt of New 
York and Joseph Forer of Wash­
ington would bet served with the 
indictments. They represented the 
party during much of Its attempt 
to have the Internal Seciu-lty Act 
held unconstitutional.

Estimate on Neutron Bomb

U.S. Sets Date, Time 
For 5 Kiloton Blast

Washington, Dec. 2 (JF)— t̂opes, and thb effects of a nuclear
Scientists throughout the 
world are being notified, that 
the United States plans a five 
kiloton, underground nuclear 
blast Dec. 10.

The U.S. Atomic Energy Com­
mission set the date and time—8 
a.m., MST—yesterday. The- AEC 
said seismologists, experts in 
measuring earthquakes, were noti­
fied so they can record and study- 
the resulting shocks.

A countdown for the blast will 
be broadcast by short wave radio 
to 120 seismic field stations in the 
United States.

The explosion will be the first 
in the Plowshare Program to 
test peaceful uses of nuclear ex­
plosions.

This initial test, designated 
Project Gnome, will be set off 
l,20i0 feet underground in a salt 
•formation about 25 milies south­
east of Carlsbad, N. M. It will be 
equal to 5,000 tons of TNT.

The experiment is designed to 
produce Information on the possi­
bility of recovering useful power 
from the heat of a nuclear blast, 
the feasibility of recovering iso-

exploslon in salt. It also is to pro­
duce data for neutron physics and 
pthqr scientific theory.

NOT ULTjtMATE WEAPON 
Washington, Dec. 2 Iff)—-The 

neutron bomb may have a battle-- 
fleld use, but it isn’t the ultimate 
in weappns, says a prize winning 
nuclear physicist.

Dr. Haris A, Bethe. Cornell Uni­
versity physicist, told newsmen at 
the White House yesterday his 
opinions about the bomb—which 
is yet to be developed.

"I’ve no idea whether the neu­
tron bomb is feasible or not," he 
said. "It’s not clear. If a good one 
can be made. It might have some 
tacUfigl use on the battleflf{ld. I 
don’t think It’s a.decisive weapon."

Dr. Bethe made hia commenLi, 
after receiving the Enrico Fermi 
prize for 1961 from President Ken­
nedy. He won the gold medal and 
$50,000 provided by the U.S. Atomic 
Energy Commission for "contribu­
tions to nuclear and theoretical 
physics, to the peaceful u.ses of 
atomic energy, and to the security 
of the United States.”

Scrap over Peiping in VN

U* S., Soviet Decide 
To Gamble Prestige

United Nations, N.Y., Dec. 2 (ff): 
—The United States and the Sov­
iet Union have decided to gamble 
their prestige on the outcome of 
Peiping’s bid for a United Nations 
seat.

This was made clear yesterday 
as the two big powers claahed 
head-on in the opening round of 
Bhe Great China Debate, both 
deinonstrating they are determined 
to light every stap on the issue of 
whether the Formosan govern­
ment of Chiang Kal-sh^ or the 
Communists get the se&t.

U.S. Ambassador Adlftl E. Stev­
enson warned diffirStes thiit’ i<M1lcr̂  
whole future o f the United Nations 
is at stake” with the China repre­
sentation question. ’The United 
States has managed to keep the 
matter shelved for 10 years.

"If anyone still has any illusions 
about the Communists’^qualifica- 
tlons for membership in this re­
spect, let him be reminded of the 
use of force by the Chinese Com­
munists in their border disputes 
with India,” Stevenson declared in 
a no-holds-barred speech.

"In its present mood,” Steven­
son said of the Red Chinese 
regime, "it is a massive and brutal 
threat to man's struggle to better 
his lot.”

"Its gigantic power. Its reck­
less ambition, and its unconcern 
for human values,” he said, "make 
it the major world problem.”

In a bid to win over some of 
Peiping’s supporters, Stevenson 
accused the Communist Chinese' 
of operating camps for young 
guerillas in Asia, Africa and Latin 
America so th-ey could touch off 
revolutions in their home coun­
tries.

Stevenson warned that to admit 
the Reds would have only on e

m-eaning: That the U.N. had knuck­
led under to Peiping’s plan to 
conquer Formosa and "overthrow 
and abolish the independent gov­
ernment of the Republic of China.”

The United States, he said, be­
lieves that "it is impossible to 
speak seriously today of 'bring­
ing Communist China into the 
United Nations.” No basis exists 
on which such a step could be 
taken!”

Russia’s swift retort to the 
American charges against the 
Chinese Reds made plain tha 
Kremlin has decided to go much 

Turther'rtan token support for the 
Communist bid.

Soviet Deputy Foreign Minister 
■Valerian Zorin accused Steven­
son of trying to make tha assem­
bly believe that the Peiping gov­
ernment had spilt, with Moscow.

