Hartford, Dec. 14 ( — Many
older peopie become “frustrated”
in living with their children. They
need counscling services and,
where possible, a chance to live
separately to give them a sense
of freedom.

State Welfare Commissioner
Bernard Shapiro underscored those
points In an address here Wednes-
day night at the annual bhoard
meeting of the Hebrew home for
the aged.

Pointing to the need for coun-
seling services for the aged, the
welfare chief sald:

“Many of us have seen situa-
tions in family life where nlder
people find themselves rejected
and without a real place in  the
household of younger members

“I cannot stress too much the
imporiance of counseling services
for the aged. Because, If help s
glven to the aged it may provide
improved functloning and reduce
disappointment, brooding and
withdrawal into fantasy.'"

Housing for the elderly is also
a major need as they seek to main-
tain independent living arrange-
ments despite declining income, he
sald. One result of inadequate in-
come s that they are forced Into
less and less satlsfactory hous-
ing.

While public welfare has a re-
sponsibility in helping meet the
physical needs of the elderiy, he

The selection of the center was
an effort by the government to se-
cure the services of an integrated
group not available to the govern-
ment, Col, Guy sald.

The system is termed a sem!-
sutomated one becauge there are
still weather factors which cannot
be measured satisfactorily with in-
struments,

Information from both human
and sensor sources includes baro-
metric pressure, wind speed and
direction huml&lty rainfall and
cloud height, and sky conditions.

Radar for the system hag been
used to measure the bases and topa
of cloud layers above the airfield,
and to detect hazardoug weather
conditions within a range of 150
miles of the air base,

Summarizing the valus of the
433L system, Col, Guy sald:

"Thess up-to-the-minute elec-
tronlc weather stations, built
around automatic data-gathering,
transmission and display devices,
are a sl icant advance over
many existing weather stations.

*Quality and time}inesg of infor-
mation are improved, and the pro-
gram anticipatey and provides for
weather needs of fulure weapons
and command and control sys-
tems."”

Two Dump Studies in Area

The seleotman’s iIntention tod
form a citizens' committee to study
the town's .dump problem will,
when realized, place two volunteer
dump study groups side by side In
the Vernon area.

The first Is the Northeast Re-
fuse Study group, sponsored by
the Capitol Region: Planning
Agency and made up of repre-
sentativea from the sevVen towns
which have volunteered Yo join in
the study.

Having begun its work in July,
the CRPA group, called NERSA
informally, has completed Lthe firat
of its study projects, is under way
on two others, and has two more

to go. _

The data provided in the course
of four. months by CRPA ataffers
and by the NERSA representa-
tives themselves fills many pages,
and the work is only in itz be-
ginning stages.

When the second, the Vernon
citizens' group, is formed, it will
have available the engineering re-
port to the lown concerming two
proposed dump sites which have
been flatly rejected by town vot-
ers, It will have data gathered by
members of the recently formed
Hockanum River Dump Commit-
tee, a homeowners' association,
which’ will appoint six members of
the committee.

It will have, in the background,
the experience of recent attempts
to solve the dump problem-—all
unsucceasful.

Both NERSA and the citizens'
committee will presumably be
working toward the same goal:
A trash disposal or incinerator site
which will serve for a predictable
number of years; in effect, a per-
manent site.

The difference ls that NERSA
{8 searching out a regional solution
while the citizens' committee will
be concerned with an answr in
Vernon,

Whether the citirens' group will
peek to work In conjunction with
NERSA has not been stated,
NERSA has a head start and is
laboring over each step with care.

Its study Im expecled to be com-
plete in March or April. At that
time, it will conclude whether or
not regional dumping s feasible,
and, if it {a, make concrete recoms-
mendations for regional refuse
disposal.

The study {s covering a broad
range bhecause regional proposals
will have to msatis{y & number of
conditions missing in a single town,

Cost is one of these conditions.
NERSA will have to develop plans
for financing & disposal operation
agreeable 1o the member towns,
It will also-have to probe all meth-
ods of maintenance and lranspor-
tation to keep operating costs as
low ns practicable.

There 18 little public reaction
either to NERSA'a efforts to date
or 1o the melactmen’s proposal to

bform -the 18-member citizens'
group. Public reaction will prob-
ably not bs forthcoming until
either ar both recommends geo-
graphical Jocations for the inecin-

What Is
NERSA atudy?

According to Leland B. Chis-
holm, CRPA staff planner, NERSA
has completed gathering: popula-
tion figures on which to base the
capacity requirements of an even-
tual disposal area, :

Work under way conslsts of a
site criteria study headed by Wal-
ter 8, Fuss, Mancheater town en-
gineer, and a study of hauling dis-
tances and their effect on operat-
Ing coats being handled by other
representatives,

Remaining are studies of financ-
Ing and a study of land areas for
actual disposal locations.

Chisholm sald statistics show
population In the NERSA towns
will increase from the present 87,-
486 to about 357,000 in the year
2000, & jump of 400 per cent.

