—Fire roared through a nylon
circus tent yeaterday as 2,600
persons watched a perform-
ance, and Gov. Celso Pecanha
said the “death toll may reach

300 and the injured 1,000."

Officials early today said 180
bodies had been recovered, many
of them children, but it has been
impossible to compile & complete
casuaity list,

Many of the injured were a0
badly burmed they were not ex-
peoted to live. Orders went oul
to carpenters to make 500 coffina.

It was Brazil's worst disaster
and the worst circua fire In his-
tory, worse than the Ringling Bros,
fire in Hartford Conn., in 1844 in
which 168 died.

Gov. Celso Pecanha of Rio de
Janeiro state said arson was sus-
pected. Niterol is across Guana-
bara Bay from Rio de Janeiro.

The fire flashed up the tent as
to lrapeze performers began their
aerinl act.  Within five minutes
the flames had enveloped the mam-
moth tent and seared the ropes,
and Lthe blazing mass fell on the
spectators, ‘

Some were trapped in their
seats, Others could not get near
the exits. Some were trampled to
death.

Fear-crazed women and children
rushed for the exits, f2ll atop each
other and caught fire,

“I've seen some horrible things,
but T never thought ! would ever
see anything so horrible,” said a
policeman,

Trucks transferred the bodies
to the city morgue. When it was
filled, they were taken to the
city’'s soccer stadlum. Hundreds of
persons searching for missing re-
latives added to the confusion.

Treatment of the hundreds of
injured was hampered by shor!-
ages of medicine, blood plasma,
hospital beds, doctors and nurses,

President Kennedy landed in the
United States from a Latin Ameri-
can tour today with "a heavy cold”
and he declded to remain.in Palm
Beach overnight.

Kennedy and the First Lady
drove immediately from West Palm
Beach Alrport., where the presi-
dential jet had been scheduled to
stop only to let off Mrs. Kennedy
for the Christmas holidays, to a
beach-front home which had been
openad to them for a 3-week period.

Navy Capt. George W, Burkley,
assistant. White House physician,
treated Kennedy once during the
night. He drove into the beach
front estate where the Kennedys
are staying about 15 minutes after
the First Family arrived.

Kennedy had originally expect-
ed to return to Washington after

1961 Sees Three
Trends in Books

By MILES A. SMITH

If you run a pair of vertical
lines through the last letter of thé
word “books” you get a good idea
of rome major 1961 developments
in the publishing trade.

For the dollar sign is the key
to & number of trends that—al-
though they didn't start in 1961-—
picked up & lot of speed during
the year.

Price-cutling. has become a
pretty hot topic In the book busi-
ness. It 1s an lissue that affects
nol only the reader's pocketbhook,
but also the future prospects of
the whole publishing industry’s
distributing systems

Paperbacks — which in recent
yvears have changed a lot of mar-
keting patterns because they are
cheaper— made bigger and bigger
inroads into the market during
the year

And for a third trend, there was
a further acceleration of the drift
toward “hig business”  That Is,
through mergers and public stock
offerings, there is a tendency to-
ward larger publishing houses, run
in the corporation manner.

Books at Discount Prices

There are arguments a yard
long, pro and con, about price-
cutting, or discounting, to use an-
other term, Most of these argu-
ments have had a thorough airing
In recent conventions of publishérs
and booksellers, particularly the
latter.

But it all boils down to the fact
that a best seller costing $4 at
regular retail can be had at $3.20
or §3 and sometimes for $2.80 or
$2.79. Note that this situation ap-
plies almost exclusively to best
sellers, or at least better sellers.

Generally speaking, these cut
rates are to be found in two types
of outlets—department stores and
discount houses The latter are
similar o the discount houses
you've seen in the eleéctrical ap-
pliance field. These houses stick
to books, offer varying discounts
according to the type of publica-
tion and count on volume business
(no pun intended) to bring in the
profits,

In the trade, everyone blames
eéveryone else for a situation which
—{rom the standpoint of meérchan-
dising—is pretty di tive, The
old-line book stores complain that
their economic¢ future is thréat-
ened, and remind the publishers
that the cow must give not only
cream (the best sellera). but milk
(the regular run of books) as wel).

Students Buy Paperbacks

The new development in the pa-
perback field is that they are be-
ginning to make a big dent In the
high schools and colleges,

It was only a decade ago that
the covers oh most paperbacka
featured a gun moll, &8 sexy ac-
tress or a monster from outer
space. This product hasn't dis-
appeared, but it has to share shelf
space with educational, vven egg-
head, publications today. In Iate

#1061 the number of paperback

titles on the market had reached

13,000 — double the figure of two

years ago, And during 1861 paper-

backs were sold at the rate of one

million a day in this country.
More Mergers |

The continuing mergers in the
book trade often -unite two or
more publishing houses whose pro-
duction. and distribution systems
can be consolidated with constd-
erable savings of money. Or they
bring together a house ucing
general trade bdoks with another
that specializes In technical or
textbook titles, .

