secret, too.

After four years and $40.000 in
experimentation, Actinism is now
ready to smash into the art world
as the first new technique since’
piinting and sculpture. And as it
Is done electronically it will also
appeal to scientists.

Art critics have already given
it their parochial blessing: "Stimu-
lating" ... ."disturbing”. ... " ugly.”
Ad agencles have already commis-
sioned Actinos for magazine re-
production. And with the U.S.
presently in the grip of a $3 billion
spaam of mass culture, there's good
reason for joy at the secrel Ac-
tino gallery in New Jersey.

Now, it Is hard enough to find
reality nowadays without trying to
define art. But in broad terms, an
Actino is a colorful cross between
a migraine headache and a high
class X-ray,

Ollver, an electronics wizard and
ploneer maker ol computer mem-
ory systems, and Donald Gray
who has taken many courses In
art appreciation at the Univer-
sity of Nebraska.

Is ia a tremendous advance
beyond traditional painting, Gray
points out. “Pigments avallable to
the everyday, traditional painter
number only in the hundreds.

"'And besides, we can do in min-
utes what It would take a painter
days to do with pure color and
form."

It could, of course, be what
artists have been searching for all
along. But is it art? .

To find out, Oliver and Gray

query the public. The result: It
must be art. Tes! markets were
willing to pay up to $500 for an
original and $50 for a reproduction.
