Denver, Dec. 28 ''’OF)—Only a 
small percentage rise Jin the Inci­
dence of cancer may' be expected 
from bomb test fallout, a British 
researcher said today.

He said that at the low-levels 
of radiation provided by the nat­
ural "background" of the Earth— 
and by fallout—the most Impor­
tant canoer-produclng effect of ra­
diation is likely to be this i'sup- 
plementary" one.

The celebrated fictional hero 

created by the late Edgar Rice Bur­
roughs has been through this sort 
of thing before. Once, in fact, he

Tshombe told a hurriedly called 
news conference that the U.N. is 
planning to renew hostilities If 
the Katanga Nationsd Assembly 
falls to meet Jan. 3 to discuss his 
agreement with Adoula.

His charges against Gulllon 
were apparently prompted because 
the U.S. envoy acting on Presi­
dent Kennedy's instructions, help­
ed bring Tshombe and Adoula to­
gether at Kitona last week.

If you can't tell wdiich finesse 1* 
going to work, start with the one 
that you can recover from. 'When 
possible, avoid staking the con­
tract on your first attempt.

South won the first club and 
thought about the two red suits. 
"If the diamond finesse works,” 
he said to himself, "I need nothing

So saying, he led he queen of 
-diamonds from his hand and let 
it ride as a finesse. East won with 
the king of diamonds and forced 
out South's, second club trick. 
South had only elg^t tricks, and 
Blast got In with the ace of hearts 
to defeat the contract with the 
rest of hls clubs.

Now let's go balk to the first 
trick and see how South should 
choose between the red suits. Be­
gin with the assumption that East 
surely has the ace of hearts for his 
vulnerable overcall. He may or ma.v 
not have such additional strength 
as the queen of hearts or the king 
of diamonds.

Consider both suits before mak­
ing up your mind. If you try the 
diamonds first and lose the finesse, 
you are dead - - just as we have 
seen. If you fiiie.sse first for the 
queen of hearts, however, you may 
still recover.

Supporse, for example, that you 
lead a heart at Uie second trick 
and are unlucky enough to lose a 
finesse to the queen. You can win 
the club return and fall back on a 
diamond finesse. You make your 
contract if West has either the 
queen of hearts or the king of dia­
monds. You are not dependent 
solely on finding the king of dia­
monds in the West hand.

Bielaks Shop Early, for Christmas
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B y  MARGE FLYNN
A Manchester woman went shop­

ping for CYhrlstmas carol records 
and birthday presents for her two 
children for the next three years 
Tuesday, the day after Christmas.

Mrs. Peter P. Bielak, who is 
visiting her parents, Mr. and Mrs. 
Joseph Grabowski, 16 Edward St., 
found the manager of a record shop 
packing up all Christmas albums 
to ship to a warehouse. She ex­
plained that her husband la a for­
eign service officer with the United 
States Information Service and 
that the family wanted some 
Christmas music by Bing Crosby 
and Mitch Miller to take with them 
to Argentina, her husband's new 
poet.

A saleslady in another store was 
disturbed too when Mrs. Bielak re­
quested size 4 drosses for her two- 
year-old d a u g h t e r ,  Elizabeth 
Mary.

"It's much too big, m’am," the 
saleslady protested, looking a t the 
diminutive Elizabeth.

"It won't be In another year . . . 
In Argentina.” Mrs. Bielak replied.

Came Home Dec. 21
The Bielaks, about to set up 

housekeeping on their third con­
tinent, long since learned the value 
of advance planning and large 
quantity purchase of Items taken 
for g ra n t^  by Americans at home 
hut not by Americana abroad.

The couple and their two chil­
dren arrived here Dec. 21 after 26 
montha in Addis Ababa. Ethiopia.

Bielak. 40-year-old f o r m e r  
newspaperman and native of Rock­
ville. served as press and publica­
tions officer at the four-man post 
of USIS in the Ethiopian capital. 
He had formerly served with USIS 
in Afghanistan for two years.

He will report to the Foreign 
Service Institute of the U.S. State 
Department in Arlington, Va., J<in. 
2 for a 16-week Spanish language 
refresher course in preparation for 
hls three-year assignment in Latin 
America. Bielak will be director 
cf a new USIS office In Rosario, 
second largest city in Argentina. 
This shipping, meat packing, 
leather and manufacturing center, 
Willi a 600.000 population, is the 
"Chicago of Argentina," he ex­
plained.

