In the future, the
commissicn will pot approve re-
quests for waiving the require-
ments of signing the guest
in such cases.’™

Commission Chairman Raymond
J. Eagan Sr., es!imated that there
are approximately 800 permits in
the state affected by the order.

He explained tnat the action was
taken afler a deiegation from the
Connecticut Restaurant and Hotel
Assoclation waited on the com
mission complaining of commer-
cialization by clubs holding such
permits.

The protesting restaurant and
hotel operators peinted out the fee
for their liquor license is $§1.200
or more a vear while the fee for
g club license is only $240.

The clampdown affects more
than 80 clubs In Greater Hart-
ford, Inciuding 41 in Hartford, four
in West Hartford, 10 in East Hart
ford and one in Wetherafield.

NLRB Supports
Suspension for

P&WA Worker

East Hartford, Dec. 29 (#)
—The National Labor Rela-
tions Board (NLRB) has
ruled that Pratt & Whitney
Aircraft was justified in sus-
pending an employve who wore
a union lapel pin that identi-
fied him as a worker who
stayved out for the entire dur-
ation of the 9-week strike in
1960,

The ruling yesterday  revised
an NLRB trial examiner's decl-
sion that the company had no
right to ban wearing of special
pins inside the plant.

The International Association of
Machinists sold the so-called "Club
9" pins to about 6,000 members
who refused Lo enter the plant
during the walkout. The NLRB
said the pins were sold two months
after the strike ended “to sym-
bolize union lovalty."

Of the 16,000 production work-
ers atl P&WA here, all but 4,500
returned to work during the
strike.

While P&WA did not post a for-
mal ban of wearing the pins, it
instructed mupervisors to request
that emploves not wear them, the
NLRB said.

Bernard MacKay, an employe
who stayed out for the entire 9-
week strike, wore a pin to the
plant in October 1980, the NLRB
aald. He was notified that he would
be suspended unless he removed
the pin, but that h¢ could return
to work any time If he did not
wear it

MacKay refused and wis sus-
pended. He returned to work 10
days later without the pin  and
was rehired without prejudice, the
NLRB said,

The NLRRB agreed with the com-
pany thal wearing of the pin
would provide breaches of discip-
line and disrupt production. The
board said P&WA objected only to
the wearing of “Club 8" pins and
not any other union insignia in
the plant,

Reservation of land for future
industrial use |s required so thatl
the town may “insure a good
choice of site and to permit low-
density industrial development.”

The consultants, Planning and
Renewa! Associates, Inc, of Cam-
bridge, Mass.. ask that a 100-acre
minimum be designated for an in-
dustrial park in the area north of
Rt 15, south of the Tolland Tpke.,
and west of Rt, 15,

Previous discussions between
the consultants and the Town
Planning Commission have cen-
tered around the possibility of set-
ting aside 600 or 700 acres for in-
dustrial use. Fully developed,
this area could provide employ-
ment of about 6000 or 7,000, it
was reported.

Favored by Boards

On Dec. 5 membera of Lhe
Town Planning Commission and
the Town Development Commis-
slon met to discuss proposals in
the master plan for areas which
might be slated for industrial use.

Ever pince the Suex crisis of
1656 Russia has been deliberately
delinquent In meeting its UN as-
sessments. It did not approve the
United Nations action of shoulder-
ing the bill for the damage Brit-
ain and France did, in the course
of the aggression the United Na-
tions succeeded in halling; Russia
thought, as did some others, that
those who destroyed property in
the course of an act of aggression
should be held financially respon-
pible. Others in the United Na-
tions, like ourselves, were 50 grate-
ful that Britain and France had
finally been persusded to back
peacefully out of their rash adven-
ture that we were willing to help
pay for the windows they had
broken.

More recently, Russia has been
refusing to pay its allotted share
of United Nationa expenses in the
Congo, Russin does not like the
way United Nations policy has op-
erated there; Russia, thereford
does not pay. The French and the
Belgians do not like UN policy In

the Congo, and they too have been
nmmrt{p:ly.

In this smitumtion, the only way
for the United Nations to keep it-
self in funds for a continuation of
its Congo operations is to borrow,

force. It must be assigned some
taxing power of its own. It has to
be abla to live by something more
reliable than whim or generosity,
and, praiseworthy stop-gap that it
in, 'our American generosity Is ob-
viously no permanent solution
Such a permanent solution de-
mands something just as imposai-
ble as {t seemed, back in 1787, to
get 13 Individualistic American
colonies to submit to one firm
yoke; It demands not a system by
which we make up for Russia's de-
fault, but a system which compels
Russia, and everybody elss, to pay,
as they should,-

What's The Secret

There s no particular reason to
believe the Gallup poll which gives
President Kennedy a high popu-
Jarity rating Is any more meaning-
ful than other Gallup polls, the
validity of which are open to ques-
tion, but the poll resuits have pro-
duced much speculation in the
press and, presumably, some con-
cern among politiclans.

