Q—Is.lt po.asible for a retired 
man over 65 to purchase a house 
costing $11,000 or $12,000 with a 
down payment of $2,500 or less oh 
an FHA long-term mortgage? F. 
C .

A—Dear F. C.: A person over 65 
can get an FHA loan If a relative 
become.s the co-mortgagor. It is 
not necessary for this relative to 
live with the mortgagor. Addition­
ally. he would have to show suffi­
cient Income to cover the interest 
on the mortgage and amortization, 
the mortgage insurance, half of 
the annual taxes‘and fire insur­
ance plus half of the yearly main­
tenance Including utilities and re­
pairs. ’The FHA further requires 
that the mortgagor have a net in­
come of four tlme.s the above listed 
expenses. Length of a mortgage 
depends on the lender’s appraisal 
of the building’s economic life.

Q—Can brokers vary in the 
amount of commission ihe.v charge 
when one bu.vs stock? —C. R.

A—Dear C. R.: If .vpu buy stocks 
listed on a .stock exchange the fee 
your broker charges,is set by the 
exchange. On the New' 'York Stock 
Exchange ■ commissions average 
about 1 b*r cent of the market 
value of the stocks Involved In the 
transaction. It Is Interesting to 
note that on higher priced stocks 
the commission is relatively less. 
For example. If you buy 100 sharea 
of a $100 stork the commission is 
$49, for 100 shares of a $40 stock 
toe commission is $39 and for 100 
shares of a $10 stock toe commis­
sion is $17. If you are buying over- 
the counter, unlisted, stocks, most 
firms charge the same commission 
Tate as Is charged for listed securi­
ties. However, on these issues it Is 
legal to add up to 5 per cent of 
w'hat the broker must pay for the 
stock he sells you.

Q—What Is the tax advantage 
of leaving money in a trust as op­
posed to leaving an . outright be­
quest? A. C.

A—Dear A. C.: The tax advan­
tages In a trust occur when the 
funds are paid to a second or third 
generation. The tax to toe estate 
of the teatator will be the same 
but there will be no tax at the ter­
mination of toe trust when the 
funds are paid out. If on toe other 
hand, the funds are left .outright, 
there will not only be toe tax In 
the testator’s estate but there will 
also be a tax in toe estate of the 
one who receives toe original be­
quest. However, before you w.i>rry 
about eetate taxes, you .might 
check to see whether your estate 
will be taxable under the federal 
inheritance tax lawa and explore 
alternate methoda of reducing toe 
tax load should there be any.
, Q—The policy - dividends I re­

ceive on my life Insurance are now 
running to almost $200 a year. Is 
this taxable' income or tax-free? 
B. M.

A—Dear B. M.: Theae policy 
dividends are tax-free. Lucky you! 
Actually what you are getting ia a 
return Of part of the premluma ydu 
have pledged to pa,y but which toe 
insurance company doesn’t need.

One of the la.st steps in clear- 

Wg. title to land where Rockville’s 
first housing (or the elderlyjro^- 
ect will be located was taken yes- 
terday. Remaining steps ■will be 
taken in short order.

Ally. Edwin M. Lavitt, special 
counsel for the Rockville Housing 
Authority, said a deed from Julia 
B. Kobylevlch to the housing au­
thority'was signed late yesterday, 
ending long negotiations.

Mrs. Kobylevlch- owned a por­
tion of the tract on which state- 
subsidized housing units are to be 
built.

The authority in July acquired 
the right to make use of property 
within the tract owned by Mary 
F. Sobolewski- Mrs. Sobolewski 
owns the largest piece of proper­
ty In the state portion of the 
tract. The authority and Mrs. So­
bolewski have not agreed on price 
for acquisition of the land. -

Still to be acquired are three 
small lots of unknown ownership. 
Lavitt said the lost taxes on the 
lots were pajd In 1910. He said the 
authority will take th^se lots by 
condemnation.

Also, rights in a numbii^ of 
non-existent "paper" streets will 
be sought by the authority at a 
meeting of property owners in 
City Hall Tuesday.

