Stay on Job

Two school speech therapists
who last mdnth asked to resign

d thehave now deetd^ not to, and 
school system plans to ease some­
what the heavy work load that 
prompted the resignation requests.

Supt. of Schools William H. Cur­
tis last night told the board of 
education Umt Mrs. Alice Perkins 
of Glastonbury and Mrs. Bonnie 
Kenyon of Storrs, the system’s 
only two speech therapists, will 
"fulfill their contracts for the rest 
of the year."

The therapists' decision to with­
draw their resignation requests 
was the result of discussion he and 
the board’s personnel relations 
committee have had with them, he 
said.

The school board voted imanl- 
mously to approve withdrawal of 
the resignations.

The superintendent said that 
during the meetings, one of which 
Vas Monday, some solutions were 
worked out to the therapists’ prob­
lems in trying to work with about 
100 children each. Instead of the 
state-recommended load of about 
40.

Supt. Curtis said outside the 
meeting that he has directed Mrs. 
Perkins and Mra Kenyon to de­
termine the most severe eases for 
the school system’s administra­
tive council o f principals to set 
up on a priority work list. That 
way, those who most need aid will 
be helped first, he said.

In addition, he said he wrlU rec­
ommend salary allocations for two 
more speech therapists In the 1968- 
83 school budget, now under pre­
paration.

Supt. Curtis said the therapists 
are working with the State De­
partment of Education to learn 
policies throughout the state gov­
erning the work o f speech thera-. . . . .  i f ,piste. He said he will review the 
policies with them. ■

The therapists submitted their 
resignations to the board of edu­
cation Dec. 18, asking that they 
become effective Dec. 22. However, 
the board withheld action on the 
requests until it could look into 
the matter further.
■ At the Dec. 13 meeting, Supt. 

Curtis said Mrs. Perkins and Mrs.' 
Kenyon had Indicated an "Inability 
to cope with the load o f their pro­
gram" and had become "extremely 
frustrated” In their efforts.

announced today that the United 
Nations will issue its second com- 
memoritlve stamp of 1M8 (March 
30) -in honor of the World Health 
Organiution (WHO> smd lbs drive 
to eradicate malaria in countries of 
the world whi|re it stlU affects ad­
versely human existence.

Hie'Uieme o f the new stamp will 
be "The World United A ^ n s t  
Malaria" developed by WHO a 
apecisdized agency of the United 
Nations.

More than 1,000 million human 
beings live under the threat of 
malaria. In 1955, the World Health 
Assembly, meeting that year In 
Mexico, reaolved to eliminate - this 
scourge from the face of the 
earth as rapidly as posalble. Each 
afflicted country, under the over­
all Internationa' coordination of 
WHO, and (rften with additional 
international help, is massing ita 
efforts to eradicate the disease once 
and for all. Seventy-six countries 
are joined in this campaign.

Recently, Dr. M. G. Candau, di­
rector-general of WHO, stressed 
the n e ^  for international action in 
these terms: "Countries that are 
in the grip of malaria cannot by 
themselves meet the whole cost of 
the campaign, International action 
must accordingly help to carry the 
program forward smoothly and 
steadily. The task is enormous, al­
most'inconceivable, yet there can 
be no doubt that malaria efadica- 
ti<m is essential to mass prosper- 
liig on earth."

The stamp, which will be print­
ed by plioU^gravure proceas in six 
colors, is in denominations o f  4 
cents and 11 cents by Harrison 
and Sons, Limited, London, Eng­
land.

of state, and his address was writ­
ten by Uts white supremacist gov­
ernment of Prime Minister Hen­
drik Verwoerd whose national 
party has a greater majority in 
this parliament than ever before.

Outlining the government’s leg­
islative program, Swart said mo6t 
of It and the parliamentary debate 
would be affected by the present 
international situation "and espe­
cially Uie " progressive deteriora­
tion of the United Nations” as an 
instrument of peace.

He accused Uie U.N. of making 
unfair attacks on South Africa 
under prompting of the Afrlcan- 
Asian and Communist blocs.

"The objective is clear, namely 
that the whole of Africa must be 
ruled by black peoples,” he de­
clared.

