Lunar Organisms

It is generally belleved that the
moon had an atmosphere similar,
to that of the earth in Its early
history. In this atmosphere, with
radiations of various Llypes, or-
ganic material was created which
gently floated down to the lunar
surface. In the case of the moon,
if the atmosphere lasted for but
ten million years, about a half-
ounce of organic maller per
square Inch could have come
down,

Whether this organic material
gave rise to bacteria is unknown,
but if it did then the impact of
meteoritic particles would have
covered the organic material to

venl its destruction either by
emperature or radiation. If this
premise is correct, then there Is
a possibility that organisma are
present just below the lunar sur-
face which could, If brought to the
earth, represent a serious peril
to mankind.

Sclentists at the Lockheed Mis-
aile and Space Division have ad-
vocated a five-year study of
biclogical decontamination tech-
nigues, with the end product to be
the construction of effective units
of decontamination equipment.

They point out that measles Is
an ordinary children's disease to
us. But when it was introduced to
the Bouth Seas by Europeans dur-
ing the elghteenth century it be-
came & rampaging killer, Thpe
long-isolated Polynesians did not
posseas the immunily of the Eu-
ropeans and glmost the entire na-
tive population died of measles,
whooping cough and mumps.

They also indicute that a twen-
tieth century parallel could be
realized by a space ship returning
from a landing on Mars or Venun
and bringing along malevolent
microlies, It seems that not only
can living Dbiological material
abound in bacteria, but every spe-
ciamen of rock or soll must be sus-
rected of harboring infectious
