Urges More Competition

T V  .O fficial O ppos 
N etw ork R egulation

Washington, Jan. 28 —Strong^
oppoaltlon to any federal regula­
tion of network television program 
control was voiced today by Dr. 
Frank Stanton, president of the 
Ooliunbia Broadcasting System.

Instead, Stanton advocated more 
competition through more TV sta­
tions and networks.

Increased competition, Stanton 
said in testimony prepared for a 
Federal Communications Commis­
sion hearing, would result In pro­
gram improvement.

He said the improvement would 
copie through “ competition for Uie 
attention and approval of a free 
people able to make up Its own 
mind.’ ’

FOC officials, however, con­
cerned by the control networks 
exert over viewing fare of the 
American public, say the question 
Is not whether TV networks should 
be regulated but What kincj of 
regulation is needed-

Stanton was the first witness as 
the FOC began three weeks of 
hearings on network influence on 
programming. Additional CBS wit­

"Thd^^uestlon is not whether 
television 'N?hould be constantly 
improved titward realizing its 
enormous potential."

Linoleum Wall Burned 
Much Faster Than Tile

Hartford, Jan. 23 i/P)~The lln-:^ Mtilcaliy pointed out that the
oleum wall covering on the ninth 
floor corridor at Hartford Hospi­
tal "carried the flames much fast­
er than the acoustical ceiling tile” 
in the fire Dec. 8 which took 16 
lives on that floor.

This was part of the testimony 
of State Police Lt. Thomas O'Brien 
Monday at the most recent in a se­
ries of hearings on the* fire.

O’Brien based his leslimony on 
a report from Underwriters l.,ab- 
oratory in Chicago which showed 
the wall covering had two-thirds 
more flame spread and nearly l.’iO 
per cent more smoke development 
potential than the tile.

’”nien you gather from Ihla Ihal^ 
the (linoleum) wainscoting con­
tributed more to this fire than the 
tile?” asked State Fire Marshal 
Leo J. Mulcahy.

“ Yes,” replied O’Brien. He an­
swered that the linoleum covering 
act. I as a “ tracer” for the fire and 
exhibited a picture showing one 
part of the ninth floor corridor 
where the wail coyerlng was ac­
tually burned while the tile showed 
only smoke damage.

He also »ald the wainscoting was 
largely responsible for the quanti­
ties of black smoke at the fire. 
Many of the victims died of smoke 
inhalation and carbon monoxide 
polsohiflg.

Eisenhower Assails ‘Muzzles’ 
On Military, Civilian Leaders

(Oontinaed from Page One)
by military offleers. It was ’ITiur- 
mond who called it "muzzling.” 

McNamara, in testimony before 
the Senate Armed Services Com­
mittee last year, disputed Thur­
mond’s version of Pentagon policy 
but related that texts of prepared 
speeches by military offleers were 
read and some parts eliminated.

McNamara did provide a list of 
the names of 14 censors, without 
risvealing which handled specific 
speeches. But Thurmond said sub­
committee investigators have ob­
tained the information by check­
ing with the censors themselves.

Thurmond said it seems "They 
were merely carrying out orders.” 
He added that at least some of 
them will be witnesses at later 
hearings.

(The New York Times said for­
mer Secretary of Defense Robert 
A. Lovett gave the special Senate 
subcommittee a etatement yester­
day strongly warning against 
speech-making by military men 
that might involve them In poli­
tics.

(Lovett cited the American tra­
dition that the military should be 
nonpolitical, and pointed to the 
problems of “unhappy France” In 
this respect, a Washington dis­
patch to the Times added.

(The Times said Lovett — a Re­
publican who also served as under­
secretary of state in the Truman 
administration —ijn effect sided 
with the Kennedy administration 
in the present controversy over 
military "muzzling” charges.

(At the same time, the story 
said, he took Issue with "alarm­
ist cries about the lack of civilian 
control over the military.” Lovett 
was quoted as saying that this is 
■'a itxaw-man issu',” since' mili­
tary leaders in the United States 
do not challenge the principle of 
civilian control.)

Thurmond set off the investiga­
tion with a series of Senate talks 
charging t h a t  antl-Communlst 
phrases had been atrlcken from 
many speeches by censors.

Thurmond told a reporter in ad­
vance of the hearings:

“I think the President should 
have taken action before now .to 
stop this muzzling. I don't mAn 
just the Kennedy administration— 
this practice goes back through 
several administrations. But this 
(censoring) has been stepped up 
in this administration."

