jan. 29 (/P)—The Foreign Min­
isters of the American states 
agreed in principle today to 
“ suspend” Fidel Castro’s Cu­
ban regime from hemisphere 
family councils.

A U S. delegation source dis­
closed the breakthrough on this 
toughest Issue of the conference, 
which has prolonged Its delibera­
tions here beyond the scheduled 
closing today. It came when Ar­
gentina and Chile—members of the 
so-called soft seven bloc led by 
Brazil and Mexico—accepted the 
majority view on the suspension 
procedure.

The U S. Informant speculated 
that the United States would get 
17 to 18 of the 30 available votes 
for a policy statement that the 
Castro re^me is unfit to sit in 
hemisphere councils so long as It 
embraces the Communist phil­
osophy. The Council of the Or­
ganization of American States 
(OAS) will be instructed by this 
conference to decide "without de­
lay" Just how Cuba- can be sus­
pended.

Mexico and Brazil and possibly 
one or two other nations sUll held 
out, clinging to a go-slow ap­
proach. '^ e  two leaders of the 
soft seven want the council to
achieve the suspension only by 

to the OAS charter.amendment 
This could mean a year of delay 
while the amendment was being 
ratified by two-thirds of the gov­
ernments Involved 

Under an apparent compromise 
reacttad by the majority, the OAS 
would be free to choose one of 
several methods ranging from 
swift action to the torturously slow 
amendment process.

The OAS perhi^s might sidestep 
an amendment by adopting resolu­
tions declaring the CTuban regime 
outlawed from OAS councils—per­
haps by mere disqualification of 
Cuban credentials.

Agreeing not to disagree, the 
western hemisphere foreign minis­
ters reached a general accord that 
there should bo a aeries of at least 
six resolutions embodied in a final 
declaration so that those who want

Excessive Speed Blamed

Ranger Craft Doomed 
To Eternal Sun Orbit

Paaadena, Jan. 33 (A*)— Ranger^remain in orbit “ for the duration
the moon shot that missed its

trget by nearly 23,000 miles, is 
doomed to spend the rest of eter­
nity in futile flight—an accidental 
satellite of the sun.

Of its four objectives, the $7 
million space craft apparently ac­
complished only one.

The biggest disappointment, of 
course, was that it missed the 
moon by 22,882 miles. This happen­
ed because it was hurled into its 
trajectory at excessive speed after 
it was launched Friday from Cape’ 
Canaveral, Fla.

That failure brought on others. 
For one thing, the 727-pound space 
craft was u n^le  to bounce radar 
signals off the moon. And, since 
it did not land Its capsule on the 
moon, it was unable to bring its 
selamomoter into play and measure 
moonquakes.

It also failed to get close-up pic­
tures of the moon, and the long- 
range shots it got as it sped past 
apparently will be of little value. 
If any.

The one thing Ranger 3 did do 
was collect gamma radiation data. 
These data already are being 
analyzed.

Ringer 8 raced by (he moon and 
into oblivion yesterday afternoon, 
beginning to tumble as it went into 
solar orbit. Only one of its trans­
mitters was working. But, during 
periods when that transmitter's 
antenna was pointed toward Earth, 
scientists were able to pick up the 
signal and chart Ranger's pro­
gress. This transmitter probably 
will run out of power in a few 
weeks.

An official o f the Jet Propulsion 
Laboratory, operated here for the 
National. Aeronautics and Space 
AdminlstraUtm, said Ranger 3 will

of the aplar system's life."
Ranger's orbital path is similar 

to that of Earth. It will be as close 
to the sun as 91H million miles 
and as feu* away as 108 million 
miles.

The television cameras aboard 
Ranger 3 weie supposed to operate 
for 40 minutes, a.s the space craft 
descended slowly toward the moon 
in its final maneuver. Had the op­
eration gone smoothly, the pic­
tures would have shown the moon 
in detail never before achieved.

Yesterday, when the camera 
was turned on as Ranger 3 sped 
by the moon, the space craft failed

May Hits Rent Gougert
Hartford,. Jan. 29 —  Edwin

H. May Jr., candidate for the Re- 
publioan gubernatorial nomination, 
called today for improved public 
housing practices which he said 
should benefit the needy and not 
the rent-gougers.

