Sometimes it takes something
really moronic to be really true.
And when, in a forym discussing
the ideological divisions of Amer-
ican life out in California the other
day, one discussion leader made
the melancholy conclusion that
right-wing extremism is likely to
be “a continuing problem because
it taps basic conflicts in American
life,” he was certainly ringing the
bell. He would have been ringing
it, with equal accuracy and au-
thority, if he had happened to say
that left-wing extremism would
also conlinue to be a problem in
American life.

Along with an instinct lo cut
loose from the herd, Kowalskl al-
a0 has something of the instinctive
talent of the demagogue, that tal-
ent which enables a man in public
life to create a strong emotional
appeal for one section of hig audi-
ence without ever quite pinning
himself down where his enemies
conld step on him and quash him.

Kowalsk! Lhas a taient for say-
ing things some people want very
much to hear, They come from
him as simple, wholesome gener-
alities, not to be refuled until
somebody begins translating them
into specifics,. And even then the
cholce somelimes seems to be one
betweer the grand and meaningful
logic of the Kowalski diotum and
the petty, inconsequential realism
of the objector.

$23,000 in Income taxes from 1053
to 1855, and was sentenced to serve
& term of & year and a day in the

He has not yet begun the prison
term, bocause of stays of execu-
tion of the sentence granted since
then for appeal to the U.S, Court
of Appeals for the second circult,
His wife was granted a motion
for acquittal at the same time her
husband was convicted.
