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Farm Problem ‘Solved Again

For elght years of Republican
administration at Washington,
Bocretary of Agriculture Benson
and President Elsenhower butted
their heads aganinst the natfonal
farm problem wall to little practi-
cal avall

Their attempt was a laudable
one. They tried to solve the farm
problem by invoking the principle
that the less governmental control
and the more voluntary controls
by the farmers, in thelr own mu-
tual iInterest, the better. They
hoped, at the end of a long trall, to
find government subsidies, govern-
ment controls, and expensive gov-
ernment surplus stores disappear-
Ing.

They were continually frus-
trated. It was encouraging’ that
many farmers, and even some of
the farmer organizations, agreed
with their effort and the principle
they were trying to follow. But It
was discouraging and frustrating
that the rest of the farmers, and
their political agents In Congress,
continually rejected both the prin-
ciple and any steps toward Imple-
mentation of it. The principles
Bensor and Elsenhower favored
never got a clear or a falr trial; In
actuality, the Benson-Efsenhower
farm program wound up something
of a futile and insignificant meas
of contradictory efforts in contra-
dictory directions.

In the end, it never made any
measurable progress toward its
own supposed destination, which
was to be a decline in the regula-
tory and financial involvement of
the federal government in the
farming industry.

Now, after a year of Indeter-
minate fencing with the farm prob-
lem, the Kennedy administration
has come up with Its own first
clear aim.and direction.

It clalms to be common sense.
And perhaps It Ia indeed realistic,
or pragmatic—the Iatter being a
word which Is often suggested as a
key word for Kennedy administra-
tion thinking and policy. Perhaps
it Is the only approach that has a
renl chance of working. We don't
know.

But what the Kennedy farm pro-
gram does, In essence, is Lo reverse
the Benson-Elsenhower direclion,
and to head openly and brusquely
toward the tightest kind of gov-
ernment controls over the farm in-
dustry., The farmers would do as
the government sald, in the matter
of controlling and lmiting produc-
tion, or the farmera would go com-
pletely without government aid
and might even be subjected to
punitive competition from govern-
ment surplus stockpiles, One thing
this kind of program, if It were
really ever put into force and ef-
fect, would end. That would be
the hitherto infallible gonius of the
farmer for having his cake and
eating it too—for getting paid to
reduce his output, on one fleld,
while getting pald for Increased
output on another,

In summary, the Kennedy pro-
posals say that, if the government
is going to be in the farming (ndus-
try, it ought to be in it running it,
with definite authority, and not
just be the amiable pockethook for
it all. Saying this, the Kennedy
proposals at once go toward the
extreme in government paternal-
ism, or socialism, if you want to
call it that, and, at the same time,
perliaps, for the first time, make
the alternative, which would be the
same ultimats return toward com-
plete freedom the Benson-Eisen-
hower program attempted to en-
coyrage, really attractive to the
farmers themselves. It is a fish
or cut balt kind of proposal. That
gives it a certain attractiveness.
But it may also be the exact qual-
ity which keeps it from enactment.
We are not sure the great farm in-
terests which derive the main ben-
efit from the government's involve-
ment In the farm industry want to
have issues, or regulations, or
trolg, or n‘uﬁ that clearly de-

pletely opposite direction, if it
could ever be given n'real trial. But
we doubt that Congress will ever
give It a real chance, either,

A Free Man?

General David M. Shoup, the
Commandant of the Marine Corps,
who startled everybody fust a few
weeks ago by revealing that he
didn’t believe In teaching the men
under his command to hate their
enemies, lest they warp themselves,
and, occaslonally, find themselves
hating the wrong people, continyed
hins rather revolutionary lack of or-
thodoxy In Washington the other

. day.

He repeated, before the Special
Benate Preparedness Subcommit-
tee, his hymn agninat hate.

“Hate," sald General Shoup, "I
consider is an Internal sin. And
hate ix closely associnted with fear,
I think fear breeds defeatism, and

«| that is a disease that we cannot

afford in this country if we gre go-
ing to maintain our position in the
family of freedom-living people.”

