Efforta continued more than 30
hours after the accident to find
the missing, who possibly are bur-
fed under tona - f coal and rock.

The bodies of many minera were
found burned, gased or crushed un-
der the debris of caveins from. the
massive firadamp blast on the
fourth level 1,800 feet underground.

Earlier rescue authorities gave
widely wvarying estimates of the
number missing, because of the
possibility that many survivors had
not reported to -the state-owned
mine office.

In any case, rescuers had all but
given up hope that any more would
be found alive. The last man
brought out alive was discovered
at midday Wednesday,

Since then rescue crewa have

What does the "best of care” In-
clude?

THE DENTIST—A chlld should
viait the déntist by the time all 20
of his primary (or firat) teeth have
eruptad, usurlly wheén he 1§ De-
tween 2 and 3 years of age. He
may nesd nothing moré than to
have his teeth examined, X-rayed
and cleaned. This in the time to
start the habit of seeing the den-
tist regularly. “Most pre-school
children have decayed teeth need-
ing attention.

One important thing-the dentist
does is Lo help keep the child's pri-
mary teeth in his jaws as long as
they are needed, If a primary
toath Is lost prematurely, the den-
tist may suggest that a space
maintainer be inserted so that
space will be preserved for the
permanent tooth. If a primary
tooth is retained too long, the den-
tist probably will have to remove
it.

The purpose of auch care s to
make It possible for the permanent
teeth to come In properly, thus
preventing deformities of the jaw
and face that detract from appear-
ance and may affect the child’s
emotional development.

Your dentist may advise fluoride
treatments if your child has not
had the benefit of drinking fluori-
dated water since birth. Fluoridat-
ing the community water supply is
the best method of helping to de-
velop decay-resistant testh.

The question is whether
we are following those policies
which will help bring the highest

The objective of American
democracy should be to bring the

States has done in its direct rela-
tionahip with Castro Cuba, for in-
stance, our action has hit the peo-
ple of Cuba, even though we our-
selves proclalmed that only Castro
was our target. It waa possible to
argue that we were hitting the
people of Cuba for their own good
~—s0 that they would wake up an
realize the trouble Castro was gef-
ting them into and then proceed to
get rid of him,

And {f the result of this tactic
of ours—the tactic of making it
economically tough for the Cubans
because they are so foolish an to
tolerate Castro—were going to
drive a wedge between the Cuban

However, the researchers said a
more potent lot of the vaccine cur-
rently is under study in a larger
gEroup with an “almost total” fa-
vorable response so far.

The killed virus was given to

830 children in Buffalo, N.Y., in
an unreiated study, Protection
with three injections waas esti-
mated up to 96 per cent.
" The initial study was made by
Dra. A. Feldman and Alvin

ROME (AP)—A Rome paper
sald today deported vice lord
Charlea Lucky Luclano was
poisoned—either by his own hand
or by an underworld executioner,

Telesern, an aftermnon  dally,
sald an autopsy has shown that
Luciano swallowed potassium coy-
anide.

Luciano died Jan. 26 while he
was at the Naples' airport to meet
a visitor. Italian narcotica detec-
tives sald he was then being
shadowed by agents Investigating
a 5150-million drug ring,

The 64-year-old underworld fig-
ure met his visitor. Then they
sipped glasses of fruit julce at a
bar., Minutes iater, while walking
to Luciano's oar, the vice lord
dropped dead,

An autopsy was performed Jan,
28. Afterward medical authorities
said a preliminary check showed
Luciano had died of a heart at-
tack. Authorities, however, sald
they would notl make a-final re-
port until completion of laboratory
tesls on cerialn organs

Today, Telesera reported traces
of potassium cyanide had been
found in the viscera. The news-
paper sald the final autopsy report
meant Luciano had not died of &
heart attack, but had been killed
or committed suicide.
