New U.S. Strategy 
Tried Against Reds 
In South Viet Nam

WASHINGTON (A P ) —  

The United States is pushing 
a new strategry in South Viet 
Nam aimed at clearing Com­
munist guerrillas from one 
area at a time rather than try­
ing to mop up the whole coun­
try at once.

The intention is to make maxi­
mum use of manpower and 
equipment instead of spreading 
the resources thin, said informed 
sources. They are optimistic the 
plan will work.

The Idea reportedly wa« ad­
vanced by Secretary of Defense 
Robert S. McNamara during re­
cent conferences in Honolulu with 
U.S. military' leaders and diplo­
matic officlalg brought in from 
South Viet Nam.

According to the latest Informa­
tion available he're. the Commu­
nist build-up in South Viet Nam 
Is continuing with an unstemmed 
stream of guerrillas coming from 
North Viet Nam by way of I.xos. 
Guerrilla strength has been esti­
mated at close to 20,000.

Like the proverbial iceberg, 
most of the greatly increased U.S. 
effort to save South Viet Nam 
from communism has remained 
below the surface here, at least 
officially.

More of the iceberg came into 
view Thursday when the Penta-

In Saigon under a four-star gen­
eral.

The new command. Pentagon 
officials said, w ill direct U.S. heli­
copter missions and other opera­
tions by U.S. military men in sup­
port o f thq South Vietnamese ar­
my, navy and air force.

American authoritlea are hope­
ful U.S. fighting men won’t be 
needed —  that the big booet in 
arms, training aid, uansporta- 
tlon, communications and other 
support will enable the South 
‘Vietnamese army to root out the 
Communists by itself.

Medical Probes Report 
Effective Measles Shots

CHICAGO (A P )—Two groups 
of medical inventigatora reported 
today a  high percentage of ef- 
fectlvezieaa in irteventteg measles 
with a vaccine containing killed 
measles virus.

They aald the vaccine did not 
cause fever or other tmpleaaant 
symptoms o f the disease asso­
ciated with live meeslea virus vtic- 
oine.

The initial study, which first 
showed the killed vaccine'to be 
worthWhUe, Involved 61 children 
and two adults in 22 'families in 
Syracuse. N.Y., in late 1960.

I t  provided pro&Mtion in 72 per 
cent on the basis o f development 
of protective' antibodies In the 
bloodatresm and contact with ac­
tual cases o f measles.

However, the researchers said a 
more potent lot o f the vaccina cur- 
nsntly la under study in a larger 
group with an “ almoet total" fa ­
vorable response so far.

The killed virus was given to 
830 children in Buffalo. N.Y., in 
an unrelated study. Protection 
with three injections wras esti­
mated up to 96 per cent.

The Initial study wras made by 
Drs. Harry A. FUdman and Alvin 
Novack of Syracuse, N.Y., and 
Joel Warren, Ri.D., o f Terre 
Haute, Ind.

Describing their work in an ar­
ticle in the Jmrnal of the Amer­
ican Medical Association, they said 
the vaccine retains its strength for. 
a  long period and can be given in 
the same injection with s u ^  other 
preventives as polio vaccine or 
dlphtheria-wbooplng cough-tetanus 
vaccine.

A  somewhat different schedule of 
killed virus vaccine immunisation 
was employed in the Buffalo study. 
This work was described in the 
AMA Journal by Drs. Warren Win- 
kelstein Jr., David T. Kanon, Wil­
liam E- M <^er  and Rachel Jenss, 
SC.D., all of Buffalo, and Dr. Glen 
E. Gresham of Atlanta, Ga.

Only 2 of the 830 children rs- 
ceiTing Injections d e v e l o p e d  
measles compared with 82 cases 
which developed in another group 
of 819 children which did not re­
ceive the vgccinc.

Measles Is a source of worldwide 
sickness among chlldm i and many 
adults. One death occurred among 
every 1,000 cases in the United 
States in 1986.

The AM A. Journal commented 
editorially ' that, it now appears 
there are at least two approaches 
to the goal of how best to prevent 
measles.

