PARIS (AP)—Thirty thou-
gand police and riot forces
stood by in the Paris region
today as worried government
officials girded for possilile
street clashes and other vio-
lence.

Republique In eastern Paris, The
French Sociallst party called for
a “peaceful but” energetic” dem-
onstration agdinst the right-wing
Becret Arfny Organization and
against-police repression of dem-
onstritions last Thursday which
167t eight dead and hundreds in-
Jured. .

The Immortal Part

Every Lincoln's Birthday, we
feel a touch of dishonesty in us
The day never fails to stir us, more
than any other anniversary on the
calendar, Here, we say to ourselves,
waa the human being.who came
closest of all human beings to an
ideal. And the ideal which Lincoln
approached is often i{dentified. It
is sald that he cams closest, of all,
to the example of Christ. But no
matter how it Is expressed, or
what comparison ls used, what
Linocoln inspires In us {s something
close to adoration and worship,

And in this something close to
adoration and worship, we also
feel & touch of dishonesty in eur-
selven. We have the dishonsat feel-
ing that, in order to think and fesl
about Lincoln in this way, we are
excerpting the record, maintaining
an instinctive or even deliberats
blind spot toward some of the evi.
dence, and, In the end, not really
facing Lincoin in the context in
whi¢h he himselt lived and per-
formed, butl enjoying ourselves,
rather, with somes misty {deal
which s heautiful and inspiting
enough In ftself, but which Iacks
completa reality and haonesty.

This Is why, we think, none of ua

over reslly sugoseds In picturing:

Abraham Lincoln among us today,
or functioning in the White House
in any time other than his own. In
our [dealisation of _Lincoln, we
leave out the practical politics and
the political promises it takes even
to get to the White House. We
leave out the compromises, some of
which may require a man to aban-
don even his own belief or go
againat his own consclence, which
ars probably an inevitable part of
any man's functioning from the
White House. We think of Lincoln
as kindly and forget the moments
when even he had to be cruel; we
think of him as the healer of
wounds and forget that he had to
deal them; we think of him as hu-
manitarian and forget that he
fought the most savage and bloody
war in history; we sift the record
until we have left.only what fits
the legend we like: we bear away
the idealistic fmage and build to it
the most beautiful memorial, in
both stone and in the hearts of
men, in sll the world.

But In being this much dishonest
with ourselves, we are not adding
to the Lincoln record, but detract.
ing from It. He was precisely what
our imagery does not like to admit
~—a very mortal man, often dealing
imperfectly with problems bigger
than he was, often tortured by nec-
essities and inevitabilities he could
not miter or conquer or evade,
often, one must belleve If one seeks
the full truth, tuming sick inside
at his own betraya! of himself or
his own beliefs,

But when we do go Into the way
Lincoln must have been, into what
he must have experionced, into
what he had to do, we find our
original {deal of him being at once

; and deepened. He was,
after I, no wonder man, no great
of history, no great origi-

nator of policy. His greatnéss was
not in deed, or in leadership, ‘or in
administration, If he were in the
White House today, confronted
with the tangled problems of our
world, he would probably seam to
us a lttle helpless and hafuddled
and Inadequate, and we would
probably have many moments
when we would not be at all sure
that . he was the man 4we should
have there.

But every now and then, in the
midst of his apparent lack of solu-
tion and succeas, or in' the after-

mit its spy waa a spy, and could
hardly do so now, juat bacause he
has been freed. That Is the normal
way the game is played.

An for our man Powears, even

the pleasant news of his release Is
being spoiled by some tharactera
who blame him for the fact that
the usual cloak and dagger proto-
col wain't followed In his case.

closed tho incident rather quietly.
It was only th the next phase when,
after having admitted that the
flight had been & spying miassion,
he reiterated oyr right to keep on
making such flights, if we wished
to, that the incident went beyond
all chances of immediate healing
and erupted, instead, into the big
diplomatic blow-up of 1960,

Well now the Russians have at
last signified their willingness to
call the Incident closed; and they

haye selected an act whiolidoss in-
daed indicate that they want at
least the appearance of a. friendly
gesture toward - better relations
with the United States. We can all
accept the fact that the Russians
want to creats that impreasion, and
be pleased that an American has
come home, and we can all_hope
that the Russians do not think bet-
ter relations can be achieved by
what nseems a rather persistent
Russian habit of loosening tension
In one area only to Increass it in
several othera. Let them, some day,
try dolng two nice things in a row.

Good Show We Missed

We're sorry we missed Richard
Nixon on television the other night.
From what was reported of his ap-
pearance, he certainly made per-
sonal, and perhapn even political,
history.

What was this unusual formula?

Obvioualy, from reports of the
way he flayed the Preaident, found
admirable qualities In the Attarney
General, and thus proved his fair-
mindedness as botween hrothers,
even though both were Democrats,,
the former Vice President was, on
this occasion, unhooking his gal-
luses, leaning back, and having fun
saying exactly what he thought
and felt about things and people.

Similarly, when he measured
Khrushchev, and his temper, and
the use Khrushchev made of it,
and also dgred see, publicly, the
break the world has in having a
Khrushchey where he [g instead of
some Hitlerian flend, Nixon again
seemed to be saying what he really
thought and felt as a result of hig
own famous experiences in Russin
—and saying it publicly for the
firat time.

The amazing thing, when some-
thing like this happens,’and a pub-
lic figure really lets his hair dewn
and says what he thinky instead of
what he thinks he ought to say, in
his position, is how quickly the
genhuineneas of it all establishes it-
self. You can't miss ft.

The postscripl to this has to be
something -that is perhaps _not
quite a2 happy reward for Mr.
Nixon, for his moments of relaxed
candor. What the postscript says
in that if there had been a little
more of this at earlier stages of the
Nixon career, nomebody would be
President today, But then he
wouldn't be able to speak his own
mind freely any more, 50.perhaps
everything does balance out pleas-
