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Mason Sings
Uniformly Well

By JOHN GRUBER
- The second in & series of three
concerts at the South Methodist
Church brought Bradford Mason
bafore a Manchester audience for
the first time in waveral seasons.
It was a very enjoyable evening
during which the personable tenor
demonstrated that he could pick
an interesting program, and that
he could aing it. as well.

Mr. Mason has had a career In
the field of musical comedy, where
diction in singing is of the utmost
importance. The result is that all
his offerings laat. night were
marked by unusually clear decla-
mation, whether. he sang in Ger-
man, Italian, or English.

The first half of the program
comprised songs In the first two
Innguages, while the latter half of
the program, comprising spirituals
and show tunes, was sung in Eng-
lish. Squarely in the middle was

ning, “Celeste Alda.”

Of the four German numbers, I
enjoyed the Bach selection the
best, though this was probably due
to the musiec, rather than to any
differenge In actunl performance.
All were notable for good tone, ex-
cellent breath control; and musical
understanding.

Mr. Mason may not have one of
the world’s greatest voices, but he
certainly employs a good voice with
consistent charm and musicality,
Moreover, his excellent diction
makes it easy to relax and listen tol
him, without having to strain to
calch some words and guess at
others,

The group of Italian songs were
all by early composers, and wers
musically short and simple. I was
interested to see Perl's “Invoca-
tion” from Orpheus, on the pro-
gram, since Peri is generally con-
sidered the founder of opera. The
vocal line was what T expected, but
somebody had arranged a plano ac-
companiment for It that was about
two centuries ahead of the original
music, so there was an uneasy
feeling about the performance of
this work, due to the divergence in
musical styles,

The “Celeste Aida” was notable
for the fact that it closed planissi-
mo, as the composer indicated, and
hot fortissimo &8s most tenors sing
it. It takes a brave man to attempt
It in this manner, since it is diffi-
cult to produce the high note soft-
ly, and further audiences now ex-

¢t it to be sung with n shalter-

g volume, regardiess of what the
composer expected.

In distinctly lighter veln, the Jast
half of the program demonstrated
that Mr. Mason can sing simple
music In a simple manner, wholly
In keeping with the mood of the
plece. The audience loved it. In
fact the audience was responsive
to all the program, which suited
them down to a "t." .

Throughout the evening Jack
Grove provided Mr: Mason with
sensitive and well executed musie-
al support at the piano.

“Too Puny” Indeed

“Anything less than a grand de-
sign—a major idea and a lofty
sense of purpose—is too puny for
the times in which we live.”

That was Governor Nelson
Rockefeller, speaking up at Har-
vard last Friday evening.

And that was a plece of grand
language from him, even though
he was only a son of Dartmouth.

He brought some other pearls of
thought and Ianguage to Harvard.

He described this world of ours,
today, as one In which “all dis-
tances are shriveled, all great
perils universal, and the great
globe itself hardly more than a
neighborhood.”

These are times, Governor
Rockefeller said in another of his
great insp moments, “when the
nation - e, standing alone,
threalens to seem as anachronistic
an the Greek city-state eventually
became.” The complex problems of
our world cannot be solved, the
Governor added, in “isolation.”

, Bo far, we think, we have pre-
sented Governor Rockefeller in the
act of making s great and ringing
speech. Surely he himself s not
going to come out of this with any-
thing less than what he himself de-

creasing, by one more notch, the
prestige, authorily, and suprana-
tional sovereignty of the United
Nations, and for doing this for the
security of all nations, not any par-
ticular or selected group of nations,
and for the survival of the one'
neighborhood which already exists
and which cannot ever be really di-
vided again except to Its own de-
struction.

All It takes Is something very
elemental and simple and basic and
yet magnificent and grand—the
realization that the only way to
creale safety and securily for our-
selves is to create them for those
we ml;)h.t label enemies, that the
only way to build an order which
can survive iz to make it include
those we might have some Instinct
to exclude.

What a pity that great big
friendly man from New York can't
throw his arms wide and make
that kind of speech! What a thrill
he is missing! For underneath that
kind of speech this whole earth of
ours might begin pulsating and
pushing as If it were about to lift
itself off Into exultant arbit, with
him riding the nose cone,

None Too Old

The question aross what age
would be beyond sending or recelv-

It ia & great tragedy, said Rocke-
feller, “that the free world today
offern no secure structure of in-
ternational order within which the
bazic aspirations of free men may
be realized—and the safety and
righta of free nations be guarded.”

There Is & greater tragedy. It is
that a man much as Rockefeller
ghould be able to fonl himself into
thinking that there can be security
for one kind of nation, which he
calls free, without there being
security for all other nations too.

There is a greater tragedy. It
becomes apparent when a man in
Rockefeller's position goes on to
declare that the United Nations
cannot “shape a new world order
which events now so compellingly
demand” and goes on to relegate
the only “enduring value of the
UN" to serving as “the universal
symbol of humanity's hopes for
peace, as a forum for voicing and
hearing all the divisions and basic
conflicts that imperil these hopes,
and as a channel for daily. com-
munication between nations.”

That is how tragic and puny
things can really get, when that
big friendly teddy bear of a New
York governor really lets himself
£o on the world scene.

Bailey Called
As Witnessin
‘Tropic’ Case

HARTFORD (AP) — Educator
Edson M. Balley of Manchester
testiflied in Superior Court today he
objects to the Henry Miller novel,
“Tropic of Cancer,” becaune of its
continued use of four letter words,
but sald it did not arouss any
prurient Interest in him.

He stated his qualifications as
a witness, under questioning by
state's Atty. John D. LaBelle, as
a member of the Manchester
school system Yor 38 years, 25 as
high school principal, and now an
education teacher at the Univer-
sity of Hartford. ’

He was called at the second day
of bookseller Trumbull Hunting-
ton's trial for allegedly violaling
the state obscenity law by offer-
ing the Miller novel for sale.

Balley sald he found the book
indecent and obscene by his per-
sonal standards and what he con-
aidered were the accepted stan-
dards of the community. He sald
he was judging the book as a
whale.

"Did you make allowances in
forming your judgment.” LaBelle
asked, “for sincerity of purpose by
the author?"

"I probably have” said Bailey,
adding that the book contained

some good passages "among the
flth."

The book lacked in plot and oth-
er features he expects to find in a
novel, Balley said.

Under crosssexamination by
Atty. Joseph F. Skelley Jr. of
Hartford, defense counsel, Balley
sald he was not familiar with the
works of James Joyce, John
O'Hara, James Jones or Norman
Mailer and only to some extent to
those of James Gould Couzzens.
Askpd what contemporary nov-
els he had read, Balley mentioned
“Spirit Lake" by MacKinlay Kan-
tor, historieal novelist.

Balley admitted this novel, a
story of Indian massacres In
northern Minnesota after the Civil
War, contained some of the words
to which he objected in the Miller
novel. He said that Kantor, how-
ever, did not “continuslly wallow”
in the “filthy language."
