The ’Town Welfare Department 
reports 18 fewer cases for the 
month of January than for the 
same period labt year. ’This year 
in January there were a totid of 
47 cases at an expenditure of IT,- 
282.40. Last year 38,333.31 was 
authorized for 68 cases.

Biggest drop was in the num­
ber of family relief cases. This 
January there were 38 cases ln- 
volving 78 people at an expendi­
ture Of'33,110.91. Last year there 
wore 57 oases involving 165 people, 
costing 34,441,52.

The number of hospital cases 
also decreased from last January, 
with seven cases reported this 
year and nine last year^’This year's 
e .pcnditure, however, was greater 
than last year's. Hospital cases 
cost the town 33,665.6ES in Jan­
uary, compared to 33,076.51 last 
Jainuary.

The number of convalescent 
cases dropped from four to three, 
and cases of non-commltted chil­
dren renmined at one for both 
years, this year's case Involving 
two children and last year’s only 
one child.

Israel Withdraws Stamps
The I s r a e l  Government .'an­

nounced at the close of business on 
Feb. 7, that the Israel Pound, 
which had an official rate of 1.86 
to the dollar, has been 'stabilized 
a t 8 pounds to the dollar. This Im­
portant, economic move was de- 
s ig p ie ^ ^  encourage export and 
tradb and to eliminate blackmar- 
ket act*-, ities and the varied rates 
of exchange (tourist rate, export 
rate and official, rate).

What Influence will thla Impor­
tant move have on the value of 
Israel S tam ps?-

The Israel Philatelic Agency In 
America. Inc., which promotSS 
the stamp.s of Israel and la the 
sole diatributor of these stamps 
to dealers In the United States and 
Canada, received two cables from 
the Israel Philatelic Services in 
Jerusalem. The first said "Cease 
sales of all stamps and philatelic 
material until further notice.'* The 
second received late the same day, 
said: "The 26th Anniversary of 
Philharmonic Orchestra and two 
Afforestation stamps Issued Dec. 
26. 1661, plus 6 airmail stamps (is­
sued In 3 parta—  Feb. 24, i860; 
June 14. 1961; and Oct. 26, 1961) 
are withdrawn from sale.”

The unexpected withdrawal of 
these 12 stamps should maks deal­
ers an d , collectors Who have ac­
quired these issues quite elated, 
because these sum ps were in elr- 
culsUon a comparatively short 
time, and because there ars no 
longer quantltiss in dealers hands 
here or in Israel.

The aale of the definitive eUmps 
(the Zodiac issue), entires, airlstter 
sheets, stamped envelopes, post­
cards and other postal sUtlonery 
which have been temporarily hsilt- 
ed, are now being sold at the new 
ra te . of exchange. Since the new 
rate o', exchange of the pound will 
no doubt necessitate an increase In 
posui rates, there Is a  strong pos- 
BlhlUty that' the regular issues 
(Zodiac set) as well as postal sta­
tionery In current use may be with­
drawn shortly, and either over­
printed or replaced by new Issues.

The new 3 pound airmail stamp 
(Bay of EXlat) which la to appear 
on Feb. 21. will be sold by the 
Israel Philatelic Agency a t the 
new rate of exchange.

This change of rats should have 
a good effect on the stampa of 
Israel. Since there will be only one 
rate in all International trading of 
Israel s t a m p s ,  smuggling and 
black-market activities will be 
eliminated by this Uberallzed' free 
and open exchange.

There are no large quanUUes of 
the earlier issues in dealers hands. 
These issues are quite scarce. 
Thus, the revaluation of the pound 
should have a great influence on 
theae earlier Issues.

Selectmen decided last nlght^area except by special agreement
net to call a special town meet­
ing as requested in . a petition de­
livered to F irst fielectnwn CDiaries 
ROMins Friday night by Harold 
Porcheron. The action waa taken 
on the, advice of Town Counsel 
Atty. Harold Garrity who said Se­
lectmen were not obliged to call 
the meeting because of. defects in 
the petition.

