Another press conference going

if only mainly, through repetition,
that we are now fighting a war in

Bouth Vielnam, that we are fight-

Ing It without declaring It, or
without formal action by Congress.
We are fighting It by executive or-
ders, In which the President is tak-
ing responsibility for the conduct
of a new type of war which he and
his ‘advisers actually promised to
develop for us when they came into
power—Lthe guerrilla war,

This is the kind of war you fight
while pretending, from all formal
and legal points of view, that you
are doing no such thing.

The main addition to public in-
formation about this particular
war‘which came out of the Preal-
dent's lateat press conference dis-
cussion of L was his statement
thal the responsible Republican
leaders of Congreas had, all along,
heen -briefed on exaclly whal we
were doing, and planning to do, in
Bouth Vietnam.

President Kennedy's claim that
the Republicans have heen In on it
from the beginning can be accapt-
ed as true, in apite of the fact that
Republican campaign publications
have been featuring sensational de-
mands that the President stop tak-
Ing us to war secretly. Political
parties like to play an {ssue both
ways. If the Kennedy guerrilla
war in South Vietnam leads to a
victory, naturally the Republicans
were in on it early and approving
of IL. If it should lead to a disaster,
then, just as naturally, it would be
an all-Kennedy operation.

Richard Nixon , howesver, has
chosen Lo be one Republican who
plays this particular issue one way
anly, and the way whl,c/h nsems Lo
him honest and hest for the coun-
try. His atatement on the lasue
amounts ta a declaration that he
thoroughly  supports  Prealdent

Kennedy in hin executlve decision
to wage an undeclared war
South Vietnam. And that, we
would assume, would ba the gen-
eral verdict of most responaible
Republicans,

President Kennedy, for all the
partisan noise, is not really in trou-
ble, on his Vietnam policy, with
the political opposition at home.

His Ltrouble lies out In South
Vietnam itself.

There, President Kennedy and
his advisers are assuming, or gam-
hling, that the show and use of
force will discourage the Commu-

nista in their show of force. We
are axsuming, and gambling, that
the Communists who, in this par-
ticular instance and in thiy partic-
uler territory, are probably get-
tng their strength and taking
thelr orders from the Chinese Com-
munists, from Peiping rather than
from Moscow, are going to allow
us to defeal and chase the Com-
munist guerrillas they now have

© operating In South Vietnam with-
out increasing the number of sald
guerrillas, or reinforcing them. We
assume, in other words. that
soon as we have matched the orig-
inal het the Chinese Communists
have made in South Vietnam, the
Chinese "Communists will be nice,
meek little bovs, who know that
now we are oo tough for them,
and who will, therefore, call the
whole zame of( and go off acroas
the horder

That is our pleasant, oplimistic
assumplion. If, however, it proves
false, and the Chinése Communists
react to our increased activity and
force and participation in the
Bouth Vietnam fighting by step-
ping up thelr own contributions to
it, then we know that we, for our
part, are bound to step up our own
strength and activity, until we bal-
ance off this new Communist ef-

pro-
nouncements on the same subject,
have not resulted in putting much
more formal declaration into our
undeclared wir in Southeast Asia.

