Kennedy also visited the Ploet- 
zensee prison memorial to Ger­
mans executed by the Nazis after 
the failure of the 1944 generals’ 
plot against Adolf Hitler.

The attorney general laid a 
wreath there, too, and said; " I  was 
very moved by the wall, seeing the 
places wherr'!i),eople Jumped and 
lost their lives, seeing the shame 
on the faces of some of the guards 
on the other side, the people at the 
windows there furtively ' waving 
and on this side the look o f cour­
age and hope on the faces o f the 
West Berliners.”

He called attention to his having, 
commemorated the victims o f both 
the Communists and the Nazis.

"W hat we stand for must pre­
vail,”  he said. "Men will not ac­
cept that the state and a few peo­

ple determine which men may 
exercise the libertlea given them 
by God. I  am honored to add) my 
voice to those at the people of 
W est Berlin, so eloquent against 
oppression o f any kind.”

Kennedy was taken to Berlin’s 
"Asnsrics House." I t  is a com­
bined library, exhibition gallery 
and lecture hall where thousands 
of Conummlst-ruled- Bkist BerHn- 
ers—4n the day before the wall— 
used to  come to read Western 
books and newspapers. He was 
Joined there by Arthur Schlesinger 
Jr., special assistant to President 
Kennedy. '

A t this point Kennedy an­
nounced that he would walk to 
the crowning event of the morn­
ing’s program —  the presentation 
of an American bald eagle to the 
West Berlin zoo.

This took him almost' half a 
mile across one of the busiest 
parts o f town. He was Joined by 
about 2,000 West Berliners, mostly 
teen-agers.

The result was r good-natured 
near-riot that Jammed traiflc 
around West) Berlin's mairt rail­
road station.

About 20 policemen managed to 
form a ring around him and get 
him safely into tha zoo’s big 
eagle cage. The eagle named 
" W illy Brandt" for the mayor, 
made the trip in a small cage,

There was a IS-mlnute cere­
mony at the zoo, in which Uie 
major, Kenndy and the zoo direc­
tor participated.

That was the language of Pre­
mier Khnishchev, In his very cor­
dial and generous note to President 
Kennedy, congratulating us on 
Colonel Glenn's three orbits.

*T am instructing the appropri­
ate officers of this govetnment to 
prepare new and concrete pro- 
poiMls for immediate projects of 
common iMition. and I  hiopeithat at 
a  very early data our rephesenta- 
ttves may meet to dlWniaa our 
ideas and yours in a  spirit ot prac­
tical cooperation.”

'that was the language of Presi­
dent Kennedy, responding to this 
overture of space cooperation, and 
doing so with extraordinary <lipIo- 
matlc speed.

So Khrushchev made a  nice sug­
gestion, and Kennedy did not lag 
a  moment in making an anawer 
which, so far as words were con 
ceme(t''carried the nice suggestion 
forward and Invited Khrushcherv to 
reinforce it.;

All this fine atmosphere marie it 
quite logical for a  newsman a t  the 
President's p r e s s  confeasnee 
Wednesday to ask where all this 
might possibly lead, and If, to  be 
specific, it might lead to sudh a 
thing as a  ‘‘Joint United Stades- 
Russia mission bo the moon."

And it was this specific qaery 
which elicited, from the President 
the observation that we would 
have to wait to see whether *‘the 
rain follows the warm wrlnri in 
this case'.”

In all this there is some faint 
suggestion that perhaps the atmos­
phere of the space adventure may 
Inspire some thinking and eome 
concepts, back here on earth, as 

- big as the msgnltude of the stSven 
ture before mankind would sug­
gest and Justify.

