On
one memorable occasion, it hap-
pened on the direct urging of
President Eisenhower  himself,
when he sdvised Americans to be
eautious and conservative in their
buying, and to ba mire they were
getting  their money's worth,
Either becauss - everybody pald
attention to that advice, or because
