Prosident ~ Kennedy, observing
the first anniversary of his All-
ance for Progress policy at the
White House last Tuesday, really
“Iald It on the line for the assem.
bled South American diplomats
and for some of the more fortunate
of thelr countrymen back home.
Whoever wrote the speech for him
knew that it was going to sound
tough, and radical, when he told
the rich men of the hemisphere to
begin sharing their wealth volun-
tarily or have it taken from them,
and tried, In writing the speech, to
work the President into it as art-
fully as possible, But the blunt
impact still remained.

The President, In his aspeech,
.wamed our good nelghbors of the
hemisphere that, whatever we did,
the final succeas or fallure of the
Alliance would depend upon what
they did.

*T know the difficulties of such

a task,” he sald. "Our own his-
tory shows how flerce the resist-
ance can be to changes which later
generations regard as part of the
framework of life. And the course
of rational soclal change Is even
more hazardous for those progres-
nive 'governments who often face
entrenched privilege of the Right
and subversive conspiracies on the
Left,

“For too long my country. the
wealthieat nation on a poor con-
tinent, falled to carry out its full
responsibilities to Its sister repub-
lics, We have now accepted that
responsibility. In the same way
those who possess wealth and pow-
er In poor nations must accept their
own responsibllities. They must
Jend the fight for those basic re-
forma which alone can preserve the
fabric of their own societies. Those
who make peaceful revolutions im-
posaible will make violent revolu-
tion Inevitable,”

There was the blg punch line of
the address, and & line which fits
many situations all over the world.
