Barly in his administration,
Dwight D. BEisenhower gave hls

from starving even if such help
may mean a longer chance at life
for Communist regimes, We have
the grain in question running out
of our storage elevators.. We could
get rid of It, and we could get
pald for it, too. And, no matter
how Indirect the transaction, no-
body could really mask the fact
that the poor broken down old
capitalistic system has food to
burn while the bright new all-con-
quering Communist system can't
even, not even after decades of ex-
perimentation, feed its own.

old uni-
versities, that of Louvainy In Bel-
glum, founded in 1425, and & rather
happy Institution for several hun-
dred years’untll, rather recently,
Its professors and students and its
nelghbors  became obsessed with
the question of what Isnguage
should be 'official, the Flemish
Dutch or the Walloon French.

For a good many hundred years,
the University of Louvaln conduct-
ed (teelf satisfactorily and peace-
fully with Latin as ita official lan-
guage. ‘

But the léarning It Inculcated or
the culture it spread during that
span of its history have not proved
enough to exempt it from bitter It
silly modern quarreling over which
language should be dominant, the
French or the Dutch. It is quite
likely that everybody associated
with the university wspeaks both
languages equally well, just as life
in the surrounding city Is bl-lin-
gual. What is at stake in the con-
troversy  Is not something really
practical.

The truth ls that two popula-
tions who have lived together in
the same country, and the same
university for a very Jlong tme
have, in this enlightened second
half of the 20th century, begun to
accentuate the divisive negatives
In their long association until, af-
ter all these years, they are finally
making the Ianguage issue more
Important than it ever was during
their more benighted centuriea.

They may tear up a great old
university, &r split it in two, in a
war of languages, just =s if the
university had, In‘all its existence,
never yet succeeded in apeaking to
them with the volce of liberalism,
understanding, or tolerance. If
they weren't so well educated we
would call them all fools, to be
quarreling over such a thing. We
still think and assume, you see,
that education creates civilized,
rational conduct. But It may be
that It is the heart of man needs
teaching more than his head.

A couple may file a joint return
only if they are married to each
other at the and of the tax year,
As long as they are not legally
separated under a decres of di-
vorce or séparate maintenance,
they ‘are considered to be married.
When a married ocouples files a
Joint return, both are jointly lable
for the payment of the tax, If one
faila o pay, the other is required
to meet the payment,

If either spouse dies during the
lax year, the marriage is not ter-
minated as far as federal in.
come tax is concerned. The gov-
ernment regards the couple an
married for the entire year, and
the surviving spouse and the de-
cedent’s executor or adminiatrator
may fle a joint return. This re-
turn ahould include the survivor's
income and deductions for the full

ductions of the decedent for the
period up to the date of death.

If the murviving spouse meets
certain qualifications, he or she
might be able to use the joint re-
turn tax rates for the two taxable
yeara following the death of the
decedent. On this type of return,
the survivor’s Income, deductions,
and exemptions are used, but the
tax is computed as if a joint return
were being filed. In onder to do
this, the taxpayer must meet these
specifications;

1.The survivor must maintain
as his or her home a household
which {3 the principal residence of
a ohild for whom the taxpayer s
entitled to an exemption,

2) The survivor must not have
remarried.

He sald it was a waste of
time to negotiate with 14 non-
nuclear powers cluttering up the
procesdings.

Outside the conference a three-
hour talk between Rusk and
Gromyko raised faint hopes for an
easing of tensions between Russin
and the Westerry powers over Ber-
Un.

Rusk and Gromyko reportedly
exchangad summaries of the U.S,
and Soviel policles tosvard Berlin
in their meeting Tuesday night at
Gromyko's villa. The two were ex-

sd to ocontinue Berlin discus-
alona at least until early next week,
when Rusk leaves the 17-nation
disarmament conference here and
returns to Washington.

Wastern diplomats reported no
solld basis so far for optimism
about any East-West agreement—
or even tacit understanding—on
the Berlin disputs, But they were
cautiously encouraged by the fact
that Gromyko, apparently on or-
dera’ from Moscow; had initinted
the new Berlin discussions,

It seemed - apparent that the
Russians prefer to keep the talks
going even if therse is no prospect
of working out a real Berlin set-
tlement. {s in tsalf was con.
sirued by some Western diplo-
mats as a hopeful Indleator of
lessening tension.

Western officials expected that
al a minimum each side would
get a sharper understanding. of
the other's position. Some saw a
new opportunity to impress on the
Soviet government the Western
powers' determination not to with.
draw their forces from West Ber-
lin and not to yleld any of their
r:ghu of access to the divided
clty.

Rusk told newsmen the meet-
ing was “pleasant and' business-
lke'" and that he agresd to fur-
ther discussions with Gromyko on
Berlin.

CINCINNATI (AP)—There was
no comment today from officlals of
the Crosley Foundation about Cin-
cinnat! Reds' President Bill De-
Witt's offer to buy the baseball
team.

Most of the trustess of the
Foundation were out of town. Its
president, Mrs, Stanley E. Kress,
was reported In Florida where
some of the negoliations mentioned
by DeWitt apparently took place.

The Foundation owns moérs than
90 per cent of the Natlonal League
champlony’ stock. It waa set up by
the will of the late Powell Crosley
Jr,, owner of the Reds, who aiso
urged the Foundation to keep the
team in Cincinnatl,

When DeWitt announced yeater-
day he was negotiating to buy the
team, he added he would definitely
keep the Reda here, He sald any
purchass agreement would involve
othar partners, but declined to
name them and stresaed that “this
thing in in the nebulous stage now."

The club's value has been eati-
mated at about 34 millon,

DeWitt, former president of the
Detroit Tigern; said he "sort of had
a feeling that & ball club was not
the moat ideal investment for a
charitable foundation,” noting that
major league baseball stock valuea
fluctuale greatly.

National League Preaident War-
ren Glles concurred in this view.
Gllés sald he had known of the ne-
gotiations and approved of them,
but that no definite decialon on De-
Witt's proposal could be expected
very soon.

All nine National League cluba
would have to approve of  the
transaction, as well as the Croaley
Foundation and the Reds' dhare-
holders.

DeWitt made the announcement
on a brief trip north from the Reda'
training oamp at Tampa, Fla. He
aaid he would make no changes in
the club’s administrative organiza-
tion and management.

“I would stay as president and
general manager.,” he sald. "There
would be no changes. Cincinnat Is
my home, I intend to live here."

Crosley, long-time owner of the
baseball club, died a year ago, Dur-
ing his lifetime he rejected several
proposals to move the franchise,
but rumors of an Impending move
have continued to erop up.
