4. The British government
which, according to Smith and
others, has shown an amazing in-
difference as to ‘what happens to
the Romany folk.,

Backers of the trust fund In-

In order to call attention to
their plight, Dodds moved in with
100 gypsy familles who Were
threatened with eviotion from
Darenth Wood, near Dartford,
Kent. Wearing boots and an old
tweed jacket, the MP sat around
the campfire swapping stories with
the gypsies.

He was with them the foliow-
ing morning when the trucka and
tractors from the rural distriot
council arrived to tow their cara-
vans away.

The gypsies were simply dump-
ed at the side of the A2 highway
and left to fend for themselves,

They have been parked there
— all 300 of them ‘- since Janu-
ary. The men cannot collect scrap
metal, which'is thelr ordinary job.
They dare not leave thelr wives
and childiren during the day for
fear their caravans will be towed
away.

No one knows exaotly how many
gypsles there are in Britain, for
thers has never been a survey
made of them. Dodds estimates
that there are at least 20,000 full-
blooded gypales, another 80,000 of
mixed ancestry.

According to Dodds, most gyp-
les would now gladly glvo up thelr
lives an vagabonds and settle down
to steady Jobs. The trouble Is
that nobody wants them.

“If gypsies were animals instead
of human beings,' says the Labor
MP, “public opinton would have

forced the authorities to do some-
thing about them long ago."

Concern over "government byv

geuuon" Was expressed by about

5 town officiala who met last

night to discuss the town . meet-

ing slated Monday at Fiano'a
aurant at 8 p.m.

Attending a special session of
the public building commission,
the officidls expréssed support for
the PBC ana opposition to the
chief ailm of the town meeting
Monday — to abolish ths PBC and
name the board of education as a
bullding committee for a pro-
posed secondary school.

The town meeting was called
through & petition, signed by about
100 townspeople, among them
four members of the board of wd-
ucation;

Statements backing the contin-
uance of the PBC were recorded
last night by several of the town
boards and officials. They includ-
ed First Selectman Charles A.
Robbins, Selectmen Michael Pesce
and Dr. Bernard Sheridan; Mrs,
Doris D'Italla, for the board of fi-
nance; Chalrman James G. Has-
sett, Robert B, Gorton and Oscar
Hauser of the town planning com-
mission; Town Treasurer ghlrlcy
Riley; the zoning commission,
with one member abstaining; and
Raymond Cooper, chairman of the
board of tax review. George
Banks, &' school board member,
also asked to have his support
registered as a private citizen,

PBC Chairman T. J. Crockett
reviewed actions of the commis-
sion at the request of the board of
education in the last few months,
and events leading up to the cur-
rent sction to name the school
board as a building committee.

He cited the PBC hiring of Ar-
chitect Armold Lawrence ss ad-
visor as an action that raised the
ire of the school board. Both he
and Charles Lathrop, a commis-
slon member, said the hiring of
the architect would have benefit-
ed the work of both the PBC and
schoo! board and that it was with-
in the power of the commission.
Lawrence has since withdrawn
from the post In view of the Bol-
ton dispute,

Crockett cited a meeting with
8¢hool Supt. Philip C. Liguori,
called at the school board’s re-
‘quest to “try to settle our differ-
ences." Crockett sald terms of
agreement were worked out and
that the PBC felt everyone was
satisfied and work could soon pro-
ceed on planning for construction
of a secandary school.

Who Freed Whom

Some sage comment from West
Germany held that the weekend
news was not that France was fi-
nally ylelding freedom to Algeria,
but that Algeria was freeing
France.

The completenesa of the opera-
tion, elther way, however It is
phrased, remains- to be demon-
strated. But {f It does settle down
to clean and peaceful break, with
the third force of the French colon-
{sts and the secret army sinking
out of operation, it will mean that
France Is militarily at peace, for
the first time since 1939, Tt will
mean that France, for the first time
nince that year, Is not bearing the
expense of actual ‘war in the fleld.
It will mean that France is ne

‘longer siave to the colony to which
it once thought to be master. It
will mean France {s able to conduct
its foreign policy, shape its particl
pation in the affairs of the world
and plan future development and
usa of Ita own resources without
having ita Algerian predicament
hobbling Its feet, It means a
Frenchman can wake up in the
moming and look at the dew or the
sun or the young indy acroas the
street withoul having some dark
premonition of violence intervene.

