Tokyo (AP)— Red China
charg^ today that stepped up 
American military aid to 
South Viet Nam was a grave 
threat to peace in Southeast 
Asia and warned “no peace- 
loving country can remain in­
different.’’

■"The U.S. Air Force has taken 
a direct part in the war against the 
people of that region, and the 
United States has increased prep- 
artlons for aggression in South 
Viet Nam and other regions of 
Southeast Asia," the broadcast de­
clared.

U.S. Army helicopters with 
American crews have shuttled 
South Vietnamese troops Into bat­
tle zones and U.S. pilots have ac­
companied S o u t h  Vietnamese 
planes on strafing and bombing 
missions. U.S. officials Insist, how­
ever, the American troops are non- 
combatants.

Communist China “will struggle 
to the end to check U.S. armed ag­
gression in South Viet Nam,” de­
clared the New , C h in a  News 
Agency in a broadcast devoted to 
an editorial in the People’s Daily 
Observer of Peiping.

It was the second time in a 
month that Red China sharply 
assailed U.S. efforts to bolster .the 
South Viet Nam government’s 
fight against the Conmumlst Viet 
Cong guerrillas. Peiping declared 
on Feb. 24 that U.-6. aid to Presi­
dent Ngo Dlnh Diem's pro-West- 
sm  regime seriously affected the 
security o f Red China and Com­
munist North Viet Nam.

More than 4,000 U.S. troops 
have been sent to South Viet Nam 
to train and support Diem's 
forces. Sources in Saigon, the cap­
ital o f South Viet Nam, have said 
tile U.S. contingent soon would 
number 7,000,men.

South could ruff a club 
In dummy, and the rest was easy.

In a few cases Blast put up the 
ten of clubs when that suit was led 
from dummy. If South played low, 
Blast would win the trick and lead 
a third round of trumps. If South 
won and returned a club. East 
would win with the queen of clubs 
to lead a third trump.

As night shrouded the city, 
tanks and armored cars rumbled 
through the streets.

Steel-helmeted troops cautiously 
searched houses where, during the 
day, men 'with armbands marked 
with secret army insignia flred at 
French troops.

Shortly before midnight machine 
gun fire rattled in the hesut of the 
city. An armored convoy of French 
gendarmes was attacked by Euro­
peans firing from the balconies of 
their elegant apartments.

Molotov cocktails were hurled 
against armored vehicles that 
sprayed the houses with bullets 
from their h ^ v y  machine gpins.

In Oran, Algeria’s second larg­
est city several new holdups were 
reported. Four torts of food stocks 
were stolen from the port and 35,- 
000 francs 3.7(>00 in cash were tak­
en from three banks.

Police said secret army gunmen 
robbed the Bank of Algeria in 
Oran Friday of an estimated 21,-

Paul Weeaner of ■ Miami, who 
bougfht the financially shattered 
company from Guterma.

(luterma, who is a witness for 
the government against Tilne per' 
son# charged with Illegal stock 
maneuvers, said that no money 
was put into the Bon Ami Ck). by 
him or his associates.

Control of the company was ob­
tained but by purchase of a block 
of 60,000 shares of stock a t $27 
per share, he said.

The money to buy the stock was 
borrowed from the United Dye and 
Chemical Corp., another company 
once owned Guterma, and the 
company whose aoequisiUon, pro­
motion and sole is the aulijsot of 
the federal InveOUgation in New 
York C5ty.

As soon os Guterma and his 
associates obtained oontnti of the 
company stock, said the witness, 
he and his partners elected them 
selves as directon and oincen of 
Bon Aiiii.

They then formed a subsidiary 
company, Bon Ami Royalties, Inc., 
and proceeded to repay the United 
Dye and CTiemlcal Corp. with Bon 
Ami or Bon Ami Royalties cosh.

Checks of 395,000, 355,000, 3850, 
000 were made out to United Dye, 
said Guterma.

