They have tried the constitutional
convention routs, but since the
call must originate in the assem-
bly, It, too, has been fruitless.
They have tried Tennessee courls
with the same remult, and gover-
nors have fought the tide only to
flounder."

In still another concurring
opinion, Justice Willlam O, Doug-

enter."

Frankfurter said in his dissent-
ing opinion that the court "today
reverses a uniform course of de-
clgion established by a dozen

Scott H. Simon

When one goes back to the era
of Manchester life In which Scott
H. Silmon was making his mark,
and, incidentally, bringing to Man.
chester one of its fineet and sound-
est industries; one haa to go back
beyond the memory of a majority
of present day Manchester people,
This was another age, and there
are now almost no human remin-
ders of it left in our midst. Scott
Bimon was 84 when he dled Satur-
day. The thrilling period of his
business accomplishment came in
the very first decade of this cen-
tury, when he came to Hartford as
8 young accountant, advanced
swiftly to leadership in ths Car-
lyle Johnson Machine Co. and,
when the time came for expansion
of that firm, selected the Manches-
ter site on which the business did
and has continued to flourish,

In the course of his ensuing ca-
rear, he took his full share of com-
munity responsibility and leader-

Like many men of real accom-
plishment, he was easentially mod-
est.

It was
8 good life, good for Manchester,
full of the flavor of another era,
but full, also, of gift and accom-
pliashment which will last into the
Masnchester of tomorrow.

WASHINGTON (NEA) — The
largest coral atoll in the world,
surrounding the largest lagoon in
the world, will be the site for at-
mosphieric. testing of U.§. nuclear
weapons when President Kennedy
gives the order.

The site is Christmas Island, a
British colonial possesaion in the
Eastern Pacific, discovered by
Captain Cook In 1777. It is one of
the three Northern Line Islands,
just above the Equator and rough-
ly 1,600 miles south of Hawiil,
3,000 miles from the U.S. main-
land, 4,000 from Australia and
5,000 from South America.

The only alternative locations
would be Johnston Island, u US.

The remote location is what
makes Christmas ideal for nu-
clear testing, The British used
it for their hydrogen bomb tesls
in 1957.

For fallout to reach other land
areas the prevalling trade winds
would have to ecarry .radioactive
dust 1,000 miles to Canton Island
in the Phoenix group to the south-
west and 2,000 miles to the Gil-
bert and Ellice isiands to the west.
