'This has been United 
Staten policy since the late 1940’s 
and it repreeente no change.

"The change, as Mr. Alsop 
points out elsewhere to the ar­
ticle, Is In the strengthening of our 
defensive alternatives to nuclear 
warfare.’ ’

.Saltogrt told a questioner that 
he had not checked to see whether 
AJacgi quoted the Chief Executive 
correctly.

Redistricting Decision 
Touches New England
By THE ASSOCIATED PRESS <»>Mlkell’a attorney.
The U.S. Supreme Court decision 

authorizing voters to challenge the 
make-up of state legislatures in 
federal Oourid coifid have impact 
in New England.

In Oonnectiout, the membership 
of the State House of Representa­
tives la based on the state’s 1818 
consUutlon. which provides two 
representatives for earti town with 
A population over 5,000.

All tow-ns at the time of the 
drafting of the constitution were 
given two representatives. This 
has resulted in a present-day situ­
ation that finds cities as Hartford 
with a population o( 162,178 with 
the same numbci' of representa­
tives as Union with a population 
of 383.

The state Senate with 36 mem- 
bets was la s t redlstrlcted in 1902 
Blthough the constitution provides 
that redistricting may be done 
after each federal censtui.

Small towen • Republicans gener­
ally control the House, the big city 
Democrats the Senate.

Repifesentation in the House can 
be changed -only by an. amendment 
to the constitution. A (30P-spon- 

-sored amendment to the size 
of the House from 294 to 169 Is 
currently on its way through the 
legislative process. It must be ap­
proved by the Senate next year 
before going to a  state referen­
dum.

So far reappqriionment or re­
districting Ih Connecticut have 
been political party ̂ issues with 
most of the fighting confined to 
legislative chambers.

iPresUmably, the Supreme Court 
decision will permit an urban vot­
er to file suit for reapportlonment 
of the House, and a rural voter, 
so inclined, to file suit for redis- 
tricUng- of the Senate.

In Vermont, where State Rep. 
William Mlkell 'has asked Chitten­
den Chancery Court to enjoin vot­
ing In four counties—Rutland, Ad­
dison, Orleans and Chittenden— 
until the state is reapportioned,

Hilton Wick, 
a real answercalled the decision 

to the problem.
Tlie 'Vermont Senate has not 

been reapportioned since 1941.
Wick said if the injunction is not 

granted, he will appeal to the fed 
eral court at Montpelier, Vt. Re 
apportionment would require a 
.special se.ssion of the state legis­
lature prior to the 1962 election.

Reapportionment of the New 
Hamp.shire Hou.se of Representa- 
tive.s was ordered last year but 
there have been complaints that 
rural communities have di.spropor- 
tionate representation in the 400- 
member hou.se.

 ̂New Hampshire’s towns have a 
population of 300,857 and Us cities 
306.064 but the towns have 216 
seats and the cities 185 in the na­
tion’s largest legislature.

There has been no reapportion- 
ment in Rhode Island slnci 1930. 
Pressure has been growing for 
General Assembly, action. A spe­
cial commission named to pre­
pare a plan for realignment of 
seats in the 100-member house has 
been given until April 6 to report.

Rhode Island’s constitution au- 
tliori'zes reapportionment on the 
to.sis of poQuistton but does not 
compel it.

The Mas.sachusetts Senate was 
realigned last year but, the House 
has not been changed since 1946. 
That was the year the moye to the 
suburbs became heavy.

Some members of the Massa­
chusetts House represent as many 
as 23,145 voters in populous Mid­
dlesex County but the legislative 
desires of these voters can be over­
ruled by a representative from 
western Ma; lachusetts w’hose dis­
trict numbers less than half this 
figure.'

In Topeka, Kan., - Diet. Judge 
Marion Beatty said any action on 
a pending suit seeking to force 
reapportionment of the legislature 
would be delayed to permit all 
concerned to study the Supreme 
Court decision. Briefs had been 
due Friday.

In Its decision in the Tennessee 
case, the Supreme Court said it 
would be improper for it to con­
sider now what remedy would be 
most appropriate if the city voters 
prove their case at the trial.

Supreme Court sources, how­
ever, said this would be the fol 
low-up on the ruling.

After 25 days of the Supreme 
0>urt clerk notifies the special 
three-judge federal court In Nash 
vllle that it has authority to act 
on complaints.

