‘The nows M that what he
took to Premier Fanfanl was a
proposal for a new kind of organi-
zation of Westorn Buropean states,
A “Burope of Fatherlands,” as con-
trasted to the political kind of Pu-
Tope being profected as a “United’
States of Burope” In the NATO
and Common Market area, In de
Ganlle's kind of BEurope there
would be less surrender and merg-
ing of individual  national sover-
eignties, and France, of course, as
the only member which would be
an atomic powsr in ita own right,
would be a dominant figure.

This activity ‘on the part of
President de Gaulle gives France
& certain distinction, It is that of
providing outstanding
leadership in two opposits
tions. It was French post-war
stateamanship which, wisely fa-
tigued with effort to maintain
Franoce as g-freat world power, set
off the original intallectual and po-
litical fireworks advertising the
idea of a United States of Europe
and ploneered the first ‘concrete
move in that direction, the Eurp-
pean Coal and Ste¢l Community,
without which none of the institu-
tions and movements which have
followed and which are atil] seek-
Ing forward progress would have
been likely to see the light of day.
And now along comes de Gaulle,
the man who never admitted, even
during World War T1 itself, that

« France could no longer mansge
the role of greatness, and under-
takes a diplomatic drive to turn
back the clock, get away from this
Internationalist nonsense, break up
NATO, desert the United Nations,
and, as a modest start, have
France lead her nelghbors,
