For a number of years—bul par-
~ ticularly during the campaign year
of 1060—we Ametricans have heard
ourselves criticized for our alow
rate of economic growth. The sta-
tistios showed that our production
waa Increasing at a Tower rate thah
that of other countriss. Somé of
the war-ravaged countries of BEu-
rope were racing economic rings
around us. And Russia, i was said,
was bullding up Ita sconomic ea-
pacity and production at a rate
which might, by some such fearful
date as 1970, fiid Russin catching
up to us in some aspects of eapac-
ity and preduction. )
, This »was sometimes the argu-
ment of economic theorists, who
think that a nation's economy must
keop swelling itself up, or perish,
/and it was sometimes the argu-
" ment of political candidates, who
had to point with alarm to some
impending disaster for which they
alone might have the cure,

But aliways there was avallable
& simple, common sense annwer, It
was that our economy was ex-
panding at a relatively slow rate
because we already had more pro-
duction than wes could consume.
But this was, of course, entirely
too simple a common sense an-
swer to win respect anywhere.

BEven: we got tired of arguing
along that line. y

Now, however, in a formal, lav-
ish, and unanimous report of
sconomists representing the 20 na-
tions tn the Organization for Eco-
nomic Cooperation and Develop-
mént, there comes a diagnoals of
the growth rate of the American
economy which Ia phrased In the
proper language and which, there-
fore, carries authority and convie-
tion.

Thess international experts
reach such deep and Impressive
conclusions as the following:

“The evidence suggests that, in
at least some of the slower-grow-
ing countries, an inadequafe prea-
sure of demand has been largely
responsible for the slow growth.

—There-is-1ittle doubtthx
pressure of demand In the United
Btates, in the second half of the
Nineteen Fiftles, could have result-
ed In'a significantly faster rate of
growth."
