Lupton Edges
Lodge Forces

WESTPORT (AP)—Among Connecticut’s assortment of

candidates for the Republican gubernatorial nomination,
there was one today who could say he had tested his strength
in a primary and won. State Sen. John M, Lupton of Weston
defeated former Govermnor John$ :
Lodge in a primary here yester-
day—the first In which the voters
have had a chance to choose be-
tween any of this year's puberna-
torial hopefuls.

The victory was a squsaker, with
Lupton drawing only 31 more
votes than Lodge out of a total of
2443 cast, but it was doubly
swest for the winner because Weat-
port is Lodge’s home town. Lup-
ton is from Weston,

Lupton recelved 1,237 voles,
Lodge 1,208,

Compared to Lodge, the 45-year-
old Lupton is something of a new-
comer to politics. He first won
election to the General Asembly
as a state representative in 1956
and followed up four years later
with election to the siate senate.

Lodge, 58, was governor from
1050 until his defeal at the handa
of Abraham Riblcoff in 1064, He
Iater was ambassador to Spain for
six years. Before winning the gov-
srnorship, he served two terms in

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The pundits haven't got sround
to 1t yet but we wouldn't'be sur-
prised i they labelod the present
state of relations betwesn Russia
and Communist China as one of un-

ing befors it decided it was
going to do. When Pelping finally
,did get around to holding its meet-
Ing, the mere fact that the meeting
was on, and likely to be considering
gigantic questions of China's rela-
tionship with Russia and the out-
wide world, proved enough to put
Moscow policy in eold storage for
several weeks,

Moscow, the experts sald, was
waiting to see how far off the
reservation Peiping would go, how
much troubls it was going to have
with Pelping, before it decided
whether it would have to be tough,
or .could afford to be reasomable,
or vice versa, for that matter, with
the West.

We could never be quite sure just
which the experts were saying,
whether Russian trouble with Chi-
na would force Russia to be tough
to us, in order to prove to China
how Marxist Russias was, or force
Russia to be nice to us, in order to
have our help against China. One
expert sald Russia would never tol-
erate trouble on two fronts, which
meant that Russia would adjust to
Chinese toughness by being nice to
us, Another expert would say that
Khrushchev had to have victory
and pecurity for hia views within
the Commiunist bloc before he
could dare undertake any soft deal-
ing with ua.

That was expert opinion denying
expert opinion.

We expect more of the same,
now that the Chinese have din-
banded their National People's
Congress and lssued {ts final com-
munique. Moscow iz treating that
communique, and what Moscow ap-
parently knows of what went on in
the Peiping Gbhgress, as something
of a tacit vittory for Khrushchey
and his views about peaceful coex-
istence. The Chinese didn't apolo-
gize or come right otit and admit
that they had been wrong and
Khruahchev right. They rather
pointedly refused to say uncle ideo-
logically. But they did abandon
thelir hitherto fervent pralse of Al-
bania, which translated always into
eriticlam of Moacow, and they were
even leas violent toward the United
Btates than usual,

80, one might say, Khrushchev
has tacit approval, from Rad China,
for continued friendly negotiations
with us. He is free to follow his
own polioy of peaceful coexistence.

Perhaps he will fall into our very
arms,

Or perhaps, not having to fear
Red China quite so much, for the
moment at least, he will feel free
to be tough with us again.

Beyond Blockades
High school newspaper editors
representing schools from all over
tha state recently attended a
presa conference held by Gover-
nor Dempsey al his ‘residence.
About 100 representatives fired

questions at the governor and his
panel for about two hours. The
topic under dlscussion was leen-
age driving and drinking, and pre-
pared-te assist the Governor with
facts on that subject were Com-
missioners Leo Mulckhey and
George Tynan of the State Po-
lice and Motor Vehicle Deparl~
menls, and Captain John Gruber
of the State Police.

It wasn't until almost the end
of the conference that Commis-
sioner Mulcahey said what had
needed to be said all along. Ob-
vious to him and to most of the
audience was a feeling of resent-
ment among some of the editors,
They evidenUy thought, especially
after some of the more gruesome
statistics about highway slaughter
had been revealed, that the police,
and in fact, the entire state gov-
ernment, waa picking on teen-
agerg almost without reason.

But Mr. Mulcahey said in so

meany words that the police and
the government weren't plcking
on young people; they were try-
Ing to help them, and lest that
soumd like the old chestnut, “The
policeman in your best friend," he
put forth some very illuminating
statistics. For instance, he sald
that more than a dozen bills be-
fore the last session of legisla-
| ture were designed to curd teen-
'ngcrs driving by raising the -
censing mge, by banning nights
lLime driving by teen-ngers, etc,
| Mr, Mulcahey pointed out that
his office and the governor's of-
fice had fought and defeated these
bills for very good reasons. He
sald that he didn't see why all
teen-aged drivers should suffer for
the idiocy of & “2 per qpent mi-
nority of hoods, or whatever you
want to call them."'

He then relterated what Capt.
Gruber had said previously: “Don’t
trp to outstrip the Bad exampies of
your elders; you kids have got to
police yourselves, or you're going
to end up with these lawa that no
one will like, and which will be
even hander lo enforce.”

After the conference Mr. Mul-
cahey sald {n conversation that he
was in favor of stiffer tests for
license-seckers, Including a psycho-
logical exam to test the subject's
emotional ability to drive. He
pointed out that the biggest men-
&ce was the 16, 17 or 18 year old
who drives with a chip on his
shoulder, or a couple of beers un-
der his belt. “No one,” he sald,
“wants to be on the road with a
guy who doean’'t know what lane
he's driving in and cares less.”
