Could the Russiana, back last
summer when they were deciding
to denounce the nuclear test ban
moratorium they themselves had
originated, have believed, aven for
an instant, that they could con-
duct & whole new neries of tests
themselves and not have us fol-
low sult?™ Could they doubt that
their tests would produce a new
round of tesis by us?

Can we, at this, moment in our
own national conduct, as’ we con-
duct the tests with which we an-
swer the Russfan tests of last fall,
have the slightest idea that Rus-
sia will not answer our series of
tests with a new series of its own?

And, when Russia comes to that
point, and begins setling off ils
own pecond round, will Russia
have any reason for thinking that
we will not, in our turn, respond
with & second round of our own?

And we, when we gel around to
beginning our ¥econd rotind—what
possible reason will we have for
thinking that Russia will then re-
frain from starting a third round,
In which we ourselves will, In our
turn, Inevitably be forced to join?

Does not each round of lests, by
each side, set up the next round?
Isn't the mere fear or suspicion
that the other wside may have
learned something new, or scored
some kind of sclentific break-
through, enough to guarantee con-
tinual new decisiona for new testa?

What kind of idea, then, does
either Khrushchev or Kennedy
now have, about how and when the
begetting of tests by tests might
be brought to an end? What can
either offer his people, or the rest
of the world, In the way of hope?
What promise or guarantee would
either dare make?

Once, before, there was & oon-
ceivable answer, Once before, one
natlon, conceivably, too, the nation
which was bshind, not ahead, in
ths sclence of the bomb, volun-
tarlly led the way Into a mora-
torium of testing, pledging that it
would not resume testing Itself
unless others did, pledging that,
in any case, it would not be the
firat. Thia was such a powerful
act of leadership, seemingly even
of moral leadership, that it com-
pelled the other great atomic pow-
er to follow suit and likewise en-
ter the moratorium, where it might
have indeed have been compelled
to remain, despite Its own recur-
rent urge to get out and do some
teating, indefinitely.
