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;"Qur Duty Is Surely Simple"
Prltne Minister Macmillan did a 

rather iUce Job. before Afnerica'a 
newspaper publishera down In New 
York last nljljt, of facing up to 
the*'aead]ock t^a^rle of ctrfd war 
policy In the wortil.^ today and of 
managintr, still, to go on toward 
tha t kind of reusuntnce all except 
the nioet desperate orators l|ks to 
convey a t the end of a speedi.

The British prime minister 
quoted from one of his own coun* 
try ’s newspapers to illuminate the 
tragfle, seemingly unsolvahl.e na­
ture of the cold war policy tan­
gle.

"Preeldent Kennedy’s decision 
to  resume testa in tha atmosphere 
la a  tragedy," said this British edi­
torial. *It means the nuclear arms 
race Is again In full spate. But 
tha world must realize the respon- 
alblllty for this tragedy la not Ken­
nedy’s. I t Is Khrushchev’s."

There la 'a  simple description of 
our world deadlock — too simple, 
perhaps, ..for conipleta accuracy. 
P art of Khrushchev’s blame prob­
ably belongs to somebody else, too. 
For all we know, some good, and 
not only t r a ^ y ,  may come from 
the President’s decision. But the 
general simple charge is valid; 
this Is a  world In which we do 
tragic things for which somsons 
else is to blame. And that way 
we can go on, one suspects, untn 
we produce the final tragbdy, al­
ways, of course, with a  footnote 
to the effect that someone else Is 
to blame for what we have done.

But, like a  good orator, Prime 
Minister MacnpUan, having posed 
the apparently unsolvable. dilem­
ma, still proved capable of em­
ploying his rearon; fidth and 
analyals toward a closing note 
which might, conceivably, help his 
audience toward a night’s sleep.

He did It by giving his hearers 
«  short lecture on Russia.

"Russia,’ he began, "Is a coun­
try  that has moved from c;||lldhood 
to manhood with scarcely any 
adolescence. All this has put tre­
mendous strains upon their people 
—strains as well as fetters. Yet 
this strange and to our mind whol-

Black Muslim Explains

er.

About 600 persons attended the 
debate, sponsored by the local 
chapter of the National A ssocla" 
tion for the Advancement of Col­
ored People.

l^ c o lm  X  said he and 
Black Muslima believe that 
white race is doomed and the 
blacks will eventually ifiheylt the 
earth.

'It is absolutely Impossible to 
have equality in an integrated so­
ciety.” said Mslcolm X. "The 
white man always tricks his way 
to the top.”

Williams told how his group in 
Springfield has been fighting seg­
regation and discrimination with 
a measure of success.

He blamed Negroes themselves 
for their faflure to win equality. 
'We could gain our rights today 

if we were to Join hands,” said 
Williams.

The- eolution, according to Mal- 
colnJ^X, “ Is to do for our kind 
what the white man has done for 
his kind . . to build" our own
schools and factories and hospi­
tals and so on.”

Stop trying to be white men 
and stiut trying to know your 
selves,”  said Malcolm X.

Williams said the Black Mus- 
limb have hurt the cause o f racial 
equality by .refusing to Join in 
civil lights demonstrations.

The trouM* with Malcolm X and 
his. group, said Williams, is that 
they are hoping for the sudden de­
struction of the whites, which, they 
believe, will be followed by an age 
in which the world will be ruled by 
■•the dark'peoples.”

"W e want our rights today,” 
said Williams, “ not in some com^ 
Ing promised land.”

The town has been within its 
rights In parking trucks and a 
sweeper on town property in Ver­
non Center skhough zoning regu­
lations would forWd the praoUce 
i f  it were by private Indi-vldui^.

Thq town does not. need epscial 
dispensation in the soning rules 
to allow erection of a  garage.

Both factors have been in con­
tention this w eek. and last, 
prompted mainly b y  a 66-aigna‘> 
tUre petition from rod en ts  in the 
Vernon Center area decrying the 
parking of the trucks.

Besides saying 'Oie trucks are 
unattlaotlve and a possible hss- 
ard, the petition eeys the situa­
tion -violates soniiig regulations. It 
further asks that a new garage 
not be built 6n that property.

The property, containing the 
Vemon H a v e n  Convalescent 
Rome, a  barn and other buildings, 
has been recommended by the fire 
district planning commission for 
the garage site. "

Since the removal o f the old 
town garage at East and Grove 
Sts. in Rockville, the town high­
way department has been parking 
trucks there. There is no other 
place to put them, said First Se­
lectman George E. Rialey last 
night.

Meanwhile, he said, the town 
has been awaiting suloption o f a 
change In zoning regulations 
which would permit erection '’o f  
certain public buildings as special 
uses in zones in the district.

The change was adopted Tues­
day by the zoning commission, al­
though it now appears needless 
insofar as the garage is concern­
ed.

Kahan, who was asked by se­
lectmen to rule on the possible 
zone violation due to the truck 
parking, said the law is cleatsthat 
a to-wn garage is a governmental 
function and, therefore. Is free of 
the zone restrictions.

MuniclpaUtlss may.also provlds 
proprietaiiry funetioas -without re­
striction by zoning.

Despite the new development, tha 
board of selectmen will review 
Tuesday the choice of the Verntm
