“In 1063.84, for Grades 10
through 12, our tuition cost will
be approximately $114,600 as com-
pared with $35910 should our
Junior-senior high program be
realized.

The problem to be moived was
one of some long standing — as
long, at least, as the current dis-
Armament dislogus hetween the
United States and Russis.

The reason is that it
must only acquire sscape velocity
from the moon — aboul 1% miles
por second. When escape velocity
has been reached, the 60-hour tri
back to the earth begins, The Apol-
lo capsule will enter the atmoas-
phere of the earth with a speed of
about 36,000 feet per second. This
in the speed which must be de-
stroyed to effect A safe return.

In the Apollo capsule there will
be & modest amount of aerody-
namic lift during re-entry. The
shape of the Apollo will thus be
morp squat than the Mereury cap-
sule Lo avold excessive hea on
the capsule sides. The only Uhing
to comae back from a space vehicle
with an all-up wﬂgh{;.o( umo'ln
9,000,000 pounds wi a capsule
weighing 17,000 pounds, about ane
five hundredth of the initial
weight.

In this fashion, & man eould go
directly from the sarth to the moon
and refurn, but the odds are atrict-
Iy against any attempt like this
being made. The size of the wehi-
cle has becoms so prohibitive as
to rule against this scheme except
in & disastrous breakdown in our
Saturn vehicle fabrication.