"Any effort on the part of the 
United States or any other power 
to cast shadows or aspersions on 
relations with the People’s Repub­
lic is doomed In advance to fail­
ure,” Zorin declared.

Earlier, the Soviet diplomat 
called for the immediate seating of 
Communist China and claimed it 
has the right to crush the Formosa 
regime by military might if neces­
sary.

■fhe United States is counting 
heavily on a reaolution which would 
have the assembly declare the 
China representation issue a sub 
stantlve one requiring a two-thirds 
majority.

The 'United States is confident it 
can block the admission of Red 
China if a two-thirds vote is re­
quired. but it is apprehensive about 
a simple majority.

The resolution, by the United 
States, Italy, Colombia and Japan 
can be approved by a simple ma 
jority.

Church Council 
For Cu^bs on 
Testing in Air
Torrington, Dec. 2 (IP)— 

The Connecticut Council of 
Churches says it hopes the 
United States will not need to 
resume nuclear tests in the 
atmosphere.

This thought was part of a state­
ment adopted by the .council at Its 
annual meeting here yesterday. 
The statement also applauded the 
"responsible” approach the depart­
ment has taken in trying to ban 
all nuclear testing.

Prof. Verpon Ferwarda of Trinr 
ity College proposed adoption of 
the-statement, whifch supports the 
position taken recently by the head 
of the National Council of 
Churches, J, Irwin Miller, an In­
diana layman.

The statement reads;
"We commend our government 

for its initiative this year in its 
responsible proposals for the cessa­
tion of nuclear tests, and for a 
comprehensive, feasible plan for 
the reduction and regulation of 
arms by steps toward general and 
complete disarmament.

"Many of our members, as are 
people throughout the . world, are 
deeply concerned with! (.he moral 
and other Implication.^ of all nu­
clear testing. We have confidence 
that all decisions in this field will 
be based on the fullest possible dis­
closures of facts and utmost can­
dor, as is Imperative in a democra­
tic society, and it is our hope in 
light of reports of present U.S. 
relative nuclear superiority that 
our government will not now find it 
necessary to resume atmospheric 
nuclear testing.”

Goldfine Held 
Key to Scandal 
In U.S; Politics

Washington, Dec. 2 (JF) Im­
prisoned industrialist B e r n a r d  
Goldfine holds key to a vast politi­
cal scandal being investigated by 
the Justice Department, a tele­
vision newscaster says.

The newscaster, William H. 
Lawrence of the American Bl*oad- 
casting Cp„, reported last night 
that the scandal may be the big­
gest since the Teapot Dome case 
in the 1920s.

The Justice Department had no 
immediate comment.

Lawrence said evidence now be­
fore justice investigators implicate., 
both Democrats and Republicans. 
But, he said, the department has 
not decided whether to take the 
case to a federal grand jury.

He said the government’s ability 
to prosecute depends almost en­
tirely on testimony and documen­
tary evideftce that might be given 
in court by Goldfine and his sec­
retary, Mildred Paperman.

Lawrence added there are un­
confirmed repqrLs that Goldfine is 
ready to make full disclosure of his 
tangled financial affairs.

The 70-year-old Boston -textile 
man is serving a year and a day 
in prison at Danbury, Conn., for 
income tax evasion. He also was 
put on probation for five years.

Federal Judge George C. Swee­
ney ordered Goldfine to tell the 
government what became of some 
$600,000 the judge said was si­
phoned out of GoId|(ine’s industrial 
holdings. That waa made a condi­
tion of the probation, but there 
has been no indication that Gold- 
fine has made any disclosure...

Miss Paperman was sentenced to 
th^ee years probation, and also 
was ordered to tell what happened 
to the money.

Late in June, soon after G6ld- 
fine was sentenced, the Justice De­
partment was reported investigat­
ing the net worth of a dozen high 
political figures who had dealings 
with Goldfine. ”  - ”

Goldfine is due in federal court 
at Boston Monday, as is Miss Pa- 
perman, to face charges that stem 
from alleged smuggling of letters 
on Goldfine’s business operations 
Into the Federal Correctional in­
stitution at Danbuiy last summer. 
Three prison employes were sus­
pended after the alleged letter 
smuggling.

In the Teapot Dome case to

would try to spot savers who 
not likely to disturb their 

accounts, enter their deposits in 
the secret ledger and . calculate 
regular interest. ’

If one of those depositors asked 
for his money. Gillies .said, the 
brothers would pay off in full 
from other bank funds, then 
transfer another saver to the hid­
den ledger.

The scheme, unsuspected for 21 
years, was uncovered during a 
routine audit by state and federal 
examiners.

News of the arrests spread 
swiftly through this industrial city 
of less than 10,000 in the heart of 
Indiana’s Calumet area. Scores of 
scared depositors lined up for 
their savings. They were as.sured 
their money was safe, protected