Rockville's population, for exam-
ple, will go from 9,478 to about 13-
000 “In the next 40 years, while
rural Vernon's population will rise
to mbout 39,000. It is eatimated
East Windsor's population will’ go
from the present 7,500 to 53,000
and Ellington's from 5580 to 55,-
000, Tolland, with only 2,950 peo-
ple now, will jump to 36,000.

NERSA towns is projected this

In & hot political campaign,
he says, Kennedy's margin would
quickly mell.

Even {f Miller 1{s" wrong, the
Democrats have an embarrassing
contradiction.

only proves that Elsenhower is
Fopular. It has nothing to do with
eadership. Good leadership may
require taking an unpopular stand.

And at the very moment Ken-
nedy was saying this country was
standing atill, and a driving lead-
er was needed to get it moving
again, Eisenhower was doing fine
in the polis.
But effective presldential Teader-
ship involves far more than one
man,
And, Dbeginning with George
Washington, critics have found the
easlest way to hit a president |
lo shoot at those surrounding him.
In Kennedy's case, the com-
plaint has usually been that the
White House 18 overstocked with
college professors.
But an officlal in & position to
know says Kennedy Is well pleased
with his cholces.
"'Of course,” hu said, ""he's more
pleased with some than with oth-
ern.'
Of all the Democratx consulted
on the Kennedy team perform-
ance, only one had reservalions,
After praising the brilliance of
the Whita Hounse help, he said:

Associnted Press teletype oper-
ators transmit thousands of news
stories in & year, but no bulletin
— no story that draws big head.
lines—causes as much stir among
them as their preparation and
transmission of ristmas art on
the .teletype.

Madonnas, reindeer, Santa
Clauses, winter scenes, all formed
by the same letters that spell out
the news, flow over The Associat-
ed Press wires every Christmas
eve.

Operators spend weeks working
out Christmas grestings — all on
their own time. Years of experi-
ence on the teletype make each
operator a potential Rembrandt
These experts know the letters and
combinations to give design and
shading to a scene.

Newspapers have printed many
of the greetings and each year adi-
tora of AP newspapers praise the
operators’ efforts. A British news-
paperman working in the New
York office of a London newspaper
last December messaged thanks to
The Associated Press for “bright-
ening up a quiet Christmas Eve.

“I am lost in wonder at the tech-
nical competence,” he said.
Christmas teletype are not only
moves on domestic wires, {t {s senl
also on AP's cable between New
York and London. The Tokyo greet-
ing ahown here sent by radio-tele-
type from the Japanese capltal and
relayed to U.S, newspapers by New
York last year,

The custom began in the '20s
with operators transmitting gimple
Christmag trees and other symbals
made with Xs, In 1947 Meyer Hill,
an AP operator in Baltimore, aent
the first sophisticated greeting —a
Madonna and Child — with high-
lights and shading that brought
expressions of wonder around the
cireuit, Other operators have fol-
lowed Hill's lead and today the
custom Is a regular—although not
officially scheduled—event on the
AP's nationwide AAA wire circuit
every Christmas eve,

The starting time depends on the
flow of news But news—barring a
major Christmas eve tragedy—has
A way of drying up early that eve-
ning. Usually by 10 p.m. the wires
that chronicle the world's events
Bre chattering with the greetings
as bureaus try to outdo eoch other.
How is teletype art made? Well,
we've all seen pictures formed with
letters on a typewriter,

Thesa are worked out with the
picture taking shape right in front
of the "artist.” But teletype ple-
tures are transmitted from a pref-
orated tape. The operator must
first work out his picture visually
'and then perforate the code for
each letter and spacing Into the
tape. Frequently the letter X is
used to form the basic design, Ms
and Ws for darker areas and shad-
ing. Periods and colons, of course,
can make a lighter tone.

With so many letters and sym-
bols at the disposal of the tele-
type artist, he has almost as many
combinations to use as an artist
working with colors. For instance,
some of the dark areas fn thils
gresting from AP Tokyo, designed
by N. Tsuruno, were achieved with
the letter B over the letter M and
G over M,

Atlanta, Dec. 14 (#)—The best
thing to save for retirement is
yourself, says an expert on the
subject.

Joseph R. Murphy, who has ad-
vised people on retirement for 25
years as manager 'of the Atlanta
office of the Social Security Ad-
ministration, is getting ready to
retire himselt Dec. 31.

"Unless ugyou have your health
and good lfe expectancy when you
retire, .you've defeated all your
other purposes,'' he says,

'“Too many people are afrald
to retire because they don't have
all the income they wanl. These
eoplé never retire untl It's too
ate to enjoy it."

Murphy says It's & wonderful
feeling to approach reétirement,
but' to a large extent the whole
thing is a myth,

““There’'s no such thing a8 re.
tirement,”” he sald. “Rather theére
is a change of pace, eliminating
the demanding dutles and fixed
schedules,”

But, he warned, many people
don't know what to do with them-
selves once they collect that last
paycheck. One man he spoke to
recently said he planned to re-
turn to farming after 37 years
away from il.