More and more publishing houses
are “going public” — that ls, of.
fering shares for sale to the pub-
lHo—and there is a steady gain
In the number listed. on the ex-
changes. Now there are+11 on
the New York Stock Hxchange
and 23 In over-the-counter trading.

During the first quarter of 1961
the professional investors gave
publishing stocks quite a rush, but
that fever has subsided and as a
group the publishing stocks reach-
ed more rational levels by the end
of 1961,

Another aspect of the hard-cov-
er book business is that average
metail prices In several categories
have been advancing steadily.
Publishery’ Weekly In its annual
survey of fall books found that
novels were averaging $4.33 com-
pared with $4.09 a yvear earlier.
The figure for ' biographies was
$6.23, compared with $5.75. and
histery books hit §7.84 compared
with §6.99.

Storrs, Conn, Dec. 18 — Stu-$semester when he is not maintain-

dents at the Unlversity of Con-
necticut who hope to atay in school

will have to maintain higher
grades than they have In the past,
according to a recent action of
the University Senate.

The Senate, which i{s the fac-
ulty’s legialative body, has amend-
od the ruls governing acholastic
probation and dismissal, effective
in the fall of 1962,

At the same time, the BSenate
tightened the restrictions on stu-
dent participation In extra-curri-
cular activities when thelr grades
drop off.

“A student on scholastic proba-
tion may not participate in any
major extra-curricular activity.
He will not- be permitted to hold
office In any university club or
eorganization. He may nol take
part in any extra-curricular pub-
lUc musical, or dramatic perform-
ance or in any public athletic con-

sts. Btudents may be rémoved
rom probation only at the end
of the semester,” the amended
ruls stated.

All students will now be piaced
on scholastic probation If:

1. Thelr Cumulative Quality
Point Ratios (CQPR) dip Dbelow
16 (low “C" average) at the end
of the first or second semester.
Previously, the probation line wasa
& QPR of 14 (About a “D").

2. Their Quality Point Ratio is
beiow 18 ("C") at the end of any
subsequent semester,

Exceptions will be made for a
student whose cumulative average
drops below the stated minimums
but has performed well in his most
recent aemester,

For a student In the third or
fourth semeater this means a QPR
of 22 (High "C"). For students in
subsequent semesters this means
a QPR of 24 (Low "B").

‘ During the period a student is
on scholastic probation at the
UofC, the Division of Student Per-
monne! keeps in touch with his
work and has the authority to dis-
miss him at the end of the sem-
ester or at any time during the

ing satisfactory scholarship.

I asked the commander of our
area whether we correspondents
might move. He implied he had
more Important concerns at the
moment, and shrugged ug fres to
seek our own dismay.

The Germans had, we hoped, been
given an order not to fire toward
the west that day.

Cy Peterman of the Philadelphia
Inquirer and I took a jeep and
drove through 55 miles of fully
armed Germans retreating to the
West to reach Prague,

It was the very end of the war
and the area was i{n tumult., The
citizens of Prague greeted us as if
we were the vanguard of the Amer-
fcan Army sent to free them, as
their emissaries had asked. We
were not. We v:nero ;:nly two U.S.
correspondents a jeep.

Shortly after Cy and I entered
Prague, & Rugsian motorcycle came
in from the west. Then, Russian af-
ter Russian came In and the indi-
viduals became & series of waves,

Peterman broken German
and spoke it. I am afraid that 1
looked like a German t in
search of command. The brave
Czoch people knew wo were Amer-
fcans, but the incoming Russians
didn't.

Twice the Rumsians started to
shoot us. The Czechs intervened. I
figured we might run out of local
help and sald, "Cy, I think we'd
better get out of here — our al-
lies don't seem to know us too
well."

He agreed and wo left — with
the help of the exhilarated Csech
patriots.

We caught up with the retreat-

There was only onhe thing to
do. I gestured imperativaly at the
ditch.

The Portuguese, who had agreed
to negotistions, said their forces
were outnumbersd more than 2-
to-1, but were putting up gallant
resistance in Goa. Men from the
Diu and Damao garrisons were
reported to have been withdrawn
to strengthen the defenses of Goa,
a territory of 1,537 square miles
and a population of 600,000.

By Indian account, the 3-prong-
ed strike Into Goa — with tanks
hélping to batter the way — was
golng according to schedule, Sev-
eral towns were reported seized.
Authoritative reports from Bel-
gium, near the Goa frontier, said
the invaders were within a few
miles of Nova Goa, the capital.

Goa, the main battleground, is
on the Arabian smea at about the
Jatitude of Guatemala. Indlan Air
Force planes bombed Nova Goa's
airport, an Indian spokesman an-
nounced. He sald the runway and
one radio station were put out of
commission.