The Bielak family will sail from 
New York City June 1 aboard the 
S. S. Brazil o< the Moore-McCor- 
mack Line and will arrive In 
Buenos Aires June 16.

Their most recent travels eti- 
route home took them to Athens, 
Rome and Paris before boarding 
a jet to New York and 'Washing­
ton. They stopped In Rome Dec. 
9 and, with a tourist group, visited 
the Vatican where they received 
the blessings of Pope John XXIII

‘The pace of New York and 
Washington sort of scared me." 
said Bielak who had become ac­
customed to a slower-moving life 
1b older parts of the world.

Ethiopia’s Emperor Halle Selas­
sie has demonstrated a "great 
taJeut” over the years In enlisting 
the help of many other nations 
in establishing health and educa­
tional facilities in hls country’. 
Bielak explained. But today an 
Increasing proportion of young 
Ethiopians, educated in E^urope 
and America, are taking over po­
sitions of responsibility in this con- 
stltional monarchy, he reported.

Three Dally Papers
There are three daily newspa­

pers in Addis Ababa, Bielak said, 
Including an English language pa- 
per edited by an American Negro; 
another which is half Amharic, 
the official langpuage of the coun­
try, and half In English, edited by 
a Canadian; and an all-Amharic 
language paper edited by a young 
Ethiopian who was trained in 
journalism at Montana Universi­
ty.

Although Ethiopia has adopted 
a policy of neutrsdism In the past

year and has veered away from 
its earlier Western alignment. 
Emperor Selassie and the Ethio­
pian government are "100 per 
cent behind the United Nations,” 
Bielak emphasized, n ie  UN Eco­
nomic Commission for Africa has 
its headquarters in Addis Ababa.

Ethiopians are extremely con­
cerned about the evolution of oth­
er new African nations, but they 
are "more concerned with their 
own national problems than with 
the Berlin crisis,” Bielak reported.

"It is difficult to measure the 
effectiveness of our efforts,” the 
foreign service officer asserted. 
However, he related two instances 
in which Ethiopians showed great 
Interest in American news events.

The most meaningful, accord­
ing to Bielak, was the public post­
ing of the U.S. presidential elec­
tion reports in the front window 
of the USIS office in Addis Ababa. 
He and the staff thought the plate 
glass window might not survive 
the cnish of Ethiopians interested 
In following the U.S. election re­
turns. .

After the result became known, 
the most frequent question from 
Ethiopians was "What happens to 
Nixon now?” Bielak said t îe 
USIS staff capitalized on this op­
portunity to emphasize that the 
man who loses an election doesn’t 
get shot In a democracy. USIS 
bulletins reported Nixon's return 
to California, joining a law firm 
and other doings for week.s after 
the election to reassure the skep­
tical.

Explains Duties
There was also unusual interest 

In the Interview of President Ken­
nedy by Alexei T. Adzhubei. edi­
tor of IzvestIa and son-in-law of 
Premier Khrushchev, on Nov. 25

at Hyannla Port, Mass. USIS 
printed the complete interview, 
distributed copies to officials in the 
Ethiopian government, and re­
ceived requests for extra copies, 
Bielak reported. USIS attempts 
to ".supplement the news by pro­
viding Information that the people 
didn't get,” he explained.

Bielak, who was also films of­
ficer In charge of the photo aec- 
’Uon of the USIS office, explained 
that his duties included liaison 
work with local radio stations, 
editing a monthly magazine and 
di.stributing other publications, 
and making local arrangements 
for State Department cultural ex­
change tours. Four AAU rham- 
pionship boxers staged exhibition 
bouts and refereed matches on a 
vi.sH to Addis Ababa.

The USIS office operates an 
American library of 5,000 books, 
leading American magazines, in­
ternational edition of The New 
York Times, Christian Science 
Monitor, and an auditorium for 
movies, lectures and round-table 
discussions. A recent social event 
at the USIS headquarters was a 
square dance for Ethiopian young 
people who had been ^uacted  In 
this country.