The survey purports to show
that 78 per cent of the American
people like the way the President
has handled himself during his
first ten months In office. That
puts him ahead of Eisenhower and
Truman in the same period.

This, while It ought to be grati-
fying to Kennedy and his support-
ers, and probably is, supposedly
ought also Lo be cause of worry on
the theory that a popular presi-
dent might be a weak one,

Words Kennedy spoke In 1860
before the Natlonal Press Club are
being quoted now on this point. He
pald then that It has been strong
presidents who were richest in
enemies and weak ones who were
the most popular. He went on to
say that an effective president is
one who must always be willing to
serve the people at the risk of in-
curring their momentary dis-
pleasure.

What, precisely, President Ken-
nedy has done to make himself so
well-llked since he took office is
not clear. His plurality in the elec-
tion does not Indicate any big
carry-over of appeal from his cam-
paigning daya. The Cuban fiasco
could hardly have helped him,
whether or not It was entirely of
his own making. Some supporters
think he has not besen particularly
vigorous in pushing the Imagina-
tive programs of his New Frontier.
In foreign policy matters the
White House has failed to explain,
or explained belatedly, some moves
which have been popularly ques-
tioned. g

burg, who Is a5 American as Lin-

coln, Robert Frost, Will Rogers
and Walt Whitman, must feel par-
ticularly fortunate in having Har-
ry Golden write his blography.
Golden, who has been recently as-
sured precedence for his special
essay style by thres best-sellers,

Al thirteen, Sandburg, the fu-
ture Pulitzer Prize winner, lefl
school to work as wheatpicker,
scene-shifter, dishwasher, brick-
layer, to ride freights, and to serve
elght months 1n the Spanish-Amer-
ican War. All those vouthful ex-
periences permeated him with a
knowledge of America which, ne-
cording to Golden, was to become
distinetly his—"the America of the
working Midwesterner, the labor-
er, the union man, the scab, the
Wobbly." Later on. in college days,
he became a Social Democrat
Party organizer, radical journal-
ist, and began to write the poelry
of that America . . .written of,
and for, the common man. Sand-
burg is, as Whitman was, passion-
ately devoted to the glory and
promise of this country.

Golden calls Sandburg a prop-
agandist in his poetry...just as
were da Vincl, Mark Twain and
Dante propagandists “The issue
he says, “about propaganda is not
whether & man is or lsn’t prop-
agandizing, but what he is for and
what he's against." Each ls within
his own truth.

Sandburg’s first book. "“Chicago
Poems,” was an immediate suc-
cess, Few els can make that
claim. Sandburg says “A man
writes the best he can about what
moves him deeply,”” No one has
been moved more than he by the
working man's fight for social
justice in our time.

Like Mark Twain, he is as
renowned a personality as he is an
author and poet. With his shock
of unruly white hair, his guitar
and magnificent delivery, he is the
"volce of America singing."

per cent of the standard wage
scale which prevalls in the nation,"
he sald,

“For too long a period neither
the federal nor state governments
have been facing up to the real-
ities of unemployment In our mod-
ern. mass production society.

“Even though great strides have
been made since the inception of
unemployment compensation, more
drastic steps must be taken to
meet Lthe needs of the situation.

‘“Workers with families to sup-
port simply cannot be permitied
to starve because big business de-
cides it wants to clean up inven-
tories and Inys off its work force
or because the workers are laid
off due to technological advances
which displace manpower."

Kennedy said that by the same
token, benefils derived from so-
cial smecurity, although increased
in the ye¢ars since the program
got under way a quarter of a cen-
tury ago, still must be increased
to meet individual neeas.

Not _only would this mean a
greater return to the individual on
social security, Kennedy said, but
it could ilvad also lo earlier re-
tirement of members of the labor
force and thus to more job oppor-
tunities for younger workers.

Extending hope for greater ac-
tivity in the goal Industry in 1962,
Kennedy pointed to increased use
of coal in the electric utility in-
duatry. This, he said, is certaln to
rise during the coming year.

Coal research too, under the
impetus of the newly established
office of goal research in the de-
partment of the inteérior, also can
lead to increased activity in the
industry in the coming months,
Kennedy sald.

It cannot
depend upon the moods of its
members for its financing any
more than it can depend upon such
moods for the staffing of a police
force when it needs |it.

The United Nations must have
its own guaranteed right to obtain,
by levy among all its members,
the financing {L needs in order to
carry out its duties in the world.

" The general {dea of what has to
be done, for the United Nations,
is already clear, in the example of
history. The United Nations is, to-
day, just about where 13 American
colonies were after they had ob-
tained their freedom and had be.
gun living under the Articles of
Confederation. The 13 colonies
provided troops to the United
States, and money for the Unit.