The paper streets FU'e ones laid 
out on plot pfans of the property 
drawn up/ih 1888. Buyers of prop­
erty acquired certain street rights 
in anticipation of eventual street 
cpristruction. The streets were 
never built.

The authority will erect housing 
for elderly units on a 15-acre tract 
off Franklin St. The project has 
been named Franklin Park.

The state-sponsored portion of 
the project will be located on about 
seven acres of the tract. Forty 
unit.s will be built.

Property owned by Mary F, 
Sobolewski. while not deed^ to 
the authority, may be entered by 
the, authority for test borings, 
staking, and other work.

According to a stipulation filed 
wi^h the court in July, the au­
thority was given right to per­
form on the 3o.bolewski property 
without prejudicing current nego­
tiations over price. The stipulation 
is permitted under condemnation 
action.

Tlie a u t h o r i t y  deposited an 
agreed $15,000 with the court as 
part of the stipulation.

a t tbo Bid o f which he will reveal 
whether he intends to use force or 
diplomacy In his efforts to wrest 
from the Dutch the last wild rs- 
malna of their former Island em­
pire.

Meanwhile, pending that de­
cision, President Sukarno an- 
nouneee another pcriiey which re­
veals what a fin# world citizen he 
is. It is a decision to send 1,000 
Indonesian troops to become part 
Of the United Nations peace force 
bi the troubled Congo. There, of 
course, the Indonesian troops will 
^ e n d  the cause of world law and 
order. Their help will be .weloome, 
in the Congo.

One might hope that such a fine 
gesture, In support of United Na­
tions law and'principle, mlgfit also 
constitute some Indicetion of the 
kind of decision President Sukarno 
will ev-entually make with regard 
to  his own unsatisfied territorial 
ambitions.

But that has to remain a hope, 
not a prediction.

The cynical, perhaps the realls 
tic interpretation, has to calculate 
that perhaps President Sukarno 
decided to contribute troops to the 
UN In the Congo after he noticed 
that Ihdia'e Prime Minister Nehru, 
backed to the wall In his effort to 
find some argument to justify In- 
lla'a aggression against Gos: fi­
nally found refuge in a recital of 
Indla'a very important and timely 
service to the United Nations, 
especially in providing troopa in 
the Congo. How could such a fine 
servant of the world system of 
law and order ever be conaldered, 
Nehru asked, an aggressor?

Conversely, what better insur­
ance policy for anybody planning 
a little aggression than a nice con­
tribution to the United Nations po­
lice force?

We are. not inaiatlng that Presi­
dent Sukarno plans It that way. B 
But the fact that he could be plan­
ning It that way la one more argu­
ment In favor of the ultimate Unit­
ed Nations necessity—a profession­
al. standing international police 
force recruited and maintained on 
a civil.service basis, and not by the 
variable whlma or policies of mem­
ber nations. TTiat oiie glimpse of 
what can happen otherwise—of In­
dian troops serving the UN In the 
Congo while Indian troops move' to 
the aittack on Goa, hack in India 
—haa been quite enough.

Our Recalcitrant Puppet
Some quiet day, no doubt, the 

history o f  American policy In .the 
kingdom of Laos will make'a’^M- 
clnatlng thesis for some gradui^e. 
student.

■Viewed from perspective, and 
with clinical.. scholarly detach­
ment, the atory will probably seem 
much more humorous, even, per­
haps, morb logical, than it can 
seem to those of us who have to 
follow It from month to month. In 
all the hot Immediacy of events 
which makes the potentially hu­
morous seem like tragic folly, the 
potentially logical seem alihost a 
deliberate disdain for reason.

Consider, for a moment, some of 
the facts and factors such scholar­
ship will have to try to reconcile 
with one another. A  year and a 
half ago, Prince Souvanna Phou-
ma. T hm eutra------Laotian leader,
headed the legitimate government 
o f Laos, but was chased out of 
power by an armed rebellion led 
by Prince Boun Oum, who was in­
sp ire' end enrol”  ged In this act 
by American policy. Today, Amer­
ican policy ia pledged to a neutral- 
lat regime in Laos, to be headed by 
Souvanna Phouma. But, although 
our policy haa changed, that of 
Botin Oum, our original favorite 
and agent, has not.