"The main force behind thbi aim 
should be stated frankly, namely 
the Communist policy of world 
domination.”

Swart charged that, for expedi­
ency's sake, some western nations 
are going along with U.N. forces 
and "are threatening peace and 
justice."

He said the government intended 
to speed up the development of 
separate states for the . black 
Bantu population and added, "The 
great task of the government and 
nation is therefore to grant self 
rule to the Bantu (black majority) 
as toon as they can and will ac­
cept it."

But Swart said that white rule 
could and must be preserved in 
South Africa and that the nation’s 
defen.se forces are being strength­
ened to ensure this.

School Bdard Hears Reports 
On Summer. Adult Schools

The board o f education W adna^f celyed A  for their work, 66 got B,
dky night acce^M  a final raport 
on the operAUon of the summer 
school last year, and an Interim 
report oh the operation of. the first 
semester of the current school 
year's adult instruction program.

The report from Blaine Miller, 
former head of the summer school 
program and now an asMstant 
principal at Manchester High 
School, showed that 648 pupils took 
advantage of the summer session.

Since some pupils took more 
than one course, the total registra­
tion was 726.

The course with the most pupils 
was remedial reading for Grades 
2 through 6, which was taught to 
211 pupils. Second highest regis­
tration was for typing, with 136 
pupils.
. Next was math with 90 pupils, 
with English running fourth with 
§6 pupils.

Total money spent on the pro­
gram was 312,676. Income on tui­
tion subjects was approximately 
38.800.

Sixteen full-time teachers work­
ing four hours a day handled the 
tuition subjects, and nine teachers 
handled the elementary reading 
prograni. A  full-time clerk worked 
270 hours during the nine weeks 
of the program.

Out of the total enrollment, 
about 200 students signed up for 
•academic courses, either .for en­
richment or makeup. About 267 
registrations were involved, since 
some students took more than one 
course. All but 16 completed the 
work.

Seventeen of the students re-

r^plil passes,

108 got C, 44'jtOt ma: 
and 23 flunked. The 23 
resented 9 per cent of the total,

Lewie Piper, director of the' eve­
ning adult school, reported that 24 
courses were offered during tha 
first semester, Including Engljsh 
for the foreign bom, math, business 
practice, home making, laiiguages 
and fine arts. In addition, the Pow­
er Squadron ran a class, and spe­
cial classes Were held In art and 
Greek.

All classes averaged at least 
10 members, and aome had many 
more.

During the current semester 33 
courses are being offered, one less 
than last semester! since two typ­
ing courses were combined.

TOe amount of registration ftes, 
at two dollars per person, was 3100. 
Fifty-six persons signed up, but 
those who took the Skiglith for 
foreign bom  did not have to pay 
a fee.

All Blue?
Tw o things, o f  m ajor impor' 

tance, have Just happened on the 
lasue o f  medical care for the aged

*nie American Medical Associa­
tion  and national Blue Shield offl- 
-da is have agreed upon and an­
nounced as ready for Implementa­
tion a nation-wide Blue 'Shield pro­
gram  to  provide surgical and 
liiedtcal care benefits for all per­
sons over 65 '«t an estimated mlnl- 

-mum cost o f  $3 per month per per­
son.

Previously, the American Hos­
pital Association and the Blue 
Gross Association agreed on an­
other national program, this one a 
hospitalization program  for retire? 
■jpersons over 65. In this plan, but 
« o t  In the Blue Shield plan, the 

■'federal government would be 
iiaaked to  help make the necessary 
!pa3dnents for those w ho could not 
if fo r d  It themselves.

The two- plans together. It Is 
-sstlmated, provide more generous 
»n d  comptete coverage for the 
health problems o f the aged than 
anything Congress Is considering. 
But that will be something to be 
debated, and measured, by various 
people, representing various out­
looks, before It Is accepted as a 
■final truth.
■ Meanwhile, however, some gen- 
-end observations can be made.

First, these developments repre­
sent the grudging and long-delay­
ed effort o f  those who believe In a 
'basically private management and 
responsibility for our social prob­
lems to  produce a  practical, effl- 
■dent. Inclusive alternative to gov ­
ernmental action.