McNamara maintains there has 
been no muzzling and that the 
editing of prepared speeches of 
military men was designed to 
keep their public^lews in line with 
national policy. *

Sen. John Stennis. D-Miss.,. the 
subcommittee chairman, in a state­
ment prepared for the opening of 
the hearings, said he understood 
the inquiry would embrace "these 
major phases of areas:

“1. is the proper 'policy re­

view' or ‘censorahip’ of speeches 
of military personnel perta^ing to 
the menace of the Cold War? What 
is a proper administration of this 
policy review and has there been 
abuse in the administration there­
of?.

“2. What, properly, shbuld an ef­
fective troop Information and edu­
cation progitim Include as to the 
menace of the Cold War? Has 
there been enough emphasis on the 
importance of such a troop in­
formation and education program? 
And what can be done to strength­
en and make such a program more 
effective?

"3. What is the proper role of 
military personnel in' informing 
civilians as to the menace of tho 
Cold War?”

Speaking for himself, Stenms 
said the United S ta t^  faces “awt- 
some challenges of 'the greatest 
magnitude.”

And Americans he added, must 
rally -to stand firm against sub­
version, propaganda and other 
Communist devices.

seema to do a very (rood Job o f pre­
tending that President Kennedy's 
Alliance for Progress is a noble, 
unselfish program which reflects 
our genuine interest In and poUci' 
tude fbr tha ordinary people of 
Latin America.

Our bemlqdiere friends, whose 
economies and people would sup­
posedly benefit from the Ameri­
can millions which are to make the 
Alliance for Progress Work, think 
w e  thought this aBiance up not be­
cause we were Intwsated In people, 
hut becaush we were alarmed by 
the presence o f Fidel Castro In 
Cuba.

A fter that realization, our 
friends divide Into two camps. 
Some o f them want to help us 
stamp out Castro, to show their 
gratitude for our prospective mil- 
Uona. But others are content te 
leave Castro where and as he Is, 
calculating that. If be should dis­
appear, we might lose some of our 
Interest In the Alliance for Prog- ’ 
ress.

As for United States diplomacy 
itself. It does not seem able to keep 
the Alliance for Progress quite as 
clear and altruistic as It might be, 
either. Secretaiy of State Rusk 
baa reportedly been telling our 
neighbors that, for the Alliance for 
Progress to have a chance to work 
toward its objective^, the hemi­
sphere has to be made secure from 
such disturbing and threatening 
developments as those represented 
by Castro Cuba. And lesser mem- 

. bera of our delegation at Punta Del 
Este are supposed to be making it 
clear. In fact, that if we don’t get 
the kind of action against Castro 
we want, then our Congress won’t 
be very cooperative in voting A lli­
ance for Progress funds for those 
neighbors who didn't vote with us.

All this seems to shape itself 
Into something which is almost a 
self-contained contradiction of pol­
icy. For we originally proposed the 
Alliance for Progress not as the 
price we were offering for diplo­
matic support agsiinst Castro, but 
as the bold, imaginative and dar­
ing program fay which democracy 
would prove that It had the answer 
to the economic and locial prob­
lems of the hemisphere. In, this 
version. It was the Alliance for 
Progress which, by demonstrating 
how much more democracy'could 
do for people than Castro's version 
o f Communism could, would bring 
about the defeat and downfall of 
Castro in the hemisphere arena.

But what are we saying now? 
W e seem to be saying that. If our 
friends don't Join us in votes and 
policies to defeat Castro by other 
means, we will abandon the project

(or a  90 hour wsdc, but compro- 
mised.

But, as an Immediate symbol o f  
the future pattern o f American In- 
duatrlal Ufa tha SS hour week, 
with Its five hour day, seema to 
ha's* gone far enough.

Some labor aources hail this as 
an "hlatoric breakthrough" sinca It 
ia the shortest work week ever 
written into a contract.
' But the hierarchy o f the main 
labor movement has no cheerful 
welcome for this h ls t^ c  develop- 
msht. What it remembers is that 
such a r ^ e t k m  o f the work week 
means, even when it avoids any de­
crease in individual income, a shar­
ing o f existing work rather than 
the creation o f additional work 
and additional Joba through such 
additional work.

And central union statesmabship 
la not yet ready to accept the 
shorter work week as the answer 
to automation, or a decline In the 
amount o f work available.