The state and. local welfare do- 
partments, he' said, are being vle- 
Umlzed by rent gougers who 
charge high prices for sub-stand­
ard housing for welfare families.

In a statement from his cam­
paign headquarters. May said full 
use of existing housing must be 
made to provide better conditions 
at lower rental costs.

He said he knew of ca.ses In 
which rents up to $125 a month 
are paid by the welfare depart­
ment for 2-bedroom apartments in 
areas that can be described only 
as "undesirable."

Adequate housing for all fami­
lies in the state, including those 
on welfare, is neesasary. May said, 
adding: "The state should support 
the needy, not the rent gougers."

The senatorial letter followed con­
ferences between the three rourt- 
appointed New Haven trustees and 
New England and New York mem­
bers of Congress here within the 
past few days.

The letter to the President urged 
that he appoint a personal repre­
sentative to work with the gover­
nors "In this critical matter."

"If It Is clearly In the public in­
terest to preserve the facilities of 
the New Haven railroad and other 
northeastern railroads similarly af- 
fected," the Senators said, "then- 
clearly public support will be es­
sential.”

In their letter to Mills, the sena­
tors said the trustees are con­
vinced that the present depleted 
cash reserves of the railroad will 
not permit operation beyond June 
or July of this year. They said the 
trustees report it Ig essential to sit- 
curs a fars increase equivalent 
thg"lnm>unt how-collected by- 
passenger m cise tax.

"It it for this reason,”  the sen­
ators said, "that repsal of the pas­
senger excise tax Is o f vltsi and 
immediate conoem to both the 
trustees and ourselves.''

In his State of the Union Mes­
sage to Congress, President Ken̂  
nedy called for repeal of the excise 
tax.

True, she 
negotiated some very high notes 
(not always in tune) but it was 
something shin to racing a truck 
at Indtanspolts on Memorial Day.

The truck would be startling, 
under the circumstances, and so 
was Miss Sutherland. Conceivably 
the truck could make a showing 
for a lap or two. and everybody 
would hail It with acclaim. Every­
body hailed the soprano, too. But 
the idea, while entertaining, could

And with enough publicity, old 
John Q. Public can be expected to 
Hne up for a chance to ring the 
caish regisWr. Publicity, unfortu­
nately, is not a guarantee of artis­
tic m erit On the other hand, pro­
fessional critics are supposed to be 
Immune to'thls sort of fanfare, 
and I have been constantly 
amazed at the consistently good 
revues this particular soprano has 
received.

Personally. I feel that too much 
publicity has been bad for Leon- 
tjme Price, also. After the big play 
In ''Time'' and "Life,” she must 
have felt she had a tremendous 
tot to live up to. She had been 
brought along fast, and hit the 
"blg-tlme” before she was really 
ready.

The fact that she is a Negro 
focused attention on her, because 
she is newsworthy, not because 
she waa such a tremendously 
great singer. Actually, Adele Al- 
dison Is a better trained voice, and 
a better musician. She's likewise 
a Negro, but she never cracked 
the portals of the Met.

Neither hhs she had all the pub­
licity, but she will be singing 
when Miss Price Is forgotten. 1 
feel sorry for Miss Price. I think 
the tried too hard to live up to the 
publicity she received, and to car­
ry the ball for her people. She had 
to force heraeif and her voice, to 
do it, and apparently she overdid 
it, eo that when a virus laid her 
low, she couldn't snap back.

I'll stick rfty neck out even fur­
ther. A young American singer 
who is getting ravea at present 
(undeservedly in my opinion) is 
Anna MOffo. She will sing here 
next season, incidentally, with 
Connecticut Opera.

She too, hag had too much pub­
licity and has been brought along 
too fast. I will not be surprised to 
see her (old up in about three to 
(our years, and she Is only in her 
twenties. A truly great soprano will 
last until 45, and still be able to 
sing acceptably at 50-55.

Much better Is the slow and care­
ful approach, although it Is not so 
spectacular. Who replaces Miss 
Sutherland at Covent Garden? The
Connecticut gal for whom I've been 
pumping, Gtanna d'Angelo. . And
who did Mr. Bing contact to cover 
Miss Sutherland's dates at the Met 
next year, in case she’s unable to 
sing? You guessed it, Gianna 
d'Angelo.