Now It so happena thal when
General S8houp, a chunky sort of
fellow with a war record which in-
dicates that he was capable of con-
siderable violence in his time,
preaches aguinst hate he gets re-
spect from his audience. Nobody,
at least, reaches out for any oppor-
tunity to challenge him. On this
oceasion, two members of the com-
mittee, Senators Stennis and Sym-
ington, even gave him posaitive con-
gratulations on his fine statement.

If there were any members of
the committee who wondered how
in the world you could ever lick
anybody without developing ¢ good
hate for them firat, they kept si-
lent, on the hate angle at least.
But one of them who acts as if
he thought hate a pretty fine
thing, and who often talks as if
he indulged in it himself, did take
over the questioning of General
Shoup, in a line more closaly re-
lated to the main purpose of the
hearing. This was Senator Strom
Thurmond, the South Carolina
Democrat, the prime maver for
these hearings, the defender of
General Walker, and the gentle-
man who fears that government
censorship has been operating to
keep our generals from telling the
truth about Communism.

And It was Senator Thurmond

who took over the questioning of
General Shoup, after he had been
unorthodox on the theme of hale,
and who wsought to ascertain
whether General Shoup had ever
been curbed or curtalled in any of
his attempted remarks about Com-
munism.
And It was at this point that
General Shoup produced a much
greater heresy, If that were possi-
hle, than the heresy of not teaching
his men to hate anybody,

“I have made over 100 spesches,”
sald General Shoup, ‘without once
mentioning the word Communism."

We marvel at the remarkabie of-
frontery, Intrepid nerve and unbe-
Hevable aanity of the man. He
sounds as if he had actually
achieved some of that freedom
everybody else is always talking
about and defending. He talks as
If he were a free man, siave to no
hatred, serf to no obsession, cap-
tive 1o no cheap surface consen-
BUs.

Statistics For Al

Back again In that wonderful
world of statistics, we find that the
number of unemployed In the na-
tion increased by 572,000 in the
month of-January, but that the na-
tional rate of unemployment had,
during this sa~~ month, dropped to
5.8 per cent, which was the first
time In 16 Jong months it had gone
below 6 per cent

Between these two statisties,
Secretary of Labor Arthur J, Gold-
berg had to make a cholce, as to
which one would be the more de-
serving of public emphaals,

He chose the statistic which
showed that the national rate of
unemployment, which takes all
Kinds of purely seasonal economic
factors into consideration, and
then keeps them from interfering
unfairly with the truth, had gone
below 6 per cent for the first time
in 16 months.

That was Secretary Goldberg's
choice of emphasis, When other
orators of the Kennedy adminig.

In the summer of 1986 this
writer met the late Dr. Fred
Wright at the Mt. Wilson Obser-
vatory. Dr. Wright was then en-
gaged in making spherical photo-
graphic pictures of the moon 8o
that the features could bhe seen
in their proper permpective. The
results of this attempt were not
too successful due to the difficul-
ties of coating a glass sphere with
photographic emulsion.
Today, at the Lunar and Plane-
tary Laboratory, the finest photo-
graphs in existence are being
used in somewhat the same fash-
lon buj the results have added a
naw dimension to our knowledge
of the moon,
The Laboratory, under the di-
rection of the dynamic Dr, Gerard
P. Kulper, has publithed an atlas
showing superb large-scale plc-
tures of the lunar surface. These
photoa were selected from files
of the major observatories
throughout the world which have
pursued lunar photographic pro-
grams. The reason for thia vast
undertaking was to learn about
the past hiaslory of the solar sys-
{em by study of the moon. Of the
peveral maps of the moon avall-
able for reference, none were ac-
curate enough to form the basis
for an extensive study of the lunar
surface.

Dr. Kuiper decided that photo-

New Projection sSystem

A three-foot aluminum sphere,
covered with a matte-white sur-
face, was constructed. The pictures
of the moon were projected onto
this from a distance of about 70
feet. To photograph any featurs
as though you were looking down
on it, the camera ls positioned so
that a straight line can be passed
through the faa‘ure, the center of
the moon and the camera Jens.

This method was first used to
chart the limb or edge of the
moon. Because it was the edge,
it was foreshortened so that round
craters looked lke ovals. By pro-
jecting the Ilmb onto the sphere

ering and photographing it as indicated

above, the craters at the edge were
seen as round.