Dr. JoMfih Mumu«  hM been 
denied a reduction in the assessed 
value Of hlB home at 52 Hillcrest

Dr. Masssro was appealing the 
value of his house on the 1960 
grand list, which was $33,913. He 
claimed that the functional depre­
ciation factor granted on his prop- 
ty was too low. and ,\vas a.sking 
for a $4,000 reduction on the fig­
ure.

An appeal on the value of the 
land on which the house is situ­
ated, and on the swimming pool 
also on the property, was dropped. 
The total assessed, value of the 
property as of Oct. 1. 1960 is $39.- 
387, the result of the functional 
depreciation allowance which 
brought the assessed value down 
from the 19.59 listing of $40,965.

The decision favoring the town,

Today’s young men and women 

take such things as airplanes, tele­
vision and bubble gum without 
blinking an eye. They have the ad­
vantage over those of us who grew 
up with trains, radios and lollipops. 
Young bridge players enjoy a sim­
ilar advantage.

When this hand came along last 
year In the national mixed team 
championship, Mrs. Ixtulse Robin­
son and Richard Freeman found 
the right defense without the 
sUghtest heslUtion. Both In their 
early 20’s, these young experts 
didn’t havw to overcome the habits 
of a lifetime to make the right 
play.

Freeman led the nine of dia­
monds, and Mrs. Robinson took the 
queen and ace of diamonds. What 
should Ehwt lead next?

Locates Aces
Mrs. Robinson was sure South 

had the three missing aces for his 
vulnerable opening bid. Hence she 
could defeat the contract only by 
developing two trump tricks.

An old-timer might flinch at the 
idea of leading a suit that dummy 
could ruff, but Mrs. Robinson led 
another diamond without break­
ing her stride. To make things 
easier for her partner, she led a 
low diamond.

Freeman saw the plot Immedi­
ately. He ruffed the third diamond 
with the Jack of hearts, and now 
the defenders were sure to get two 
trump tricks.

It seldom pays to lead a suit that 
dummy can ruff, but in this ca.se it 
helped Mrs. Robinson and Free­
man win a national championship. 
I f you want to get equally good re-
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suits with such a play look for a 
situation In which the only tricks 
you can expect are trump tricks. 
Then your partner may be able to 
drive out a high trump and thus 
promote the value of your trumps.

Daily Question
As dealer, .you hold; Spades; 8 

7 3; Hearts—Q 9 7; Diamonds—A 
K Q 8 7; Clubs—9 3. What do you 
say?

Answer: Pass. You would bid ona 
diamond In third or even fourth 
position, but not as dealer or secr 
ond hand. If your long suit were' a 
major, you v/ould be Just barely 
Justifled in epening the bidding,

A new duea acale for Chamber 
of Commarca memberahip, pro- 
poead by a study committee this 
week, la drawing favorable com­
ment.

Payments under the new acale 
would range from $10 to $400 a 

■"year and are generally lower than 
at present.

(Chamber directors expect to vote 
on the proposed scale at a meet­
ing this month. If Implemented, the 
new rates would reduce the an­
nual revenue from the present fig­
ures of $11,896 to about $9,500.

The directors are considering 
two minor changes in the proposed 
schedule. They would eliminate a 
half-price provision for new mem­
bers, and would raise the maximum 
number of allowable employes to 
qualify as small Industry from five 
to 25.

Individual memberships under 
the new scale would be $10, the 
minimum fee In any category. 
Twenty categories have been es­
tablished and will be subdivided 
for small, medium and large firms, 
based on the number of employes, 
assets, volume of business and the 
like. Dues would fluctuate accord­
ingly. If approved, the new scale 
will take effect Sept. 1.

This year, new members are bill­
ed on a pro-rata basis until Aug. 
31 to enable them to benefit im­
mediately if the change is voted.

Menabers have expressed dissat- 
Isfaotioin with the existing dues 
base. They say it Is too high for 
the area and requires supplying 
too much oonfldential information.

Most memberahape under the 
new scale would fall in the $25 to 
$76 range. A few industries would 
pay the maximum o f $400, figured 
on a $1(M) base and $1 for each 
employe.