In his opinion, Atty. Garrity 
wrote that Section 7-1 of the Gen­
eral Statutes make it mandatory 
for the selectmen to csUI a special 
town meeting bn the application 
of 20 inhabitants qualified to vote 
in town meetings. 'The statutes 
provide that such a rneetlng must 
be held within 2i dsys after re­
ceipt of the application, i t  hea 
beeri decided by our Supreme 
Court, the opinion continued, that 
this statute impoeee no discretion 
on the selectmen when a proper 
application Is presented to them, 
that it Is then the duty of select­
men to call the meeting. The pur­
pose of the- meeting "must be 
proper and the application must 
be sufficiently apecific in the ac­
tion sought.” Objects of the meet­
ing must be, specified in an intelli­
gible manner, according to s ta t­
utes.

On April 26, 1966, Bolton adopt­
ed an ordinance which became ef­
fective on May 19, 1966, defining 
the powers and duties of the pub­
lic building commission. That ordi­
nance gave exclusive authoritv to 
that commltaion over the public 
bulldii^ program in the tow.i and 
spectttcally gave the jurlsdlotion

ed and therefore Is not sufftclently 
specific for the board of select­
men to issue a proper warning for 
the meeting. In addition, item 2 of 
the application, requests an ap­
propriation for a sum of money for
thaJUring of an architect tn rirs w l ^  
preliminary plans for said second-1 “
ar>' school. This item is not specific 
since it does not- designate where 
the control of the money will lie, 
where the school will be built, or 
what committee, commi.sslon or 
board shall enter Into an enforte- 
able contract for said services."

And we would announce that we 
thought this country was rich 
enough to be able to afford one 
more test flight, involving Just a 

jnonkey, before It gota back, even­
tually, to Its program for sending 
Its first human life around the 
earth. .

We would have all kinds of non- 
sclentlflc reasons for wanting to do 
all these things. We'd want to do 
something that might change the 
kind o f luck which has been dog­
ging this space attempt. We'd 
want to relieve the tension for both 
the prospective performers and for 
the public, for we think It has be­
come the kind of tension which Is 
not good for anybody and which 
could In Itseif lead to an unfortu­
nate result.

We don't care what the scientific 
measurements or appraisals may 
say.

In any case, the cancellations, 
too, llkCreverythlng else which can 
be considered a part of the storm 
preparedness routine, were superb, 
and It sure is a good thing It did 
snow the extra Inch .or two which 
provided the rather thin excuse for 
It all.

Aa this la being written; the un­
usual library sounds of the whine 
of the electric saw, the. pound of 
the hammer and the Indescribable 
din of the drill press are becoming 
quite commonplace to the staff of 
the Library. The dust snd confu­
sion necessary to such an opera­
tion aa remodeling the Interior of

Their 
perwonalitles make an impact on 
the ferw humans they do meet, and 
certainly the reader Is affected by 
this short, beautifully told tale.

Continued Nevina: “ It's one of 
those questions that wlU never be 
settled. The general view of his­
torians used to be that the war 
waa wrong. More recently, how- 
ever, historians have taken the 
opposite view. "

In his own opinion, Nevins said, 
“ 1 think the war was justified." 
His principal grounds: '^The re'- 
fuaal of Mexico to negotiate. The 
Mexicans thought they were go­
ing to defeat the United Statea 
They had an army that on paper 
wa.s five times larger than ours. 
The principal reason thev refused 
to negotiate waa national pride."

Nevins noted ttjat historisn Jus­
tin H. Smith takes the view, in 
his tWQ-volume work, "The War 
.With Mexico”  published about 80 
years ago, that Mexican provoca­
tion and Intransigence made it 
Impossible to avoid hostilities.

Nevina said the same view is 
taken by Ray Allen Blllington in 
hls 1M9 "Westward Expansion" 
in which he empsaaized that 
President Polk tried very hard for 
a peaceable settlement.

Nevina added: "The attorney 
general, of course, Is quite en­
titled to his view, which is the old 
Massachusetts vie-,v—the tradition­
al view In Massachusetts."

Nevins said the war was gen­
erally opposed in Massachusetts 
because It was regarded as a 
Southern war aimed at acquiring 
more territory in which slavery 
would be practiced.