those other Americans who shared

A large, wide-wheeled vehicle to
man over the junar sur-
face appears to be the most feasi-
able at this time. The moat effi-
cient method of moving on the
moon Iz being studied by many
laboratories throughout the coun-
try. As a result of this research,
it ia inevitable that by the mid-
1960's — when lunar exploration
vehicles are needed —this country
will possess an operating device
for this lask.
In & paper lo American Aalro-
nautical Society, Dr, Jack Froeh-
liek and Allyn Hazard of Space
General Corporation outlined the
approaches that led to the opti-
mum design of a vehicle. To un-
derstand their problem one must
firat explore the alien conditions
found on the moon which cause the
different designs to suffer.
The lack of an atmosphere on
the moon means that bearing ma-
terizls will evaporate or leak un-
leay the neals are almoat perfect.
The 450 deegrees F. range in tem-
paratures preciudes the possibility
of using ordinary rubber, Intense
solar radiation means that mate-
rials which change when subject
Lo radiations must be avoided. A
power source must be provided
which will not be affected by the
alien conditions on the moon.
Astutle engineers believe that
two moonmobiles are poasible, One
will be landed on the moon before
man o ‘prepare for the manned
landing. The other poasibility is
a manned lunar vehicle., Although
the first is quite important, it will
lack reliability and its range will
be limited bécause & man will not
be along. Thus, it Is the manned
moonmobile which is of interest.
Moonmobile Varietiea
Several modes of transportation
Are poasible for a moonmobile, Re-
cently, pictures of so-called “walk-
ers” on the moon have been pub«
lished. These look like frail bugs
and have two complementa of
three or more legs which move
alternately to 1 the vehicla
over the surface, ey can travel
At a s ‘of about five miles an
:lour which in faster than walk-
ng
The “walker” has conslderable
merit, It Is amall, and thus can
be neatly folded into & moderate-
nized space ferry, It needs-litthe
power and, more Important, it can
slep over obstacies, However, there
are several disadvantages which
rule against its use. A walker Is &
complex device and subject to con-
siderable vibration. Also, If there
is a sharp break in the terraln the
walker may fall on ita side and
be Immobllized,
A second choice is tha traclor
type of vehicle. This has consider-
able merit in that it can bridge
gaps in the lunar surface and ne-
gotiate moft gurfaces, But the
tractor, also, is a complex device,
presenting a considerable maln-
tenance problem on earth as  well
a3 on the moon. There will be ex-

Three Power Sources

There are three sources of pow-
er availabla to moonmobiles, The
first is ruclear power, which ix al-

The
second source ia solar power such
An that supplied to the matellites
orbiting the earth. This has a ge-
rious handicap becauss no power
Is available during the long lunar
night. The only power acurce
which will operate under all con-
ditions {s chemica! power..

There are a variely of chemical
power plants that can be used.
The first ia the common battery
we meet in our everyday lives, Un-
fortunately theae are ao heavy and
Iast for auch a short time that
they become (00 expensive for the
moonmobile.

Heat engines, such as the recip-
rocating engine and the turbine.
are other methods by which chem-
fcal energy s transformed in loco-
motion. These are notoriously un-
reliable under lunar conditions:
thus heat enginea’ leave much to
be deaired.

The chemical energy which will

probably be used is the fuel cell.
In this device, which possesses no
moving parts, gassous oxygen and
hydrogen” are combined to yield
waier along with eleotricity.

Her Philosophy
Drawing tapestry wool through
A square of canvay and carefully
inserting the needle into the next
mesh, Miss Fischer summed up
her philosophy sbout hands:
“If you sit and talk and do
nounngkwith your hands, you eith-
er smoke or eat candies, or your
mind degenerates.”
Miss Fischer, working mostly |,
In the evenings or during after-
noon visits with friends, is mak-
ing a needlepoint handbag. The
black background is worked with
tapesiry wool yarn in a regular
needlepoint stitch, and a floral
centerpiece s atitched in fine petit
point using only one strand of
yarn. In picces combining petit
point and larger stitches, petit
point sections are worked first,
she explaiped.
There are some 20 different
stitches for needlepoint, Including
petit point, gros point. basket-
weave, half-cross stitch, croas
stitch, gobelin, Greek, long and
ahort oblique stitch, herringbone,
fern. chain, Bargello or Floren-
tine (long and short upright
stitches), all simple to work and
lending themselves to great vari-
ety of design.
Needlepoint tapestry is worked
on either a single or double thread
canvas, both of which are made in
fine, medium and coarse meshes.
Needlepoint canvas is sold with a
stamped design, underlaid center
already worked, or plain for a
design to be worked from a graph
paper chart. Color schemes for
background or design may be se-
lected by the needlework.
Needio Sizes Vary

The tapestry or worsted needle
used for this work iy strong and
blunt with an oval eye wida enough
to thread easily with yarn. The
size of needle depends upon the
size of the canvas weave and the
thread. Miss Fisoher advises a
needle should not be too long or
thick so that it won't disturb the
weave of the canvas.
Miss Fischer fills in around a
design first and then works rows
siraight across. When a row s
finished, she turns the canvas
piece upside down, working from
left to right across another row,
keeping all stitches in the same
direction. She advises against
working diagonally across s can-
vas, because this will make the
finished plece crooked.

The greatest satiafaction lies in