One thing one can pose for a  Cer­
tainty. I t  Is that, if we and Russia 
should become aware of some 
strange and alien force, waiting 
out there in space, equipped with 
the potentiality of doing battle for 
the universe, then we and Russia 
would certainly pool everything we 
have for UW' defense of our own 
little earth and for the joint scout- 
jn g  of the potential enemy out in 
space.
' How much we can manage, in 
the way of cooperation, when we 
have no sign of any mutual enemy 
out there, when we merely have
our mutual deccn^cs and intelli­
gence to rely upon, is another 
question. -

But we would say this. As the ef­
fort is being considered, as the ef­
fort is, pertiaps, eventually imade 
or attempted, we might as well 
aim high and all the way. It ought 
to be a  Joint Russian-United States 
attempt to the moon, under and 
esnying the United Nations flag. 
Ws don’t  think there ia very much' 
gradualism, very much merely 
token cooperating, very much 
banging back or withholding of 
any nature, consistent with coop­
erative peace in space. We suspect 
it  will have lo be-the whole deal 
or none.

Politics With Passports
Ws resent it whenever this fine, 

fair, beautiful country of ours 
sinks BO low as to play politics with 
passports. We think it is ridiculous 
to prevent Americans who may be 
Communists .from going abroad if 
they want to) and to Russia to stay 
if that is what they w anti

And ws think i t  was smbatras- 
sing to. our own ideals of free 
speech when, the other day, we de­
clined to iasne & visa for a  visit to 
this oountiy by .Mbtsp Tehombe, 
the nesident of Katanga Province, 
who wanted to come here because

he was scheduled to  be made a  
hero by a  New Toik rally of ex­
tremist conservaUves who wanted 
to enshrine him along writh a num- 
ber - ot Americana far enough to 
the right to make their enmity to 
Communism pathological.

Tshombe, in this country, would 
probably have votcM some of the 
chargee aoma of his enthualaeUc 
admirers in this country-hav^ al­
ready voiced—that United States 
and United Nationa policy in the 
Congo have favored the Comrau- 
nleta at the expenae of Tehombe, 
the one reliable anti-Communitt m 
the Congo. Tshombe In this coun­
try mifht have been encouraged, 
too, to wriggle out of hla reluctant 
but continuing submission to the 
idea of a imited federal Congo.

In denying him a visa, our State 
Department was probably miiiA 
more concerned with something 
that might possibly upset the prog­
ress toward peace In the Congo 
than it wras with whatever ml{^t 
develop at any right wing rally 
down in New York City. But, in 
denying the visa, the State De­
partment leaves itself vulnerable 
to the charge that at least one of 
its reasons ~v)!a8 to avoid the spec­
tacle, experience and the conse- 
qilences of having Tshombe exer­
cise, perhaps quite Irresponsibly, 
the privilege of free speech in our 
midst. And whenever It is a ques­
tion of free speech, or free travel, 
or any freedom, any element of 
American government ahould, it 
seems to us, be sure It is on the 
side of freedom.

Our danger is never from hear­
ing those iiriio may disagree with 
us, or who may wish to poison' us, 
or who may have clever Ues to tell 
to us. Our danger is that we our­
selves will falter In the exercise 
and guarantee of those freedoms in 
which we profess to believe. 
Neither the Communists nor the 
antl-Communist extremists can 
ever make this country over in 
their own poisoned image ao long 
as the rest of us hold our freedoms 
sacred and intact, wdiich we can 
only do by denying them to no one.

Memorial Wall Nerer Saa
We know very little about a r t  

sculpture, or monuments. ^Like 
most people, we presume, we some­
times know what we like, arid What 
we don't like. And, a great deal of 
the time, we may not even know 
that much. We may merely be 
waiting to be told what we should 
like.

One thing we thought we liked, 
when it was first publicized, was 
that design for a Franklin D. 
Roosevelt memorial which pro­
posed setting up some of his his 
toric prose on giant tablets, one of 
them 167 feet high, to be ari'anged 
around an open court on a  26 acre 
site between the Lincoln and Jef­
ferson Memorials down in Wash­
ington .

We thought we liked It in spite 
of the fact that an immediate 
chorus of experts who seemed to 
have much more qualification than 
we denounced it almost the mo­
ment it was selected by the Roose­
velt Membrial Commission's Jury. 
That jury, which consisted of 10 
architects, voted B to 1 in favor of 
the giant tablet memorial design 
But it soon appeared that these 
nine architects, too, must have 
been way off base.