We suspect that, more than an
expense, more than a cost and risk
of human life, Algerin must have
been—must still, for the moment
at least, remain—a psychological
obsemsion bearing down upon
French life and thought. French-
men must have feit as If they
themselves were participaling In
something at once futile and hor-
rible, going on In front of thelr own
very eyes, while they théemselves
were lashed Into It, upable either
to escape from It or solve its ghast-
ly riddle.

Now, perhaps, If things go well
enough In Algeria, they may feel
free and llberated again, cillzens
of a nation and a world in which
they have at least some chance of
emerging from nightmare, aligning
themseives with sanity, even, per-
haps, having a little bit to do with
the clioice of thelr own tomorrows.

In trying to Imagine how this
may feel, 1o = Frenchman, we can
only apeculate as to how Ameri-

tering down, provided in advance,
no doubt, by the official comimittes
which has to distributas ticker tape
to offices if people are to have any
to throw down. There were mount~
ed policemen heading the parade,
and an Army band, and units of
the four armed services, and a New
York City fire department color
guard. ’

This was enough nolse and show,
especially when it was staged pre-
cisely at the noon hour, to “draw"
crowds which, at points, lined the
street “four deep" lo see and cheer
the visiting dignitary. :

But we think we would have
been willing to pass out five dollar
bills to any members of the crowd
who could have told us who the
dignitary was, or where his coun-
try. was located, If we had been
privileged to coliect & nickel from
every member of the crowd who
didn't know,

The truth is that we ourselves
never heard of Sylvanus Olymplo,
president of the Republic of Togo,
and that we ourselves have to be
told that It is & new nation, former-
Iy & French colony, located on the
West coast of Africa.

The President, who haa to meet
all these visiting rulers when they
come to this country, is belter
briefed than we or the Broadway
crowds. But we doubt that even he
has any acourate count as to how
many he has niready received, and
how many he has to go hefore he
has covered Lhe entire list of Lhe
world's rulers. It is quite obvious
that, once the invitatlons to come
to Washington have gone out, they
must be Issued to everybody, and
that the red carpet which Is rolled
out for one must be rolled out for
all the others, that the ticker pa-
rade too must be reproduced, to-
gether with the speech before a
Joint session of Congress, and then
an appearance before the United
Nations,

Well, we add our word of wel-
come to President Sylvanus Olym-
plo of the Republic of Togo, ruler
of 1,450,000 souls he Ia trying to
steer toward the blessings of
democracy, in a relatively small
African territory which is only
about the size of Maryland, Dela-
ware and New Jersoy combined.
We're glad he came, and we wish
there were some offitial secretari-
at of visiting potentates down at
Washington which would make
sure we, and Broadway, know who
{s next,

The proposal was put forward
In connectlon’ with the talks be-
tween Becretary of State Dean
Rusk and Soviet Foreign Minister
Andrel - A. Gromyko during the
past two ‘'weeks,

President Kennedy suggested
last fall that the surface and alr
Yo les to West Berlin be put un.
der the control of an Internation-
al authority, Gromyko proposed
that the East Germans dontrol
the routes and ap International
supervisory body have power only
to seitle disputes arising out of
use of the routes,

Western diplomnts regarded the
international supervision proposed
by Gromyko ss & cover for East
German operation of the supply
lines, Actually the East German
regime alréady controls all surface
traffic to West Berlin except Al-
lled military personnel and wsup-
plies of the Allied garrison In the
city. Alr travel also is atill under
the control of the four occupation
powers.

Rusk and Gromyko will have one
or lwo more meetings on Berlin in
the next few days. Bui Western
officials sald that a series of con-
flicting proposals exchanged by the
two ministera had falled to mnke
any break in the deadlock over
West Berlin's future,

All Gromyko's proposals report-