Also purchased with Bon Ami 
money, he said, were 8-year bonds 
of the Diversified Oil and Mining 
Oo. He said that 31.26 milUon of 
Eton Ami money waa used in this 
transaction.

In testimony Thursday Guterma 
said he and his associates milked 
33 million from Bon Ami.

Outerma’s testimony will con­
tinue Monday.

Insistence on a live quorum—, 
particularly at awkward hours— 
la a favorite time-consuming tactic 
In a filibuster. However, the South­
erners have made virtually no use 
of this weapon in the fight over 
the poll tax amendment.

Sen. Thomas E. Kiichel, R-Callf., 
told newsmen before the start of 
today's session he did not antici­
pate any demands for a live quo­
rum. "Tills la what Is known as a 
friendly filibuster,’’ he said.

Kiichel was the only Republican 
senator present as the session got 
under way. The other senator 
present waa Spesaard L. Holland 
of Florida.

Holland, In a split with moat of 
his Dixie colleagues, is the chief 
sponsor of the proposed constitu­
tional amendment to outlaw the 
poll tax as a  requirement for vot­
ing In federal elections.

Mansfield told reportere be 
hoped to get three or four more 
Southern speeches out of the way 
by calling the Saturday session.

Tho Dixie contingent appeared 
to be full of pep pud ready to 
keep its oratorical, barrage going 
for some time.

The initial vote will be on Mans­
field's pending motion to take up 
a minor bill to serve as a vehicle 
for getting the conatttutional 
amendment before the Senate.

At least two other rounds of two 
speeches each would be available 
to southerners once the first vote 
Is taken.

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Kennedy On Jackson
For those who wonder where 

the President really stands In his 
appraisal of the United Nations 
and where he stands with regard 
to the views o f Senator Henry 
Jackson, his friend of Washington, 
on the world organization, there 
was some direction and light in the 
President’s press conference last 
Wednesday. There, a day after 
Senator Jackson had made his set 
speech charging' that both admin­
istration and press were making 
the United Nations more important 
than It deserved to be, and insist­
ing that our best security wps in a 
strong Atlantic community, the 
President was asked for comment 
on the Jackson posititin.

This is the way the Preeldent re­
plied:

'T  see nollilng contradictory in 
a strong Atlantic community and 
the UAited Nations. Nor is there 
anything contradictory In a strong 
<)rganization of American States 
and the United Nations.

“ In fact, the United Nations in 
—when it was ■written In 1048, 
gave room for these regional oT' 
ganizatlons of which there are a 
great many and of which the Unit­
ed States is a member.

"I  support the United Nations 
very strongly," the President went 
on, “and I think the American peo­
ple do—not because its power is 
unlimited and not because we com­
mit our policy to the United Na­
tions so much as because we be­
lieve that it serves the interests of 
the United States, and the inter­
ests of the United States are in an 
association o f free peoples work­
ing together to maintain the peace.

“Now I would be very unhappy 
if the United Nations were weak­
ened or eliminated. We would have 
a great Increase in the chances of 
a direct concentration in some 
place—the Congo—between the 
great powers. It might Involve the 
United States directly, and per­
haps the Soviet Union on the other 
side. So the United Nations seiv^es 
as a means of channeling these 
matters, on which we disagree so 
basically, in a peaceful way,

"But that doesn’t suggest that 
have to choose between the Atlan­
tic community and the United Ns; 
tlons.

“We believe in the Atlantic com­
munity. We are committed to 
strengthening It. We are attempt­
ing, for example. In a number of 
ways—and In fact our association 
is Constantly growing more inti­
mate, and we also support the 
United Nations.

“ Senator Jackson Is a very val­
uable Senator. He’s done very ef­
fective work and anything that he 
says deserves a good deal of atten* 

.tlon.
“ I do wsint to point out that on 

this matter, certainly,, there's no 
ddsagreement- between us.’’