A copy of the Hartford Housing

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Frost In Form
They let Robert PVoat loose In 

Washington yesterday, on the pre­
tex t th a t It waa hla 88th birthday, 
•nd the old ahowman,' as usual, 
proceeded to  give hla varloua audi­
ences far more than their money’s 
worth.

Testerday, more than usual, he 
seemed to  be talking about people, 
with tha t freedgaa of tongue which 
aecma cne of the licenses of the 
recognised poet.

He th o u ^ t  President Kennedy 
had a  "nice Irish weakness for 
poetry.”,

The last poet through Washing­
ton, Carl Sandburg, had been aome- 
thing less than positive In his ra t­
ing of former President Klsenhow- 
er.

"A fine old dignitary, a  fine old 
general,” said Frost yesterday of 
Elsenhower. ‘There's been some 
Cheap criUctsm of him but what 
are they talking about? He's a 
friend of inlne, an admiration of 
mine."

Since he was apparenUy feeling 
loose-tongued about people, some­
body In the press conference asked 
him what he had to say about 
Khrushchev.

"Oh, what a grand man he Is,' 
Frost replied. "What a  creature! 
What a creature! With all the 
fears—of us In front of him, of 
what’s behind him and around him 
there, i t  doesn't seem to touch him 
a t  ail.”

When such admiration of the 
Russian leader seemed to provoke 
something of a sensation In the 
prees conference, Frost went on:

"He's my enemy,” he said. "But 
i t  takes just a  little magnanimity 
to admire him.”

He was also In favor of George 
Washington.

“I never get back to where 
George Washington's monument 
Is,” he said, "without some great 
feeling. Most of my thoughts have 
some reference to the U.S.A. I ’m 
a  terrible nationalist. Deplorable!”

The room In which he waa hold­
ing hla press conference was one 
devoted to storing the books of 
Woodrow Wilson, and that fact led 
to his comment on that President., 
too.

“Look around ,a t the books," 
Frost said of Wilson, “and you'll 
see the limitations. Some one .said 
he was so busy he had no time for 
frills—that's one way of looking 
at poetry. A noble, conscientious 
man, but he strained himself. We 
need somebody who Is unstrained, 
who has time to read poetry and 
wear flowers.”

We do need, there Is no question 
about that, somebody who dares 
say the thing that is not complete­
ly and routinely acceptable to 
everybody. We do' need sopiebody 
who dares jab some surprise needle 
Into the nation's public thinking. 
Such is the professional'responst 
hlllty of the poet, and Robert Frost 
not only meets It on these occa­
sions, but seenis to have a high 
rellah for It too. And,' o n , the. 
theory that his advice ought to be 
good'for ordinary people, as well 
a s  for Presidents, we recommend 
that almost anybody, some day this 
spring, when mood and bloom ac- 
oonunodate, go'unstrained enough 

' to read a  poem and wear a  flower.

In ten years, television
taking advertising away 

front the magazine field. This has 
had the effect of increasing the 
competition among magazines for 
the smaller amount of advertising 
revenue that remains. But,' while 
Increasing the competition, and 
making it more costly. It also cuts 
down the rewards, even for .the 
successful competitors.

Bo when one of these publishing 
empires announces that Its maga­
zines aren't going to play the 
“numbers game” any more, that Is 
a  sensible, sane decision, but one 
taken under tiie virtual compulsion 
of defeat. I t is sensible and sane, 
even though it Is also a concession 
of defeat, because there 1s a  possi­
bility that the magazines In ques­
tion can continue to live and even­
tually show ,a profit again If they 
can glva up the expensive contin­
ual effort to be first.

There are all kinds of magazines 
In the field, including one or two 
tha t lo(A, for the moment, as if 
they were prosperoiu winners In 
the numbers game raoe. But they 
too are likely to find, as did the 
competitors whom they have now 
eclipsed, that, even after you have 
obtained the first position, it costs 
more to be sure of holding it, by 
numbers game methods, than it is 
worth.

I t  happens to be the magazines 
whl&h are almost the first enter­
prise institution to demonstrate, in 
this age of bigness, mass produc­
tion, and mass markets, that mere 
blgneee Is not success, and that 
success may really be found In 
some more modest operation. Late­
ly relatively small magazines, 
which have never tried to get 
themselves millions of readers have 
been making more actual money, 
eadi year, than many of their fa­
mous big glossy rivals who do have 
circulations In the many millions.