India adopted bombing tactics
because of the Impossibbility of
entering Margao harbor, which
have been heavily mined by the
Portuguese, he said. Margao is a
coastal trade center 17 miles south
of Nova Gon.

Advices from the border said
two Portuguese ships were sunk
outside Margao, but the Indian
fleet \’ould not' attack the harbor
because some neutral ships were
berthed there.

abandoned the province."

Just before the Goa radio went
off the air, Gen. Vassalo E. Sliva,
governor-general of the territory,
reported to Lisbon that the In-
dian attacks "“were particularly
violent in the southern frontier
(Canacons) but the morale of the
Portuguese troops is excellent."

The Indian ground forces, he
said, were being supported by sev-
eral warships, including an air-
crafl carrier,

An Indian spokesman said In-
dian forces had sealed the border
immediately after entering Goa
and special police had moved In
with orders to shoot in cases of
looting and arson.

Reliabie sources said there had
been more than 100 casualties on
both sides.

Portugal earlier had accused In-
dia of maasing 30,000 troops along
the Goa border in the last two
weeks. Portuguese strength in
Goa has been estimated at about
12,000 men, including African

In the Hague, Netherlands gov-
ernment officials feared attack on
Goa might Influence Indonesia in
the dispute over Dutch New
Guinea.

“It might very well set 8 pre-
cedent for President Sukarno of
Indonesia to follow this example
in Netherlands West New Guinea,'
a government source said.

A Dutch Forelgn
spokesman said:

“The Dutech government de-
plores the fact that India, always
a champion for the princlples of
the charter of the U.N. and op-
posing the use of force to realize
national purposes, now has taken
the law Into its cwn hands.”

Spanish officials expressed sym-
pathy with their Portuguese
neighbor. One official =aid India's
attack Is “unjustified and a vio-
lation of all that India has long
stood for.”

Spain and Portugal zre bound
by a mutual defense pact. But
Spanish officlals sald they did not
expect Portugal to call on Spain
for ald In the defense of Goa.

In Oslo, the Norwegian after-

“After this, the Indian premier
will have grave difficulties in act-
Ing as the guardian of morals
where and when there is a threat
of forceful solution to & problem.”

In Communitst countries, the
invaders were hailed as liberators.

Premler Khrushchev said in a
recent speech the Portuguese
should give up the enclaves and
the Communist party newspaper
today featured an erticle saying
“Colonizers Get Out of India."

The Russian people were told
about the attacksa In a news bul-
letin on Moscow Radio which sald:

“Last night Indian troops cross-
ed the frontier of the Portuguese
colonies of Goa, Damon and Diu
in order to liberate their popula-
tion from Portuguese colonial
domination.

“The atlack of the Indian troops
is proceeding successfully."

Moscow news bulleting quoted
New Delhi's officlal postion that
Indin 18 not committing aggression
but liberating parts of its own ter-
ritory “illegally seized by the
Portuguese, contrary to the U.N.
charter.”

In Communist East Germany, the
party newspaper Neues Deutsch-
land carried the news under a ban-
ner headline, “Indla’s Troops Liber-
nte Goa." Its report said the attack
was against “a cruel colonial mas-
tery" of part of India's territory.
Pakistan, long at odds with In-
dia over Kashmir, sharply criticized
the invasion. A Foreign Office
spokesman said: “This is yet one
more demonstration, of the fact
that India remains violent and ag-
gressive at heart whatever may be
the pious statements made from
time to time by Indlan leaders.”
One Japanese paper supported
the invasion and another expressed
regret.

An editorial of mass circulation
Tokyo dally Yomiuri Shimbun
viewed the situation as “an inevit-
able consequence of Iiheration
movement backed by the global
tide of anticolonialism.” *“Though
an armed action is regrettable, we
can not recognize the presence of
‘Angola’ in Asia' it said.

Asahi Shimbun, another leading
paper with four million circulation,
in its editorial expressed regret
that the armed action conflicted
with the “Nehru diplomacy which
had pacifism as {ts basis.”

In Canberra, Australian Prime
Minister Robert G. Menzies said
he regretted India's use of force.
He said he recognized Indian
public opinion. feit strongly about
the dispute, but added It was the
responsibility of natlons to seek
their objectives through legal
processes or by peaceful negotia-
tions in accordance with the Unit-
ed Nations charter.

Others, however, are inclined
lo credit Macemillan primarily for
the improvement In Anglo-Amer-
ican relations. In particular, they
praise his *patience and steadfast
support of America during the
Berlin crisis.

Like Adenauer, Macmillan does
not court easy popularity. His
speech to the recent Conservative
party annual conference is a model
of austerity in the “blood, sweal,
Lears and toil” tradition.