Bielak said he tuned into Voice 
of America's broadcast from Mu­
nich at 8 a.m. every morning, and 
listened daily to BBC radio, daily 
news reports by radio and tele­
type from USIA In Washington 
through Tangiers. and a French 
radio station In Brazzaville. He 
added that he listened to Radio 
Moscow, too. "to hear what the 
opposition 1.S doing."

"There are more Americans of­
ficially than Russians In Ethiopia,'' 
Bielak reported. The Soviet per­
manent exhibition was located

across 'the street from the USIS 
office, he said. '

Free Educatton
The Ethiopian government pro­

vides free education, Bielak said, 
but the only schools are in the 
cities. With American aid, a mo­
bile school is operating as an ex­
periment In the rural mountain 
country to bring literacy to the 
sheep and cattle herders of all 
ages.

The Bielaks’ son, Peter Paul, at 
the age of five, has traveled to 16 
countries of the worid. He enrolled 
In full-time klndergilrten at the 
age of four In a school owned by 
the Ethiopian government and op­
erated by American nuns of a 
French order. The boy learned a 
command of the A m h a r i c  
language, and English was the 
second language at the school.

Bielak has a mastery of three 
languages — Polish, French and 
Spanish — and studied the Per 
Sian language In Afghanistan, Mrs. 
Bielak, who formerly lived In Colo 
rado and California, knows some 
Spanish and hopes to "brush up’ 
before leaving for Argentina.

The USIS office In Addis Ababa 
operate.9 on a budget of about 
(130,000 a year, exclusive of sal­
aries. for headquarters rental, 
housing, transportation and ma­
terials for schools and libraries. A 
875 annual entertainment allow 
ance presented a challenge to the 
Bielaks who staged four parties ift 
their home, each of which cost 
about (60. They met the challenge 
by reaching in their own pockets. 
One of their parties was an Amer 
lean picnic, complete with hot dogs 
and hamburgers for 100 guests, on 
their spacious grounds. This was 
shown on an NBC telecast In Feb­
ruary’, as part of a program on 
"Official Americans Abroad."

"There are more than 1,000 
American missionaries of many’ 
denominations In Ethiopia," Bielak 
reported. He emphasized that 
Chrlsianity is the dominant re 
liglon of Ethiopia where the Cop­
tic branch is practiced. Ethiopians 
are not Negro, Bielak also empha 
sized; they are descendents of an 
dent Hamite and Semite tribes.

Not nearly to Settle
The World Lutheran Federation 

is establishing a powerful radio 
station in Addis Ababa to spread 
the gospel, health information and 
general education to the entire 
continent of Africa in dozens of 
languages, Bielak reported.

Mrs. Bielak, commenting on the 
role of a foreign service officer's 
wife, expressed a _ good-humored 
wish that friends and friends of 
friends might understand that she 
is not in the export-import busl 
ness. She brought back t h r e 
camel stools, which she learned, 
upon her return home, are evident 
ly In great demand as "conversa 
tion pieces’’ for Interior decorat 
Ing of homes these days.

The Bielaks have consigned to 
storage for an indefinite period 
many artefacts gathered in Af 
ghanistan and Ethiopia and they 
expect to gather other articles in 
digenous to Argentina.

"These are all for the home 
that every foreign service officer 
hopes to have somewhere some 
day," Bielak said. None of the 
four members of this foreign serv 
ice family shows any desire to 
"settle down" anywhere yet, as 
they all look forward eagerly to 
new experiences on their t h i r d  
continent.

Two Touches Of P ro c e s s
Two developments In the Ponpo 

situation carry with them the hope 
that the uneasy accord between 
tbe central government and Ka­
tanga may actually evolve Into an 
agreement which will end Katan­
ga's aeceaaionlst move and unify 
the Congo under a federated gov­
ernment.

The det’elopment which, on the 
surface at least Is the more Im­
portant one. la that the Katanga 
authoritiea have abided by their 
agreement to send a parliamentary 
delegation to Leopoldville to coop­
erate with the central government 
In working out a constitution for a 
federated state. There had been 
some suspicion that the Katanga- 
neae would not show up.

If  that had happened the pos- 
albiltty is strong that the only al­
ternative left to Premier Adoula 
and the United Nations forces 
would have been to start shooting 
again.