U.N. reports said there had been
shootings and asaults by Katangan
police on Balubas and other out-
side tribesmen, and as a result
whole families were moving into
houses vacated by whiles near
U.N. headquarters,

The movement seemed to be
forming the nucleus of another
refugee camp which could cause
as much trouble as the shanty
camp housing 30,000 or 40,000
Balubas on the castern ovutskirts.
U.N. forces have had difficuity con-
trolling and feeding this camp.

A dispute over prisoners was
eased, however, when four cap-
tured Swedish soldiers were ex-
changed yesterday for 55 Katang-
ans, including 53 police. The Ka-
tangans are still holding at least
10 Swedes and two Norwegians.

The U.N. force began receiving
reinforcements when a first plane-
load of about 60 Tunisians ar-
rived. The Tunislan contingent
will number 547 men at full
strength.

Christmas trees which have®
given pleasure to youpg and old
In homes everywhere during the
past weéek may become gifts of
shelter and sustenance to birds
for the remainder of the winter.

Mrs. Madeline McAwley, cura-
tor of Lutz Junfor Muswum,
urges householders not to burn or
discard dismantled Christmas
trees. Instead, trees may be set
out in a sheltered place and deck-
ed with food for the birds like the
tree displayed at Lutz  Museum
according to Norwegian custom

For the museum’s bird tree ex-
hibit, pine cones were dipped In
fal drippings and then dipped in
bird seed. Also hanging from
Christmas ribbons are stale dough-
nuts, which the birds enjoy, and
bits of suet. The Norwegian cus-
tom s also lo afix atop the tree
sheaves of wheat .

When bird-feeders or trees are
set out, It is also aavisable to
sprinkle bird se¢ds and bread
crumbs on the ground to attract
birds to the feeding station and to
provide food for some specles
such as the junco which are
strictly ground hirds and will not
go to feeders, Mrs, McAwley ad-
vises, The Norwagian-stvle bird
tree was arranged and decorated
by Miss Loulse Grube and Miss
Ruth McElraevy, both Manchester
High " Schoonl studenta and Satur-
day volunteers at Lutz Museum.

Three of 47 Rose Bowl games
have been decided by field goals,
Ohio State utilized the three-point-
er o defeat California, 17-14, in
1950, and again In 1958 to defeal
10-7, Michlgan State
Kkicked & field goal with seven sec-
onds remaining “o beat UCLA 17-
14 in 19586,

In the 1923 Rose Bowl, Southern
Cal defeated Pit!, 14-3, with the
help of a freak play. On a wet fleld,
Roy (Buillet) Baker blindly threw
& pass when riushed, USC guarter-
back Harold Galloway missed his
footing while running downfield,
fell and slid ¢y his back. He looked
up, saw Lhe ball coming and
catight it while aliding on his back
atl the Pilt two-yard line,

The biggest upset in Rose Bowi
history was Columbia’s 7-0 win
over Stanford ‘n 1934, Columbia
was out-weighed 20 pounds per
man, ani Eastern scribes “‘roast
ed” Stanford for picking such u
“puny’’ cpponent. It's a wonder
the game was played at all. Rains
flooded the Rose Bowl, and more
than 2,500,000 milllon gallons of
water were pumped off the fleld
before the contast.

Anothes wrong-way run oc-
curred In 1841. Kmetovic of Stan-
ford ook & Nebraska punt and
purposely ran the wrong way until
his blockers formed. Then he
tumed and ran for a TD. Stan-
ford triumphed, 21-13,

To Bring Coalition

Vientiane, Laos, Dec. 20 (/) —éarrived In Vientiane Wednesday

Premier Prince Boun Oum's
princely rivals today wrote off the

Vientiane pummit flasco as a dead
lons, but said new attempts must
be made to find common ground
for a coalitlon government.

Prince Souphanouvong of the
pro-Communist Pathet Lao and 40
of hia civil and military aides sped
back to the rebel-held Plaine des
Jarres aboard a Boeing Strato-
cruiser chartered by the 3-nation
International Control Commission.

A spokesman for Souphanou-
vong told newsmen fresh efforts
would be made later to get the
princea together, emphasizing:

“It has to be done."

Prince Souvanna Phouma, neu-
tralist premler-designate snd half-
brother of the pro-Red prince, said
he will return this weekend o his
headquarters at Xieng Kouang,

““There i{s no use staying here
Souvanna told reporters. "Both
sides remain on their respective
positions. But 1T hope that in the
end they will find some common
ground, Be patient, be patient , ..

Not Dissatisfied

“I am not dissatisfied to have
come. On the contrary T am very
happy though nol entirely satis-
fied because I came for the (for-
mal) meeting of the three princes.
Private conversatlions are very in-
teresting, but sattle. nothing."”

A Polish ICC official sald the
final collapse came after & morn-
ing meeting of Souvanna and
Boun Oum, the head of the con-
servative, pro-Western govern-
ment in Vientiane. The Pole sald
Boun Oum took a stand even more

Souphanouvong declded to re-
turn to the Plaine des Jarres after
Boun Oum for the third day re-

Red delegation were leaving.