So, In our American effort to 
keep faith wItt the decision o f the 
Geneve conference that Laos ahall 
bo fulded toward and e u w tta e d

Substitute For An Issue
We believe it la in the record 

that the first effecUve public dis­
closure of the operations of the 
John Birch Society and the first 
prominent warning against 
came from Republican sources out 
in Csllfomis.

Since then, however, the patent 
and pritllefs for keeping the 
Birch movement in the news seems 
tp have- passed to the Democrats.

How dor the Democrats keep the 
Birch movement in the news? By 
congratulating those courageous 
and principled California Republi­
cans who issued th# original warn­
ing agadnst .the movement and Its 
siren appeals? Not quite. The 
Democratic strategy ia to keep 
the Birch movement alive and In 
the headUnea in order to use it to 
smear the Republican party, by 
allegation of association.

In fact, to judge by iibme of the 
atatementa of Democratic National 
Chairman John Bailey, the whole 
l^publlcan party la nothing niore 
or less than a massive front for 
the Birchers. And, the other day, 
Governor Hrbwn of California pro­
moted the Birchers to control of 
the whole Republican party in 
California, including Its prospec­
tive candidate for governor, Rich­
ard Nixon.

This is not unusual In the field 
of political strategy. It Is the same 
kind o f technique Joe McCarthy 
used against the Democrats them­
selves, In his day. It Is a technique 
no political party seems quite able 
to resist when It sees a chance to 
use it against its own enemy, no 
matter how dirty and unfair the 
technique may seem when a party 
happens to be on the receiving end 
of the smear process.

But routine as it is, and dirty as 
it Is, there Is one special question 
of ethics and principle which 
ought to be asked, every time the 
thing happens, no matter how 
often it happens.

The way this question shapes it­
self in the present Instance is this: 
Who is now booatlng, playing up, 
publicizing, and giving Importance, 
prestige and standing to the John 
Birch Society? Do Chairman Bai­
ley, Governor Brown, or other 
Democrats, really care how much 
they promote the John Birch move­
ment so long as they see some 
chance of Injuring the Republican 
party by doing it? Would they 
not, in their strategy thinking, 
welcome even greater importance, 
larger memberahip, and wider In­
fluence for the John Birch Society, 
ao long as they thought this might 
enliance their own future chances 
at the polli?

It would be' uncharitable, per­
haps, to Insist on any summary, 
immediate judgment on the way 
Democratic campaign strategists 
seem to welcome the pre.sence of 
the Birch Society on the American 
scene. But one can cite history. 
What history says. Is that evil 
Ideological movements often get 
'Orelr biggest help not from people 
who believe thWr nonsense or their 
extremism, but merely from peO' 
pie who think they ran use such 
movements, up to a ’point, for 
their own political advantage. How 
were. the. Democrats going to cam­
paign in 1M2; we wonder, if the 
Birch society had not come along 
to give, them a cheap, but danger 
ous, substitute for an Issue ?

Q—Both my mother and I suffer 
from rheumatoid atrthrltis. Would 
it be wise for me to move from 
Maine to a warm climate to pre­
vent my children from developing 
what seems to be a family dis­
ease? And would it help my mother 
and me to make the move?

A—Unhappily, I  must answer 
•̂ TO” to both questions. A recent 
survey made by the U.S. Public 
Health Service Aowed that the in­
cidence of all forms of arthritis 
wag about the same throughout the 
country. Specifically, the figures 
per 1,000 populatian were 58.8 in the 
northeast. #5 in north central 
states, 88.5 in the southand 64.7 in 
the west.

Commenting on the survey, the 
director of the Arthritis and Rheu­
matism Foundation was quoted as 
follows; "There is no consistent ef­
fect of climate on victims of rheu­
matic disease. Contrary .to the 
widely held belief that arthritis 
sufferers get better in a warfh d ^  
climate, most experience no notice­
able cbiuige in u e lr  condition. Of 
course, lilw anyone else they find 
living easiee%ln SUch a climate. 
Soma do g ^ a  little better l">t a 
few get a  worse, the same as 
e v e ii^ e rs  else.”