T o  be frank about it, it has been 
the presence In Congress o f  propo­
sitions to have the government 
take over the problem of medical 
care for  the elderly which has f i­
nally sharpened the wits, the pen­
cils, and the consciences o f those 
w ho believe in privately-controlled 
solutions.

Second, (juch a system of medi­
cal care, privately-controlled, has 
its o\iTi built-in dangers, just as 
any governmental proposition has 
its  own built-in risks. The risk, 
when the government runs some­
thing like this, is that demagogues 
Will take control o f it and use it 
to  smash private enterprise, re- 
■ponsiblllty and decision. When 
this kind o f functioning is left In 
private hands, there is another 
kind o f  danger, which has to be ad­
m itted and recogpilzed and labeled 
even if, on analysis. Its worst 
threat can be discounted. There 
w as a time, some years ago, when 
■ome o f  the hospitals of Connecti­
cut threatened to put the Blue 
Cross out of business, because they 
w ere not satisfied with the scale 
©f payments they were receiving. 
AJid there was, more recently, a 
crisis in the relationship between 
0»e Connecticut medical profession 
And the Blue Shield, primarlly-be 
cause the profession itself had a 
spirited free enterprise division of 
m ind and. votes over Just how 
'i^ rge an area of its practice should 
have its fees held to Blue Shield 
standards.

Such things have occurred, un 
tier private responsibility, and 
therefore could occur again, under 
the national program made possi­
ble b y  the two national agree­
ments cited at the beginning of 
this editorial.'

But, in both Connecticut in 
■tances, where the private enter­
prise Involved felt like kicking over 
the traces, compromise developed, 
and the great basic Blue Cross and 
Blue Shield programs continued 
building, to the good and irre 
pjaceable service and security of 
Connecticut people.

Our third general observation is 
this. I f  the object, among all 
Americana o f  good heart and con­
science, is to  obtain the very best 
MlutlOn for  the problem involved, 
then neither the -fact that the 
Am erican Medical Association 
r a y  have had to be pressured and 
fHCbtaned toward its present 
braadmiade^neee, nor the fa c t that

private management in such fields 
sometimes has momenta in which 
it forgets its public responsibility, 
should stand in the way o f  open,, 
unprejudiced appraisal o f  the poa- 
sibliitiea these two national agree- 
m m ta eatablish.

I f  there la now a real, national 
basis- fo r  solving the problem of 
medical care for the elderl;^, with 
only a relatively allm degree of 
government resj^niibllity or fi­
nancing, what common sense rea­
son can there be for fighting ItT

A re  we trying to solve a prob­
lem ? Or are we merely quarreling 
over what kind o f label the aolu- 
tion shall w ear?

We say this: if the possibilities 
Involved in these two agreements 
can be made to seem good and 
sound under all kinds o f  analysis 
and examination, then it would be 
a sheer waste o f  time, serving po­
litical vanity' more than any 
cause, to stage a big fight out of 
loyalty to a strictly governmental 
program nobody may ever be able 
to get through Congress.

In Chameleon Ink
Like the other great balancing 

budget feats o f the bl-partisan 
past, that o f  President Kennedy's 
budget message to Congress is 
written In chameleon Ink. This is a 
preparation which stays blue dur­
ing the transit to Congress, and 
through the reading Into the Con­
gressional Record, and into a few 
scattering political speeches in 
which whatever President It is 
claims that he submitted a  bal­
anced budget, and which then, 
alas, begins turning spasmodically 
red.

The applications which begin 
bringing the red out over the blue 
vary in detail, from year to year, 
but fall into one general pattern.

The Congress, after greeting the 
President’s budget message with 
loud proclamations that it will 
stand some conscientious legisla­
tive cutting— a process which. If 
it ever developed, would leave the 
blue ink still In— gets down to its 
real talent, which is for spending 
much m ore than the President ever 
Bska

And, a fter It has spent mpre 
than the President asks, Congl-ess 
invariably refuses to follow  his 
revenue recommendations either, 
so that the end situation is that 
the governm ent has less money 
coming in than the President cal­
culated when he did his budget 
balancing miracle.