I f  high labor leadership is em­
barrassed, so, according to report, 
is the Kennedy administration, 
which has. been trying to preach, 
to labor, the idea that any change 
in wages and hours ought, hence­
forth, to be based firm ly and 
soundly on Increased production 
per man hour.

So both organized labor, and a 
Democratic administration which 
would at least like to be known as 
friendly to labor, are apparently in 
no hurry to have anybody try to 
extend and apread the historic 
breakthrough which has occurred 
in this New York Q ty  contract In 
fa c t  they hope the new 3^ hour 
week stops right wfaare it is, with 
these 9,000 electrifeal construction 
workers, and goes no farther.

There seems a good chance that 
this lAay indeed be all that hap- 
pttis, for the present This same 
union, it Is pointed out, has al­
ready had the six hour day for 
nearly SO 'years, and that never 
proved very contagious. It  la also 
pointed out that tha construction 
industry in Naw York City Is, In 
the words o f a  N ew  York Times 
story, “ ripe fo r  generous labor con­
tracts" becauaa “ construction 
work there is mostly on buildings 
where the high cost of labor can 
be passed on to the purchasers or 
occupant without difficulty—office 
buildlnga, luxury apartments, and 
public houring financed by the 
Government.”

So perhaps, unlesa an equal de­
gree^ of suckerdom develops out­
side New York City, this is to re­
main a pioneering exception. In 
sucli case, we would recommend 
that it be obser\'ed and measured 
and evaluated from two angles— 
the first that of its effect , on the 
New York City economy and on 
construction coats in particular— 
and the second that o f the health 
and welfare o f these five hour day. 
25 hour week men themselves. One 
wants to know. In particular, how 
much of their new free time they 
spend on the psychiatrist's couch.

We have decided that Democra­
tic State Chairman John Bailey 
would have to be the master strate­
gist of the Duainess of trying - to 
run Abe Ribicoff for the Senate, 
and we ' have sdso decided that 
Ribicoff. for the moment at ieaat. 
is atilt far from having finally suc­
cumbed to the proposition, although 
hci may have left himself in a posi­
tion where he can be worked on.

Let Us leave this stage of the can­
didacy, and leap ahead to an as­
sumption that he has become the 
Nominee.

What kind of candidacy would 
this be? Would it be the sort of 
thing the party faithful would hope 
for. with the old Ribicoff magic as 
bright and persuasive as ever? 
HOW would it Joint itself into the 
previous Ribicoff political career? 
Would the voters of ComiecUcut. 
called upoivto vote for him for the 
Senate agairist Prescott Bush, feel 
the same way. in the same num­
bers. they felt in' 1958 when they 
had the opportunity to vote for him 
for Governor against fTed Zeller?

There would have to a tinge 
of the negative in the answers to 
such questions.

The voters, in 1962, would not 
finding tl|e Senate candidacy a 
natural progression in the Bibicoff 
career, but something Of a regres­
sion.

T h ^  would not equate 'voting 
against Zeller, for an office he was 
seeking for the first time, with 
voting against Prescott Bush, in 
an office he has held, with the re­
spect and approval of many Con­
necticut people, for a decade.

Finally, there Is certain to be 
some kind of chemical change in 
the Ribicoff image itself, and in its 
relationship to the sensory proc­
esses of the Oimnecticut electorate.

There have, !n many recent na­
tional elections, been conspicuous 
examples of the failure of one can­
didate. of winning image, to trans­
fer his own popularity to other 
candidates affiliated with him. 
That would be something of a prob­
lem in this imaginary situation. 
For tbe Ribicoff of 1962 is not tbe 
Ribicoff of 1958., A lot of political 
experience and a lot of life, much

of it far away from Oaonecticut- 
bloodstreams, has come la be­
tween. There can 1)6 no full trans­
fer from the candidate of 19M to 
the candidate of 1963.

But such points do not need to be 
sugued or aioalyTed. The Ribicoff 
career, to the present moment, 
hag like Suger Ray Robinson 
on the way up. He may win all 
kinds of future decialona; he may 
keep on going the rotate (or decades 
to come; but things will never have 
quite the same magic or smooth­
ness or style.

Any admirers of pure form, then, 
or those Who like to leave a per­
fect picture career in politics un- 
atuuied and unspoiled, will probably 
regret it if Ribicoff climbs through 
the ropes once more.