Incidentally, Gianna got rave re­
views In New York, early this 
month at the Met, but no big ar­
ticles In "Life”  and "Time.”  She 
will sing there again in April. Then 
it will be as "Lucia” and I predict 
she will get even finer reviews.

She too, is likely to sing in Hart­
ford next year, possibly in "Don 
Pasquale," or "Sonnambula." I 
predict that she will not only be 
sing next year, but for many 
years to come, because she has 
gone at her career properly, and 
hasn't had the misfortune o( being 
over-publicised.

Hundreds of bridge P'fy*''* 
over the world groaned a f w  
weeks ago when they ran into bad 
breaks during the. course of , a 
Bridge O l y m p i c .  A few players 
smiled serenely when they over­
came the bad breaks.

The Jump to two notrump Is not 
exactly a "book" bid, but it fur­
nishes the best description of 
South’s hand. The length and 
strength of the- diamonds make up 
for a slight weakness In high cards.

When East puU up the king of 
clubs at the hrst trick, South must 
win. Otherwise, East would shift 
to the Jack of spades.

South’s next play separates the 
groaners from the smlleri. If 
South leads the ace or king of dia­
monds he will have to give up two 
diamonds to East. When East wins 
the first diamond he can knock out 
the queen of clubs, and the South 
hand is dead.

If South la a cautious player 
he says to himself "What if the 
diamonds break 4-0?" This Is the 
only break that can give South 
trouble.

If West has all four diamonds, 
nothing can be done. If East has 
all four diamonds, South can make 
the contract by proper play.

At the second trick South must 
lead the nine (or eight) of dia­
monds. If both opponents follow 
suit, South can clear the diamonds 
by leading out the ace and king as 
soon as he regains the lead.

As It happens, West shows out 
i of diamonds. East wins with the 
'ifen of diamonds and returns a 
club. South wins and gets to dum­
my with an ace to lead a diamond 
through East. South later gets to 
dummy with the other ace to lead 
another diamond through East, to 
make sure of five diamond tricks 
and his game contract.

BAILEY MIDDLE
Boston. Jan. 29 UPt — Demo 

cratic National Chairinan John M 
Bailey has bumped head-on into 
a touchy political rivalry between 
the younger brother of President 
Kennedy and House Speaker John 
W. McCTarmock’s nephew.

Bailey walked into it when he 
began a question and answer ses­
sion at Saturday night’s meeting 
of the Massachusetts Democratic 
State Committee at the Sheraton 
Plaza,

Came a question from Commit­
teeman Edward. J. McCormack, 
whose son. Edward Jr., the Massa-
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appointed at the estimated cost of 
the firehouses, designed by archi­
tect Arnold Lawrence.

The original estimates to build 
and furnish the two firehouses had 
been *160,000 apiece, he said.

“ I hope to get the cost down con­
siderably,’ ’ he said today. "I  don't 
say there is anything wrong with 
these plans. But we will have to 
sit down with the building conj- 
mittee and work them out."

Land Not Included 
Figures released last week by 

General Manager Richard Martin 
estimated the two houses would 
cost *440,550, but these figures did 
not include furnishing the build­
ings or allowanse for contingency 
or architects’ and engineers’ fees.

Even the *560,000 does not in­
clude the cost of buying land for 
the house to be built in the. Cen­
ter area. The land for the'McKee 
Si. station, to replace the one at 
Pine t̂. and Hartford Rd., was 
bought about 10 years ago.

The site for the centrally located 
firehouse was the subject of a num­
ber of comments Friday night.

Kiartin told the directors that to 
buy a lot at the comer of E. Cen­
ter St. and Madison St. might cost 
between *75,000 and *90,000.

Mayor Turklngton opposed the 
price.

He favored either buying land 
adjacent to the present Municipal 
Building parking lot, to extend the 
town-owned land there west to 
Trotter St., or using the Ijind on 
which the old highway garage is 
located, on E. Center St. and Har­
rison St.

The price of the land between the 
larking lot and Trotter St. was not 
mown, but the mayor said its pur­
chase would be a good long range 
investment.