Mr. Whitaker showed 8 magnifi-
cent picture of Tycho, which is the
center of the most prominent ray
system on the moon. This is best
seen when the moon is full. Be-
cause Tycho is far from the cen.
ter of the moon, the rays which
begin at Tycho and go north and
west are easlly seen, The rays
which go to the edge are pooriy
defined. By ualng the spherical
projection system, the mapper is
able to reveal the true extent of
the ray system,

The new projection system gives
astronomers different concepts of
how surface features are arranged
with respect to one another. There
fs & mare called Mare Nectaris
which Is circled on one side by an
escarpment or ring of cliffs. This
waa belleved to be a unique fea-
ture, The new technique discloses
at least two others — one around
Mare Orientalls, the other around
Mare Humboltianum,

If there is wonder as to why
programs like thix are important,
the answer is that we must learn
what the surface of the moon is
Hke before we dare send & man
there. The Natlonal Aeronautics
and Space Agency can indicate the
probable plane of a lunar-orbiting
vehicle which could land & man.
Once this is arrived at, It remains
for the astronomers to determine
where in the sub-orbital path is the
best place for a man to land.

400 Major Park Acres

Held Long

Range Need

Development 'of 400 acres of town-owned land for major

park purposes will be needed

to serve Manchester's popula-

tion during the coming 20 years, according to master plan

proposals, »

Presently, the town has only one
major park which provides for =
wide range of all-day recreation
purpose, and that park (contain-
ing 58 acres) is the Center Springs
Park.

Other sites which should be de-
veloped an major parks Include the
Globe Hollow Purchase, east of the
reservoir (mbout 40 acres); the
Oak Grove Park, (about 50 acres),
and another portion of the Globe
Hollow Purchase, wesat of South
Main 8t, (about 250 acres).

The consultants, Planning and
Renewal Associates of Cambridge,
Mans,, feel the 400 acres will pro-
vide more than six acres of major
park space per 1,000 population by
the year 1980, when the town's
population is expected to reach
60,000.

In making their recommendation
covering major parks, the oon-
sultants noted that consideration
was given to the relationship of
major park developments to other
recreation proposals for playfields
and special facilities which gene-
rally may be Included as part of
& major park.

In the near past, development
talks on the major park areas men-

Today's two records were estab-
lished in one race over a composi-
tlon course at Lancester Park,
considered one of the fastest tracks
in New Zealand Since the 800
meters (874 yarda, two feet, eight
inches) Ig shorter than the half
mile, he ways able to break both in
one race,

The previous 800 meter record
wan 1:45.7—1.4 seconds glower than
Snell—set by Belgium Roger Moens
ir Oslo in 1955, The hall mile mark
Wiy 1:46.8—1.7 seconds slower than
Snell—set by American Tom Court-
ney, Fordham star from Living-
aton, N, J., in Los Angeles in 1857,

8nell] was pointed toward the
record by Barry Robinson, a New

Former Police Bgt. Lester F.
Bartlett's appeal to the Bupreme
Court of Errors haa been launched

with & draft finding suggesting
his demotion was fllegal.

Atty. Harry Hammer, oounsel
for Bartlett, filad the 25-page,
119-paragraph draft with the Su-
perior Court clerk late Thuraday,
the deadline date. ‘
He asks Supreme Court findings
on & number of the conclusions,
during and actions of Common
Pleas Judge James H. Doherty
who in December against
Bartjett's Common Pleas appeal
for reinstatement and an injunc-
tion againat the city.

Informed observers estimated a
year or more may while the
appeal grinds alowly through
massive judicial machinery to a
conclusion.

The court will print the full
record (pleadings, memorandum of
decision, judgment, draft finding,
counter finding, finding of fact and
assignment of errors) at a later
date to be turned over to the court
and partles Involved. )
Another month or two will be
granted for filing of appeliant's
and apeliee's briefs.

All time limits can be extended
on the proper motion.

In his draft, Hammer raised
quastions hit on In past actions
both In the courts and befors the
Rockville City Council which de-
moted Bartlett from sergeant to
patrolman July 28 for disobeying
orders,

Bartlett did nol report to work