For some scientists, the idea 

that the gestation period for man 
la 267 days is only half the story. 
Dr. Ashley Montagu, Princeton 
University anthropologist, says the 
human baby is ushered into the 
world before he is really ready 
for it. In fact, birth may be the 
halfway point.

While it takes the infant soms 
287 days to develop in the womb, 
it's about 267 days after birth be­
fore the child Icamg to orawl.

Montagu feelk that the human 
infant has to be bom when he la. 
or he would not be able to be 
bom at all. The infant's b r a i n  
needs only increase slightly to 
make passage through the birth 
canal Impoasible.

In fact the baby's growth rate 
is such that it just can't continue 
inside the womb. It must continue 
outside.

This natural progression. Mon­
tagu says, is reflected In the moth­
er, too. At birth, the mother needs

One mipht think that the right 

Ring terroriata who will reaort to 
jmything to try to defeat Preai- 
dent de Gauile’a policy of inde- 
jpendence for Algeria were caualng 
enough trouble in Algeria and in 
Paria, and that any FYenchman of 
(ood  will and common aanse would 
not do a  slngla thing to add to the 
imbllc turmoil the rightlat te m r-  
lata a n  trying to create and main­
tain.

But auch thinking would reckon 
without the nature o f the Oom- 
nunlata. They, aa they damon- 
Strated in Paria yeaterday, were 
hot content to leave the atreeta 
d ta r  for the efforta of Frtnch 
Baeurlty forcea to reatralp and con­
trol the activity of the right wing 
tarrmiata. No, the Oommuniata had 
to get them aeli^ into the act. 
They had to get themselvea into 
the atreeta. They had to add them- 
.Balvea to the turmoil.

The reault waa a  altuatlon which 
waa idiotic, from every point of 
view except, one auppoees, that of' 
the French Communista them- 
aelvea. What waa idiotic about It 
is that the French Communlata are 
suppoaed to believe in freedom for 
Algeria, that the French Commu- 
niata were, when they went out 
Into the atreeta yeaterday, demon- 
atrating againat the aame right 
wing terroriata the French police 
are trying to control, but that they 
were alao, by their going out into 
the atreeta, adding to the very tur­
moil and atrife the right wing 
terroriata are trying to promote.

The Oommuniata themaelves 
would proclaim, of courae, that 
they were out In the atreeta to help 
the government againat the right 
wing extremlata. Actually, they 
Rrare, by their own preaence and 

'  activity, making it more difficult 
for the government to maintain 
order, and challenging the very 
rulea of public conduct the govern­
ment haa eatabllahed in Ita effort 
to maintain order. But* If the Com- 
muniats Juat aat home and let the 
government police snuff out the 
right vring terroriata, they would 
not be advertiaing their own M l»: 
tence, or gaining notoriety prestige 
fo r their pkaty.

Bo, even if their presence in the 
atreeta aet back the government'a 
control of those same strMts 
againat the terroriata, even if their 
demonstration caused liolence and 
loas of life which could easily have 
been avoided, even if their activity 
postponed the day of peace and 
freedom for Algeria, in which they 
themselvea suppoaefjly believed, 
the Communista atlU had to get out 
there and exploit the tragedy for 
what It might be worth from their 
own political point of view.

The right, wing terroriata, for 
their part, are naturally delighted 
to be able thus to claim that what 
they are really doing is to defend 
France against the Communista. 
and they immediately began send­
ing a few  of their plastic bomb val­
entines to known Oommunlit ad- 
dretaes, as if  it were only the Com- 
munlata, and not de Gaulle, pro­
posing freadom for Algeria.

And if thla helps the right wing 
terrorists fool and' befuddle a  few

"W e are out there,” the Presi­
dent continued in hia answer, "on 
training and on transportation, and 
wa are aasIsUng in every way we 
properly can the people of South 
Vietnam who, with the greatest 
courage and with—under dange: 
are attempting to maintain their 
freedom.