Nevins said Abraham Lincoln 
also opposed the .war, thought It 
was supported In Illinois. Nevins 
■aid Lincoln even introduced a res­
olution in Congress asklnk Pres­
ident Polk to say exactly where 
Mexicans Infringed on U.S. rights. 
The resolution was defeated.

"The preponderance of opinion

now upholds the American side,” 
Nevina concluded.

Gov. Daniel, in additional com­
ment. said: "1 ara glad that of­
ficials and citizens of*Mextco to- 
dsy are 'among the best friends 
that Texas and the United States 
nave. And that most of them un­
derstand ths true causes of these 
past conflicts."

As a result of the Mexican War, 
the United States got the disputed 
Texas land u  well as what Is now 
Arizona, -Nevada, Utah, and a part 
of Qilorado. The U.S. also paid 
Mexico $15 million for these areas.

TYie experiences of an MHS 
alumna in Africa w'hUs wortting in 
forelgm eerylce were related to a 
Junior-senioir asisombly on Tues* 
day.

Marion Fitch, a 1966 graduate, 
and now a senior a t  Mount Hol­
yoke College, has had the oppor­
tunity to spend two years abroad.

With the U-2 incident back in 
the limelight with the release of 
Gsry Powers. Marion decided to 
iq>eak of the summer of 1960 when 
she participated in a privately en­
dowed program known as ’’Opera­
tion Crossroads Africa.” Marion 
arrived in Africa Just after the 
incident occured. She soon became 
confronted with Russian propa­
ganda which Is circulated in great 
amounts to university students 
who read the information readily.

VVIhen Marion asked the unl- 
Vei-slty students why they didn’t 
visit the American Information 
Bureau as often as they used to, 
they commented that a Southern 
white who hated Negrobs (the 
predominant African race) made 
them feel unwelcome. Marion 
doesn't understand why such a 
nran would be placed in that po­
sition while possessing such a 
feeling.

Marion believes that the average 
African knew more about the is­
sues of the I960 PreeidentlBl Elec­
tion in the U.S. than the average 
American. Africans ate very In- 
tereeted In American issues and 
were constantly questioning Mar­
lon and her fellow workers.

The difference between the 
sehrlce Marion worked in and the' 
Peace Corps is in the fact that 
the Corps is financed by the gov­
ernment. Marion said that in the 
near future snother type of corps 
with young people working with 
the UN will be initiated. When 
this project begins a student may 
have the opportunity to help the 
nation <m a private, national or 
international basis.

I t  is Marion’s hope that more 
students of the United States will 
Join such an organization and aid 
their coimtry in an Individual and 
more personal way. After all, she 
says, Russian youths are doing 
their part of the bargain in all 
parts of the world.

I  could feel tha blood 
come from a cut on my head. I 
heard men yelling.

‘Tve been driving 25 years and 
knew more cat* went into the 
fog bank. I  jumiied out, hurtled 
the oiaahrails end rolled down the 
embankment.

"Another man and I  raced up 
the embankment to stop other 
cars. Suddenly the fog left and we 
saw for the first time the 11 cars 
in the pUeup. Some men were 
leaning .against their , cars, others 
were laying on the road. I  never 
want • to see anything lUfs this 
again." —

Traffic was halted on the south­
bound lane and rerouted to Route 
6. The suxiident backed south­
bound traffic up to the Springfield 
line.

Emil Dymond, 60, Gilbertville, 
Moss., one of the uninjured driv­
ers, said Ills car was bumped-from' 
the rear causing him to veer off 
the highway onto the divider. 
‘This might have saved my life,” 
he said.

Late this morning, police recon­
structed tiw events leading up to 
the double fatality in this way:

A smooth flow of traffic moder­
ately heavy on the southbound 
lane o t  the Hartford-Springfleld 
Expressway auddenly encountered 
a thick, roUing fogbank. The first 
few cars entering the fog slowed 
down, some turning to the passing 
lane. The second stream of cars 
smashed into the first cars, spin­
ning thorn crossways to the high­
way.

The 
driver of one oncoming oar veered 
off the highway onto the divider to 
avoid a collision. A fully loaded oil 
tanker missed the pileup by Inches 
as It drove into a snowbank. 'WIN 
nesses said the fog Ufted as quick­
ly as it liad setUed uncovering the 
pile of twisted wreckage.