It became the smart and sophis­
ticated thing to scoff at the pro­
posed design, as if it were some 
monstrosity, some outlandish nov­
elty, Instead of what it happened 
to seem to us—a memorial of sim 
pie, direct grrandeur which would 
honor and perpetuate Franklin D. 
Roosevelt's greatest contribution 
to his times, which wss the utter­
ance of the precise Inspirational 
and uplifting and galvanizing 
words the times demanded.

Whatever It was, good or had, 
monstrous or noble, the design had 
to get by three additional hurdles 
before It could ever become a real­
ity. The Federal Commission of 
Fine Arts, the National Capital 
Parks Commiission, and Congress 
itself would all have to approve it.

The Fine Arts Comml-sslon has 
taken first crack at it, and, after 
prolonged discussion'i and contro­
versy among the seven members 
sitting on its panel, produced a 
uhantmoua vote rejecting the de­
sign. It went chicken with its for- 
iWal-public explanation, pretending 
to have found that the design in 
question somehow was in technical 
conflict Ŵ th the original specifica ■ 
tions for the design contest it won. 
But most of us will believe that 
the Fine Arts Commission follow, 
ed, or agreed with, the original 
public hullaballoo about the de­
a l^ , and decided it did not like it.

So we will never, apparently, see 
this deslgpi In the reality. If we 
live long enough, we may see the 
eventual design which proves more 
acceptable to everybody, including 
the acknowledged experts. Per­
haps even we, then, will be quite 
sure we like the new one better. 
Being a layman, rather than an ex­
pert, we can be the one to admit 
that this is indeed a realm of taste, 
not of certainty.

Every day in newspapers sad 
magazines, from television view­
ing and coavarsations, ws are 
faced with the concern of growing 
numbers of people with the prob­
lem of peace throughout the 
vtorid.
" We are confronted with floods 
of words foretelling the next spot 
on the globe vriiich may reach ex­
plosion point and touch off the 
third world war; we are offered 
unnumbered theories on bow to 
handle these danger spots and the 
touchy peoples of the world in 
order that We may avoid the ulti­
mate catastrophe. But we doubt 
that mllBt of ua achieve a strong 
conviction on either danger point 
or means of evading the dire con­
sequences of an unwise action. We 
are still in the stage of groping 
after a few Arm facts with which 
to support any bouiae of action 
we hope to see sortie of our world 
leaders pursue in the univenMl 
cause of peace.
- Two recent books received In 
the library present directly op­
posed views to a vefy basic propo­
sition for msking armed conflict 
unlikely.

One Is ‘‘Disarmament: The 
Challenge of the 1960's'' by 
James P. Warburg; and the other 
"Arms Control: Issues for the 
Public" presented by the Ameri­
can Assembly and edited by Louia 
Henkin.

Mr. Warburg is a writer and 
commutator on financial and pub­
lic affairs. In this book he posea 
the question — Can world peace 
best be guaranteed by arms con­
trol or disarmament? — and bis 
answer is unequivocally in favor of 
disarmament.

He reviews all of the disarma-

meat negotiations since World 
War n  and the reasons for t b ^  
iUIurSk Be pBoiwses matbods of re- 
Ueving psyt^ogical and fear- 
based impediments to such a  pro­
gram. He tbsn dianiises tbe eco  ̂
nomle reautts of a sucoeasful dis­
armament campaign and warns 
that plans abould be prepared well 
in advance to bandle tbe reductimi 
in arme apendlng and production.
- The American Assembly ib a 
non-partliwn institution organised 
at Columbia Unlversi^ in IMO by 
Dwlgbt Eisenhower. I t  publishsa 
books of background Infomaaon
and oicouragto discuseions re­
gional asaembliea on topics OI na­
tional poUcw.

Tbeir piwUcatioh alms to make
arms ooatnri understandable to the 
general public and explains-teebnl- 
cal terms in popular language.