In this passage, the President 
was floundering a bit, as ha.s been 
noted o f his press conference ex­
pression lately, but we think it was 
clear enough that he landed, in 
the end, pretty close to Senator 
Jackson’s position and Instincts, 
even though he could not,' or at 
least dared not, voice, in his i>osi- 
tlon, such direct criticism or dis­
paragement of tbe United Nations 
as S«Mt6r Jackson used.

We are eorry to see the Presi­
dent’s instincts heading in that di­
rection. As for what he actually 
said, we can only point out what 
sewns t6 us to be the utter and 
fateful fallacy of the President’s 
pretense that there is “ nothing 
oontradietory’’ In the coexistence of 
■various strong regional organiza­
tions and the United Natldns. 
There Is, in reality, every possible 
contradiction between these rival 
Mcurjty systems. One is an alli­
ance against war. AU the others 
a n  alliances for the purposes of 
war. Oae'honora the dvlUzed con­
cept o f Uiiv and a  police foroe to 
malntali^ and eitfpm  itT h e  others 
e l l ^  to  the ana o f tbs vigilante. 

The one Is the only n a l new at-

prsaarva itaslf from the acourg^of 
war. The others a n  dull repetl- 
Uona at thrsystsnia o f aUlands by 
which the world has alwaya lived, 
and by which it has always found, 
and never avoided, war.

And not only Is there this dis­
tinction between Uie character, 
alms, and poaslbiiitles of the two 
kinds of association.
•< Than la an inavltabla confUet of 

allagianca and aupport involved. 
Whate'ver we put into an AUantie 
community haa to ha aomethlng 
we might n ther have tried to put 
into the United Nations. The Unit­
ed Nations and such regional or­
ganizations cannot exist side by 
side without having a relationship 
between them. And the relation­
ship is Inevitably one in which 
every regional organization Is a 
drain upon the loyalty, .the re­
source, the prestige, the power, the 
capability whlcb might otherwise 
belmg to the United Nations.

This is np longer a matter of 
theory, or a choice of policy ve­
hicles, either.

This happens to have become the 
world's choice of life or death.

Whenever it  falls to choose the 
United Nations, It chooeea an anar­
chy which ends up ■world suicide.

Hopefully, there Is still a differ­
ence between the direction of the 
waywaMi thoughts some leaders 
permit themselves and the way 
they head when the emergency bell 
rings. PTesIdent Kennedy himself, 
at the United Nations last fall, 
said that “ in the development of 
this organization rests the only al­
ternative to war." He may fight 
against the truth of what he Bald 
then, but he cannot escape it.

I f  the President is wt6e, he will 
stop fighting his own words, and 
begin trying to sCrve them. But 
he has an obidofis instinct to com­
mit folly'’ for us all, and he will 
bear watching, as will. Indeed, this 
whole laborious effort to scuttle 
the United Nations at the very 
moment in world history when it 
should be drawing to Itself the in­
creased and ever less divided lo}ral- 
ty of all who want ciirlUzaUon it­
self to have a chance.

Rah! R ah! Which Reds?
The most encouraging news des­

patch from Southeast Asia In some 
time Is one which says that. In 
Communist North Vietnam, the 
number of textbooks In the Rus­
sian language has Increased ten­
fold In the past year, while the pic­
ture of Stalin has been taken down.

And it means that 
there may be some control, from 
Moscow, of the Communist move- 
mehts in South Vietnam and in 
Laos whereas, if Peiping were call­
ing the turn, the tendency might 
be to spur more and more guerrilla 
revolution.

It is, of course, a streuige world, 
when Russia may' be doing more 
for us in Southeast Asia than we 
can do for .ourselves, or when we 
welcome a Russian sphere of in­
fluence take-over in any country 
anywhere. That's right. It is a 
strange world, and sometimes we 
think it gets stranger every day. 
Sometimes we don’t even know 
which Bide to cheer on.

‘T'pr remember,”  said the text 
o f House .Speaker Anthony Wal­
lace's avowal o f his candldiicy the 
other night, "the American people 
vote with their hearts as well as 
their heads.”