One suspects that there Is some 
basic economic law Involved, and 
that, as time goes on, it la going to 
be found applying and demonstrat­
ing Itself in enterprise fields other 
than magazine publishing. Bigness 
Is not always success. I t  Is eome- 
times a disease.

The Toll Of Bigness
The situation in the field of the 

big niMB circulation American 
magazines is a  little like that In 
the International world of arma- 
m enta

I t  Is the natural instinct of each 
competitor to make itself the big- 
gest. , ,

But, these days, the devices one 
uses in order to  become ;the big­
gest may be those of aelf destruc- 
tlon.

In  the m d, somebody has to 
call a  halt to the race, if anybody 
Is to survive.

In the big magiudna field, one 
giant publishing concern has now 
tried a  halt to the race. I t  has 
taken Its well known offqpring

with greater Initial assets, per­
haps, than either of his predeces­
sors, but with the handicap of 
being the last one In and therefore, 
perhaps, the Kennedy who breaks 
the straw vote trend which has 
hitherto been favor of all the 
clan.

I t Is Ted Kennedy’s greatest Ini­
tial asset that he had greatef ac- 
compllahment a t Harvard than 
either of his brothers, In that he 
caught a pass for a  touchdowm 
against Yale.

But, for all of this, he will need 
all the help he can get. And, from 
that point of view. It is Heartening 
to have Robert, the attorney gen­
eral, softening the public Interpre­
tation of what Jack, the President, 
said at his press conference the 
other day. What Jack said waa 
that he would play It. neutral In the 
contest Ted w m  entering. And, al­
though everyone who has been 
within two thousand miles of 
Wa.shington knows, by this time, 
that the Kennedy blood Is pool 
and tough, that soimded as If It re­
flected even less tenderness than 
U.sual.

Bobby, the attorney general, has 
Interpreted the^' President. He 
thinks that th e , President’s pledge 
pf neutrality extended only to the 
primary; In which Ted will be 
fighting another Democrat. He 
thinks that If Ted wins In the pri­
mary. the President may consider 
campaigning for him, just as he 
would for. any other Democratic 
candidate.

''I  think,” Bobby said finally, 
"the President has a very warm 
spot in his heart for his younger 
brother;”

We were beginning to wonder, 
but we certainly hope so, and, 
while we are at It, w-e hope Bobby 
has a warm spot for Ted too. We 
believe In brotherly love, especially 
among brothers.

W« are not mire fiiere hM been 
a- precise bulletin to this effect 
from House Speaker Tony Wal­
lace. But, leaving him free to upeet 
our generalization If he wlshea we 
assume that there Is one particular 
policy upon which all the possible 
candidates for the poet pf governor 
of Connecticut rre  agrCed.

We were reminded of this as we 
noticed, the other day, that even 
John Lupton, supposedly the 
guardian of the extreme right 
wing precepts for Connecticut life, 
was tlmeatening to veto an income' 
tax  If the’ General Assembly ever 
enacted one.,

The last lingering possibility 
that there might be some support 
for a state Income tax, in the ap­
proaching campaign, had to be 
located on the extreme right end 
of the political spectrum. Lon.g 
ago, the Democratic party, under 
the leadership of Abe Rlblcoff In 
his original candidacy for the gov­
ernor’s post, abandoned its tradi­
tional flirtation with the Income 
tax. Governor Dempsey has, we 
believe, expressed his own personal 
aversion to any such form of tax­
ation.

’The desertion of the Democrats 
left exploration and advocacy of 
the possibility of an income tax 
for Connecticut to the grass roots 
of the state themselves, and it has 
indeed been from the state’s famed 
coneervative foimdatlon popula­
tion, the honest farmer, that the 
only modern consideration of an 
Income tax has come.

This is the same population 
which would, perhaps, be most re­
sponsive to the clean, old-fhsh- 
loned look of many of the extreme 
right wing Ideas. Yet, on the In­
come tax issue, Lupton joins all 
the rest of the candidates. He, too. 
is against It. If the farmers of 
Connecticut, who think it may be 
the necessary logical next step In 
the state taxation picture, want 
some political cham^on for their 
Ides, they will have to look beyond 
and outside the present cl'uster of 
candidates.