The arrival of the delegation has 
a significance beyond the mere 
show of good faith by Katanga, 
however. Its purpose Is to help de­
vise a law for the Congo that will 
provide for a federated state and 
not the highly centralized govern­
ment which has proved unwork­
able because It Is unacceptable to 
many Congolese.

A de\-elopment which holds even 
greater promise for Congo solu­
tion. however, is the resumption of 
diplomatic relations between the 
Congo and Belgium. The late Pre­
mier lAimumba broke off those re­
lations seventeen months ago in 
his chaotic drive for power.

Since Belgium now recognizes 
the central government it has ap­
parently withdrawn its support of 
Katanga'a President Tshombe. 
Presumably Belgian mining inter- 
cats are also prepared to stop 
backing the secession.

Despite Belgian protesta to the 
contrary, It has been financial aid 
from the mining interests, certain­
ly through the payment of taxes to 
tna Katanga government, and 
probably otherwise, that has made 
It possible to Tshombe to pursue 
his independence movement.

Any sign that Belgium is going 
to be helpful, rather than obstruc­
tionist, toward the United Nationa 
goals of peace and unity In the 
Congo, Is truly encouraging.

Subtle Strinii^s
El Salvador has elected to office 

the kind of reform-promising gov­
ernment the United States feels is 
vital in keeping communism from 
taking over In Latin America, and 
the White House can draw satis­
faction from that.

Unless Latin American govern- 
menta can provide the economic 
reforma needed to raise standards 
Of living for the mass of Latin 
Americana, the current United 
State policy holds, the sigents of 
communism will step in with rosy 
promises to do. so, and the people 
Will embrace them.

Thus under President Kennedy's 
Alliance for Progress, the United 
States supplies the money and the 
Latin Americana the machinery 
for improving the lot of the peon 
a t the expense of the overwealthy 
landowTier who has been bleeding 
the economy. No strings are at­
tached, no loyalty demanded ex- 

‘ cept to the cause of human better­
m ent Under the plan, the nationa 
vseeiving aid, presumably, d^ not 
sacrifice any measure of their sov- 
sreignty.

I f  continuing United 
States pressure is needed to keep 
the Latin Americar countries on 
the reform path, the old reaent- 
ments may revive.

New Nehru Disciple?
The British have alerted their 

forces over what they believe ii  a 
new move to make a alight altera 
tion in the Middle East maps. The 
worry this time ia the one poied by 
Iraq's continuing desire to annex 
the oil producing aheikhdom of 
Kuwait, the independence of which 
is now protected by Arab League 
countries.

British Intelligence has conclud­
ed that Iraqi Premier Abdel Karim 
Kaaaem may choose the holiday 
period as the most advantageous 
time to act.

The problem is not unique. It ta 
the one that crops up wherever a 
former colonial holding, newly In­
dependent and rich, borders an am­
bitious -nation. As recently aa last 
July Britain sent forces to Kuwait 
after Premier Kassem claimed the 
territory. '

The current threat. If there 
really is a threat, may never ma­
terialize. perhaps becarse of B rit­
ish vigilance. But the real concern 
now extends beyond Iraq and Ku­
wait. The danger lies in the fact 
that Premier Kaaaem may be 
drawing courage from India's suc­
cess in annexing Goa. just aa Pres­
ident Sukarno of Indonesia has 
been emboldened by that example 
in his claim on West New Guinea.

Where will the Indian lesson 
have its naxt effect and how much 
vigilance will be needed to keep it 
from causing a aerleus threat to 
world peace?

Five Pltmning Policies

Expand Center Region 
Of Town, Says Firm

“A full complement of retail stores, ofificesi entertainment 
facilities and business services” for a commercial area in 
downtown Manchester “serving a large regional market” are 
policy suggestions enunciated in the master plan formula­
tion.

Accompanying the policy recom­
mendations for downtown Man­
chester were special points advo­
cating thf development of a civic 
and recreational center by expand­
ing the municipal offices at their 
present locations and by develop­
ing Center Park and Center 
Spring* Park with a more com­
plete array of recreational facili­
ties.

Reports Recommendation
Along with the concept of ex­

panding municipal offices, the 
master plan also advises construc­
tion of a new headquarters for 
the Town Fire Department ad­
joining the municipal building.