MeterFund 
Held Enough 
For Purchase

Only part of the financial pic­
ture was presented Tuesday night 
to the board of directors, said Con­
troller Jay Btlinger today, by a 
citizen who was attempting to 
show that the parking meter fund 
is insutficlent to cover the pro­
posed purchases of both the rail­
road depot at the North End and 
a property on Birch St.

’The figures presented by 
Charles Morri.son, 423 E. Center 
St., were correct as far as they 
went, said Btlinger.

Morrison bald there, was about 
$62,000 in the parking meter fund, 
and said that this was insufficient 
to cover both ,the  railroad pur­
chase, which has a $35,500 price 
tag, and the Birch Sb purchase, 
which has a $26,000 price tag.

However, said Btlinger, Morri­
son's figures did not ^ow  all of 
the money which the directors can 
legitimately spend.

Morrison’s figures showed only 
the cash on. hand in the unexpend 
ed surplus portion of the fund and 
the operating budget.

His figures did not show the 
$15,000 or so which the directors 
anticipated receiving In revenue 
during the course of the year, and 
on which they based some of their 
expenditures for parking, said Et- 
llnger. '

On the basis of the anticipated 
revenue, he said, the directors may 
choose to spend the money any 
time during the year. If at the 
moment the directors decide to 
spend Uie money, the revenue has 
not -yet been received, the direc­
tors, can borrow In anticipation of 
receiving the revenue.

For the purposes of buying the 
parking lots, - said -Etllnger,-- the 
money is as good as there for the 
directors, once the budget is ap­
proved for the fiscal year.

sewer project for the Eighth District and how it  relates.to the 
North End urban renewal plan, district directors plan to  dis­
cuss both topics on Monday.

Swanson has ierfned "unethical" 
the recent directors action in pass­
ing a motion 'o use the $51,350 fed­
eral loan "without appraising the 
taxpayers as to the plana and also 
getting their expression as to 
whetheh or not- it is thsir desire 
that the aistriot proceed.”

Swanson feels the directors 
should have called a district- meet­
ing on the setver matter before 
proceeding. He finrther inquired 
whether ’’such ah'-expression, if 
that is the taxpayer’s  sentiment, 
be helpful to the directors."

The directors accepted the loan 
for preliminary planning for the 
North- Ekid sewer improyements at 
their Dec. 18 meeting.

The loan was made available 
through the Community Faculties 
Administration and was accepted 
by the Homing and Home Fi­
nance Agency.

Originally, the distrlet had 
asked for 8107,000 for preliminary 
and detaUed planning. The re­
duced amount was the result of a 
revision asked by the government 
because of a shortage of federaU 
fun^_ at the time......

ActuaUy, the federal planning 
funds are being held in resetwie for 
the Eighth District by the govern­
ment. Should the district decide not 
to go ahead with the project the 
cost of the planning will b4 borne 
solely by the government. Any 
move by district directors to Imple- 
ment the plans must recsive the ^  
proval of the district's residents.

Swanson said he represented a 
group of taxpayers and business­
men on the square a t the North, 
End. "We are not ob^cUng to re­
development as su<m,” Swanson 
noted, polnUng out he felt the at­
mosphere for redevelopment In the 
North End generaUy was healthy.

Observing th a t ., the redevelop­

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Battet Troupe 
Performs on 
VConn Stage

The rather Urge audience which 

fathered last night at JorgwwM 
Auditorium was disappointed to 
find that Mile. Charrat, *<>'>"««*• 
and premiere danaeuse of the m i - 
let Janine CSiarrat de France, had 
met with an unfortunate and wr- 
lous accident which prevented her 
appearance with the troupe.

Some of her work ^ 'a s  to be 
viewed, however, since she was 
represented as choregrapher of 
two works on, the program. Her 
actual dancing parts were taken 
by Mile Lily Reyers.