All this is built-in Washington 
habit and procedure, guaranteed 
from year to year whether or not 
any outside factor, such aa the 
condition o f  business which could 
also a ffect the size o f govem m en 
tal revenues, invades the picture.

Under the circumstances, we 
hope we will be pardoned if we 
withhold our applause for  Presi­
dent Kennedy, for having submit­
ted a balanced budget. In fact, we 
will not even achieve our normal 
financial piety and hope that the 
budget does somehow wind up In 
balance—not, that la. If balancing 
it depends upon the end o f  the four 
cent letter which, in our book. Is 
the last surviving governmental 
subsidy which goes to Individuals 
rather than to some occupation or 
Industry.

Fiction and non-flctlon lu-e about 
equally divided.

with regard, to interest in college.. 
There is no guidance office like Uie 
one at MHS and the only prodding 
and encouraging is done by the 
parents.

Because German colleges are 
“packed,” standards are kept very 
high with comparatively few ’ ad­
mitted from the number who ap­
ply. Students are tested at fre­
quent intervals at the university. 
Although not required to attend 
classes, they must continually 
meet standards or they are ex­
pelled.

In Japan after the final exam, 
each college to which a student 
applies has its separate and indi­
vidual exam. An exceptional re­
quirement is a physical exam in 
gymnastics. Financially, the Ger­
man college is more expensive 
than an average Ameriesm one and 
a  Japanese univeft-slty compara­
tively cheaper. However, boarding 
at the German school may present 
another problem, since German 
colleges accept about, SO per cent 
more than they have room to 
board.

Many of these students live in 
homes near campus or rent an 
apartmenL Either way is more ex­
pensive than boarding at the uni­
versity. Japan’s universities have 
virtually no campuses so most 
students board nearby.

Coeducational colleges are pre­
dominant in Germany but in Japan 
only about half are coeducational. 
According to Hiroko about 65 per 
cent of the students who pass the 
final exam are admitted to a col­
lege. In Germany, only 30 per 
cent are accepted because of very 
high standards and crowded condi­
tions. These figures are merely ap­
proximations and not necessarily 
exact facts. In America approxi­
mately half of high sehooi gndu- 
ates cimtinue their education. •

Tuberculosis Suspect 
Relates Experiences

To a Manchester girl the wordafor the first part of their lUy and
tuberculosis now has profound 
meaning. For not long ago aha was 
a patient at a tuberculosis hospital 
as a TB suspect. Fortunately the 
tests proved negative.

A patient of the Utacas-on-the- 
Thames Hospital in Norwli^, the 
MHS student underwent testa and 
medicatltm for a period of 11 
months. A history of TB in the 
family necessitated the precautions 
to insure the health of the patient 
and the other members of her fam- 
ily.

As ^  result, when a weakneas 
developed in her lungs due to pneu­
monia, she was admitted to the 
hospital for observation.

For the first few nionths the 
girl (whom we shall call Betty) 
was confined to bed for a complete 
nest and continual testa. During 
Dlls time and most of her stay she 
received a great deal of m ^ca- 
tion. Medicine had to be adminis­
tered frequently and Betty’s reac­
tions were closely observ^

All patients a t the hoqiital a n  
under constant surveillanoe with a 
progressive ca n  syston. Tbey par­
ticipate in a normal daily rouUpe 
with the exception of a' two-hour 
rest period. Lenghty hospitaliza­
tion carries out one of the main 
purposes of ths hospital — namely, 
to give ths patient a complsts 
nsL

the other TB patients.

With TB patients serving as 
her "second-family.” Betty shared 
in their experiences. “ I was for­
tunate to observe the disease as 
menly a bystanddr, but other pa­
tients at the hospital weren't so 
liicky,” she commented.

She added that her experience 
at the hospital has helped her 
reafize the wonders modem medi­
cine can performer when disease 
is discovered and treated in lU 
early stages.

Rdlable sources said the United 
Nations has recommended that 
Glzenga be brought here to remove 
him from the tense Stanleyville 
area in caae there la any further 
trouble with Glzengiat soldlere.