But it is posiiible that he will do 
80. I f he does, I the old magic Will 
be shaded; it win not be quite the 

! same Ribicoff, either in the mirror 
or to the voting audience; there 
could even be a lurid possibility 
that the whole image ahoiBd some­
how crack up in disaster.

But the routine appraisal would 
have to aay that, if he runs, he will 
still run strong enough and well 
enough to accompliab tha mlssioh 
handed him. We would not, at least, 
on any present assessment, bet 
against him. But. if. we were Re­
publicans. We wouldn't be conced­
ing, either.

The impasse plunged the foreign 
ministers of the Organization of 
American States (OASl- into com­
plex quarrels that clearly threat­
ened hemispheric pnlty. However, 
hopes were expressed that the 
broad dilferencza o f opinion would 
be glossed over by some coropro- 
mlse formula.

A t  Brazil's urging, today’s for­
mal sessions were, pushed back 
unUl 8 p.m. (6 pin., EST) to per­
mit another ruUnd o f hotel room 
bargaining. The Brazilian and A r ­
gentine delegations arranged a 
number of sessions in the ht^ie 4 
steady exchange of ideas w«>uld 
bring a meeting o f minds, particu­
larly with the smaller naUons urg­
ing strong action against Cuba.

The Brazilians hinted they would 
seek an additional 24-hour post­
ponement of formal debpte if  the 
informal talks failed to turn up 
any prospects of agreenzent.

ot mental deficiency in hla child. 
Happily there appears to be one 
form, to -which I  have referred on 
previous oocaaion, than coin be con­
trolled to  a degree by prompt di­
etary treatment.

Phenylketonuria ( fen - nil - key- 
tone-you-ree-ah) la due to a con­
genital disturbance that is not re­
lated to any disease or character- 
isUc for which parents need feel 
responsible.

Aa a result o f the inherited de­
fect, the infant aocumulates in its 
blood and urine an excess of 
phenylk-etooe bodies. These bodies, 
normially ' disposed o f through 
chemical pioceases, interfere with 
the formation of dark coloring 
mattera (melanlns) so that most 
children who suffer the distuihance 
are blue-eyed blondes with fair 
skins.

They also cause the ekin to be 
excessively oily and scaly. They 
impart a "mousy" odor to the un- 
wariied body and to the urine. 
These changes are easily recogniz­
able by any obser-vant parent.

Hpwever It la not until the child 
ia anywhere from two months to 
three years old that evidence of 
brain damage are first noted. Then- 
suapilclon o f the disturbance is 
r e a l ly  confirmed by a simple test 
in which a deep blue-green color 
develops when a few  drops o f test 
solution are added to urine or to 
the soiled diaper.

Since the extent'of recovery de­
pends in great part on early rec­
ognition and prompt treatment, 
alertneea on the part of the knowl­
edgeable parents and their in­
formed doctor may betermine the 
difference between extreme back- 
wardneaa and merely minor re­
tardation. .

Treatment consists o f giving the 
child a preparation called Lofen- 
a lfc  from which Insignificant 
amounts o f the phenylketones can 
be produced. Observers hat^e Just 
reported their results wltri 10 chil­
dren studied for an average period 
o f 16 months. The children re­
mained at (lome. Their progress 
was measured against that of 10 
other children- who had been ob­
served previously, before dietary 
treatment became available. .

“H8r«, in Brie f , 'Kts the results: 
Ths four children who started on 
the diet bMore they were two 
months old were developing within 
the normal to low-normal range 
at the time the article waa written.

The six who started at eight 
months to three- years improved 
lees spectacularly but neverthe­
less showed average intelligence 
quotlenta o f 72. No comparable 
results had ever been observrt tn 
the untreated group. '

Army sources believed tbe raids 
were part of a plan in preparation 
for an attempt to block any com­
promise between President Charles 
de Gaulle's government and ths 
Moslem Nationalist rebels.

Some officers expect the period 
between Feb. 10 and Feb. 15 to be 
the most 9ritical, apparently an­
ticipating an announcement of a 
cease-fire then. Authorities fear 
such an aiinoimcement will spark 
an uprising of Algeria’s Europeaui 
settlers opposing .a compromise 
with the Natioinallsts.

French military sources say ths _  
Secret Army now has some 30,000 
arms, concentrated mainly in Al- 
gi'ers, Oran and Bonp.