Park Land Use Out 
If the Harrison St. stte were 

used, he proposed to eliminate a 
maintenance room at the McKee 
St. ztetlon, and renovate most of 
the Spruce St. station for main­
tenance use. Only one engine need 
be kept at Spruce St., he said.

Martin aald that a proposal to 
locate the central firehouse in Cen­
ter Park was out o f the question. 
The property would revert to the 
heirs o f the donor, he said.

Director Francis Mahoney asked 
whether a lot on Bigelow St. In 
O nter Springs Park could be fliUed 
in and used as a site. (Seneral 
Manager Martin said that this 
park also would revert to the heirs 
o f the donor if used for other than 
park purposes.

PlUM AdaptaMe Everywhere 
The plans drawn for the central­

ly located firehouse can be adapt­
ed to the Trotter St„ Harrison St. 
or Madison St. sites.

Another facet o f  the project

which elicited comments from the 
directors and the building commit­
tee members w-as whether the fire­
houses should be hydrogen-bomb 
proof. Dr. R. Gordon Campbell, a 
member of the building epmmit- 
tee, proposed earlier last week that 
the firehouses, particularly the 
central firehouse, be bomb proof.

Burton Pearl, a director of the 
Eighth District, who had been in­
vited to attend the meeting, said 
the central firehouse should be 
bomb proof, particularly if it was 
made Civil Defense headquarters.

He said that the whole building 
need not be bomb pfoofj but that 
the basement could be. The base­
ment could be used for hose diying 
and stor^ e  of spare equipment, 
he said. ^

"We may not be attacked fcy hy­
drogen bombs,” he said. Ordinary 
bomba might be used, and "Man­
chester might be a prime target.” 

Director Thomas Bailey said ho 
saw no reason for considering 
making the firehouse bomb proof, 
although thqre might be some ar­
gument for making some areas in 
them fallout proof.

If a 10-megaton bomb hits the 
Caiarter Oak Bridge, as Dr. (Camp­
bell predicted, “ what will the en­
gines protect? ” asked Bailey. 

Defends CSosto
Martin said that In the event 

of an atomic attack, if the town 
had any warning, "I  \»>ant ail the 
fire equipment dispersed.”  The 
equipment would be trapped in the 
firehouse, he said.

Ho defended the estimated costs 
of the firehouses, saying that .the 
cost depends on the amount of 
equipment to be housed, and Chief 
W. Clifford Mason of the Town 
Fire Department had proposed 
housing enough equipment to meet 
the needs of the town's growth .in 
housing and business for the next 
10 to 15 year.s.

The cost of the 16,150-square- 
foot central firehouse was esti­
mated at *292,560.

(Construction was esUmated at 
*274,550, or *17 per square foot; 
equipment at *8,010; and a cefi- 
tral signal system, *10.000. , 

Equipment includes two electric

blower hose dryers at *1,CH)0 
apiece, *2,000; four hose rdeks, 
*i;200; 22 beds. *1.540; 18 lock- 
fers, *270; and miscellaneous equip­
ment and furniture, *3,000.

The cost of the 11.815-square- 
foot McKee St. firehouse was esti­
mated at *209,685.

(Construction was estimated at 
*200.855, or- *17 per square foot; 
equipment at *5,830; and a signal 
system, *3,000.

Equipment includes two hose 
dryers, *2,000; two hose racks, 
*600; 15 bed^.j*i,OS0; 12 lockers. 
*180; and miscellaneous equipment 
and-furniture, *2,000.

The cost of constructing the 
maintemmee area in the McKee 
St, station would be about $35,000, 
said Martin. If the area was 
eliminated, the cost o f building the 
station would be *174,685.

The directors and the building 
committee will meet in the near 
future to consider the plans and 
specifications, at a date arranged 
by the general manager.

The RepubUe o f South Africa, 

under attack from  moat o f the out­
side worid for Ita eegregatlonlat 
policies, la currently spending a 
conaiderabla sum o f money to pub- 
heUe, in this country, an extreme 
sxanqile o f  sudi policies, ss I f  It 
were boasting o f  them.

And thst is socnctly what Prime 
Minister Verwoend and his regime 
are doing. Ih e y  am boasting of 
their lAteet policy step. In which 
they carry their segregationist 
theory to Ita ultimate extreme.