"Now ," the President concluded 
his answer, "this la an area where 
there is a good deal of danger and 
it's a matter of information. We  
don’t want to have information 
which is of assistance to the enemy 
— and it’s a matter which I think 
will have to be worked out with 
the government of V ie t n ^ ,  which 
bears the primary responsibility."

Between the President’s mono­
syllabic "no” at the previous press 
conferance, 'and the rather ornate 
and wordy dodge o f this much 
longer answer, there seemed to be 
litUe real difference in content 
Beth the "no” and the long answer 
seemed to imply the 'very same 
thing— that we are doing much 
more in South Vietnam, and that 
what we are doing includes much 
more actual flghUng, than we are 
willing to admit legally, or public­
ly, or fomriAlly.

Perhaps the final teat or proof 
of this comes in tha way the busi­
ness of American caaualUes is han­
dled. There la no pretense, on the 
part of our news services, or our 
officialdom, that they were really 
holding a non-belligerent status, 
when they were h it

What all this means is that. Just 
like the Communista, we are wag­
ing an undeclared w ar In South­
east Asia, answering the guerrilla 
game with the guerrilla game, and 
devoting as many more men and 
as much more equipment to it W  
it takes to produce an undeclared 
vlctopf.

That Is why we frequently have 
newsmen from the area proclaim­
ing flatly that we are engaged in 
an actual war there while the 
President practices his evasions, 
which, when we analyze them, 
really say the same thing.

And It is,- we suppose, the way  
professionals mask and manage an 
operation of this kind— as con­
trasted, for Instance, with the 
amateurish management of the 
Cuban affair last April. W a seem 
to be getting more sophisticated 
and competent in this sort of 
thing. Whether that will be a long 
range curse or blessing, who 
knows? ■

FOater'i uterUon that the ex­
tent o( Soviet K^ins has "become 
clear only ill the last month" in­
dicates that Kennedy has had 
under consideration in the last few 
weeks facts argding: in 'favor of 
U.S. test explosions which were 
not available to him late last year 
when he-first began making tenta­
tive preparations for U.8. tests.

Foster wrote his letter because 
of reports from Kennedy's news 
conference Wednesday that the 
President had introduced a new 
condition into U S, requirements 
for any future nuclear test ban 
treaty. That was the impression 
Which newsmen generally got.

Kennedy said that in any test 
ban agreement hereafter the Unit­
ed States would require some as­
surance against the possibility 
that the Soviet Union could again 
start nuclear weapons explosions 
after months of secret prepata- 
tion. That meant, he made clear, 
that an inspection system would 
have to provide against secret 
preparations.

Foster said Kennedy's state­
ment on this point had been care­
fully considered in advance. He 
said that in view of what the So­
viets did in starting tests last fall 
Kennedy was "not introducing a 
very startling principle.”

In fact Foster denied there was 
any “ new element” In what the 
President said. He asserted the 
new element had been introduced 
by the Soviet tests;

Foster's letter appeared 
administration spokesmen had told 
newsmen in various private con­
versations Thursday that theSPres- 
Ident did not intend to set up a 
new condition for a test ban treaty 
agreement but wanted to build a 
barrier against some sudden Soviet 
p r o p o ^  for a new unenforceable 
moratorium agreement among the 

^United States, Britain and the So- 
"vlet Union.

The Soviet government's reac­
tion to the idea of a foreign 
ministers session at Geneva re­
mained to be determined.

But the Soviet Communist-party 
paper Pravda unleased new 
propaganda blasts against the 
United States and Britain for 
their tentative test preparations.

Radio Moscow said Britain, 
under the Christmas Island deal, 
would be morally responsible for 
the resumption of atmospheric 
testing. It said nothing about the 
fact the Soviet Union bnAe an 
informal moratorium in its long 
series of heavy blasts set off at 
Siberia proving grounds last fall.

The French government, a bud­
ding nucleaf power, announced 
France will not Join in the U.S.- 
Britlsh proposal to Moscow, but 
does not oppose it.