Some eight drivers and many 
passengers staggered from their 
oars bleeding and fell to the road. 
Drivers of the halted cars took the 
more seriously injured victims in­
to their-own heated cars, "rtie tem­
perature was about 20 degrees.

$(B1^1DEN (A P)—A statement 

a a aa  11 i n g Oonnacticut’s law 
against contraceptives has won the 
support of a meeting of the Meri­
den ministers’ aseociation.

The law is an affront "to the ex­
ercise of a free oonsclence,’’ the 
statement said.

The statute forbids the use of 
drugs or devices to prevent con­
ception.

A legal challenge to the law’a 
constHutlonality has been raised 
by the Conneotlcut Planned Parent­
hood League. The League’s fight 
also won support in the statement 
supported by ths mlnisteri.

The league sought s  tost of the 
law last fall when It opened a 
clinic in New Haven to advise 
women on the use of contraeep- 
Urea. Such counseling is also Il­
legal.

Two of the league officers. Dr. 
C. Lee Buxton, the clinic's medical 
director, and Mrs. Estelle Griswold, 
executive director, were convicted 
of violating the law.

Iq  appealing their cases to the 
league is atfacUng the law on 
conatltutional grounds.

The author of the statement pre­
sented to the ministers today was 
the Rev. Larry L. Larson of Grace 
Baptist Church.

It'll been tw eaty>five years since anyone saw  a  trolly car  
in M anchester. B a t  there w a s quite a  to-do in  th e nation’s  

^ capitalA couple o f  w eeks ago  a s the street car h ues sh u t down. 
The last d ay  rush to  ride the tndloya in W ashingtra forced  
the tnm rit compamv to put 37 ex-Y 
tra c a n  in aerrlco oefore noon.

'I t  also brought out a real -reaer- 
aMe vehicle., a  woodoi Job built in 
1919. Thia was chartered for the 
day by a  group of troUey f*»s.
T h ^  draped the front with black 
crepo and hung a  funeral wreath 
over the headlight.

Now, if there was any suidi aen- 
timentaUty wh^n the Connecticut 

'  Co. retired its  Manchester troUeye, 
we don't recall i t  As a m atter of 
facL their passing helped a  number 
at people to improve their speech 
habits.

Moet of the tracks a t the time 
. ran down the middle of the atrcet.

Automobile drivers, caught behind 
a troUey, had to stop everytlme it 
did so paasengen could alight aafe- 

- ly and dash for the sidewalk. In 
those days of trafflc innocence, 
this was the cause of more cussing 
than mules had been ahead of the 
trolleys.

Nowadays we know what traffic 
woes are, and tend to  forget this 
angle of the heyday of the trolley.
\Ve reminisce with noeialgia.

Until a oouple of summers ago 
when Center St. was repaved, mo­
torists could and did work up a 
temper trying to negotiate the one 
remnant of Uipse days—the tracks 
down the middle of the street.
Main St. lost its tracks several 
j-ears previously.

On the Wooded Side
But they didn’t  always go down 

the middle of the street. Unttl 
Main St. a'ss'widened to  its pres­
ent luxurious expanse, the track 
bed lay in an unpaved strip down 
the west side of the street—the 
wooded side. I t was mighty rough 
in the old Maxwells and Chalmers 
negotiating that bumpy path to 
enter the side streets.

It was in the day of the trolley 
that the souUi end of Main St. was 
The Terminus, Thbt was the end 
of the line. ^

P a rt of the noise, of the 
revelry w m  due to their foresight 
in running a  rope from Center 
Church belfry to a convenient tree 
nearby. The church bells pealed a 
good part of the night.

Equally rewarding iverO the 
sharp reports that resulted every 
time a trolley ran up or down the 
street. The boys kept the tracks 
well larded with "torpedoes.”

BoAfirea were not uncommon, 
but Curt Skates, who with Clem 
Pontillo, ran the Silk City Diner 
(another popular gathering place) 
reminded us t)il8 summer of a real 
high point in these annual celebra­
tions.