IMS book differs from "Dis­
armament” in not trying to "sell’’ 
One point of view," but rather to 
explain sU of the aspects ot the 
problem and encourage thinking 
and discusalon before reaching an 
individual opinion. *

The reader of either or both of 
these books will probably not reach 
a poaiUve answer—as indeed even 
the experts who write the books 
have not reached -agreement-—hut 
he riuMild have a clearer view of 
some basic issues and a more in­
formed reception, of forthcoming 
discussions of the arms situation 
and the world eituation generally.

Wariiington, D.C., from March 6 
through 8.

Peters, employed by the tele­
phone company at its WilUmanttc 
office, will represent the 8,500 
members of the Connecticut Union 
of Telephone Workers. He is a 
member of the union's safety com­
mittee.

This will be his second such con- 
fei^nce. He attended the 1960 ses­
sions at the invitation of Presi­
dent Eisenhower.

The conference will bring to­
gether more than 3,000 leaders of 
American industry', labor, agricul­
ture, federal, state, and local gov­
ernments, insurance, education, 
science, health, and private safety 
organizations. Their purpose is to 
devise and then apply voluntary, 
cooperative means for reducing the 
13,800 deaths and nearly' 2 million 
disabling injuries occurring an­
nually because of on-the-job acci­
dents.

Program emphasis of the 1962 
meetings will underscore the fact 
that 80 per cent of all job Injuries 
occur in non-manufacturing activi­
ties. Conference delegates will con­
centrate on safety problems in such 
lines of work as agriculture, con­
struction, trade and service busi­
nesses, materials handling, and 
government. They will seek ways 
to minimize the nation's losses in 
manpower, technical skill, human 
sufferhig, and financial waste that 
job accidents are causing.

The 1962 conference is the eighth 
biennial meeting since Us estab­
lishment by President Truman In 

.1948. President Eisenhower con­
tinued these conferences through­
out his term of office, and Presi­
dent Kennedy, soon after his inau­
guration. requested Lator Secre­
tary Arthur J. Goldberg tQ.‘'con- 
tine and re-energ1ze this voluntary 
association of management, labor 
and government.’’

Goldberg serves as general chair­
man of the conference.

This ideS of equalizing taxation among a group of towns or 
throughout a region or state to ease, the pain of school costs 
deserves consideration. The idea will one day gain acceptance 
and will be transformed into practice. But it can be easily mis­
construed, mlseppUed end misused!*

■The ides was a t the center oT a 
proposal made In Rockville the 
other day to  dliectora o f the Cham­
ber o f Commerce by Seymour 
Lavitt who recommended forma­
tion o f a tax equity committee to 
carry a plan to the legialature.

Back ot the proposal la a  fairly 
well supported postulate that tax­
ation In residential towns la tSkinK 
on the characteristica o f the four 
horsemen o f the Apocsdypse.

Lavitt urged tax equity as the 
desirable alternative to the frus­
tration o f trying to entice indus­
try Into the hinterland residential 
towns.

I f  the propossU is taken up, the 
towns would, in effect, be swap­
ping an iUusion for a reality. The 
illusion : is that Industry is Jes’ 
natcherly drawn to this I'il old 
town or that one because industry, 
big hearted and philanthropic, has 
been waiting excitedly to slap to­
gether a forty million dollar plant 
right on that rocky hillaide in this 
town (or that one) Just to ease 
the tax burden on the folks.

The reaUty is that the majority 
of towns, which are small and 
rural, are attractive for living and 
are growing as bedroom towns.

Transportation being what it is, 
)t is a natural and logical develop- 

* ment. The worker lives out where 
he can hear the katydids in the 
summer evenings, where he can 
shovel snow from a five hundred 
foot driveway after blizzards, and 
where the children can dig up the 
rose bushes.

Tlie. average resident doesn’t 
want a factory next door. He may 
have le ft the city to get away from 
them. A t  best, he would accept 
small, neat, modem, light manu- 
factury in hit town—if  it were far 
enough away from the hotue.

The trouble is, he would like the 
value o f an Industry or two added 
to his town’s tax btue to help hold 
down the tax bill.