I f  this indicated that this par­
ticular entrant into the -Republi­
can gubematorie' race was aware 
o f his own possession of certain 
qualities, the mmnent of soft. In­
direct self-idlusK>n, In the other­
wise hard world of poliUos can be 
forgiven. We in particular have 
to forgive It, for kmg ago wo con­
cluded, as we surveyed the smile 
potential o f the -various candidates, 
that Tony Wallace came closer 
than all others to the unApproach- 
able facial -warmth and expansion 
of which Chief Justice Raymond 
G. Baldwin used to be capable, 
when the leaser nature o f his re­
sponsibilities made public cheer- 
fubicM his own great pleasurable 
asset. /

And we hand to Wallace not 
only the distinction of the most 
genuine smile among candidates. 
He elicited some genuine . Hklng 
and affection from his fellow 
members of the Houw of Repre­
sentatives, and many bf the people 
who are with him abe writh him not 
because they feel a certain politi­
cal oompulsioh, or sense a certain 
kind o f operation or line-up, but 
simply .becauee ^ y  like him.

Some of those who have liked 
Wallace, a pleasant. Intelligent 
genleman seemingly in the tra­
dition of Yankee speakers of the 
Connecticut House, are going to 
be surprised, and then, perhaps, 
like him even more, when they 
read a certain passage in the cam­
paign brochure being circulated 
for him. The following is part of 
the candidate’s biography, as giv­
en in this brochure:

“The son of Lthuanlan inuni- 
graints, Anthony and Ann Wollus, 
(his father Anglicized his name 
shortly after Tony wras born), he 
was passed from relative to friend 
to relative upon the death o f his 
mother and the hospitalization of 
his father before he reached his 
second birthday."

This kind of paragraph was op­
tional, voluntearing information 
never called into any accounting 
during his previous public eervlce. 
But It conveys a  rather thrilling 
reminder that you can’t tell, any 
more, who did come over bn the 
Mayflower Eind who didn’t, even if 
you do happen to think It makes 
any difference. And for Tony Wal­
lace, o f course, it seems to make 
no difference at all. except that, 
later on In the brochure, his can­
didacy gets around to being 
labeled another example of "the 
American dream."

We find some other passing dis­
tinctions in the opening phase of 
the Wallace candidacy. He be­
comes, in his announcement speech, 
the first candidate to speak ten­
tatively but approvingly of "a 
monorail stretching along the en­
tire eastern seaboard to provide 
fast, efficient and economical 
travel."

Once something of a footMll 
player himself, he comes out for 
“bigger libraries and smaller sta­
diums.”

Jt oocurs to Us that, since his 
employment it with one at the 
state’s major utilities,' he, more 
than any other candidate. Is In 
position to obtain that statistic of 
which we despair from other can­
didates—the statistic o f Just what 
is happening In the comings or 
goings of Co'hnectlcut Industry. 
An industry coming in has to get 
the power turned on, and an in­
dustry leaving has it turned off, 
and there m l^ t  be the source of 
an authentic box score, if Wallace 
could handle the statistics without

A  compsuison of the space ef­
forts of this country and Russia 

< to some Interesting cmclu- 
siona regarding the- philosophies 
underlying the space programs 
the two.countries. One way of u- 
lustraUng this is to compare the 
programs undertaken by the two 
nations. _  .

W s might remember that on Oct. 
4, 1967, the Soviets launched their 
first satellite—Rputniik I—with, a 
pay load of 184 nounds. About a 
month later Sputnik n  w ait ly , 
and this Ume the pay load wedgM 
increased to 1,120 pounds. Sputnik 
HI, which went up on May 16,1968, 
had -a pay load of 2,925 pounds. 
From this Is seen the steady In­
crease in pay load of the first group 
o f Soviet satellites.