We ourselves have been waiting, 
merely from boredom, for some 
candidate to come out for a state 
Income tax. But all of them prefer 
to spend their time telling us what 
prudent managers they are going 
to be, how they are going to keep 
the state's spending down, rather 
than discussing how they think 
the money the state spends should 
be collected.

Doing this, the politicians and 
their candidates concentrate on 
something over which they are go­
ing to have precious little Influ­
ence, and neglect the one area In

A • local would "improve con­

siderations given to classroom 
teachers” , ' said Carl J . Mtgel, 
national president of the AFT, in 
his talk to the teachers In the 
Manchester High School cafeteria.

"Making such Improvements 
from the administrative level by 
unlateral action does not solve the 
problem," he said.

AffillaUon with the AFT, a 
branch of the AFL-CSO, would also 
remove an "Inferiority complex" 
among teachers and end the "du­
plicity” of action on the part of 
school administrators, said Megel.

Megel said the AFT puts "teach­
ers on an equality with the ad­
ministration—not In a position of 
subservience.” It does that by 
limiting membership to teachers 
only, excluding principals and ad­
ministrators, and allowing teach­
ers to use collective bargaining 
methods In their requests from 
boards of education, he said.

Meet Important
‘The concept of the American 

Federation of Teaohem Is that the 
clSLsaroora teacher Is the most Im­
portant personage...” said the 
national president, adding that 
"classroom teachers must have a 
voice in formulating policies imder 
which they work.”

Megel said a grroup like the Man­
chester Education Association, 
open to both teachers and admin­
istrators, has "subordinated teach­
ers to the school administration."

He said the AFT is "not In op­
position to school administrators” 
who have a  "vital and clear” pqsi- 
tlon as "agents of management.” 
But, he said, an administrator 
"cannot be on both sides of the 
table” os a  representative of both 
the board education and teach- 
ere.

"If We put them (adminlatra- 
toni) in tile right category, we 

/^ c a n  give them a greet deal of 
help," said Megel.

Salary Talk
Megel said, “Always we (teach­

ers) are acquainted with profes- 
sionallsin until we get to salaries 
—then It’s unprofessional to talk 
about salaries.” He called that a t­
titude "educationally unworkable 
and detrimental and unsound edu­
cationally.”

The AST is seeking a  basic 
salary schedule for teachers with 
bachelor’s degrees, ranging from 
$6,000 to $14,000 in 10 steps. The 
National Education Association, 
of which the MKA Is an affiliate, 
wants a similar salary schedule, 
but with a  top figure of $13,000, 
said an MEA member today.

Megel said there Is "no force or 
coercion” on the part of the AFT 
to get members, because it Is "the 
sacred right of teachers every­
where to join the organization of 
your choioe.”

Ill a, question asked by a teacher 
later, about whether a  local would 
necessitate membership in both the 
state and national branches of the 
AFT, Megel and Arthur Kevorki­
an, president of the state AFT, said 
It would.

joining the AFT would necessar­
ily set down a  closed Shop or union 
shop.

3. Reach agreement on meas­
ures "to reduce the risk of war 
by accident, miscalculation, or 
surprlM attack.”

On the laat point Rusk said that 
"the .longer we permit the risk 
of nuclear war to hong over our 
heads, the more Important It Is 
that the risk be made as small 
aa possible.”

Other foreign ministers who 
came here two weeks ago to get 
the 17-nation disarmament confer­
ence organised also are leaving 
this week. Ambassadors and spe­
cial dlaarmament negotiators will 
carry on. U.S. officials estimate 
the conference will continue for 
months or even years.

The conference is expected to 
concentrate first on attempts at 
accord on limited arms controls 
that could pave the way for a sum- 
mlt meeting In May — just before 
a progress report is due the United 
Nations on June 1. If there Is a 
meeting attended by President 
Kennedy and Soviet P r e m i e r  
Khrushchev, Berlin also will be a 
major topic.

Rusk is expected to report to 
Kennedy that his talks with - Gro­
myko disclosed no basic changes 
whatever In the Soviet demands 
for WestCHl Withdrawal from Iticr- 
lln and for surrender of the Berlin 
access routes to full E>sst German 
control.

Rusk will also report complete 
failure to make any progress to­
ward a treaty to ban nuclear 
weapons tests.

She has pan­
eled the walls In her offices, has 
built a brick wall and staircase, 
and has made a trellis and a rose 
arbor at her home.