This recommendation la one the 
towTi already is considering, and 
plana are being drawn for replac­
ing the station near L i h c o 1 n 
School and the station of Hart­
ford Rd. and Pine St.

The same suggestions were 
made three years ago by the Na­
tional Board of Fire Underwriters.

Architect Arnold Lawrence has 
submitted preliminary plans for 
the Center firehouse to replace 
Co. 2 to Town Fire Chief W. C. 
Mason, who has approved them.

High-density residential apart­
ment developments are adrised for 
location adjacent to the com­
mercial core in downtown Man­
chester.

A portion of the Cheney Mills 
area, lying east of Elm St., could 
be redeveloped for garden apart­

ment use. "Th* estate section -be­
tween thia area and the downtown 
center also could be developed for 
more intensive residential use," the 
report observed.

Rebuild for Industry
The rest of the Cheney Mills 

area could be rehabilitated or re­
built for manufacturing purposes.

The remainder of the central 
area is proposed for residential 
use at densities which generally 
conform with existing patterns.

However, it is possible some res­
idential buildings would be re­
habilitated or rebuilt for more in­
tensive purposes, "eonaistent with 
a planned density of about 16 fam­
ilies per net residential acre."

Compiling the master plan is 
Planning and Renewal Associates 
of Cambridge, Mass. The policy 
recommendations (five I are in­
cluded in a report entitled "Lsuid 
Use Plan" which provides a gen­
eral pattern of land uie for the 
next 20 years.

(Tomorrow's installment will 
cover the Buckland area as a pro­
posed site for an industrial park.)

Thia report said consumption of 
cigars this year waa the largest 
since 1923. A further increase was 
forecast for next year. Consump­
tion of amoking tobacco rose a lit­
tle but not much change occurred 
In chewing tobacco. Use of snuff 
declined.

Exports of unmanufactured to­

bacco this year waa put a t close to 
the 496 million pounds ahli^ied 
abroad last year. Some decline was 
forseen for the year ahead because 
of increasing competition from 
other tobacco growing areas.

Actress Maureen O'Sullivan, 
most famous of all the Janes In 
the Tarzan films, said similar ob­
jections were raised in her day. 
So. she said, Tarzan and Jane 
were married on the screen.

"I believe it was In our second 
picture." she said. "We had a 
ceremony in the jungle. We didn t 
use a ring. Instead. Tarzan (John­
ny Weissmuller) put a bracelet on 
my wrist.

“ We had the wedding under the 
trees and all the animals of the 
jungle came and watched. They 
were the witnesses.

"That seemed to satisfy every­
body.”

It was in this same general pe­
riod, in 1937, that Tarzan ran in­
to trouble in Rio de Janeiro. Po­
lice there said the book “Tarzan 
the Invincible” showed Commu­
nist tendencies and ordered it ban­
ned from book stalls.

Such incidents failed to dimin­
ish the popularity of the books. 
At the time of Burrough’s death

Soma officials of Boun Oum's 
government said the premier was 
angered by Souphanouvong's air­
port speech on arrival, in which he 
made a violent attack on Boun Oum 
and his American backers.

Souvanna conferred with King 
Bavang Vathana for half an hour 
and later was visited briefly by 
Ngon Sananikone, economic^ min­
ister in the Boun Oum government.

Hartford Democratic T o w n  
Chairman John P. Kelly, who will 
head the largest bloc of delegates 
to the Democratic convention next 
summer, declared he would be 
“happy to do anything to help Rib­
icoff be nominated for the Sen- 
at’O.”

Ribicoff has indicated his wil­
lingness to answer a call to run 
for the Senate, provided the move 
meets with the approval of Presi­
dent Kennedy. He is present sec­
retary of health, education and 
welfare in the Kennedy cabinet.

Still bristling over the strategy 
move of the party leaders to de­
liver the nomination to Ribicoff, 
Kowalski said that Secretary Ribi­
coff should openly seek the nomi­
nation “ if he wants it."

"If Ribicoff wants the office he 
should declare,” the Meriden con­
gressman said, “and not sit around 
on the sidelines."

He said that he didn’t think a 
Ribicoff draft is in the cards.

"That would mean everyone is 
for him," Kowalski maintained, 
"they are not.”

He said he is in the race "for 
good" and would seek to get the 
necessary 20 per cent of the con­
vention votes to force a primary.