It is difficult to judge how much 
the absence of the group’s leading 
spirit affected the performance, 
and how much a slippery floor fur­
ther contributed to an uneasy reel­
ing of morale in the troupe. Cer­
tain it is. however, that there was 
a distinct lack of elan on the part 
of the dancers. unUl the final 
number.

The program opened with ’’Suite 
en blanc" as conceived and chore­
ographed by Serge, Lifar to music 
by L,alo. Lalo w-as a stuffy aca­
demician who, as head of the Paris 
Cwiservatoire. consistently refused 
to seê  any merit Ip Ravel’s works, 
so I suppose the rather stuffy and 
contrived choreograidiy, as well as 
the similar dancing, was in keep­
ing with the composer and his tra­
dition.

Perhaps the dancers were cold, 
hut the opiming number created an 
unfavorable impression to this re­
viewer. ’There was evident lack of 
bakm amongst the entire troup. 
while ensemble Jetes and entre­
chats on the part of the male dene 
era were neither precisely nor deft' 
ly executed. -

Because of Miss Charrat’s  ab­
sence, the printed program was 
changed, and the pianists, Jacque­
line Ehnery and Janka Sanjek. 
were heard in a duo instead of the 
baUet ‘‘L’Amasone." They played 
beautifully, with style, ele|;dhce, 
and predion, but the audience 
paid them all too scant b e ^

I  was surprised at this, for 
SJCotw invariably hafe turned out 
a considerate anji' well-informed 
audience in iW experience. In 
consequence, Hiany totally missed 
the Joys of 4  truly excellent per­
formance the Seint-Saens music 
to a ballet known as "Wedding 
Cake,'^

Ttie well-known pas de deux 
frbm "Casse Noisette’’ came next, 
With Mile. Reyers as Klara and 
Mllenko Banovitch as danseur no- 

, ble. The ballerina’s AAbesques 
« and attitudes are particular love­

ly. Time had apparently not al' 
lowed sufficient rehearsal for the 
two,’ for M. BimovlUh’s support 
was not always in perfect ensem- 

' ble with the adagio of his part' 
uer.

After an intermission, the troupe 
presented the tlilrd performance 
anywhere of a divertissement en, 
titled "Zone Interdite,” chore'

' ographed by Mile. Charrat on 
story-by M. Banovitch, with mu 
sic by Kresimlr ^ipuch.

This was in ' modem vein, but 
the choreography owed nothing to 
Martha Graham,- Mary Wigman, 
or others who have essayed radi­
cal departures in the field of dance. 
There was some slight feeling, at 
thnes, of influence by Harald 
Kreudberg. but on the whole it 
may fairly be said that Mile. Char­
ra t here developed a style of her 
own, albeit none too startling.

The music to this opus wasn't 
nearly as bad as some I have heard 
to modem ballets, although it was 
obviously contrived to fit precon­
ceived dance figuree, rather than 
the other way around.

The whole work needs some ju­
dicious tightening, and some se­
vere pruning, but it has the ele­
ments of a true work of art in the 
modem idiom. The ending in par­
ticular needs revision before It will 
join the body of the work with any 
degrree of conviction.

On the other hand. "Champagne 
Party.” also choreographed by 
Mile Charat, was extremely witty 
and well conceived. This ballet of 
the gas-light era seemed definitely 
to show the metier of the choreog­
rapher and of the troupe as well.

For the first time the audience 
awoke from its rather lethargic at­
titude and took keen Interest In 
the proceedings, according the en­
tire company vigorous and pro­
longed applause at the close.

Altogether, it was an uneven 
. evening, but one I was glad to at­

tend if only for the high spots pro­
vided by- the pianists and for the 
final divertissement, which was 
well conceived, well-oostumed, and 
w’ell executed. ,

•Busy Day 
The new step In the N C AA -AAU  

squabble climaxed a busy day that 
also Included four more recommen- 
datloni by the rulei committee of 
the American F(7otbali Coaches 
Aasoctatlon, two decisions by the 
council on reviews of Infractions, 
and nine recommendations from

the A F C A  special committee on 
football Injuries and fatalities.