U.N. headquarters received a 
report tliat CiU. Alphonse Pakassa, 
nomlnaUy the commander ot forces 
in the eastern Congo, has been re­
turned to Stanleyville from North 
Katanga. Though this report could 
not be confirm^, U.N. officials be­
lieved he might have been, arrested 
to forestall any new army uprising, 
following Gizenga’s downfall.

Pakaasa is the commander of the 
troops who masMcred 13 Italian 
UJ4. airmen a t' Kindu last No­
vember and apparently also per­
petrated the Kongolo kllUngs.

'Where his loyalties now lie— 
with Glzenga, the Central govern­
ment or elsewhere—is not now 
known for certain. But tioop move­
ments reported In KIVU Province, 
bring between North Katanga and 
Stanleyville, have stirred fears 
that the troops might be moving 
back to defend their one-time 
leader.

A reconnaissance plane spotted 
200 to 300 Congolese troops around 
the airport of Kindu, 175 miles 
north of Kongolo, which the U.N. 
evacuated several days ago.

Glzenga Is a virtual prisoner of 
Central government forces in Stan 
leyville. Should the Kongolo Slay­
ers reach Stanleyville, they would 
run Into the troops loyal to the 
Central government and Ethiopian 
U.N. troope. ,

Meanwhile, however, the Leo­
poldville re^me and the U.N. 
coxunand appeared as helpless to 
bring the guilty to account as they 
were after the Kindu slaughter.

The United Nations, w h i c h  
poured 4,000 troops into the fight­
ing in ^Isabethvllle last month, 
has no troops in the vicinity of 
Kongolo, 440 miles north of the 
Katanga Capital. Premier Cyrille

These totals later were reduced 
to about $54..bllllon for the first or 
hext fiscal year, he said, and this 
was then reduced to $51.6 billion 
Of new obllgatlonal authority by 
transferring other unused funds 
previously voted by Congress.

The biggest item In the trans- Hebron 
fer of unused funds was $514.5 
million that Coiigrew voted last 
year to continue purchases of a 
wing of heavy long range Jet B52 
bombers. McNamara refused to 
spend this.

Under the budget for the new 
fiscal year, as finally worked out, 
the secretary said that a buildup 
o f conventional waffare forces— 
including guerrilla specialists— 
will continue.

"This does not mean that we 
would hesitate to use nuclear 
weapons even In a, limited war 
situation, if needed,” he empha­
sized.

A massive snow storm plodded 
across the Midwest toward the 
Ohio River valley and the south­
eastern states t o d a ^

It piled up record-breaking 
amounts dt snow in eastern Kan- 

and western Missouri — an, 
area that has taken a  heavy pound­
ing all winter. It also caused five 
deaths.

A cold wave was expeoted to 
thrust down across the Midwest 
behind the tnowfall today, drop­
ping temperatures tq below zero 
in Kansas and Missouri and bring 
near-zero readings-into Oklahoma, 
parts o f Texas. Arkansas and 
southern M isi^ri.

There also war danger of heavy 
drifting in eastern Kansas and 
northwest^ni Missouri as a stiff 
north ■wind kicked up.

The''prospects caused scores of 
schools in the Kansas-Missourl 
andw belt to remain closed. Most 
School children depend on buses, 
and officials were reluctant to ex­
pose them to the dangers of be­
coming trapped in snowdrifts. All 
public schools in Wichita and Kan­
sas City were closed.

Wichita, in south Central Kan­
sas, measured 15 inches of new 
snow through last night, on top 
of 2 inches of old snow. The pre­
vious record was 12 inches on the 
ground in Wichita Meirch 9, 1909.

Kansas City had 14 inches of 
new enow and a total cover of 21 
inches. The city has had 30 inches 
this month, 8 inches more than 
any previous entire January. 
Since Dec. 8, Kansas City has had 
47 inches of snow.

Wichita’s municipal airport was 
closed at 6 last night to give 
workmen a chance to clear the 
runways.

exactly 48 hours after he and three 
other members o f a l l - c l v l U e n ,  
state council were led out of the 
National Palace as prisoners of 
Rodriquez Echavarria and a mili­
tary-civilian Junta wa* Installed In 
the council's place.