Ths Secret Army also was gen­
erally blamed for the bomb attack 
on the French foreign ministry in 
Paris and tbe brief kidnaping of a 
member of the French parliament. 
Ono man waa killed in the bomb­
ing of the Qual d'Orsay, where a 
bomb went off in mall sack in a 
light truck used by, the diplomatic 
pouch service. The blast broke 
hundreds of windows in the fa­
mous building and more than a 
dozen persons were injured, three 
of them seriously.

Police fanned out over Paris in 
the wake of the foreign ministry 
bombing and arrested 50 persons, 

police official reported. Police 
did not identify any of those ar­
rested nor did they disclose the 
results of their questioning.

Paris newspapers ot all political 
complexions called the govern­
ment to task for the increasing 
lawlessness In the capital.

“This anarchy urgently demands 
a government of national union," 
said the right-wing Aurore. “ is it 
possible that the situation will 
drift on to civil war and dictator­
ship?’’

T tit  independent Ooinbat, which 
frequently supports Da Gaulle, ac­
cused his government of “softness 
In Its light against antl-Democrat- 
ic threats.’ ’ T he ' Socialist Popu- 
lalrs called for a government join-' 
tng together all Denu>crats.

Ths kidnaped deputy. Dr. Paul 
Malnguy o f the Gaulllst party, 
said he believed French extremist 
agents had seized him for prop- 
agada fnirpoaea. The police found 
him after a few hours in a subur­
ban town outside Paris and arrest­
ed two men guarding him.

"They didn't threaten me," said 
Malnguy, '*but they explain^ that 
my kidnaping was a question of 
psychological warfare and they 
would release me tf I  would resign 
t^qm the DINR (The Union for ths 
New Republic Party).

"I  have no Intention of resign­
ing," he added with a smile.
' The doctor said during the long 

ride from his office to the place 
where he was held, hla captors 
blindfolded him and they argued 
politics—the men praising the Se­
cret Army and the doctor defend- , 
Ing De Gaulle's administration and 
policies.

Inatead of economic aancUona 
and itrong action Bought by the 
United SU tei, the OAS meeting 
may produce a  “derogatory” atate- 
m ent but the Latin American na­
tions will "not raally turn their 
baoka upon Castro," the editor 
told more than 100 men and wom­
en at a  meeting of the WSman's 
Club in Fellowship Hall of Second 
Congregational Church.

Brunn told his Utt8ners "We 
can learn a lot-about foreign af­
fairs and Latin American policy by 
studying Castro and the Cuban 
revolution." He diecuaed Latin 
American problems ‘Mn the con­
text of today’s world revolution."

When Castro flrst came Into 
power, he was welcomed by Latin 
Americana, many of whom were 
“glad to see Uncle Sam stub his 
toe," the speaker asserted. He ex- 

, plained that the United States has 
not been popular because too often 
Americans' sole interest has been 
to “go down there to make money 
without making any contribution to 
the Latin American societies.

Four Retain Ties
There are 18 governments within 

OAS which have broken off with 
the Cuban government, Brunn said, 
but the big four—Mexico, Argen­
tina, Brazil and Chile—have not 
broken because it would be "un­
popular politically with their 11- 
uterate poverty-stricken masses.”

These masses In Latin American 
nations realize from Castro’s ac­
complishments that they can have 
more. “Hoy" (today or now) has 
replaced "manana" (tomorrow) In 
Latin America where the people 
want land reforms, crtjp diversifi­
cation, law enforcement and con­
trol of the military, Brunn skid.

Brunn expressed optimism that 
a  "democratic government ia 
emerging In the Dominican Repub­
lic.” He emphasized that a recent 
attempt to establish a dictatorship 
failed because the coup was 
thwarted by the military.

PralSM Marin
The American diplomatic effort 

In the Dominican Republican crisis 
was accomplished by brilliant 
Puerto Ricans who gave their help 
and advice, the speaker said. 
Brutm praised Luis Munoz Marin, 
leader of Puerto Rico, as “one of 
the great men of this hemisphere.” 
In that country, he noted, an or­
derly social revolution has taken 
place.

"Our foreign policy begins with 
the individual. I f  the nature of our 
aoclety la not a  moral one based 
on integrity, our foreign policy 
will not be effective," Brunn de­
clared. He urged members of the 
audience to read newspapers and 
magazines, to become "deeply In­
terested" In the news and to study 
one area of the world dally to ti r̂ 
to become expert on one country 
and to understand what happens 
there. It  Is not enough for news­
papers, radio or television to tell 
what happened; they must tell why 
•vents happen, he added.