What they are aimouncing, with 
such fanfare. Is South Africa 's 
prospective grant o f a  conatltu- 
tlon and eventual self rule to the 
native tribes living in the region 
known as the Transkel. Ib is  the 
formal announcement describes as 
the "F irst Bantu State”  establish­
ed within South Africa, with the 
word Bantu algpiifying the dark 
color of skin Involved. Thla pros­
pective area o f self government la, 
then, to be all black eventually, 
w ith only blacks holding citizen' 
ship rights there eventually, all in 
line with South Africa's extreme 
policy o f using g e o g r ^ y  to keep 
the races separate. This proposed 
black state In theory at least, 
be as completely and exclusively 
fo r  the blacks as other sections of 
South A frica  w ill be clearly and 
completely dominated by the 
whites and their Intereats.

Ib is , to the racial supremacists 
o f  South Africa, seems the perfect 
civilized solution, and they plead 
with the outside world to take It 
that way. Tbey pictum the black 
or Bantu aectton o f their popula­
tion aa being jtu t aa eager for seg­
regation as the whites.

‘Th e  .South African Govern­
ment,”  says their propaganda an­
nouncement, ‘bas chosen the only 
alternative to the creation of a 
multi-racial state, namely, the self- 
realization to the utmost extent 
p^slble for each group . . .  in such 
a  way that stability and tranquil­
ity  for all is assured. . . .

"The new South Africa, which Is 
being constructed by the meas­
ures announced today, holds within 
It  great promise for the building 
up o f friendship and cooperation 
between the races. I t  furthermore 
guarantees to each the retention 
o f his own dignity. A ll the nations 
o f the world which seek to protect 
human dignity and the right to 
self-determination ahould give 
South A frica a fa ir chance to es­
tablish and develop ita own Com­
monwealth o f Nations.”

Few  of our readers, we would 
^  guess, need to be told that we dis­

agree rather completely with the 
apartheid doctrines of South A fr i­
ca. Nevertheless, we have two ob- 
servationa to make as we leave 
this report o f latest developments 
In South Africa.

First, these theories and these 
policies do have the sincere belief 
and support o f many good and nor­
mal people who live in the midst 
o f the problem this world has to 
solve, n o t . somewhere on Its 
fringes.

Second, It may not be our senti­
ment, or our emotional responae, 
nor even our expert sociological 
theory which pronounces the final 
verdict on the South African poli­
cies. Ib e re  will, some day, be, for 
all to see and note, an actual, fac­
tual display o f what these policies 
have produced, and that will, have 
to  be matched against the condi­
tions and results displayed In 
other countries where the decision 
has been to follow what most of us 
consider more humane and en­
lightened policies. I t  could just 
conceivably be that a  hard-boiled, 
cold-blooded, but consistent hand­
ling o f the problem by the South 
A fr ica n ' thMries might wrlnd up 
with happier reeulta than the 
pioua Inconsistencies and Irregu­
la r  IzqilementaUon pf a more en- 
UCfitcBed approach.

A  Diffo«nee Where?
*nM n waa a  news story la  the 

N ew  Yoric Times the otber day 
w h ldi waa almost thrilUng. What 
the headline said was that^"Wast 
Weighs ^ e a t  Plan to Help 
World's Hungry*' snd what the 
story said was thst a group o f the 
nations primsrily Involved, either 
aa producers or Importers o f 
wheat, would be meeting In Paris 
next month to consider certain 
revolutionary propoeals.

The nations UsUd^ aa scheduled 
lo  confer Included the United 
SUtes, Canada, Australia, Argen­
tina, Britain, and the members,of 
the European Common Market, 
France, W est Germany, Italy, Bel­
gium, the Netherlands and Luxem­
bourg.

The easiest summation o f the 
thrilUng. par.t o f the plan we can 
give la that It would become al­
most automatic that wheat would 
go from those nations which had 
too much o f I t . Into a "food for 
peace” program which wrould help 
nations where starvation exista.

But all this was not, ot course, 
as thriUlng as It might have been. 
The headline said that It was the 
West”  which wae^ considering 

this. The Ust of nations omitted 
some rather Important producers 
of wheat, Uke Russia, and consum­
ers of wheat, like Communist 
China.