Despite this abstention, Presi­
dent Charles de Gaulle's regime 
said it is ready to join at any time 
In blg-power negotiations on tnie 
measures of disarmkmervt. Includ­
ing the destruction of nuclear 
stockpiles and carrier vehicles for 
nuclear bombs.
,  And, despite full agreement on 

Uie basic issues, Britain and the 
United States appeared to ^ffer 
on their approaches to a final de­
cision on atmospheric testing of 
Western nuclear weapons.

U.S. officials said President 
Kennedy feels the final decision 
must be made independently of the 
Soviet reaction. Kennedy said at 
his news conference Wednesday 
the Soviet Union could not be 
trusted not to make secret prepa­
rations for another round of ex­
plosions.

British Prime Minister Harold 
Macmillan expressed hope before 
his Parliament Thursday that cir­
cumstances may develop in such 
a way that "We may be able to 
agree that further tests may be 
postponed.”

Regret about the Christmas Is- 
land-Nevada preparations was ex­
pressed by Japan, the only coun­
try which ha-s felt the wei'ght of 
an atomic device in wartime.

Akira Sone. Information bureau 
chief of the Foreign Ministry, said 
Japan hopes for an agreenient 
leading to controlled diaarmament 
and prohibition of nuclear weap­
ons.

Japanese Ambassador Katsuinl 
Ohno had a half-hour conference 
in London with J. B. Godber, Brit­
ish joint secretary of state for 
foreign affairs. A spokesman 
there told newsmen; "This meet­
ing was arranged in order that 
we could explain the reasons 
which lay behind our decision to 

, conduct underground testing.'
Demonstrators were on the 

move again.

the double game of the enemiea of 
the nation, which can only shake 
republican institutions and reault 
In anarchy.”

Humanite claimed that 60,000 
persons stormed into the streets in 
responae to the Red call for a dem­
onstration against the terrorists It 
denounced as “assassins” and “ fas­
cists.” Police set the figure at 
1 0 , 0 0 0 .

While the battle raged In Paris 
other demonstrations broke out in 
Lille, Clermont-Ferrand, Lorlent 
and other French cities. But no 
disorders were reported from the 
provinces.

Authorities reported 83 arrests 
we^e made In Paris and ordered an 
inv^tlgatlon into the rioting.

De Gaulle, under the constitu­
tion, can take over virtual dicta­
torial powers If he judges the

country to be In danger. He hint­
ed, in an addrese to the nation 
Uik. Monday _ that he might be 
forced to use' emergency powem.

De Gaulle's speech Monday was 
directed primarily agsdnst “sub- 
vemlve and c r im ^ T ’ rightists at­
tempting to block his policy of 
putting Algeria on the path of in­
dependence.

The victims were both Euro­
peans and Moslems.

Helen Fltzpatrldk who is in oppo­
sition to any sewer expansion, spe­
cifies that such a report be pub­
lished five days prior to a Feb. 19 
meeting at Bentley School on Hol­
lister St. at 8:15 p.m.. a time at; 
which the dlrectora have already 
stated that detailed explanations 
of the district’s sewer survey 
would be presented flrat hand to 
the public.

Mrs. Fitzpatrick said today that 
she has a ̂ sufficient number of 
names on the petition and will pre­
sent it to District President PhiUp 
L. Burgess.as soon as possible. "I 
tried to present the petition to 
Burgess last night but he was 
busy,” she Informed The Herald 
today.

Burgess said today that he was 
unaware of such a petition imtll

morning. *T have not received 
the petition and can not take ac­
tion until I get It and present it 
to the board o f directors,” he said. 
Any action will be by the board 
of directors, he added.

The petition is an outgrowth of 
a controversy which began sev­
eral weeks ago when the dlrectora 
accepted a $51,350 federal loan 
for preliminary studies and plan­
ning for sewer improvements in 
the North End.

Former Eighth District Presi­
dent Victor Swanson, as well as 
Mrs. Fitzpatrick and Paul <Jer- 
vini, have noted their di^leasure 
for that action. S-wansoh termed 
the loan action as "unethical'' and 
advised the directom to "go slow 
or call to a halt” ths sewer plans, 
and added that taxpayers should 
have been appraised o f the di­
rector’s  plans to accept such a 
loan for a sewer study.