Clem was conducting a flre- 
''v^orks stand next to the diner. At 

Yfme point in the gaiety, someone 
threw a firecracker Into the dis­
play and the result w as’’spectacu­
lar. I t was also noisy enough to 
give shell-shocked veterans of 
World War 1
pu^ it in the irilang of the day.

In the days when they made 
money, they carried a  two-man 
crew—the motorman ahd conduc­
tor. Fsrtboxea were later intro­
duced as an economy measure and 
the conductors Jo in^  the unem­
ployed. But in those days, riding 
a  troUey was much like a  train, 
the conductor going up and down 
the aisles to collect fares, make 
change and iasue transfers -

We remember one conductor, 
rather newly married, who lived a 
abort distance off Center BL on 
one of the side streets The house 
had an unimpeded view of Center 
SL across an eihpty lot. Bach time 
hia trolley approached the spot, 
he would yank on the car’s whis­
tle, an unforgettable hoot, and his 
bride would grab a dish towel and 
run to the nearest window to 
wave madly.

A Small Tows
Sure, Manchester was a  ainall 

town—^wlth village charm.
And then there were the open 

cars The bench seats ran the full 
width and the conductor swung 
along the running board on the 
side, Willie' the motorman minded 
hfi business on an open platform 
up front. These were .popular for 
Sunday School outings to spots 
like Hartford’s Capitol Park, or, 
going way back, to Laurel Park in 
Burnside.

Riding a "local’’ could be as ex­
asperating as any milk train. But 
when the car got through Wood­
land (an old term for the Mayberry 
Village area), most of the pas­
sengers remaining were Manche.s- 
ter-bound and wouldn’t begin to 
ring the buszer for a stop untlT af­
ter Love Lan^. Thera were few 
houses in the intervening miles.

By the time the car reached 
Wickham’s  especially on a late 
evening run. the motorman would 
have pushed it to a pretty good 
speed. The trolley would barrel 
down McLean Hill, rolling like a 
ahip a t sea, while the passengers 
wondered breathlessly If this was 
the time they were going- to get 
dunked in the Hockanum a t the 
bottom of the hill.

As we sald„,you can get senti­
mental about trolleys when the 
nuisance has been dead for 25 
years. Their longevity in Washing­
ton must have made them so an­
achronistic that the populace was 
well aware they deserved a decent 
burial How were we to know in the 
pre-World War II days of our be­
reavement that we’d remember 
them kindly some day?

for the regular season games of the 
National Football League and tlie 
nation's colleges in 1962-63.

The network succeeafully bid ,n 
whopping 110.2 millions yesterday 
for the Saturday games of the Na­
tional- Collegiate Athletic Associa­
tion after la.st month ag-reeing to 
pay 39.3 millions for NFL games. 
The network now will havi§ a total 
expenditure of $19.5 millions for 
regular season football game.s 
alone, during the next two yeai-s.

The college pact was the biggest 
aingle package ever paid on a per 
year basts, with the I ^ L  pact eec- 
ond. The National Broadcasting 
Co., which made a  losing bid of 
$8.8 millions yesterday, is paying 
$20 million for a flv.e-ycar contract 
to present the World Series and 
All Star baseball games.

CBS was an absolute darkhorse

to fight It out with the American 
Broadcasting Co., for the rights. 
ABC held the pact' for the past 
two years, paying $6.12 millions, 
and bid $8.7 yesterday.

The only other live footb^l ser­
ies is ABC’s contract with the 
American Football League for its 
regular sea.son and championship 
S-ames. NBC, W'hich lost two NFL 
teams when OB.S signed Its p9ck- 
.age deal with the pro league last 
month, ow.is the pros’ title game, 
and also has various post-.sea.son 
college games.

"We were surprised, though hot 
completely,” a delighted Bill Mac- 
Phall, CBS’ vice president in 
charge of sports, said afterward. 
"Wc thought rhe bid was a goorl 
one for we realize how popular 
the college games are. This makes 
us the top football network, and 
it’s given us something we've sl- 
ways wanted.”

Under terms of the NCAA tele­
vision code, there will be H broad­
cast dates for each of the two 
years, an increase of one per year 
over the old contract. The first 
date this year Is listed for Sept.

8, the week after the Army-Navy
game.