Since most iieople are agreed 
ybu can't have your cake and eat 
it too, it  would appear The area 
wher« help is to  be fMind is in 
some sort o f tax  reform..

Tax reform ia related to school 
costs because schooling takes up 
the biggest part the annual 
town budget, as much as 80 per 
cent o f  K, tat some cases.

Tax equity ia not wholly new, 
although the proposal before the 
Rockville-Vesmon group has much 
newiteaa to  it. Sonne day, a  plan 
to soften the school cost blow will 
be enacted and it  may well be 
based on tax equalization.

The current proposal deserves 
Immediate consideration to pro­
tect It freun possible abuse.

Misconstrued as a blueprint for 
statewide taxation on top o f exist­
ing ta x ' structures, - the proposal 
could be r e j^ e d  before being for­
mulated. [

MisappUsd' or mlsuaed-by towns 
to Install school fadlitiea they do 
not need, a tax dquillzatloa plan 
could become a  liability.

What has been proposed is a re- 
distrlbuUosi o f  existing tax rev­
enue so that industry and com- 
roierce, mainly centered in metro­
politan core areas, would help 
stahilizs the tax paymenta o f their 
personnel, living mainly m outly.

i. 'The tricky part of suiy plan will 
'be the machinery for the redistri­
bution- . I t  will be tricky enough to

require an Interim solution, as­
suredly .a more potent and equit­
able form of state aid to educa­
tion.

Senator. Welles of Vernon last 
year proposed the oqtUne of a 
school aid program, based, signlU- 
cantly, on town grand lista unified 
for the purpose ot dlstrlbiitlnx aid 
equitably. The neediest towns 
would get the largest shares.

It boils down to this: Reform of 
tax machinery and distribution ot 
revenue is a recognized need. The 
need is attributable to., the rise cf 
school costs In the growing rest 
denital towns.

And school costs will continue to 
go up as more children are bom 
at a continuously accelerating rate. 
Their education is necessary.

New Wind Tunnel 
Undergoing Tests
A  new wind tunnel capable of 

simulating the flight conditions 
experienced, by space craft has 
been added to the wind tunnel 
complex at United A ircraft Re­
search Laboratories in East Hart­
ford. •

Now undergoing preliminary 
tests, it Is ii)tended for use In the 
flight regimes not now covered by 
the compsuiy’s subsonic and su­
personic tunnel* The new tunnel 
can operate at speeds o f Mach 60 
—60 times the speed o f sound (at 
sea leveL sound travels about 760 
miles sn hour), and at altitudes 
as high as 300,000 feet, approxi­
mately 57 miles. I t  can also a^ ieve  
the speed a spiuss craft noust reach 
in order to eecape the earth’s grav­
itational pull, some 36,000 feet a 
second or nearly 35,000 milea per 
hour.

John G. Lee, United A ircraft’s 
director o f research, said the itew 
tunnel will be used to  obtain data 
in these 'flight areas and to  study 
the SMrodynamlc chsiractenstlcs o f 
space craft and re-entry vehicles. 
I t  will also be used, he said, for 
advanced researc.T in engine thrust 
measurements, the burning o f 
fuels at supersosiic speeds and the 
flow o f gases at high tempera­
tures.

or hunted in 1960, 30 million of 
them often, says Mike Hudoba, 
Washington emrespondent for 
Sports Afield Magazine. This 
latter group of sportsmen and 
sports women spent *3,852,000,- 
000 last year in the process of 
enjoying this kind of recreation. 
The 30 million figure 'was released 
by the 1960 National Survey of 
Fishing and Hunting, retuma from 
which were announced to the an­
nual meeting of the International 
Association of Game, Fish and 
Conservation Commissioners in 
Memphis by Daniel Janzen, di­
rector o f the Bureau o f Sport Fish­
eries and Wildlife of the U.S. Fiah 
and WdldUfe Service.

In the past year It added eight 
national wildlife refuges which 
will have a total acreage of 68,000 
when the acquisition Is completed, 
and three national wildlife ranges 
In Alaska having a total o f 11,185,- 
000 acres. Under administration 
by the Fish and Wildlife Service 
at the present time are approxi­
mately 28.5 million acres of land 
used for wildlife purposes.