On Jan. 2, 1959, Lunik I weigh­
ing 3,248 pounds went into orbit 
around the sun. Here, for the first 
time, an objwt was given escape 
velocity from the earth, and thus 
the tremendous Increase in pay 
load weight was not as truly re­
flected aa it would have been had 
the device been a satellite of the 
earth. Later that year, in rapid 
suocession came Lunik 11 which 
hit the moon on Sept. 12 with a 
w ^ g h to f 858 pounds. About three 
■weeks later on O ct 4, Lunik m , 
with a weight of 614 pounds, 
circled the moon and relayed back 
to e o r a  pictures of the hidden side 
o f the moon.

Apparently at this time, the 
super boosters of the Russians 
were rsedy, and on May 15, 1960, 
Sputnik IV went up. Tihls time the 
o r b i t i n g  pay load was 10,008 
pounds. The remainder of the 
Sputnik pay loads ranged from 10,- 
000 to 14,000 pounds, indicating a 
booster with a thrust of about 1,- 
300,000 pounds. The Soviet series 
en d^  with the Vostoks with their 
manned pay loads. Vostok I car­
ried Yuri Gagarin around the earth 
for a single pass lasting but. one 
and a half houra, while Vostok H 
oorried Major Titov around the 
earth for 17 orbits and a 26-hour 
period.

The Russian Method 
Frqm this sequence appeeua a 

pattern indloedinig how the Rus­
sians operate. They do not re­
peat a shot IVhen they have 
sent a man into oririt for a single 
pase, they are finished and next 
send 'a man around for 17 orMts. 
The Russians are apparently not 
interested in .precisely repeating 
their manned .experiments. It 
may well be tlmi they do not 
want to consume ' valuable time 
and maitertsd in repeating their 
Fucceeses.

There is considerable merit in 
operating as the Russians do, for 
this way they can conceatrate aJl 
theirj energies in a particular proj­
ect to the exclusion of everything 
else. If they desire to have ^>ec- 
taoulor feat ft^ow ^>eotacular 
feat, this Is the ideal way to do

project. The (Usodvantaga of 
this method is that they do not 
exploit the successful launch to 
obtain maximum dofa from tbeir 
space shots.

As an example of this, we ora 
told that Major H tov suffered 
from nausea during his 26 bouih 
of wrightlessneea, The question 
now arises; Was Ms nausisa ths 
result of ' the extended time in 
space, or was it a dmractsristie 
Inherent in him? W ll other as­
tronauts who spend a day in a 
welghUess condition alao become 
nauseated, or will they be able to 
Ifve with it?  As of this moment, 
we won’t know imtU they perform 
their next feat.

We know the Soviets have the 
capctoillty to put tr«nendous pay 
loads in orbit. Becauss of-this, 
setentisb havs speculated that 
their next space attempts will dsal 
with putting one or more men into 
space for a few days or a week. 
But when they do, they are tak­
ing a chance since the cause of 
Major Titov’s nausea is yet un­
known.

The Amerioon Objectives
The question which must be an­

swered by this country la whether 
we are interested in advancing our 
knowledge of all facets o f  ths 
space environment, or are we in­
terested in spectacular firsts. Tha 
spectacular firsts have tremen­
dous propaganda value but add 
little to Uie store of basic knowl­
edge. The objective of this coun­
try has been the acqulsIUon of 
basic knowledge.

This objective Is reflected In our 
s a t e l l i t e s  for communications, 
weather and other various scien­
tific purposes which have relayed 
to earth a rich store o f basic 
scientific information. The con- 
Unual launching of satellites will 
yield information about the earth, 
the sun, the planets, the moon and 
even space beyond the solar sys­
tem. With this information, tre­
mendous strides can be made to­
ward a fuller understanding o f the 
universe.

While the Russians can also 
claim to have imcovered signifi­
cant InformaUon, such as the pic­
tures of the hidden side o f ths 
moot! ami some measurements con­
cerning the environment o f the 
earth, the total volume of infor- 
matjon derived by their satellltea 
and probes is quite small compared 
to that of our satellites.