Bom In Manchester In the early 
1900's, she attended local schools, 
graduating from Manchester High 
School In 1928. Her high school 
years were filled with excitement 
as far as sports was concerned. 
Tennis was her forte and her court 
actions dazzled many an opponent.

A fter her graduation from New 
Haven, Miss Oiblln became a 
physical therapist in the private 
office of Dr. William Benham 
Snow, chief o f physical medicine at 
the Columbia Presbyterian Medical 
Center at New York. A fte r  three 
years in Dr. Snow’s office, she 
moved over to work at the Medical 

• Center, workipg there until 1943.
In 1943, she became head physi- 

ral therapy jeohnlclan at the New 
York Orthopedic Hospital on 59Ui 
Street and. stayed there until 1960, 
when A e  returned to Manchester 
to take over administration o f the 
convalescent home, which had been 
operated by her mother, Mrs. 
Mary Giblin, founder o f the insti- 
tution in 1933. Some 22. patients 
were under cAre at that time. To­
day the Kome has i4  patients! Be­
tween 35 and 40 persons are em­
ployed by Miss Oiblln.

Miss Glblin la a member of the

"Not only the Individual women 
worker but the effective function­
ing of our whole economy la handi­
capped by the lingering notion that 
women are inferior workers, are 
not worth aa much as men to an 
employer, and are working only 
for short periods until they marry 
and depend on their' husbands /Cor 
economic support."

Rep. Ekilth Green, D-Ore., said 
that on a recant trip to Russia she 
was asked more question! about 
discrimination against women' in 
the United States than about ra- 
da l discrimination.

The bill before the committee 
would establish job evaluation 
standards to determine If women 
are being paid less for the same 
job. I f  an employer could not be 
persuaded to remedy the situation, 
hearings could be held and em­
ployes discriminated against could 
collect the ' difference In wages 
plus an equal amount in damages.

Also, the employer would be in­
eligible for government contracts. 
However, there are no criminal 
penalties Included In the bill.

In  addition to 
hU restaurant, Musial owns a 
bowling alley and is also a bank 
director in Brentwood, Mo.

"A s  long as I  can do a fairly

rod job. As long as I  think that 
can help the Cards, I  want to 
play," the still brown halted

Musial reported. There’s not a 
trace of gray hair on the vet’s 
head and he acts as spry as a 
young colt.

Recalls First Hit
Looking back over the years, 

Musial recalled that his first ma­
jor league hit was collected o ff 
Jim Tobin o f the Boeton Braves, a 
double, "ril never forget it be­
cause the hit drove in two runs 
and we won the game, 3-2. Tobin 
threw a good knuckleball. The 
first time up he handcuffed me; as 
I  had hewer seen one, before. I  
popped up to the third baseman."

Since that first base hit 21 years 
ago, Musial has added 3,400 more 
safeties to his total.

'This Is the newest record Musial 
has set his sights on, most base 
hits by a National Leaguer.

"Records have never bothered 
me," Musial said, buttoning his 
shirt as we talked. "But I'd lljie 
to reach Bonus Wagner’s total 
hits, 3,430. I  need only 20. Just 
l\ow long it will talre I  don’t  know 
but 1 feel that it won’t be long 
after the season starts,” he replied 
confidently.

Besides Wagner’s total hits 
mark, Musial is within striking 
distance of four other National 
League records. He also has a shot 
at Babe Ruth’s most long hits, 
1,356 and most total baaes (5,803) 
held by Ty  Cobb.

Seven times National League

League batting king, three-times 
the N .L ’s most valuable player, 
Musial recalled his first of 444 
home runs.

" I t  came during the 1941 season 
o ff Rip Suwell in P ittsb u rgh ,h e  
said. Although Sewell was khowh 
best for his blooper pitch, it was a 
fast ball that he served up to Mu­
sial that left the park for four 
bases."

Hundreds of Thrills 
There have been hundreds of 

thrills in Musial’a baseball life but 
the biggest, Stan felt,^ was the 
3,000th base hit. His first appet 
ance in a World Series in 1942 
was another as well as his homer 
in the 12th Inning that won the 
1965 All-Star gam^ '

’ ’Baseball ia a hit ihore fun to­
day than It was, say 10 years ago. 
The first fe ^  years I  worked so 
hard, aipclbus to make good, that 
I  realljr struggled. Baseball has 
been good to me,”  he said sis he 
picked up his glove and headed for 
the exit to the practice field.