The lAM letter dated Dec. 15, 
came from John T. O'Brien, coordi­
nator for the league in Washing­
ton.

Tshombe also said L. Kanlnka, 
a  medical assistant, was missing 
and was believed to have been ar­
rested bv the U.N.

This indicated Tshombe haJ 
sent the delegation in complikncc 
with Article 5 of the Kitona agree­
ment. in which he agreed "to the 
participation of representatives of 
the Province of Katanga in a gov 
emment commicsion to prepare a 
new con.stitution."

Adoula's government, however, 
expected the Katanga representa­
tives in fulfillment of Article 6 
of the agreement, in which 
Tshombe agreed "to take all 
measures to permit senators and 
deputies of Katanga province to 
exercise the national functions 
(that is, participate in the Na­
tional Parliament).”

The Central government said 
in a communique it hopes the Ka- 
tangan deiputies “will'Anticipate 
actively in the parliament ar>- de­
bates and that they will accom­
plish their duty until the close of 
the session."

Just before leaving Elisabeth- 
vUle, a spokesman for the Katanga 

■deputies said: "We are going to 
Lrapoldville to have that ridicu­
lous fundamental law changed."

George Ivan Smith, senior U.N. 
representative in Kqlanga, said 
the Katanga provinciAl assembly 
will meet in KUsabethville Jan. 3 
to debate tlje Kitona declaration.

"President Tshombe has asked 
us (the U.N.) to provide guaran­
tees for the delegates during the 
meeting and also safe conduct 
privileges as they travel to Enisa- 
bethville for the session,” Smith 
Mid.

Diplomats in this central capital 
expressed satisfaction with the ar- 
ra^em ents. They said without 
such protection Baluba tribesmen 
In the assembly who favor the 
Leopoldville government against 
Tshombe’s separatist regime might 
be unwilling to risk their lives by 
going to Eniaabethville for the 
session.

As Tshombe maneuvered, ten­
sions remained high in Elisabeth- 
vUle.

Katangan gendarmes yesterday 
arrested seven Swedish soldiers of 
the UJJ. task force, charging mem­
bers of Katanga's security forces 
had been seized since the informal 
cease-fire was reached a week 
ago.

The UJs". reacted cautiously, a 
spokesman declaring, we are not 
taking any mlUtary acUon to get 
them (the Swedes) returned be­
cause we do not want to upset the 
political situation."

In the United States, mean­
while, the Kennedy administration 
cranked up a campaign in defense 
of Its support of the U.N. effort to 
end the secession of Katanga.

Speaking in Detroit. G. Mennen 
Williams, assistant secretary of 
state for African affairs, said if 
the Katanga secession becomes 
permanent, "there is the danger of 
civil war which may well degener­
ate Into a war of genocide between 
different tribes in The Congo . . . 
outside military intervention would 
all too probably follow."

Williams ridiculed Tshonibe's 
claim that the Kitona agreement 
must be ratified by the Katanga 
assembly, which he called a "rump 
organization" representing only 
Tshombe's Conakat Partv because 
the opposition Baluba Party had 
boycotted it.

A Negro State Department offi­
cial, Deputy Assistant .Secretan,’ 
Carl T. Rowan, charged in a 

'^'ipeech in Philadelphia that a pro- 
Katangta propagandist operating 
in New York had spent at least 
$140,000 this year getting “some 
extremely vocal help in dispensing 
a string of myths and a stream of 
misinformation about Katanga and 
The Congo.”

Rowan said the propagandist 
was "a former Belgian civil serv­
ant, Michel Struelens, who op­
erates out of some rather plush 
quarters in New York.” He im­
plied that Struelens has the back­
ing of the European-owned Union 
Muilere Company, whose copper 
and cobalt mines in Katanga are 
the chief reason why the Leopold­
ville regime wtmts to end the 
province’s seccession.

-fitruelens was not available for 
comment but a  spokesman for his 
"Katanga Information Service'' 
said, "we 80*6 accountable to the 
Department of Justice and all oui 
records are on file there.”

An Item of considerable impor­
tance ,to business and industry in 
Manchester will come before the 
Town Planning Commleslon bn 
Jan. 18 when It holds public hear­
ings on whether it will provide 
foi;_an off-street parking zone in 
th^ 20ning codes.