The council ended the one year 
probationary status of the unlver- 
ally of Arizona, which had been 
.alapped for football recruiting vio­
lations, but refused to lessen the 
four-year penalty on all sport* 
handed to Indiana in April of 1960.

Indiana had asked that the pen­
alty, imposed for six football re- 
cruiUnF violations, be modified to 
free'non-football teams at the uni­
versity. The council rejected the 
apeal, and the Hooslers remain 
barred from N CAA championship 
events and the N C A A  television 
program in ail sports until April 
of 1964.

Merchandise that is .soiled or has 
been In stock a long time is put on 
sale on set day*. The retailer Is 
thus aided in (keeping Inventories 
u))-to-date aqd In obtaining funds 
for purchilsing new items.

Inventory Sales; Stores periodic­
ally check sales and stock on hand. 
To simplify this task, stores w ill 
often run a sale before Inventory 
time.

Stimulation. Sales; These sales 
encourage people to buy during 
slack seasons. Large volumes of 
goods must be sold for the retail­
er to make a profit.

Special Purchase Sales; The re 
taller purcha.ses large quantities of 
similar items from the manufac­
turer.

The agreement; Cops will go un­
armed If hoods V ill do likewise.

But now the agreement has 
been broken with a bang.

Yes, a shot has actually been 
fired In anger at a bandit—not by 
a policeman, 11 Is tnie.

The shot was fired from the 
back of a -ps.VroU van by a civilian 
bank guard named I-h-ed Dighton. 
Ironically, an unarmed police con­
stable was sitting beside him at

■4'lhorlzed him to carry a pistol? 
.Suppose he had accidentally hit 
some innocent bystander?

The Guardian, Influential liberal 
paper, blames the bank which em­
ploys Dighton. When the police go 
unarmed, "why should a bank be 
permitted to maintain a private 
ai-my?" asks The Guardian, add­
ing, "Private warfare has been re­
garded as an outrage in Britain 
since the Dark Ages."

The Guardian concede)! that 
"bandltrv Is a real and ' serious 
problem.” "But," the paper warns, 
"if those who convoy wages take 
to carrying arms . . .

You saw a doubla 
feature (films were shorter then, 
averaging 90 minutes each) plus 
a short subject and a newsreel.

Few 
Of Andes Slide

By tWEODORE A. EDIOBR
- Lima, Peru, Jan. 12 (/P)— 
Rescue planes flew into the 
Andes 'Valley of Huaylas 200 
miles north dSf Lima today, 
where 3,000 to 4,000 persons 
are feared dead under an ava­
lanche of ice, snow, rock and 
mud. The disaster virtually 
wiped out two villages and 14 
eettlements ih eight minutes.

Before darkness last night, 60 
bodies had been recovered. And a 
doctor back from the stricken area 
said rescuers would have little to 
do but recover the dead—"There 
are no Injured.”

.Only two planes were able to 
fly yesterday Into Caras, about 20 
fniles north of the disaster area, 
before dense fog and bad weather 
set In. But this morning, planes 
began a shuttle to carry In doc­
tors, nurses, medicines, food and 
clothing for 'vIcUms of Wednes­
day’s tiaged'y.

Because of the dknger of new 
slides, the area was declared an 
emergency zone.

The exact number of dead may 
never be known'.
‘ Roberto Thorndike, chairman of 
Pelni'c Red Cross, said first es- 
UmatM put the missing at 3,000. 
Most of these presumably are 
dead.

Fomento, Peru’s development 
mlnisUy, said the dead may reach 
2 ,000.

Other officials’ figures were 
higher. —-

U.S- Ambassador James Loeb, 
Who flew over the death vadley at 
17,000 feet yesterday, reported es 
timatea of 4,000 missing and pre- 
aum ^ dead.

-He said there had been some 
panic among the tew  survivors. 
“ It was one of the strangest dis­
asters since there were practically 
no survivors,”  he said. “ Every­
body was UUed."

Fomento warned of danger of 
new avalanches in the Andean val­
ley between the White and Black 
ranges.

fh irca escaped before a thick sheet 
of mud, rocl^ Ice and debris cov­
ered 85 per cent 6t the town.