It was two months ago that the 
capital celebratted the repubUc’s 
liberation from the Trujillo dy­
nasty in a coup led by Rodriguez 
Echavarria. Now he is a prisoner.

There was no immeffiate an­
nouncement about what would be 
done ■with the imprisoned general, 
an Air Force veteran, or who 
would replace him as the armed 
forces commander. Army Col. Vic­
tor Klvy Vinas Roman, 36, subsec­
retary of the armed forces, tem­
porarily took over his office at the 
San Ysidro Air Base.

The government-operated Radio 
Caribe reported Air Force Gen. 
Andres Rodriguez Mendez, an ex­
ile in Puerto Rico, would succeed 
Rodriguez Echavarria. But Bon- 
nelly told newsmen the assign­
ment remains to be decided.

Six of the seven members o f the 
state council—most of them long­
time opponents of the Trujillo dic­
tatorship—̂ emerged from incar­
ceration or embassy refuga and 
resumed control of the government 
they first took up on Jan. 1.

The state council’s first act after 
returning to the National Palace 
waa to accept the reslgqiatlon of 
Joaquin Balaguer, a Trujillo hold­
over who was president until the 
Junta deposed the 7-man council 
Tuesday night.

That cleared the way for Bon- 
nelly to step up to the presidency 
in accordance with an agreement 
last month between BalaguCr and 
the leading anti-TruJllIo faction, 
the National CSvlc Union.

Young businessman Donald Read 
was named to fill Balaguer's coun­
cil seat.

Radio Oaribe said Balaguer's 
whereabouts were not known.

There was no word on the three 
military members of the Junta and 
two elision  membera who had held 
office under the lYuJiUos.

Rodriguez Ekshavarria, arrested 
by his own troops, sat glumly un­
der guard in a waiting room in the 
National Palace as Bonnelly was 
installed in the council conference 
chamber ISO feet away. Just two 
months ago the 37-yesr-oId Air 
Force general had been a hero to 
Dominicans for leading the Air 
Force uprising that expelled the 
last of the Trujillo dynasty.

His guards said the general 
would be held prisoner until the 
state council decided his fate.

The nsw attempt to consolidate Vernon’s three govern­
ments is more of a gambie than conditions make it seem. If it 
faiis this time, it may be dead for years to come. There are 
more problems than meet the eye; for, although some of its 
former opponents have indicated^ 
they favor thp idea, they alao indi­
cate they want it on their own 
terms.

Having protested during past 
consolidation attenipts that the 
proposed single-government char­
ters concealed the machinery for 
dictatorship, the opponents are 
now proposing to do some dictat­
ing on their own.

The difficult part Is they are un­
aware of it.

Opposition is centered mainly in 
the fire district among those wnu 
have felt they would have most to 
lose. It's no secret the members ut 
the 'Vernon Taxpayer's Bureau and 
its twin, the Vernon Independent 
Party, and the majority of district 
firemen and constables have form­
ed the basic opposition bloc,

Monday night, a handful of VTB 
members agreed to support con­
solidation under a town meeting,' 
or selectman, form of government.
The special services available in 
the city of Rockville, they agreed, 
could ^  handled through a sepa­
rate utilities district.

Meanwhile, a group of city coun- 
climen met and agreed they would 
work toward a consolidation vote 
In the November state eleebons.

The councllmen’s sentiment lies 
with a representative form ol gov­
ernment to be authorized by char­
ter or ordinance adopted as part 
of the consolidation vote.

Already there is conflict. The sit­
uation is compounded by the at­
titude of VTB members that they 
must keep the other group on the 
defensive. .

There are other conflicts which 
overshadow the significant factor 
that proponents and opponents 
both state they favor merging of 
the three governmenta

The councllmen will meet with 
administrative officials of the oth­
er governments Jan. 81 to take 
steps toward consolidation under 
the Heme Rule Act.

The taxpayers’ group will seek 
to name a consolidation study 
group at a district meeting, thus 
gi-vlng the study group an official 
status the VTB does not have.