Brunn, who Is retumbig to Wash­
ington to cover the State Depart­
ment for The Monitor, character­
ized Castro, aa an avowed Com­
munist who Is emotional, some- 
vdiat unbalanced, a loner and a 
TV demagogue. Among Castro's 
accomplishments were houeing 
built by the government, free med 
lead aid, crop diversification, new 
schools and an end to gambling 
casinos, according to Brunn. How­
ever, many of these accomplish­
ments became twisted and dis­
torted when the revolution was 
“ stolen by the . Communtsts," he 
said, and the Communist dictator­
ship Is crushing the middle class 
in Cuba. Land has been, given to 
the peo^e in name only but Is held 
la collective control by the central 
government; school!^ Is con­
trolled, and the press stifled, he 
added.

Cites Land Beform
Land reform la an important 

naed In liatin America, where 2 
per cent of the population owns 
the usable land, 2 per cent own fiO 
per cent o t the 'vealth and half the 
population is undernourished and 
illiterate, Brunn asaerted. This Is 
the atmoq>hereO In which Orni- 
munlsm can succeed by feeding on 
Ifie masses' discontent, he added.

Brunn praised the Alllsnce -for 
Progress program, itarted under 
the Eisenhower administration, 
and being, pushed by the Kennedy 
administration to send $20 billion

within the next 10 years. Belf-help 
is also needed, the speiUcer said.

“How many Castroa wiU ba needed 
before the ruling cleaaee wake up 
is the question,'' he added.

The editor criticized the view of 
many Americans that "If you are 
not for lu, you are against us; We 
should not look down on nations 
that call themselves neutrals," 
Brunn said, adding that neutrals 
are going to appear in Latin Amer­
ica. It  ia possible that some Latin 
.American countries will accept aid 
irom Moscow as well as from the 
United States, he said.

Hie speaker predicted that there 
will be more revolutions in Latin 
America. The Latin Americana are 
not Communists but they are En­
couraged by Castro’s experience 
to acetfinplish land and tax re­
forms, housing and education.

“Communism really has no pow­
er. Communism holds only by 
force and slavery. Freedom is 
power," Brunn concluded.

During a question period, Brunn 
was asked how we can be sure 
$20 billion will be channeled to the 
proper place. He replied that we 
learned much from the Marshall 
Plan especially m Asia about 
money being siphoned off to the 
ruling class, and said the Kennedy 
administration is dedicated to pre­
venting thi .̂

Similar Situations
Brunn, in reply to another ques?

ilfltlon, said that while our military 
might consider Guantanamo essen­
tial, it is possible wc might give 
it up when Cuba has a truly dem­
ocratic government.

Meanwhile, the slt'iatlon is sim­
ilar to Formosa, Brunn explained. 
The government of Formosa is a 
police state and not very admir­
able, he said but if Formosa were 
given to Red China, the whole line 
of defense through southeast A.sla 
would collapse. Similarly, if the 
United States gave up Guantana­
mo the rest of Latin America 
would think We were weakening.

<JP)—Rocket failure today ruined 
an attempt to  boost five satellites 
into orbit simultaneously to probe 
a number of space mysteries.

The space quintuplets hurtled 
Into the sky at 4:30 a.m. (EST) 
cradled snugly In the nose of an 
80-foot Tlior-Able-Star rocket. 'The 
first stage of the 65-ton rocket 
performed normally and obaervvrs 
at the Cape saw the second stage 
ignite.

But 20 minutes after launch the 
Defense Department announced 
that tbv upper vtage-failed to 
build up s\ifflclent thrust after Ig­
nition and the entire rocket aa- 
sembly plunged In tha Atlanttb 
Ocean far downronge.

Officials said the $3.5 million ve­
hicle fell into the sea "ivell south 
of Cuba.”

The'failure WTecked the United 
States’ most ambitious multiple 
payload experiment to date. A t­
tempts have been made {HWiously 
to send three aatellltes aloft with 
one booster but never os manv as 
five.

The five satellites were to have 
been sprayed Into orbit by spring 
devices much like the pellets from 
a shoigun charge. Because of this, 
project officials ilieknamed the 
project "Buckshot"

This was to have been the first 
of three major U.S. space efforts 
scheduled this week. On Friday, an 
Atlas-Agena rocket is slated to 
hurl a Ranger 3 payload to the 
moon to take closeup television 
pictures and land an instrument 
package on the lunar lurface.