And, Bortiehow, one got the Idea 
that If thiB wheat were to go au- 
tomaUcally to people who were 
starving,’ these people had better 
have the advance Intelligence to 
locate themselves, for their starv­
ing, in some particular kind of 
country, not Just any country.

In summary, we did not come 
away from this news story, with 
Its promise of bold and thrilling 
humanltariazilam, without some 
draggy feeling that it still made a 
difference where people m ight be 
starving to death and where wheat 
was needed.

U.S., Britain Seeli to Mend
Broken N-Test Ban Parleys

(Continued from l^sge One)

A fter a stonuy 135-minute ses­
sion, the SS^rd of the deadlocked 
negotiatlops, delegates from the 
United,Slates, Britain and Russia 
failed eyen to agree or how to end 
the conference.

The breakup came after U.S 
delegate Charles C Stelle and 
Britain’s Sir Michael W right for- 
mailly proposed an immediate re­
cess to give the three governments 
time to re-establish a basis for 
negotiations.

Russia’s Semyon K. Tsarapkin 
Immediately charged the weetem 
side waa wrecking (he talks. In 
the subsequent 75-mXnute wrangle 
the three delegates failed even to 
agree on a final communique.

The action was foreshadowed 
last Friday when the Soviet Union 
abruptly rejected a reluctant U.S.- 
Britlsh offer to merge the nuclear 
talks with coming general disarm­
ament negotiations. The Russians 
originally had demanded the merg­
er.

But last Friday, at the 352nd 
session of the test ban talks, So­
viet delegate Tsarapkin told toe 
U.S. and British negotiators the 
Kremlin wanted the 3-nation talks 
to continue on toe Soviet demand 
for an unpoliced nuclear test mora­
torium. The weetem  delegates re­
fused to consh)er toe statemmt a 
reply to their merger offer. - '  

The State Department In Wash­
ington promptly called toe Soriet 
stand a fraud and eaid toe talke 
virould have to come to an end.

In proposing the recess today, 
Stelle once again raised toe Issue 
of International control. Th is  has 
ben the crucial stumbling block of 
the negotiations. The western nu­
clear powers have insisted there 
must be international supervieion 
and control machinery to g u a ^ -  
tee a treaty would be observed.

The Soviet side originally went 
along with toe control Idea and 
agreed to 17 draft articles o f a 
treaty dealing essentially with 
technical and administrative as­
pects of a worldwide control net­
work of permanent stations and 
r o v i n g  international Inspection 
teams. In  past nine months, how­
ever. the Soviet govement has 
withdrawn previous agreement 
and Insisted that International con­
trol Is no longer acceptable to the 
Soviet Union.

Stelle saW-“we say categorical­
ly  yes”  to International verlflca 
Uon. "The Soviet Union answere 
with an equally definite no.”

“ The two sides thus find that 
they are no longer operating with­
in a common framework of nego­
tiations. They are not discussing 
the same Issue or'seeking toe same 
objective.”

His noted compositions Included 
toe haunting "Llebesfreud,” "Ca­
price Vlennols,”  toe music for “Ap­
ple Blossoms,”  and several operet­
tas, including "Cissy.”

Although there was a deep gen­
tleness in Krelsler’s music, and in 
the man, too, his life was marked 
by several incidents of danger.

He was badly wounded In World 
W ar I  while serving In toe Aus­
trian army, nearly killed by an 
case of appendicitis In 1946 and 
automobile in 1941, had a serious

had undergone two major opera 
tioni since 1950.

Besides his musical gifts, Kreis­
ler also was a man of vast Intellect. 
He spoke a half dozen languages. 
A  critic once ivrote:

"W hen  you hear Fritz Kreisler 
in the concert hall, you feel that he 
Is toa  greatest humanist among toe 
living virtuosos.”

Mlscha Elman, one of the coun­
try ’s foremost violinists, saUd he 
waas heart-broken by toe news of 
Krelsler’s death.

" I  don’t think his style of play­
ing will ever be matched,”  he said. 
"H e made a great contribution to 
violin repetolre . . . .  a shining light 
has passed from the great epoch of 
personalities.”

Bom Feb. 2. 7875, In Vienna, 
Austria, the son of a physician, 
Kreisler obtained a t y p i c a l l y  
thorough European education, but 
became typically American In 
spirit.