The director's action in passing 
a motion to accept federal funds 
for a sewer study has been termed 
legally sound by district counsel, 
Atty.

Summer School Surplus
Slated for March Agenda

The Vernon Board of Education'*' In Vernon, surplus from the
will consider in its March business 
meeting an appeal by the State 
Board of Education to return sur­
plus rnunmer school fees to pupils 
who attended summer courses.

Supt. Raymond E. Ramsdell 
said he has received no communi­
cation from the state board on 
the matter and will await notice. 
He added, however, he would prob­
ably place it on the March agenda 
unices a school board member 
brings it up at the meeting Mon­
day.

The agenda for the Monday 
scdiool board meeting has already 
been mailed to board members.

Vernon W'as listed as one of 
eight towns in Connectlciut which 
took in mote than it spent- for 
summer school courses.

The state board cited the tow'ns 
Wednesday. The 1961 General As­
sembly passed legislation allowing 
local boards of education to charge 
fees, but only to cover costs of 
Instruction.

Dr. Maurice J. Ross, chief of 
research statistics for the State 
Department of Education, report­
ed receipts were at least $100 
greater than expenses in the eight 
sohcx>l systems and at Amity Re­
gional Schex)! serving Wtoodbrldge, 
Bethany and Orange.

The greatest disparity Was at 
Amity where the surplus topped 
$3,600.

The difference between costs and 
expends in Verr.on was $269. The 
school took in $2,011 in fees 
whe-sas the summer school costs 
were $1,742.

Ramsdell said the surplus Is 
actually less than $269 but not 
enough to make any difference. 
He said about $25 worth of fuel 
for driver education cam was paid 
for but not included in the report 
sent to the state board.

After considering Dr. Ross' re­
port, the state board sugggested 
that towns which had taken in 
more than lallovved in fees make 
refunds to the pupils.

Ramsdell said he can only wait 
and see what the state board's full 
recommendations are.

He said there have been yearn 
when summer school costs have 
been greater than income. "What 
would the state say if we ran in 
the red?"

He said tit- is impossible to tell 
at the beginning of summer school 
what coats and income will be. 
Summer school costs are figured 
on the basis of a minimum of 
10 pjp.lls per class he said.

The fee for each pupil is arrived 
at ahead of time by dividing the 
instruction fee by 10.

If less than 10 pupils take a 
coume, the school can end lit the 
red, Ramsdell said. If more than 10 
enroll, the school's receipts are 
greater than costs.

Legislation permitting tees gives 
each town the option of charging 
fees or not. The law stipulates 
towns which charge fees for sum­
mer school cannot receive state 
aid for the courses. Dr. William 
J. Sanders, state education com­
missioner, feels that towns should 
not charge any 'fees for extra 
schooling sessions, such as summer 
school and svening school.

But many towns take the option 
of charging for'these classes be­
cause complications atlsliig from 
the 'Stmts aid machinery are  eUm- 
Inated.

summer school goes Into the town's 
general fund.

Money received from registra 
tion and course fees In the adult 
evening school are put in the gen 
eral fund as well. Martin F. Fa­
gan, director of the night school, 
said the school will not meet costs 
this year. It has not in the past, 
he said, although fees defray a 
large portion of the expense.

State aid is received for certain 
night school courses.

Nixon noted published reports 
hinting that Robert Kennedy was 
being considered for a foreign 
policy post—possibly even secre­
tary of state.

Robert Kennedy, currently in 
Japan, first foreign stop in a trip 
around the world, said in Tokyo 
he had no comment.

Commenting on the militantly 
conservative John Birch Society 
and the Mlnuteman organizations, 
NUon said that neither the Re­
publicans nor the Democrats could 
afford candidates who sought sup­
port of such groups.

"W e need good, strong, anti-Com- 
munists in this countiy,”  Nixon 
said, "but I realize that those who 
exaggerate, those who make a 
raqket of It, hurt the cause. When 
you ovemtate your case, you are 
playing right Into their Commu­
nists hands."