The 100 national 11^ hatcheries 
Increased their output 15 per cent 
over that of the previous year to 
replenish fish in many lakes and 
streams. Twelve laboratorlM and 
11 field stations for fisheries and 
three laboratories for wildlife car­
ried on increased research to solve 
problems. Plkhery management' 
help given on about 200 Federal 
installations added materially In 
providing for 1,880,000 man-days 
of fishing on these installations. A 
survey showed that federally 
stocked farm ponds provide 20 
nfillion man-days of fishing every 
year. _

.The number 'o f  anglers and 
hunters has Increased at a faster 
rate over the past five years than 
the population of our oountry, 
aocordlng to the 1960 fishing and 
hunting survey report. ’The total 
population inoreai^  II  percent 
In the five-year period, while the 
nugibers of fishermen and hunters 
Increased 22 and 24 per cent re­
spectively.

The number of women who hunt 
increased by 106 per cent, while 
the number o f lady anglers was 
21 per cent higher than In 1955. 
The 38 per cent Increase In salt­
water fishermen accounted for a 
considerable part of the over-all 
Increase in fishing.

play with the best If given half a 
chance.

"I stayed on the tour any way 1 
could. I hitchhiked and drove other 
players’ cars when they wanted to 
fly. I drove the cars of Frank 
Stranahan and Bo Wlnnlger. J 
started many trips with less than 
*100 in my pocket, ate out of paper' 
bags, filled up v?ith beans or any­
thing I could get.”

Ex-Amateur Boxer
Sifford. 38, stands-' 5-7 and 

weighs 167 pounds. He Is a soft- 
spoken native of Charlotte, N. C„ 
with a thin mustache and a nose 
which looks like ?it might have 
been hit by boxing gloves which 
it was when he was an amateur. 
He Is a chain cigar smoker on and 
off the course.

A natural query was; In view of 
what they have accomplished In 
other" sports, why -are there not 
more Negroes starring in goIfT 
Sifford smiled and shook his head 
Its thoqgh the Interviewer had 
asked a thoroughly idiotic ques­
tion.

"Most Negro youngsters couldn’t 
afford golf even If there were 
places for them to play.” he point­
ed out. ' . „

Sifford won the National Negro 
Championship five Umes.

—President Kennedy is re­
ported to have formally turn­
ed down Soviet Premier 
Khrushchev’s latest demand 
for a summit meeting: to open 
next month’s disarmament 
conference in Geneva,

The President’s reply waa ex­
pected to reach the'U.S. Embassy 
insMoscow today for relay to th* 
Kronlin. The U.S. government 
probably will make it public in a 
day or two.

In W ash ln ^n , It was under­
stood' that Kennedy again had 
urged Khrushchev to agree to a  
meeting of U.S.. British and So­
viet foreign mlnistera a fyw daya 
in advance of tlie Geneva meeting, 
probably March 10.

Khrushchev’s summit proposal 
waa rejected informally earlier 
this week by the Stale Depart­
ment. Kennedy was reported Fri­
day night to have given approval 
to #' format rcjecUon.

He had had some time earlier to 
study a translation ot Khrush­
chev’s proposal.

In his 2.600-word declaration, 
Khrushchev hewed to the Soviet 
line that disarmament was such 
an Important subject only chief* 
of state should tackle It.'Accord­
ingly, in tougher term* than be­
fore. he called on Kennedy and 
British Prime Minister Harold 
Macmillan to reconsider their de­
cision against a  summit meeUng 
to open the 18-natlpn disarmament 
conference in Geneva March 14.

Kennedy - and Macmillan have 
Saia 'QU^z P(lvor atartlng the con­
ference-L t’ the foreign mlnistera 
level, with a  summit session to be 
held later if real progress devel­
oped.

Kennedy and Macmillan were 
reported in Washington to have 
discussed by telMhone their reply 
to Khnuhehev.