The National AeronauUcs and 
Space Administration has the deli­
cate problem of deciding what 
satellites are to be launch^, what 
experiments we are to repeat and 
when and how the Mercury pro­
gram shouud be expanded. To date, 
they seem to. have kept sight of 
the scientific goals set up by able 
scientists of this country. The re­
wards of basic research will be 
with us for’ a long time after the 
date of the first satellite launch­
ing is forgotten.

Perhaps Roger hasn't learned 
how yet."

All the basNiall world watched 
with great Interest Haris' assault 
on Babe Ruth’s long standing one 
season home run record In 1961. 
The New York slugger not <mly 
matched the Behe’s total <yt 60, 
which had stood since 1927, but he 
eclipsed the record by one. True, 
M a ^  appeared In more games than 
the Babe, due to the expanded 
American laague schedule.

StiU big news is Maris. Bvery- 
. where he goes, everything he does, 

la news, some good, some bad. AU 
winter long Maris was acclaimed 
and toasted from coast to coast fw  
his home run explolta Almost 
overnight, he became a national 
celHirity. •

During the banquet season, how- 
evsr, he was panned, as much as 
applauded, by the press in com­
munities that he appeared in to 
receive awards and honors. Maris 
didn't appreciate all the attention, 
and mentaUy, and physically, he 
wasn’t  up to the meny-go-round, 

.which is the best way to describe 
the winter schedule.

This spring, a nationally syndi- 
eated writer, Oscar Fraley,, blast­
ed M arls. to the hilt because the 
ball player didn't respond to an 
interview at the specific time the 
writer wanted. The story made 
headUnea. -The day after Uv 

i story appearsd on newsstands, tfie 
i Writer encountered Maris, figuring 

that l)s had softened him up a lit-

tie. Maris really unloaded, ver- 
faelly, and the conversation was 
overheard by several other writers 
and, of course, this was another 
story.

"Put a writer In Roger’s place 
up there at the plate, with a bat 
in his hand,” Houk said. "1 don’t 
think the writer would do very 
well. I  doubt if Maris could write 
a top story either. He’s a base­
ball player, trained to be a ball 
player and not a public spMker. 
Some writers don’t  realize the 
strsin that he's been under.

All I  know about Roger Is that 
he’s one heckova ball player. He's 
doing everything that I ’m asking 
him to do, and more for the bene- 
Mt. In my book, he’s not the 
most sociable guy in the world, 
Houk said.

I ’ve known Maris personally 
for two years, since he joined the 
Yankees. He hasn’t chiuiged one 
bit. In my booŵ  he’s not the 
m<»t amiable guy in the world, 
and he’s far from the worst. Once 
you get to know Maris, and he 
knows you, all is well.

The "trouble" Maris has been 
having with ttie press is not with 
regular baseball writers, guys who 
cover the diamond beat every day,

f  but the fMtured columnists, who 
show up only on occaaion.

'I  talked ^ th  Maris bafwe he 
took batting practice against the 
New York Mets at Al Lang Field. 
He was friendly and cordial.

’Tm  not going to change. I  just 
want to be'myself. If I  have been 
asked once to name the number of 
home runs Pm going to hit this 
season, I've been asked it hundreds 
of tlm^. I  don't' know. Nobody 
knows. I know that I ’ll be in there 
Bwingingj hoping to get my share."

Back to Houk for a minutcj. 
Speaking of homers, just how 
many does the field boM expect 
from the man who hit 617 

"Anyone who swings a bat like 
he does has a chance to Mt 60 
home runs. I  have a feeling that 
he'll hit a  lot of home runs again. 
Anything over 40 would be a  lot 
of homers,” Houk stated.

Hie boo birds have been on 
Maris and he felt the bad press 
had a lot to do with it. "The p^ple 
read where Pm imcooperative and 
unfriendly. That’s not true. I  knew 
when' I  came to spring training 
that I  would be the center of at­
tention and asked a million ques­
tions. I  said that I  would answer 
them all, to the best of my ability.

"Most wrlteni are fair but a few 
have poison pens.”