En route, he stopped to sign 
several authographs and pose for 
snapshots.

"There will never )>e another 
Musial," the old timer on the play­
er’s gate said. " I ’ve known Musial 
since he first csune to the Cardi­
nals, 20 years ago, and he hasn’t 
changed one bit. He’s always been 
a big leaguer.”

A  total o f 19.080,604 sport fish­

ermen purchased one or more li­
censes to fish duHng 1960, accord­
ing to certified information re­
quired by the Department of the 
Interior from 56' state fish and 
game departments as a basis for 
apportioning Federal aid in fish 
restoration funds, states Mike Hu- 
doba, Washing;ton Editor of Sports 
Afield Magazine.

While the number o f licensed 
sport fishermen is large, it does 
not accurately reflect the total 
number of persons who fish be­
cause many are not required to 
purchase a license to fish in cer­
tain places. According to the 1960 
National Survey of Fishing and 
Hunting recently completed by the 
Bureau of Sports Fisheries and 
Wildlife, the United States had 25,- 
323,000 sport fishermen 12 years or 
older, but many were not licensed. 
These unlicens^ fishermen include 
most o f those who fished in salt 
water along the coasrts, and oth­
ers who are exempt from license 
requirements because of age, vet­
eran’s status, or other reasons.

During 1960, licensed flshermen

'f>in 60 states spent a total o f $52,- 
142,836 for fishing licenses, stamps, 
tags and permits required by state 
fish and g ^ e  deportments to take 
fish legally. This is $1,768,004 more 
than the $50,374,832 flshermen 
spent for the same purposes in 
1959. According to the National 
Survey of FM iing and Hunting, all 
sport flshermen 12 years of age 
and older, boUi licensed and un­
licensed, spent $2,690,872,(K)0 In 
1960 for all costs assooiated With 
fishing.

Some state fish and gome de­
partments require sportsmen to 
purchase separate licenses, stamps, 
permits or tags for fishing for dif­
ferent kinds of fish or for fishing In 
different areas. Many states offer 
trip or short-term licenses good for 
from one to 15 days. Other states 
issue only one license which Is 
legal for all types of fishing. In 
many states minors are not re­
q u ir e  to purchase fishing Ucenaes. 
Only five states require a license 
to fish In marine waters. Thus, the 
total number of licenses issued does 
not reflect accurately the number 
of fishermen in some states.

Paret Still Critical; 
Griffith Sleepless

NEW  YORK (A P )— Bennyf 
Kid Paret continuecl in a coma 
today as Gov. Nelson A. 
Rockefeller studied a rush re­
port by the State Athletic 
Clommission on the grudge 
fight that cost Paret his world 
welterweight title— and may­
be his life.

A  medical bulletin from Roose­
velt Hospital eald the 25-year-old 
Cuban-bom boxer was in critical 
condition and the outlook waa "ex­
tremely grave.”

Emile Grlflfth, the new welter­
weight champion who battered 
Paret senseleaa at Madison Square 
Garden Saturday night, said in a 
radio interview:

" I t ’s all a nightmare. I  pray 
for Benny’s recovery very fast. 
It ’s all in God’s hands.”

The State Athletic Commission 
went Into secret session Monday 
under orders from the governor, 
who said he was "deeply concern­
ed and disturbed.”

View Filins
The 'commission viewed films of 

the fight, which waa seen by mil­
lions on television, and heard tes­
timony from nine witnesses.

The principal witness was ref­
eree Ruby-(^Idstein, who has been 
criticized by the Paret camp for 
not stopping the fight sooner in the 
12th rcHind when Griffith kept 
bashing Paret's head, caught be­
tween the ropes.

The New York Mirror said it 
had learned that the effect of the 
report would be that Paret’s critical 
Injuries were "just one of those 
things—nobody's fault.”  The paper 
said tfie report will be that "no 
negligence”  waa Involved.

Dr. John Crlq>, a chief surgical 
resident, at Roosevelt Hoiqiltal, 
said P s ^  "is  being maintained 
under hypothermia treatment to 
lower body requirements.”  Dr. 
Crisp said at a news conference 
that the chances are 10,000 to 1 
against Paret’s ever regaining full 
control of his body after the brain 
damage he suffered. The doctor 
said that if  he lives he might re­
main in a coma for a year or more.