This much was indicated today 
as the commission released pro­
posed specifics on the new zone, 
one purpose of which is to keep 
business and industrial uses from 
encroaching onto adjacent park­
ing areas which might be set up 
through the new zone.

Other purposes, the commission 
said, would be to reduce conges­
tion on the streets and to provide 
an area which would act as a buff­
er strip between residence and 
business and industrial zones. '

Edward Rybezyk, town plan­
ning engineer, said adoption of the 
new zone would provide the com­
mission with better control over 
parking areas connected with 
business and Industrial uses.

For exiuiiple, he said, approval 
of a business zone under the pres­
ent set-up iloes not restrain the 
land owners) from building on the 
parking aresis, even right up close 
to the edge of the land boundaries.

Rybezyk observed that minimum 
standards for parking arc not af­
fected, but that these standards 
could be applied to either business 
and industrial zones or to the new 
zone for off-street parking.

Other specifics to be discussed at 
the Jan. 8 meeting, to be held at 
8 p.m. in the Municipal Building, 
I n c l u d e  prohibition of fla.shing 
lights in Uie zone; inclusion of a 
landscaped buffer strip on bound­
aries abutting or facing residential 
district: and the issuance of cer­
tificates of occupancy.

The buffer strip along residen­
tial districts shall be at lea-st 10 
feet wide and shall have a screen 
of plantings no smaller than six 
feet wide nor less than six feet 
high. The screen shall be suitably 
and neatly maintained and shall 
consist of 50 per cent evergreens.

Actual parking areas and drive­
ways shall have a dust-free, all- 
weather surface and shall provide 
proper storm water run off.

The new zone proposal also pro­
vides for wheel or bumper guards 
so that no part of the parked ve­
hicle will extend beyond the park­
ing area onto a buffer strip, 
street, or other property.

The propiosed new regulations 
also allow an attendant'* shed; 
prohibit visible display of waste 
or storage of material; but do al­
low the parking areas to be used 
for loading or unloading.

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January Workshops

School BoArd to Begin 
Final Steps on Budget

When the holidays are over, the board of education will be­
gin the final steps in preparing the 1962-63 school budget, 
which must be completed by Feb. 21. For the past several 
months principals at the town’s schools have been preparing
recommendations for the new^ 
budget which the school board will

itudy at' workshop sessions 
throughout January and February.

What can townspeople expect to 
find In the new budget ?

Among the new allocations defi­
nitely planned is a request for 
funds to finance on a limited scale 
an in-school educational television 
program.

An allocation which will prob­
ably appear will be 116,000 for the 
language laboratory cut out of the 
present year’s budget.

MEA Requests
Teachers hope that a stepped- 

up salary schedule for teachers 
with bachelor's degrees will ap­
pear.

As members of the Manchester 
Education Association, they voted 
Dec. 12 to submit to the person­
nel policies committee of the 
school board a request for a new 
12-slcp salary schedule, based on 
a 7 per cent increase of the start­
ing pay each year until maximum 
pay is reached.

The requested salary schedule 
ranges from $4,600 to $8,142.

The MEA has also asked the 
board to consider adding annual 
salary Increases to teachers who 
earn 15 credits above a master's 
degree, 15 credits above a sixth 
year certificate and to teachers 
who earn a doctorate degree.

Other MEA budget requests in­
clude;

1. Doubling the increa.ses the 
teachers earn after serving a set 
number of years in the system.

2. Increasing the minimum and 
' maximum salaries for nurses and

dental hygienists from $3,200 to 
$5,700 on a 13-step plan to $4,000 
to $6,400 on a 12-step plan for 
nurses and $3,600 to $6,000 on a 
12-step plan for dental hygienists.

3. Increasing salaries for .sub­
stitute teachers from $14 a school 
day to $20 a day.

Special Services
After the personnel policies 

committee completes its study of 
the MEA requests, the board of 
education as a whole will review 
It and decide whether to accept it 
with or without amendments for 
inclusion in the budget.

Town principals, particularly 
elementary school sil^iervisors, 
have indicated they would like a 
number of additional personnel 
added to the system. ’

These include health and social 
workers, guidance help, and music 
and art teachers. Generally, the 
principals agree that special serv­
ices are lacking in the system be­
cause the small number of person­
nel are carrying heavy loads.