It’s too bad the march toward 
what can be a victorious effort 
has begun with different aims..

The thing td consider is that the 
alma which have so far been con­
flicting are secondary to the .aim 
o f unifleation.

At that, the current differences 
over the form o f  consolidated gov­
ernment are not irreconcilable.

The VTB members concluded 
there must be a plan for consollda 
tion. There must be a plan indeed.
If it helps to call it a plan, or an 
ordinance, rather than a charter, 
then it should be called a plan.

The taxpayers’ bureau has rid­
den the crest of one popular wave 
recently ;— the petition for direct 
telephone dialing. It now appeara 
to be placing its surfboard in posi­
tion for another crest ride — con­
solidation.

Two successful rides could help 
reverse the general opinion that 
the inra Is strictly a dissident or­
ganization of negative rather than 
positive criticism.

For Spread of 
2 5 - Hour Week

gotiated by the New York elec­
tricians is sure to be a major talk­
ing pomt in on AFL-dO  economic- 
legislative conference here next 
week. It is to be keyed to economic 
problems and ways of reducing the 
nation's 4.1 million unemployed. 
Goldberg is to be a speaker.

In New York, contractore agreed 
under pressure of a atrike to re­
duced working hours for some 
9.000. members o f the Internation­
al Brottierhood of Electrical Work­
ers. The union had sought a 4-hour 
day.

In place of a 6-hour day plua 
a seventh hour at overtime pay 
previously worked by the men. 
they will henceforth have a 5-hour 
day, with a sixth hour at overtime. 
Because straight-time pay was 
raised from $4.40 to $4.96 an hour, 
their 5-day earnlnga will be about 
the same.

The union made clear that it 
was worried about the inroads of 
automated construction methods 
and wanted to share the available 
work among more men. There is 
actually a shortage of electrician.s 
in New York, but the union said it 
will recruit 1,000 apprentices.

In that connection, union of­
ficials here pointed to a labor de­
partment report issued this week 
Which said that "The failure of 
the 1961 recovery to generate an 
expansion of jobs in construction 
even with the sharp upturn in con 
struction expenditures, U imprcce- 
dented in pOTtwar experience."

Negotiations due to get under 
way soon in the big steel Industry 
may become the next battleground 
for a shorter work week. The 
Steelworkers Union has indicated 
it will be a major goal because of 
the dwindling number of workers 
required to operate the mills.

Reducing regular work hours is 
not necessarily a way to make 
more Jobs, however, because most 
workers prefer more Income than 
more leisure and would rather 
work < extra hours at premium 
overtime ratea than take the time 
off.

Recognizing this, the recently- 
adopted APL-CIO resolutlbhs said 
that work hours could also be re­
duced by providing more holidays, 
longer vacations or earlier retire­
ment. Giving a worker an addi­
tional four weeks paid vacation, 
it was suggested, would amount to 
cutting his work week 3 hours.

Reducing work hour.s has long 
been a major union goal. One of 
the nation's earliest recorded labor 
strikes was by Philadelphia Car­
penters for s 10-hour day. Con­
gress legislated the 40-hour week 
in 1938.

According to government statis­
tics between 15 and 20 per cent 
of ail plant and office workers have 
less than a 40-hour work week — 
about one of every five or aix. This 
is most prevalent in the printing, 
clothing, brewing, rubber, lumber 
and fur industries.

A  government aurevy of office 
workers in New York City last 
April showed that 87 per oent 
worked less than a 40-hour week. 
About 54 per cent were on a 35- 
hour week. In fact, throughout 
the nation many more office work­
ers are on short weeks than are 
plant workers.

Looking to Seven More

Kennedy Completes 
First Year in Office

New York, Jan. 20 (JF)—  

President Kennedy reached 
the end of his first year in 
the White House today— and 
obviously he already is look­
ing ahead toward seven more.

Kennedy is certain of three ad­
ditional years in prctbably the most 
important, challenging job In the 
world. And it is sUmost os certain 
that he will try for another four, 
since he is one President who nev­
er has been particularly coy about 
running for reelectlon.