A t toe time of his naturaliza­
tion as an American citizen, he 
celebrated by playing the piano In 
the office o f his manager. In a 
modern age. beset by organization 
and speed, he liked to talk of toe 
old days.

“ We didn't know w'hat hatred 
waa In the old days,”  he said. "W e 
only knew love.”

Kreisler traveled the world, 
speaking tola sentiment wrlto Ms 
violin.

He did Indefatigable research In­
to toe compositions of the old mas­
ters, popularizing some of the 
great ones that had been neflected, 
Including “Humoresque.''

met periodically on toe problem 
and had established a committee 
to devise aolutlona to probleins of 
toe carrier.

"The govemora’ committee has 
established close liaison with the 
trustees,”  the senators said, and 
■‘the suggestion has been made 
that a representative of toe fed­
eral government be appointed to 
maintain close working liaison 
with the governors and the trus­
tees because any solution to the 
railroad’s problems will necessarily 
involve the participation and sup­
port of both the states Involved 
and toe federal government.”

Reprcsenlatlves of four town em­
ploye groups have been invited to 
meet with General Manager Rich­
ard Martin Wednesday at 10 a.m. 
to hear bis proposals for salaries 
and wages for the 1962-63 budget.

As a step toward aigning the 
contract, toe. general manager has 
placed proposal to appropriate 
$2,700 on toe agenda o f the board 
o f directors’ meeting Feb. 6.

The directors will .consider tha 
proposal tomorrow night, and all 
toe alternate coursea they could 
take.

The $2,700, according to toe 
general manager, will pay for toe 
additional $667 a monW the town 
will pay for the next four months, 
to toe end of toe current fiscal 
year June 30.

One major difference between 
toe proposed contract and toe 
present one, besides toe combined 
collection, la toat collections w ill 
be made once a week Instead of 
twice a week.

tire operation itself.

MarUn said toe three choices tha 
town has with Haverty are to ex­
tend toe present contract for col­
lection of waste for $11,000 a 
month to have once a week collec­
tion of garbage and rubbish from 
the rear of yards for $11,867, or to 
have twice a weak collectiong of 
$12,167, with toe garbage collected 
from the rear yard and toe rubbish 
collected from too curb.

An additional ona-quarter of the 
coat might be saved If garbage 
were also collected from the curb, 
said Martin, but ho did not Include 
this In his recommendation.

He recommended that the board 
m lv e  the Md requirements tor a 
collection contract for a 16-month 
period beginning March 1, and 
ending Jime 30, 1063.

Also, he recommended-toe ap-

FISHING!
Make heavy, fly rods less tiring, 

says Jason Lucas, angling editor 
of Sports Afield Magazine. If you 
have a heavy fly rod, the way to 
make It lighter is to make it 
heavier.

Fit up rod, line and reel, then 
hold the rod horizontal and hang 
sheet lead or leatf wire over the 
middle of the reel imtil the outfit 
balances on a finger somewhere 
not far ahead of the grip—ex­
actly where is a matter of ta.ste. 
Then remove the line, wind the 
lead onto the reel arbor, and re­
place the line over It.

A fl.v outfit fixed thus feels 
awfully heavy when you Just pick 
it up. But since it’s not tip-heavy 
and has the balance near your 
hand, you’ll find your arm far less 
tired than before at the end of a 
hard day's casting- '

There, is an American, .single­
action fly reel that's among the 
very best for really heavy fishing. 
It’s made so that it will hold shot 
inside its hallow arbor. If, for best 
balance, you don’t-need to fill the 
space, some cotton stuffed In will 
keep what's there from rattling 
around.

You’re nearly always told to 
hang waders up so air will be able 
to get at them ^q keep them dry. 
Just devote thrbe seconds to think­
ing of the matter. Air, light, and 
oil, are the greatest enemies of 
rubber; they’ll nilii very heavy 
auto tires—so what won’t they do 
to far llghtei; waders and hip 
boots?

If there’s any grease or oil on. 
wafers, wash K off, rinse well, 
and dry. Roll them as tightly as 
you can, to press out air. Wrap 
them well In heavy light-proof pa­
per—a large brown paper bag will 
do—and store them in a dark, 
cool place; a clothes closed Is gefi- 
erally fine.