"I know from experience," Nix­
on continued, "that In fighting the 
Oommunists in this country, as 
they should be fought, one of the 
things that is most essential is 
that you have every regard for the 
use of American principles In 
fighting them.”

Concerning the current contro- 
vemy ovor "muzzling”  the mili­
tary, Nixon said tc^ranking otf- 
fleers must be well-informed on 
the menace of communism and 
that troops overseas should be in­
doctrinated.

Asked how he felt about the 
Sfiries of television debates.'-be- 
tween himself and President ̂ Km- 
nedy during the last presidenUiU 
Campaign, Nixon said: "That Is 
moot at this point, and by that I 
mean If I was sorry I wouldn’t say 
so.”

” I would say this: On the 
American political scene today de­
bates between the presidential 
candidates on television are a fix­
ture, and in all the elections In 
the future we are going to have de­
bates between the candidates."

He t e r m e d  Soviet Premier 
Khrushchev a dangerous man but 
said he was preferable to some 
other Russian leadem — such as 
the late Josef Stalin. Nixon said 
Khrushchev Is a man who “usee 
hla temper, he doesn't lose it.”

Nixon's appearance on the show 
marked his first on a national TV 
commercial network In more than 
13 months. He was paid $320 for 
his part In the program.

The vice president, during the 
show, sandwiched his serious re­
marks between humorous repar­
tee with' Paar.

men, and agreement by President 
Ngo Dinh Diem to undertake re­
forms designed to Strengthen his 
people's will to resist the Commu­
nists.

The United States has seemed 
inconsistent In Its policy on pub­
licity about' the U.S. effort in Viet 
Nam.

On *occaslon, the White House 
has spotlighted that effort-as on 
Dm . 15 when it made public a let< 
ter from Kennedy to Diem pledg­
ing measures "to help the repub­
lic of Viet Nam to protect its peo­
ple and to preserve Its independ­
ence.”

But at the same time, officials 
here have refused to give specific- 
information on the amount and 
type of military aid.

Administration refusal to talk 
about details of the stepped-up 
U.S. assistance or about efforts to 
bring about reforms in Viet Nam 
Is grounded in two reasons:

1. American officials want to 
avoid the appearance that they 
are pulling the strings, Thls.^8 at­
tended In part to prevent ruffling 
South Vietnamese feelings and to 
thwart Communist propaganda 
seeking to picture Saigon as a 
puppet of the United States.

2- It puts on the Oommunists 
the burden of proving their charges 
the United States is mountlnp a 
huge military build-up In South 
Viet Nam in violation of the 1954 
armistice agreement partitioning 
the country into (Communist and 
non-Oommunist halves.

The eight-year-old agreement 
permits only 686 foreign military 
advisers in South ’ Viet Nam and 
bars bringing in any new military 
gear except for replacements.

The United ^ t e s  will admit to 
only the 685 figure. But the total 
of American nAltary msn now in 
South Viet Nam is believed to be 
near 4,0(X>. It ie expected to rise 
as h l^  as 7,000 within the eoepe 
of the present effort.

State Offers 
Suggestion on 

Town Sewers
The State Department of Health 

has sent the town a report on the 
operation of sewem in Manches­
ter, making some reooinrnenda- 
tions for the sewer system, and 
including a proposed ordlnanc% 
regulating the use of public sew­
ers..

After an inspection of t o w n  
sewer operations, the health d-e- 
partment made Vxt following rec­
ommendations:

1. Expansion of sewer operation 
and maintenance program to in­
clude annual Inspection of all 
sewum, more extensive* cleaning 
operations, particularly In trouble­
some sewem, and the aqulring of 
additional safety equipment.

' 2. To obtain copies of manuals 
from the Water Pollution CJontrol 
Federation, Washington, D. C., 
giving details on needed pers6n- 
nel, equipment, and procedures.

3. To continue, or adopt, a pro­
gram of continuing sewer mainte­
nance to protect the large capital 
Investment In sewem.

4. The adoption of a new sewer 
ordinance.

The proposed ordinance sent with 
the report covered the regulation 
Qf public sewem and drains, the 
installation and connection of build­
ing sewem, and the discharge of 
watem and wastes into the public 
sewer systems.