During the Yanks’ two games In 
St. Pete, against the Cards and 
Mets, no one could find fault with 
Maris. He signed autographs for 
many—men. women and children 
—on Ole ramp leading from the 
clubhouse to the playing field. He 
also posed for both amateur and 
professional photographers, con­
sented to both radio and teevee in­
terviews and signed autographs 
out on the field for all who asked.

One circulated report p a n n e d  
Maria for signing an X Instead of 
his autograph on a baseball from 
a youngster. True, Marls did sign 
a X, as a joke, suggested by none 
other than Hickey Mantle. But, 
after the fellows had a l a u g h ,  
Maris went over and signed his 
name to the ball and all were 
happy; except the New York 
writer who didn’t see Maris sign 
the ball.

How does Maris get along with 
the baseball writers traveling with 
the Yanks? “Just great,” Til 
Ferdenzie said. "No trouble at all.”

Robinson^s Bat 
Popular Model

By EARL YOST
ST. PETERSBURG. Fla.—Mak­

ing the rounds of the major league 
baseball teams in spring training 
In Florida U Bud Hlllerich, head 
man with the Hlllerich ft Bradsby 
Co., manufacturers of bats bearing 
the name, Louisville Sluggers.

"The most popular model we 
have distributed In recent years 
hss been the one used by Jackie 
Robinson," HUleriCh told me as we 
chatted behind the batting cage at 
Al Lang Field,

"The faster swing, made pos­
sible by the lighter bat, is respon­
sible for the Increase tai, home run 
production,” the bat man said. 
"The theory that a souped-up base­
ball created the record number of 
homers last year is pure myth.”

Picking up a Louisidlle Slugger 
bat nearby. Hlllerich continued, 
"The trend has been going on for 
a long time now. There Is little de­
mand for the type of bats we used 
to make. The average now Is about 
32 ounces and a lot of the players 
want nothing heavier than 30 
ounces.

"The old Babe Ruth model was 
44 ounces, but In 1927, when Ruth 
hit 60 homers, he switched to a 42- 
ounce model bat. The last few 
years of Ruth’s career he dropped 
to a 3S-.ounce model.”

Incidentally, the heaviest model 
the Louisville people ever made 
was 45-ounce clubs used by Ed 
Roush, who was recently elected to 
baseball's Hall of Fame. Roush was 
never a home run hitler but twice 
managed to win; batting titles In 
the National League. He la still in 
a major league’ uniform, shagging 
fly balls at the Milwaukee Braves’ 
Bradenton spring base of opera­
tions.

Citing Ernie Banks of the Chi- 
cago Cubs as an example, Hlllerich 
continued, "Banks Is a Wiry fel­
low, weighing about ,150 pounds 
but he hits an amazing numW  of 
home runs v;ith a 29-ounce bat.” 
Banks is the fellow who Is rated 
ahead of Manchester’s Moe Mpr- 
hardt as the Chicago first base- 
man this season. Banks, after 
playing his entire career as a 
Hdtortstop, has been shifted to first 
base this spring.

Explaining the background of 
making a bat, Hlllerich, after tak 
taig several half swings with the 
bat he had picked up, said, "We 
ktart out with Just as much wood 
when we make the smaller model. 
The smaller model is nowhere near 
as durabls as the heavier bats the 
players used to use.

"That doesn’t matter to the pro 
player, but 95 per cent of our 
sales arc to youngsters and sand' 
lot amateur players. They'll pick 
out the autoent^ed. models of fa ­
mous idayers. break them and 
then find fault with the product.

"The most durable bat Is the 
Jackie Robinson model,” he added

Fathers and youngsters when 
buying bats should take this tip 
from the' man who should know. 
The Louisville Slugger poople sup­
ply about 90 per cent of the bats 
the major leagues use.

Jn order to hold that they have 
standing to Seek it."

The special court in Nashville 
had dismissed .urban voters' com- 
nlalnls with the explanation that 
earlier Hupreme Court decision.s 
barreil federal intervention in 
such j>olitical iiiatlers. .