Brain surgery was performed on 
Paret early Sunday.

His pregnant wife, Lucy, has 
been keeping vigil at the'hospital 
since she flew  here from' Miami 
Sunday. *

There had been bad .. blood be­
tween Paret and Grlflfth for about 
a year, during which they fought 
three timesi and Saturday night's 
fight was a real grudge affair. >

Grififth admittedly waa angry 
over remarks by Paret that chal­
lenged his manhod. Griffith, a mil­
linery designer out o f the ring, had 
said Paret cursed and insult^ him 
before and after the fight.

" I ’m sorry now that I  ever -be­
came a  f l i t t e r , "  Griffith said. " I  
guess P ll go cm fl ir t in g  sometime, 
aomewhere, but f  don't want ■ to 
think about It now.”

NEW  YORK (A P )— Three 
days after he regained the 
world welterweight champion­
ship, Emile Griffith walks the 
streets of New York sleepless, 
haggard, grim-faced.

"No,”  said Griffith today, 
haven’t had much sleep. I've been 
doing a lot of thinking and pray­
ing."

Saturday night In Madison 
Square Garden, Griffith, a New 
Yorker who Was bom in the Virgin 
Islands, knocked out Benny (K id ) 
Paret in the 12th round in their 
world welterweight title bout.

Paret still hasn’t regained con- 
aciousnesa. He lice in Roosevelt 
Ho-spitial, four holes drilled in his 
skull to relieve the effects of two 
blood clots near his brain. He is 
hanging onto a thin thread of life. 

Hasn’t Seen Paret 
"No. I  haven’t seen him," Grif­

fith said. " I  was at the hospital a 
couple of times. Once t h e y  
wouldn’t let me upstairs. When 
went back some of Benny's friends 
were In the hall and 1 decided that 
I ’d, better not go In.” 

driffith, a hat designer when he 
isn’t IrNthe ring, is tormented by 
the fact that there were hard feel 
ings between him and Paret before 
the fight. He is the first to admit 
it.

"Now,” he said sadly, "they’re 
trying to get me to, say I  wanted 
to kill him. A ll I  wanted was to be 
champion again. I  didn’t want to 
hurt him.

“ People come up to me and say 
how come a sweet little t>oy like 
you who de.signs hats can turn tig ­
er and hurt a man’s brain. They 
oil say that. When I  got in the ring 
I  forgot I  was mad. at him.

"Now I  can’t sleep and they 
won’t even let me see him."

Griffith said Paret called him 
names at the weighing in Satur­
day and he got me mad.

Naar the 
end of the meeting, which lasted 
over two hours, many of tha 300 
Or more people preaent appeared 
to become bored with the "he eold, 
the said, and they did" aocuiatlons 
from both sroups.

Robert 'Young said he thought 
the rehashing of the dispute be­
tween the two boards was beside 
the point. "There has bMn a cer­
tain overbearing, a certain arro­
gance, a Jealousy of power between 
the board of education and the 
PBC, but the town has a right to 
expect the two boards to work to­
gether." Young Mid he thought It 
was unfortunate that the town is 
asked to take aides.

If there are people on either 
group who cannot work with the 
others, Young said he thotight the 
only honorable thing to do IS re­
sign so others could be appointed 
who could work harmoniously.

DAMASCUS, Syria (AP)— 
The Syrian army. command 
took over the government to­
day in a lightning coup avow­
edly aimed to swing Syria 
back from right-wing rule to 
neutralist Arab socialism.

President Nazem el Koudsi and 
Premier Marouf DawaliW’e cab­
inet were ousted and the constitu­
ent asembly set up after Syria 
broke from the United Arab Re­
public last fall was dissolved.

Communiques signed by "The 
General Command of the Army and 
Armed Fbrees" said a provisional 
government oompoeed of honest 
and sincere elements would be set 
up later.

Until then, it was annotuiced, 
"the command takes over the leg­
islative and executive power In the 
country.”

Syria’s . frontiers, airports and 
harbors were ordered closed until 
fin-ther notice. Ih e  people were 
InSstruoted to "avoid any demon­
stration* of support or any group­
ings wliataoever,”

Radio Damascus said the coup 
was bloodless.