The'.JManohester PTA Council’s 
executive board decided Nov. 18 
that the children’s fine arts pro­
gram which the council has sup­
ported for 12 years should perhaps 
be included In the new school budg­
et.

This year, the cost of the pro­
gram, which serves 2,330 pupils in 
Grades 4, 5 and 6, is $932.

Further discussion on the ex­
ecutive board’s decision will be 
taken up by the council at a Jan. 
25 meeting.

After the completed budget is 
■ubmltted to this general man­
ager, a public hearing before the 
manager and the board of direc­
tors will be scheduled, and final 
adoption of the new budget will 
be made in April.

Lake Placid, N. Y. (/P)—Stan Benham, this country’s best 
bobsledder who announced his retirement after last Febru­
ary’s World championships, has changed his mind and will 
lead the United States’ quest for a world title next month at
Germany’s Garmisch - Partenklr-'------------------------------------------- —
Chen run.

"They told me there was no one 
else around who could do the job. 
so I figured that maybe I could 
help," Benham said today.

He will pilot both the United 
States’ No. 1 two and four-man 
*led* in the compellllon.

Last year, at the Olympic bob 
run at nearby Mt. Van Hoeven- 
berg, he finished second to World 
Champion Eugenio Monti of Italy 
in the four-man competition. He 
mls.sed the lead by a fraction of a 
second in first day of the four-man 
competition, and when the second 
day was canceled because of warm 
weather, he never had a chance to 
recoup.

Benham, who will captain the 
U.S. team, .said that Chuck Ran­
dolph of Saranac Lake, N.Y., would 
be his brakeman on both sleds.

In term en t will be In the C athedral 
where her husband also is Interred.

The servitfes, open to  the public, 
wjll be conducted by the Very Rev. 
F rancis B. Sayre Jr ., grand.son of 
the form er P resident and dean of 
the Cathedral. He will be assisted 
by the Rev. Malcolm M arshall, 
pasto r of St. M ajrgaret's EJplscopal 
Church which Mrs. Wilson a tten d ­
ed.

She was stricken with a  r«Br 
plratory ailm ent Thanksgiving 
night, and never regained her 
strength, her physician said. He 
said she also had suffered from 
a  heart ailm ent for years.

Her condition worsened yester­
day, then becam e critical during 
the afternoon. She died of "hyper­
tensive heart disease with con- 
gc.stive failure," the doctor said.

MRS. WOODROW WILSON

East Hartford, Dec. 29 (/P) 
—The National Labor Rela­
tions Board (NLRB) haa 
ruled that Pratt & Whitney 
Aircraft was justified in sus­
pending an employe who wore 

union lapel pin that identi­
fied him as a worker who 
stayed out for the entire dur­
ation of tlie 9-week strike in 
1960.

The ruling yesterday revised 
an NLRB tria l exam iner’s deci­
sion th a t the company had no 
righ t to ban w earing of special 
pins inside the plant.

The In ternational Association of 
M achinists sold the so-called “Club 
9" pins to about 6,000 members 
who refused to en te r the p lan t 
during the w alkout. The NLRB 
said the pins were sold two months 
a fte r  the strike  ended “to sym ­
bolize union loyalty."

Of the 16,000 production w ork­
ers a t P&WA here, all but 4,500 
returned to w ork during the 
strike.

While P&WA did not post a  for­
mal ban of w earing th e  pins. It 
Instructed supervisors to  request 
th a t employes not w ear them, the 
NLRB said.

B ernard MacKay, an employe 
who stayed out for the entire 9- 
week strike, wore a  pin to the 
p lan t in October 1960, the NLRB 
said. He w as notified th a t he would 
be suspended unless he removed 
the pin, but th a t he could retu rn  
to work any time It he did not 
w ear it.

MacKay refused and was sus­
pended. H e returned to  w ork 10 
days la te r w ithout the pin and 
was rehired w ithout prejudice, the 
NLRB said.

The NLRB agreed w ith the com­
pany th a t w earing of the pin 
would provide breaches of di.soip- 
line and disrup t production. The 
board said  P&WA objected only to 
the w’earing of "Club 9" pins and 
not any other union Insignia in 
the plant.