In observance of this first anni­
versary of his Inauguration, the 
C h i e f  Executive was shifting 
locales and emphasis from New 
York and International politics to 
Washington and domestic, Demo­
cratic politics.

Thus the major event on the 
Kennedy calendar for the day Is a 
dinner In Washington's National 
Guard Armory. T h o u s a n d s  of 
Democrats were crowding In from 
all over the country for the $100- 
a-plate fund-raising rally featur­
ing Kennedy as speaker.

Vic* President Lyndon B. John­
son and former President Truma'n 
were billed for some oratorical ef­
forts, too. Johnson, Truman and 
other upper bracket party leaders 
were invited to eat twice with 
Kennedy today—the first time at a 
"White House luncheon.

Even from the weather stand­
point, the day Was reminiscent of 
inaug^iration day a year ago. Again 
Washington was cloaked in snow, 
although there was nothing like 
the. six or eight inches dumped on 
the city on Inauguration eve in 
1961.

The ETesident recalled that bliz­
zard in chatting with reporters in 
New York last night, during a 
theater intermission. He took in 
the hit musical comedy, "How to 
Succed In Busines without Really 
Trying.”

The Qilef ExecuUve had flown 
from Washington to New York 
yesterday morning to keep a lunch­
eon appointment In the Waldorf- 
Astoria Hotel suite ' of Adlal E. 
Stevenson, United States ambas­
sador to the United Nations. ThS 
only other guest was U Thant, 
acting secretary-general of the 
U.N.

It was the first meeting between 
Kennedy and U Thant.

Stevenson fed his distinguished 
guests the same thing he had had 
for lunch the day before—not left­
overs, a White House official In­
sisted, but a new batch of shrimp 
and artichoke casserole. Steven.son 
liked It so well that he wanted the 
President to have it, said the as­
sistant White House press- secre­
tary, Andrew T. Hatcher.

U.S, Invites World 
To See Orbit Try
Cape Canaveral, Fla., Jan.' 20- 

UP)—^ e  world haa been invited 
to watch the first U.S. attempt 
to rocket a man around the world 
next week.

More than 565 newsmen and 
photographers, including 77 from 
13' fo re i^  countries, Iwve been 
accredited hlatorie event
by the N atioiw  Aeronautics and 
Space Adminjsmtion.

In addition, there are about 100 
additional technicians supporting 
the coverage."

The Associated Press alone has 
assigned some 40 newsmen and 
cameramen to cover the attempt 
to launch Astronaut John H. 
Glenn Jr., on his globe girdling, 
81,000 mile trip through space.

No other event in space history 
has attracted more newsmen. The 
record heretofore was 386 for the 
16 minute flight of Cmdr. Alan 
B. Shepard last May 5.

The U.S. approach is in sharp 
contrast to that of the Soviet 
Unicoi which conducts all spape 
activities in deep secrecy.

So far as is known no reporter, 
Russian or otherwise, has ever 
witnessed a Russian space shot. 
Indeed, the Russians rarely an­
nounce any space octivlfy until 
after It has bMn completed suc­
cessfully.
. In the aftermath of the first 

trip around the world by Soviet 
Maj. Yuri Gagarin, the Russians 
sought to moke propaganda hay 
by releasing film supposedly of 
Gagarin's father listening to radio 
reports of the space trip.

The same film showed hordes of 
peasants racing across a field to 
greet the cosmonaut upon his re­
turn to- Bkuth by parachute.

The publicity pitch backfired 
when the world learned that there

was no broadcast concerning the 
flight until after It hod been made 
and the peasants couldn't possibly 
have known where he was going to 
land.

Much of the film raised doubts 
throughout the world that Gagarin 
had actually made the trip.

The NASA spokesman con­
tinued:

"We are not publiblzlng this 
operation in the sense of sollcit- 
IngjiubUcity. \V« are simply abid­
ing by tMr' WXsA" c h t f le r ^ lr iT ] ' 
requires us to make public our 
peaceful experiments in space. 
This Is just the way we do things 
in an open society such hs ours. 
We are here solely to help report­
ers report.”