30 years. They will be inducted 
July 23 at Coopersto.wn, N.Y. 
along with Bobby Feller and 
Jackie Robinson, named last week 
by the ba.aeball writers from men 
retired at least five years but not 
more than SO years.

It was fitting that Roush and 
McKechnie should get the nod at 
the same time. They were team­
mates In the Federal League at 
Indianapolis and Newark In 1914- 
15 and with the New York Giants 
In 1916 before they were traded 
with Chrl.sty Mathewson to Cin­
cinnati for Buck Herzog and Wade 
Klllefer. In the winter they ore 
neighbors, living only about two 
blocks apart. In Bradenton, Fla. 
Both are regulars on the spring 
training beat in Florida.

Roush was in Bradenton when 
he got the news by telephone from 
Paul Kerr, secreiary of the vet­
erans committee which had met In 
New York.

Roush Siieaks Out 
'It’s all right, but .sometimes 

these things come too late," 
Rou.sh said in Bradenton. "It takes 
them too long to vote on these 
players. Waiting (or 30 years after 
a man becomes Inactive, and five 
years to vote him In is too long.

Nation* which broke dip­
lomatic relations with Cuba at 
ready have no trade with the Caa 
tro regime except In "nonstra- 
tegic" items. The United States 
for example, slill doe.* about $75 
million a  year worth o f trade with 
Cuba, most of It imports of Cuban 
tobncoo to keep cigar factorlea tn 
Tampa, Fla., and elsewhere oper 
atlng.

The final resolutions probably 
will Include establtShment of 
special rtgllance committee 
keep an eye out for Cuban »ub 
version and Infiltration In other 
American nations.

The other four defendants have 
been connected as owners or of­
ficers of several Chicago direct- 
mail corporations which raised ap­
proximately $20 million for the 
foundation between 1952 and 1960 
and charged fees approximating 
$11 million.

Tliey are Abraham L  Koolish. 
71, and his son Dâ vdd F. Koolish, 
42, ■who control the Chicago direct- 
mail firms — Empire Associates,

Bailey Gets Vote of Confidence

Bids Congress 
Approve Funds 
For UN Bonds

Washington, Jan. 80 (JP)—  
President Kennedy asked 
Congress today for .$100 mil­
lion to buy United Nations 
bonds and help bail the U.N, 
out of its Congo-caused finan­
cial crisis.

In a strongly worded message 
Kennedy declared the bond pur­
chase is vital to U.S. interests. 
Failure to buy the securities, he 
said, "would serve the interests of 
the Soviet Union.”

The presidential plea has al­
ready run into controversy on 
Capitol Hill and Senate Democrat­
ic Leader Mike Mansfield of Mon­
tana, has promised hearings be­
fore any vote is taken.

House Speaker John W. McCor­
mack of Massacl;iusetts predicted, 
however, that the legislators will 
okay Kennedy's request. He told 
newsmen "I feci very confident 
that Congress will realize the Im­
portance of It and will act favor­
ably on it."

The debate appears likely to 
range over the whole question of 
this country's role in the U.N.

As the message was delivered 
to Capitol Hill, Sen. John Spark­
man, D-Ala., announced that the 
Senate Foreign Relations Commit­
tee is prepared to start hearings 
on the bond Issue next Tuesday 
with Secretary of State Dean 
Rusk as the first witness.

Sparkman, second ranking 
member of the committee, said 
the plan was based on the as­
sumption the bond Issue legisla­
tion would be referred to that 
group.

Kennedy mustered a b r o a d  
range of arguments as to why the 
United Status should buy up to 
$100 million of the bonds, which 
wouW_be half of the total issue.

He took the stand that the pur­
chase would save money in the 
long run because the bond issue 
fits into a program aimed to 
force other U.N. memburs who 
have not been carrying their share 
of various U.N. costs to pay up.

The 2 per cent bonds, repayable 
over 25 years, are 'planned as an 
obligation of the U.N. general 
funds, paid in by all mumber na­
tions.

Normally, proponents 
of reorganization plans bring about 
committee action promptly on dis­
approval resolutions in order to 
control the 10 hours of debate.