The report said that Bridgeport,. 
Fairfield; Hartford, New Haven, 
and Stratford have enacted sewer 
ordinances along the lines of that 
recommended by the department.

A spokesman for the town sewer 
department said that periodic In­
spections axe made of the sewer 
system, but that the entire system 
is not covered each year. Special 
attention is given annually to 
known trouble areas, and, of 
course, to emergencies whenever 
they occur, he said.

Town Asked 
To Pay CMS 

For Policemen
General Manager Rlchaird Mar­

tin has received a request to ex­
tend his recommen^tions for 
wage increases for some municipal 
employes for the coming fiscal 
year to Include Connecticut Medi­
cal Service insurance and a major 
medical insurance program.

Martin's proposed increases for 
all four town employe groups in*- 
eluded the payment by the town 
of Blue .pross insurance for indi­
viduals.

The wage hikes outlined by Mar 
tin in his Tuesday meeting with 
representatives from' the four 
groups are a 5c per hour raise for 
hourly rated employes, a $2 per 
week raise for fire and police de­
partment members, and increases 
based on the current rate schedule 
for salaried employes.

Samuel Maltempo, president of 
the Police Club, sent a letter to 
Martin asking for CMS insurance 
and major medical insurance. 
Martin said he would include the 
request in his message to the board 
of directom,.not later than March 
28.

-George Bingham, president of 
Local 991, AFL-Clb National, 
State and Municipal Employes, 
whose group wa^._ offered Blue 
Cross Insurance and a 5c per hour 
raise, said the no decision has 
been made by his group On wheth­
er to ask for the CMS and. major 
medical insurance progiam.

Firemen’s Club President James 
Fogarty said that he felt Martin's 
proposals .were satlsfactory>^ut 
that no'meeting had been held yht. 
to discuss the matter.

Mm. Mae Vennard, president of 
the Municipal Employes Group, 
said that her group will await fur­
ther details before any decisions 
are made. She said that at this 
point it is difficult to Interpret 
the results o r  raises made On the 
current rate schedule.

We are not persuAded that the»atahcee of big-time baaketball andeand suitable winding up of the
NCAA poet-seetaon hockey event 
contribute# to the development and 
atrengthening of amateur college 
athletiea in the United States, aa 
we would- like to see them de­
velop."

W ASHING ’rO N  (AJ») —  ’Ihe 

Soviet release of U2 pilot Francia 
Gary Power* 'effactivaiy closes 
the book on one o f the moat fam­
ous spy cases of history.

Fitting 
into this thaqry is the fact that 
some moves in connection with 
the Pgwers-Ahai deal are reported 
to have started aa long ago as 
last May, a few months after the 
Kennedy administration took of­
fice,

Khrushchev's son-in-law, Alexei 
Adzhubei, lunched here la^  week 
with Prasidant Kennedy and his 
press secretary, Pierre Salinger.

He wa.s liberated shortly before Powers was turned over to 
U.S. authorities in Berlin and Abel was released to East Ger­
man officials.

I f  the U.S. delegation lost out 
oa that Issue after fociulng so 
much world attention upon it, 
Waohlngton prssUge would suffer 
a  painflil blow.

But towrard the end o f the com­
plicated haggling over what to 
do about Castro’s regime, the Hai­
tians suddenly changed their 
wind* again. What did it?  a U.S.

► "Diplomacy,”  he snapped, and 
then added; "There was ho bribe.” 

The Haitian regime has a repu 
tation for expertness in the field 
o f less-than-gehtle persuasion.

Reporting from Haiti's capital. 
Port au Prince,. the Miami Her­

Duvalier's regime has construc­
ted a nightmare economy o f pyra­
miding taxes, harassment of the 
nation's merchants and business­
men, f o r c e d  contributions - to 
the dictator-president’s p r i v a t e  
projeots ,and open terror against 
the least' whisper o f  opposition.

Haiti had received more than 
880 mllUon in U.S. aid since 1954 
before the funds were cut o ff in 
June.