An army general staff statement 
broadcast from Damascus accused 
the right-wbigers o f nullifying so­
cial reforms to regain lands they 
had lost to the peasant* and 
workers while Syria was joined 
with Egypt in rasldent Oamal 
Abdel Nasser’s United Arab Re­
public.

The statement said the coup was 
a OMitinuation of the Sept. 28 army 
revolt which broke Syria's tie with 
the VJiJl. and “ an internal af­
fair to correct conditions In Syria.” 
It  said the army’s aim at home 
wari "establishment of constructive 
Arab socialism,” the same term 
used by Nasser to describe his pro­
gram. >

The army command also called 
for “ the establishment of compre­
hensive Arab unity on a  clear ba­
sis, s^Mcially with beloved l%ypt 
and brotherly Iraq and considering 
ths ZMlwUne problem as problem 
nvunher one of the Arab nation.”

ed Nations charter.”

Damascus radio said the army 
command would hold both legis: 
latlVe and executive power until a 
transitional government is formed. 
It said the government once more 
was headed by the same junta 
that carried out the Sept. 28 re­
volt.

o f six colonels, but one of them, 
Ool. Haydar Ktisbarl, was dls 
missed from his comriiand last De­
cember. It was believed he leaned

(AP)—Dutch warships and 
troops rushed toward West 
New Guinea today to counter 
stepped-up Indonesian infil­
tration of the disputed terri­
tory.

The Dutch government dis­
patched four warships and air- 
ix>me troops after receiving word 
of increased military activity In 
the area following a breakdown 
in U.S.-sponsored negotiations be­
tween the Hague and Jakarta.

The Dutch did not discloee the 
number of troop reinforcements, 
but they began airlifting marines 
from the Netherlands Antilles to 
West New (julnea.

The Dutch began airlifting an 
estimated 1.300 troops to New 
Guinea In DCS airliners chartered 
from KLM, the Dutch airline. A 
planeload of 168 marines left Am­
sterdam today, and airport circles 
said one of KLM’s two dally 
flights to New York hsd been can­
celed for the next nine days to 
accommodate the airlift.

A DC3 transport left the Carib­
bean island of Curacao Tuesday 
night with a 70-man unit. Sources 
said at least six other planes fer­
rying troops from Amsterdam to 
New Guinea were to make stop­
overs at Curacao in the next few 
days.

The planes, carrying the troops 
as tourists in civilian drsM, are 
flying to New Guinea via Lima, 
Pen), -and the French Pacific 
Island of Tahiti. Japan protested 
when Dutch troops In clvUlan 
dress were flown to. New Guinea 
earlier via 'Tokyo,

Also ordered to New Guinea 
were the destroyers Limburg and 
tnunlgen aJm^the submarif(M'Ze«- 
leeuw a n ^  Dolfijn, vrhtch visited 
the Caribbean laid month and 
then moved to the Pacific Coast 
to be on the ready.

Premier Jan de Quay told the 
lower house of Parliament the re­
inforcements were being sent be­
cause of Indonesia’s "uninterrupt­
ed and (>anUnued threats and ag­
gressive acts" and to protect the 
lives and property of Inhabitants 
'of the territory, the only part of 
the Netherlands East Indies which 
the Dutch retained vdten they 
gave Indonesia Independence in 
1949.

West New Guinea’s governor, 
P. J. Platoel, in a broadcast to­
day, said the sending of reinforce­
ments was "clear proof that the 
Netherlande does not intend to 
give In to Indonesian threats.’ ’

A communique from Hollandla, 
the capital of West New Guinea, 
said Dutch marines and Papuan 
police had encountered a well- 
armed Indonesian fighting unit of 
about 80 men on Waigeo Island 
off the -west-tip of New Guinea-

the Catholic school* of the -arch­
diocese according to accepted edu­
cational standards.”

Registration dates for all Calho- 
Ue schools were set for April 13-14.

State Sen. E. W, Gravolet said 
the announcement "may have a 
severe reaction from a segregated- 
minded legislature.”

Gravolet, a (totholie himself and 
vice chairman of the joint legisla­
tive, committee on aegr-igatlon, 
pradicted a "mass boycott will 
gTMt the integration” of Catholtc 
schools In the city.

"I don’t think the parenU to 
these parochial schools will take 
this lying down,”  he eald. "Catho­
lic echools art a  lot diffenant from 
public BChoola. Parents of that 
parish built those schools and con­
sider them private Khools for 
Uiuir children.
